DBOMESTIC.

The Guitean Case.

CH10AGO, January 26th.—A special from
Washington says: District Attorney Cork-
hillis happy. He says he never doubted the
result of the case, as ascertained by the jury,
and is gratified because the verdict was re-
turned so gquickly. He eays Judge Cox al-
lowsd the widest Iatituda to the prisoner, go
there should be no good grounds for delay
and granting & new trial. There isno cha}xce
for the escape of the assissin from his just
deserts or reasonable grounds for an appeal.
The cnly delay that will be caused are by the
castomary rontine Court proceedings.

Scovilie was very much depressed. The
reaction resulting from the conclusion of the
case in which he has played such an import-
ant part was plainly perceptible in his care-
worn face, Heeaid: *“I shall make an ar-
gument in favor of a new trial Saturday, but
T have litt]l> hope of the prayer beiog granted.
The Judges to whom we must appeal are
prejudiced by public sentim2nt against the
prisoner, and there i3 not much doubt but
that Guitean will ba hanged. I will be
assisted in 10y argument for a pew trial by
Mr. Merrick, who will speak on the question
of jurisdiction. He will maintain that the
Court erred in its chargs to the jury of mak-
ing statements which never should be made
to a jary. We wili allege that the jury was
tamperad with, and I can prove that they
had access to the newspapers. Another
poiut in favor of a new trial is that the Court
declined to receive certain material testimony
for the defense, aud received improper evi-
dence for the prosecution ; also that new
evidence for the defensz has been ebtained
that was not admitted on the first trial.

Scoville believes that Judge Cox's charge
caused the jary to find for the prosecution;
otherwise, he thinks, there would have been
a disagresment. He will call upon the
prisoner at the jail to-day.

After the trial Judge Cox was asked if he
was sarpriced that the jury returned a ver-
dict so soon, Ha said he could not say he
was. The jury was an intelligent one, and
the cace had been too plainly stated for them
t> do otherwise, The inordinate vanity of
the prisoner had led to this result. He would
not say what hz thonght of the prospect for
& new trial.

When Guiteau arrived at the jail affer
the verdict, his pale, haggard face indicated
great depression, mingled with anxiety and
fear. The jail officials remarked that he was
more depressed than at any time since his
arraignment. To Warden Crocker he re-
marked : **The verdict startled me, but 1
was nov surprized. Judge Cox's charge was
a very fair one, with the singie exception
that he did not dwell with sufficient force on
the recent decision of the New Yerk Court of
Appeals., Had he done so tha jury would
havs acqnitted me. Judge Porter’s bitter
speech had too much impression on the jury.
I saw the effect, and hence was somewhat
prepared for the verdict.”

** Do you have auy f2ars that you will die
on the scaffold ?” asked a reporier.

T am in the hands of the Lord,” replied
the prisoner, *‘and I have no apprehersions.
Life is but a span. It is appointed to all
men onca to die, and no man will die befora
his appointed time. No man can eay fo-day
that he will be alive to-morrow.”

Guitean expressed the hope that the Courl
in bank would grant him a new trial. He
believed that be would have the assistancs of
a prominent Baltimore lawyer, and the ques-
tion of jurisdiction would come up.

Another ** Addre-s” frem Guiieau.

W ASHINGTON, January 26th,—Guitean sent
to the press to-day the following :

To the American people : Twelve men say I wick-
edly murdered Jumes A. Garfield. They did it on
the false motion that I am a disappointed office-
seeker. My speech, they say, made no impression
on them. Iam notsurprised at that verdict, con-
sidering their class. They do not pret:nd to be
Christian men, and therefore did not appreciate the
idea of inspiration. They are men of the world, of
moderate intelligence, and therefore are not capable
of appreciating the character of my defense. Ac-
cording to one of them they all had grog at each
meal, and a cigar afterward, which showed Lheir
style and habits. Men of this kind cannot repre-
sent the great Christian nation of America. Had
they been high-toned Christian gentlemen, their
verdict wounld have been not guilty. Not because
of insanity. The mere outward act of the shooting
would have been the same, whatever the motive.
Had I been a disappointed offica-seeker—which is
absolutely false, as I proved by my papers and by
Mr. Brooks' testimony—on July 2d and 31, the
outward act of the shooting would have been
the same as if I had been directed by the
Deity to do it, or believed myself so directed to do
it, which is the literal truth, as shown by all my
papers and talk on the subject. This jury had not
sufficient intelligence to see that point, and entirely
ignored the politica! and patrioti® necessity for the
act, which all Christian and intellizent people sce.
For this reason, 1 am entitled to a new trial, if for
no other, and we have a prodigious amount of ex-
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God, and in my inspiration, and that I am pariial
to women, and to the women of America I appeal.
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Mr. Reed, and it has made it unpleasant
for both parties, and been =& great damage to my
defense. Judge Portersays Iam right, and 1 agree

