THE NEW YORK FIRE,

The New York fire in Printing House
Square has once more illustrated the small
degree of intelligence that goes to the de-
signing of the huge blocks with which
modern business gquarters are filled, Here
was a building in which some five hundred
people worked all day, yet it was so con-
structed that a fire starting in the base.
ment wounld instantly be drawn up both the
elevator shaft and the staircase, in such a
manner as to cat off all hope of escape.
The danger which elevator shafts entail
upon buildings has been emphasized 8o fre-
quently by disastrous fires that it might be
thought architects wounld by this time have
devised some means of shutting off the
draught. But they go on building pre.
cisely the same kind of air-tubes in all
large structures, and when fires occur they
are probably surprised at the results of
their own handiwork. In the New York
fire something else than the stupidity of
architects was shown, however. We refer
to the imbecility of the public, as repre-
sented by the crowd that yelled to the peo-
ple in danger to *jump !”"—from fourth
and fifth story windows, down on the stone
pavement. One poor woman was actually
80 bewildered by the mad cries of these

idiots that she did jump from a
fourth-story window, and was of
course taken up dead. What the

crazy mob thought of this result of its
advice must be left to the imagination, but
we shonld think that many of those who
were present must have wished they had
been dumb. The same excited lunatics
were very clamorous to have an old gentle-
man jump sixty feet on the chance of being
caught in a tarpaulin which some energetic
but ignorant people were holding about
eighteen inches above the stones. Had
the old man obeyed their instructions there
can be no doubt that he, too, wounld have
been killed, for the impetus of his descent
would have much more than overcome the
resistance of the tarpaulin holders, and
when he struck the tarpaulin it would have
yielded quite enough to let him down on
the pavement with fatal force. The fire-
men worked with characteristic bravery,
however, and by their agility and skill
succeeded in eaving many persons who
must otherwise have perished. The most
serious consideration is that there are hun-
dreds of business blocks exactly like the
one burned, and all equally fitted to roast
their occupants in the event of a fire begin-
ning in the basement,

VACCINATION,

Whenever small-pox appears in an epi-
demic form a controversy arises over the
efficiency of vaccination. At such times
there is always a certain school which pro-
fesses to doubt the value of vaccination,
and which makes large use of statistics
showing what percentage of patients under
the disease had been vaccinated previously.
Bat all these statistics are fallacious. The
oniy fact requiring to be keptin mind is
that small-pox has become very much less
virulent and fatal since vaccination was
introduced. Formerly it was a disease
which killed twice out of three times,
Now the deaths are not five per cent.
of the cases. Again, it is impossible to
judge from the number of persons who
have had the disease after vaccination
whether they had given vaccination a fair
chance. They may have been impregnated
with inefficient vaccine virus; or their
vaccination may have been outgrown.
These cases in short prove nothing, whereas

: it is an incontestable fact that vaccination
does protect thousands, and that it has
ameliorated the disease 8o as to take from
it almost all its terrors.- All gensible
p2ople will continue to btelieve in vaccina-
tion, and continue to practice it, no matter
what {frivolous objections may be urged
against it,
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THE EXPORT GF GOLD.

A dispatch yesterday stated that the
steamer Bothnia would take $1,500,000
of gold to England. There is ground for
believing that this is the beginning of a
drain of gold which may become a serious
matter. In the present case the demand
has no doubt arisen directly from the
French financial stringency, whieh acts
upon the New York money market through
that of London. It happens, however,
that the state of trade and of the ex-
changes in the United States at this time
favors the new conditions which are being
get up, and this state of trade is due
largely if not altogether to the fiscal and
finaneial policy of our own Government.
Speculation in products has no doubt op-
erated to weaken the markets, and it is
significant that this is one of the agencies
which the journalistic cappers for the
gamblers of San Francizco are just now
endeavoring to naturalize upon the Pacifie
coast. Wheat gambling tends to obstruct
the free transfer of products. It often
causes the locking up of large quantities
of wheat and other produce. It unsettles
values, encourages inflation, and in many
ways hastens commercial crises. The folly
and obstinacy of Congress in regard to the
silver question has been another influen.
tial factor in the situation. It has been
proved by a careful comparison of prices
for several years past that during the last
two vears they have been rising in a way
which can only be explained by the as-
sumption that an inoflation of the currency
has taken place, The issue of silver dol-
lars and eilver certificates fully accounts
for this, for whenever the volume of cur-
rency is in excess of the needs of<a country,
its value begins to decline, and thif decline
is marked by a rise in prices. Baf this is
not the sole canse of the commercinl trou-
bles which have been gradually inéreasing
for some time past. g