with him, although I know he has abused and villi-
fied me outragaously, when I had no alternative
save to answer back, which I did in my usual plain
wav. 1 have been convicted, but the verdiet canno
be enforeed until July in any event, and probatly
not untii September. I give myseli no avxiety on
account of the verdict. I hardiy expected an ac
quittal. The most I cxpected was a disagreement,
and then 1 proposed to test the question of jurisdic-
tion in the Court in bank. It is a purely legal
question, and if the opinion of some of the best
lawyers at the American Bar is sustained by the
Court in bank, it will end this case. Ican get a
hearing of this in Apnl. I made a special appeal
to the ladies of Ameriea to come to my rescue.
Some of them have written me delightfal letters,
and [ ask each and every:ne of them to respond to
the extend of their means, and see me in person if
possible. I return my sincere thanks for their let-
ters and sympathy. You ladies believe in God, and
in my inspiration, and that I have really saved the
nation great trouble and great expense, to wit, an-
other war. Last spring Geverald Garfield had the
Republican party in a frightful condition, and it
was getting worse every hour. To-day everybody
of sense is satisfied with General Arthur’s adminis-
tration, and the country is happy aund prosperous.
Only good h 8 come from General Garfield’s re-
moval, which is conciusive evidence of that inspir -
tion from the Deity. He has repeatedly confirmed
my at since July 2d. Therefore, et all persons
quietly a quiesce in the expressed will of the Deity.
1 am God’'s man in this matter, just as true as the
“ despised Galilean” was God's man. They said he
was & blasphemer and glutton, ete., and it seemed
a smsll thing for his acquaintances to kill him.
But his death stirred the wrath of the Almighty,
and he got even with them forty years later at the
destruc 1on of Jerusalem, A. D. 70, and he will get
even with the Américan wple if a hair of my head
is harmed. God will vindicate me, even if the nation
roll in blood. My phbysical death is nothing to me.
Under the law I cannot be executed,in any event,
until July. 1 may die a dozen times belore then, so
1 have no trouble about that. I shall not go before
my time. I had rather be hung, so far as physical
death is concerned, than die from a painful illness,
or meet with a railroad or steamboat accident. 1
hardly think I am destined to be hung,end there-
fore give myself no thought on that. But Iam
anxious to have my character and inspiration vin-
dicated. To that end I need help, as herein men-
tioned. My friends need not be ashamed of me.
Some people think I em the grestest man of thisage,
and that my name will go into history as a patriot
by the side of Wasbington ard Grant.

Yankrox (D. T.), January 26th.—A mass
Convention of the peeple of Southern Dakota
assembled at Sioux Falls yesterday to consider
the question of the division of Dakota aud
the admission of the southern half as a State.
Over 500 representatives were present from
twenty-three counties, made up of the most
iofluential Republicans and Democrats of
Southern Dakota, representing all professions
and branches of business. There was 1m-
mense enthusiasm, Ex-Governor Edwards,
of Yavkton, was Chairman, One hundred
and thirty-four delegates were chosen to visit
Washington and urge Congress to pass the
Enabling Act now pending for the admission
of Dakota, and give the northern.baif a ter-
ritorial government. The resolutions cleim
that there are 200,000 people in the southern
half of the present Territory, and 60,000 in
the northsrn half, and demand admission,
Entire harmony prevailed.

An Untrue Report.

WasHINGTON, Januzry 26:h.—It is au-

States will bave to be elected at large. The
bill will be reported to-morrow early, which
is the day fixed for its copsideration.