As usual when the prospects appear good
for trade, there is a tendency to iiacount
them, and at the same time there js a dis-
position to overdo production, Now ina
country which has of its own free will
shut itseli out from foreign magkets by
a system of Protection, over-préduction
must always be more easily brougﬁt about
than in countries which have tae whole
world tor their market. Protectim, too,
may overreach itself, and this also has
been the case with many of our manufact-
urers. Prosperity and the tariff Bave en-
couraged them to raise their y"ices so
high that in many instances it has become
possible to foreign manufacturers to im-
port goods to the United States ia spite of
the tariff, and thus to compete suseessfully
with American makers. And as Ameri-
can manufactures are excluded from for-
eign markets they are the less able to
stand competition at home, and thus the
manufacturers find themselves exposed to
losses, not merely despite, but actually
because of, the system which they thought
had secured the home field to them com.
pletely. The increase of imports of late
shows that thisis no fanciful cause of appre-
hension, while the corresponding decrease
of exports shows how munch speculation
has done to paralyze commerce,

It is possible that the French panic may
have a sobering effect even in this country.
Certainly it is to be hoped o, for the con-
ditions at present are by no means reassur-
ing. Speculation and over-production, as-
gisted by currency inflation and Protection,
are capable of bringing about very serious
results in a comparatively brief period. If
to these agencies is added a foreign finan-
cial stringency =o great as to set up asteady
drain of gold to Europe, we shall have a
general condition of things requiring the
most careful treatment. And it must be
confessed that it seems useless to look to
Congresa for any help or relief in the prem-
ises. The silver coinage still goes on at
the rate of two million dollars a month,
the silver certificates are still issued to
swell the already redundant currency, and
tariff reform seems as far as ever from re-
alization. Now if the drain of gold con-
tinues for any length of time we are liable
to have the silver question brought to the
front with startling emphasis, and we may
be compelled to determine without further
delay whether we are prepared to give up
gold altogether, and fall back upon the
currency of China and Hindcstan, For
with the exchanges against us, with the
paralysis of over-production afilicting us,
and with an icferior currency ready to our
hands, it will not require a very long con-
tinued pressure to bring us down to the
single silver standard.

The French panic has happened at a bad
time for us, though if the warning is seri-
ously accepted it may be the means of
postponing a similar misfortune on this
side of the water. Buat so long as the
present drawbacks to the freedom of com-
merce are permitted to exist we shall al-
ways labor under disadvantages. We are
in fact heavily handicapped by the meas-
ures which were adopted under the de-
lusion that they would give us special ad-
vantages, and so long as we centinue to pin
our faith upon that delusion we shall of
course suffer from those evils, If the cur-
rency were in a thoroughly healthy condi-
tion, indeed, a slight drain of gold would
do more good than harm, by relieving the
countiry of the inflation which now upholds
prices, by bringing them down to their
normal level, and by discouraging specula-
tion. But as it is we are continually pat-
ting in silver where the gold is taken out,
and if this process is maintained long
enough we shall some day have got rid of
all the gold, and retain nothing but silver.
That is the tendency of our financial
policy. While the exchanges and trade
were favorable and everything went swim-
mingly, nobody noticed or paid attention
to this state of things ; but now that re-
verses have set in, and trade is out of gear,
and tne exchanges are against us, and gold
is beginning to flow out, it will be impos-
sible to preserve the attitude of indiffer-
ence, and it will become imperatively
necessary that the country shounld make up
its mind in regard to that currency ques-
tion which Congress appears afraid to
teuch, even for the purpose of abating the
most evident mischief.

HOW THE CZAR TRAVELS,

Nihilism has compelled the Czar to re-
linquish many of the comforts and con-
veniences of modern civilization. It ap-
pears that notwithstanding the skill and
vigilance and pumbers of the Russian
police, it is considered too dangerous for
him to travel by railway in proceeding to
his coronation. It has therefore been ar-
ranged that he ehall go by an ordinary
road, but even then it will not do to let
the people approach him, and in order to
keep them at a safe distance it is thought
necessary to dig trenches along both sides
of the road. The trenches will keep his
subjects far enough from his imperial per-
son, but Nihilists can throw bombs even
over trenches, and therefore some other
barrier must be interposed between the
Emperor and his loving people. Trocps
are consequently toline both sides of the

road all the way, and between the trenches

and the troops, and rapid driving and a
large escort, it 18 hoped that the Czar may
succeed in reaching his destination alive.
The precantions which it is deemed neces-
sary to take for his safety conclusively
show that the apprehension of Nihilism
has not by any means passed away. In-
deed the Nihilists have quite recently pub-
lished a statement to the effect that Alex-
ander will never be crowned, and that
therefore it is needless to go to any trouble
in preparing for that ceremony. Of conrse
this may be only an empty threat, but
then it may be a perfectly serious menace,
and after what the Nihilists have already
done it will not do to put any confidence
in their passivity. No doubt what makes
the authorities so uneasy is that it is quite
imposeible to know who are and are not
Nihilists. The very men who are chosen
to guard the Emperor's body with their
own msay bring the dreaded bombs with
them. The very coachman who drives
him may be one of his deadly enemies.
Nay, it has already been whispered that
the Third Section, the great machinery for
the tracing out of conspiracies, is believed
to be honeycombed with them, and even
the chiefs of the department have not
eecaped suspicion. In fact the Cazar
moves in so extremely volcanic a world

any other course for him to abandon all
precautions whatever,  He could not take
any more rieks than he does, or suffer from
any more alarms, and it is possible that if
he showed some confidence in the people
they might return the compliment by pre-
serving him from his enemies. It is true
that another Romanoff more or less is of
very -little account, but if he thinks it
worth while to live at all he might as well
live quietly until his time comes.

BLAINE AND ARTEUR.

Just now there appears to be a conflict
of veracity between ex-Secretary Blaine
and President Arthur. . It is true that the
latter has not spoken directly, but unless
he is misrepresented he has authorized a
friend to say for him tkat he really never
saw the instructions sent to Trescott in
the Chile-Peru matter' by Mr, Blaine.
Now, Mr. Blaine has very positively as-
serted, not only that President Arthur saw
those instructions, but that he fully ap-
proved them, To this, however, President
Arthur is understood as replying that while
he did see the original instructions, he
proposed certain changes in them which
‘Mr. Blaine omitted to incorporate, and that
congequently he cannot be said to have
indorsed what was aclually sent to
Trescott. It is to be hoped that
this question will be cleared up
in more satisfactory way than
this, At present there is not enough
known to the country to enable it to com-
prehend President Arthur’s apparent sud-
den change of views. For while it is clear
enough that he would have been wrong to
indorse Mr. Blaine's view of the case, it
seems that at first he must have gone
very far towards such an indorsement ; so
far, in fact, that his subsequent approval
of Secretary Frelinghuysen’s policy is not
to be understocd without further explana-
tion. Indeed at this moment the Presi-
dent’s defense appears to involve the very
serious charge against Mr. Blaine that he
altered an important dispatch so as to
change its scope and effect, after the Presi-
dent had agreed to quite another line of
action. Plainly the controversy cannot be
allowed to remain here, for neither the
President nor Mr, Blaine can afford to
occupy the anomalous positions in which it
thus far places them.

BIOTHER SHIPTON.

It seems very difficult to get even the
very simple story of Mother Shipton’s go-
called prophesy right. Thus, at this late
day, we find the Bulletin observing that
*“ Mother Shipton’s. doggerel, ‘The world
‘“ “unto an end will come, in eighteen hun-
‘¢ dred and eighty-one,” was written sev-

““eral centuries ago, nobody exactly
“‘knows when.” Now it happens that the
““exact when” of this prediction is

very precisely known, Ir the first place
it was not written by Mother Shipton at
all. The prophesies ascribed to the latter,
and which date from the period of the
Warz of the Roses, contain no such specific
and intelligible statements, but are filled
with vague and enigmatical stuff such as
Nostradamus used to write, The couplet
which has been so much quoted during the
last two years was the invention of one
Charles Hindley, of Brighton, Eagland,
and was put forth by him in 1865 as a
mild hoax upon some antiguarian friends.
Mr. Hindley long ago confessed to the
authorship of the lines, however, and his
acknowledgment ought to give the ghost
of Mother Shipton a final release from the
baiting to which it has been subjected.

CAN BE PREVENTED.

Ii it be true that a Yankee druggist pro-
poses to exhibit the body of Guiteau after
his execution, the Government can and
ought to prevent the indecency. It isnot
obliged to surrender the body to the rela-
tives of the deceased, but may take charge
of and bury it where it pleases. Under
the circumstances it would be advisable
that the remains of Guiteau should be cre-
mated, however, since if he was merely
bauried there would for a long time be sen-
sational talk about stealing the corpse for
exhibition purposes. The shortest way out
of any such difficulty is to burn the body
to ashes, and disperse the ashes completely.
It will then puzzle even a Yankee to make
a show of the wretch in any way.

A REMARKABLE GUN.—In the late war
between Chile and Perua a curious accident
befell an 8-inch Armstrong gun on board
the Chilean warship Angamos. The last
time it was fired the gun which was on
deck slipped out of the trunnion ring, flaw
backwards acrosas the ship, and leaped into
the sea. This was the singu'ar end of a
rather remarkable history., The gun was
supplied to the Chileans before the war by
Sir William Armstrong’s firm, and proved
a formidable terror to Peru, The Anga-
mos was previously an Irish pig-boat, and
was acquired by Chile for the purpose of
carrying this one gun, which, standing off
at long ranges of 10,000 yards or o, she
could do with impunity. The Peruvians
at length sent out their fleet of gunboats to
destroy their waspish antagonist, when the
other Chilean ships with their short rangers
came into action, and drew off the gun-
boats all but one, which was sent to engage
the Angamos at close quarters. The Arm-
strong gun, however, sent a shower of
shrapnel bullets on her decks, and the gun-
boat retreated. As she was nearicg port,
a pot shot from the 8-inch gun, fired at long
range and high elevation, managed to hit
and sink her. The gun therefore did
plenty of hard work and valuable service
before it finally gave way and was lost in
the sea.

IN THE ISLARDS.

Three Hundred Eartbquakes—A Trip with
a King and a Quesn,

[Special Correspondence of the REcorp Uxiox )

Hoxovrvru, H. 1., Janunary 16, 1882.
The King’s party has returned here from
a tour of Hawaii, where I accompanied it
part of the way. Heavy rains prevailed
during the first part of the trip, and little
enjoyment was derived, unless the traveler
could ignere drenching to the skin, and
abandon himself to the romance of his sur-
roundings as he galloped in the royal caval-
cade through wild tropic scenery and
amid mountains capped with the glare of
volcanie fire or Arctic snow—fitting acces-
sories of weird and more immediate envi-
ronment, where every intermediate shade

of green, from shades that were white to
shades that were black, abound in mosges,
grasses, shrubs, and ferns that were fragile
weeds to ferns that were lofty trees, and
other trees, from tender twigs to forest
kings—a sylvan medley of loveliness.

At Laupahoehoe, some thirty miles
north of Hilo, the chief city of the island,
mountain torrents barred the way to far-
ther progress for a week, A schooner was
finally chartered at Hilo and sent for the
royal party. The King and Queen, how-
ever, with a few friends, made the trip in a
whale boat, sailing the distance in four
hours in waves feather white, a trifle sport-
ive and too familiar. A seat upon a
whale’s back could not have been wetter,
nor perhaps more exciting. From Hilo
the party crossed the island westward, and
then sailed round the southern cape,
formed, in part, by the lava flow of 1868—
the upehot of several hundred earthquakes,
of which a plantation manager told me he
counted 300, and then got so scared he
could count no more. Here they entered.
Kau district, where a generous reception
was extended.

The managers of two of the largest plan-
tations turned out personally to meet his
Majesty, while others contributed liberally
toward defraying the expenses of the occa-
sion. A cavalry company had been organ-
ized, the men being chiefly Naalebhu plan-
tation hands, who for some time previous
to the reception were allowed to quit work
early every afternoon to drill. The even.
ing before Kalakaua’s expected arrival they
went down to the beach, seven miles away,
and camped. Toward morning they were
followed by a few ladies and gentlemen,
who were only partially repaid by a sun-
rice of prismatic grandeur. The King did
not come that day, and several returned
home. Those remaining spent the night in
amusing themeelves at ™ the Sheriff's ex-
pense. That functionary, who lacks but a
few inches of being seven cadaverous feet
high, and possesses the physiognomy of a
very intelligent quadruman, would hesitate
at nothing 1» the line of duty, if he only
knew how to perform it. The King’s ad-
vent was an overwhelming event,
and being confessedly ignorant of
even the rudiments of court etiquette,
he longed for information, and the ‘* boys™
were only too willing to oblige him. Oae
sat enthroned representing the King, who
he addressed most devoutly as ‘‘ your Ma-
jesty ;7 ‘‘your august Majesty ;” *‘your
most angust Majesty,” ete., while he
bowed profoundly, being careful always to
face the King, even though he walked side-
ways or backward in so doing, and his salu-
tations grew in extravagance as he receded
from the presumed royal presence. Much
time was devoted to the elaboration of this
proceeding, which was conducted with ut-
most solemnity. His first words to Kala-
kaua were : ‘* Your most gracious Majesty,
I, your unworthy servant, am at the head
of the district police, and anything your
most august Majesty may demand at their
hands shall be done instantly. With pro-
foundest humiliation, I am your most
exalted Majesty's most loyal and devoted
gservant to command,” all of which was
accompanied by an amount and variety of
salaming unequaled in uniqueness and
originahity. In the evening he handed
Kalakaua a cigar stump he had been
smoking, saying : ‘“ Will your sovereign
majesty deign to accept this cigar which I,
your most unworthy subject, have azpired
to light for your most sublime majesty ?”
and Kalahaua was too happy to see the
fraud. Subsequently the poor fellow was
enticed into a room to play poker, * just
for fun,” He won and was easily induced
to bet two ‘* bits,” when, according to ar-
rangement, one of his own officers entered,
arrested him for gambling, and loeked him
up in his own jaill. When the King had
put out in his boat for the steamer for Kona
district, the Sheriff rushed to the land-
ing breathless and shouting, *‘ King, King !
Here’s a letter for you.” His Majesty,
smiling, put about, but before he reached
the shore his excited subject had dropped
the letter into the bay, and, lozing his bal-
ance, followed after, Both were fished
out., The Sheriff’s first audible words
were: ‘‘0, King! I'm late.”

On the eve of his departure from Kau,
Kalakaua conferred the honor of knight-
hood upon J. A. Buck, of Orlandt & Buck,
San Francisco, who hereafter is to be
known and designated as Sir Jobn A.
Buck, First Knight of the Royal Order of
the Golden Crown of Hawaii. Kalakaua
being a crownless King, will not affect the
title of Sir John. The event was cele-
brated by a royal dog feast. REcorD
UxtoxN readers may be gratified to learn
that this dish tastes more like rabbit than
anything else I know. The Kiag says it
resembles roast young pig. Natives abhor
rabbit, and would as soon think of eating
a cat.

The King and Queen, with a few others,
were escorted to Waiohinu springs, the
mountaia source of Mr. Buck’'s plantation
water seupply. Queen Kapiolani slaked her
thirst at these cold perennial streams as
they gurgled from the solid rock, her cup
being a primitive vessel, made from a
banana leaf. She also sprinkled some upon
her royal crown, and carried away several
bottlesful for good luck. Natives enter-
tain many superstitions about these en-
chanted waters. Hence the party sailed
to Kona district and home, where they
settled quietly down. There is a good deal
of electioneering in progress. The election
for legislative representatives will take
place on February 1st, and they will be
called to deliberate upon the nation’s
affairs toward the end of April. Pou.

PARISIAN EOLIDAY SCENES,

The Paris correspondent of the REcorp-
UN10N, referring to the strange scenes to be
witnessed in the Parisian bazars and streets
at Christmas time, says :

One poor man, rather advanced in years
for his business, had succeeded in attract-
ing the public attention by placing on his
head a peculiar fur cap and around his
shoulders a bright red curtain ; his fingers
were completely covered with silver lockiag
rings, and on his face was a stereotype
smile which never degenerated into the
least expression of displeasure or confusion
when his assertions were contradicted. He
sold the only genuine electric ring war-
ranted to cure the migraine within a few
seconds time, two rings for two sous, and
he distributed them in numbers among
the crowd to be tiied. All waited in
patient silence for the expected effect, not
that they all had the migraine, but to
feel the electric current announced. In
the mean time the merchant agitated his
fifty rings in the sun light, so as to give
more importancs to his words through
gesticulation, and to the assertion of the
gamin that he felt nothing atall he an-
swered with the same smile he greeted the
namerous purchasers who avowed they felt
the current and could scarcely wait to come
into possession of the magic ring. On the
Place du Chatelet each year is to be seen
the same man, on an extremel)'r elevated
estrade, dressed somewhat as the harlequin
of the fairy pantomimes, with, besides a
high golden crown, from which float high
into the air a mass of gayly colored plumes.
Before a large crowd constantly in attend-
ance he cuts forms and portraits out of
paper by aid of a saber. That is for the
amusement of the spectators, for he sells
razors, and owing either to his address and
wit or to his imposing costume, he disposes
of a goodly number—and to bearded men.

LAW IN THE EAST.

“ Now for instance when I lived in Ohio

cashier missing with $3,000. He had
dragged the safe and put out.

started after him and caught him in Cai-
cago, where he was splurging around on
the money.
