A CURIOUS OBJECTION,

It appears to be objected to the admis-
sion of Dakota to the Union that ons of
the counties of the Territory has committed
a very discreditable act of repudiation, We
are at a loss to comprehend how such an
act as this should have been regarded as a
bar to her admission, however. Repudia-
tion of a far more disgraceful and extensive
kind than anything ever perpetrated in Da-
kota, has within the past six months been
most warmly indorsed and approved by
the party in power, and by the Adminis-
tration, Nothing worse than the case of
Virginia has ever been, or probably ever
will be, recorded ; yet the local faction
which put Repudiation on its banners has
been not merely fraternized with, but its
demagogue leader has been allowed to dic-
tate the most offensive nominations to that
august body, the Benate of the United
States. After this it seems perfectly ridicu-
lous for anyone fo imagine for a moment
that a simple tentative experiment at repu-
diation, such as is asserted of this Dakota
county, should operate as an obstacle to
the admission of the Territory. Indeed it
must rather be concluded that the knowl-
edge of this tendency among eome of
the Dakotans will evoke a certain
warm friendliness towards them and
their interests among those Republicans
statesmen who have just accepted Mahone
asa ‘“boss” and aun exemplar. The op-
ponents of the admissicn of the Territory
have come to the wrong Court to make
this kind of plea in. Their objections will
be looked upon in that tribunal as recom-
mendations. It will probably be perceived
that here are the elements which in due
time may lead to the formation of a new
“* Readjuster ” party, and that Dakota
may thus go to swell the ranks of those
repudiating States which can be relied on
to return Republican majorities. We are
indeed not a little surprised that it shounld
have been thought possible to prevent the
admission of the Territory by bringing
forward facts of the kind referred to. To
object against a Territory that some of its
people are not honest is not in these days
a valid plea. Certainly Dakota cannot
corrupt a Union of States which already
embraces Virginia, and assuredly the party
which has upheld repudiation in Virginia
cannot affect to condemn it in Dakota.
Adter this, in fact, we shall look daily for
the intelligence that the new State has
been admitted.

CHISA AND JAPAN.

China and Japan continue to bite their
thumbs at one another, and it seems prob-
able that they will be unable much longer
to refrain from war, It istrue that there
is no particular ground for hostilities, but
that never yet prevented them. It is also
true that Russia i= watching the two
countries sharply, and preparing to take
advantage of fhe results of their quarrel,
even if she i3 not actively fomenting strife
between them ; which would be guite in
her line. If Japan and China will only be
so obliging as to fight until both are
crippled, Raussia can then impose what
conditions she pleases upon both, and at
the same time obtain possession of Corea
without much $rouble. It is a pity that
Japan at least is not better counseled than
to engage in a war out of which she can
gain nothing, for she especially needs a
Iong period of peace for the assimilation
of those Eoropean and American institu-
tione, habits, customs and vicezs which she
has adopted with so little preparation or

examination,

LAWLESSSESS IN THE TERRITORIES.

The President has sent a special message
to Congress, calling attention to the law-
lessnses which exists in the Territory of
Arizona, and recommending legislation to
allow the employment of the military in
assisting the civil authorities to maintain
o-der. In a letter which accompanied the
message, Governor Gosper, of Arizona,
urges a special posse comitatus Act as the
best means of freeing the Territory from
the bande of outlaws that now infest it.
In another letter Governor Gosper states
that ““The people of Tombstone and Cochise
‘ counties in their mad career after money
‘‘ have grossly negiected local self-govern-
‘“ment, until the more lazy and lawless ele-
‘“ments of society bave undertaken to prey
‘* upon the more industrious and honerable
““ classes for their subsistence and gains.”
It appears frcm the same correspondence
that the cowboys in Cochise county num-
ber from twenty-five to fifty, and that they
are assisted and shielded by a class of men
““who keep up a secret partnership with
“¢ the robbers, and profit by their lawless-
““ness,” Secretarv Kirkwood attributes
the failure of the Sheriff to rid the com-
munity of the outlaws to intimidation and
policy, and suggests that the Territorial
Governors might be given the power to re-
move Sheriffs who did not do their duty.

t is evident from the contrariety of these
suggestions that none of those concerned
have given this question very serious con-
sideration. The proposal to employ the
military, indeed, is suggestive of extremely
hasty investigation, inasmuch as that is a
measure which can only be warrasted
when all efforts to maintain order by means
of the civil power have failed.

But in the declaration of Governor Gos-
per that the law-abiding citizens of his
Territory have in their pursuit of wealth
‘¢ grossly neglected local self-government ”
may perhaps be found the key to the situ-
ation. When mining regions are opened
in new territories the majority of these
who repair to them have no intention of
staying. They expect to make money and
then to return to the older States, and for
some time they devote themselves exclu-
sively to this pursuit, taking little or no
interest in wkat is going on around them.
One result of this is that the politics of
these new regions falls at first under the
control of a few adventurous men who
have special, and not seldom sinister rea-
sons, for wishing to dominate the political
situation. The business men and the

working miners give no thought to these

matters, and the result is that the local
government is often very bad. All that is
happening now in Arizona, however, has
happened in California. What the cow-
boys sr: in the former Territory, the
‘‘ Hounds” were here in 1851 and 1852;
organized outlaws, namely, who became a
terror to the law-abiding, and who forced
on a contest which could only issue in their
overthrow. But it is to be noted that the
early Californians received no aid from the
military, nor did they want any, and
though the methods of purification which
they resorted to were crude and even
semi-lawless, it may be doubted whether
during this work of reform they did not
acquire an education in self-government
which far mora than compensated for the
defects of their machinery.

The President’s recommendation in this
regard does not appear to us consistent
with a due realization of the underlying
principles of the democratic system. The
real and final test of that system is its
ability to evolve an ordered Government out
of chaotic conditions, It is not possible
to turn out States ready-made from a Gov-
ernment factory. They must be made
gradually by the hands of their own citi-
zens, and if they are to be stable and en-
during these citizens must have had ex-
perience, during the constructive period, of
all the dangers and drawbacks which at-
tend the evolution of civilization. To
propose, therefore, that the military should
be called out to assist in the maintenance
of order, is not in accord with democratic
principles, but is in the line of paternal
Government, which is the deadliest foe of
progress. What the people of Arizona
want is not the help of soldiers, but seif-
help. The maintenance of order and law
is their interest, and it is for them to at-
tend to it. They are for the most part
Americans. They are not iguorant of the
means required for the accomplishment of
their objects, The only question is, are
they so absorbed in the pursuit of wealth
as to have lost all patriotism and pride. If
they are in this condition, then no number
of soldiers can help them. But it is
incredible that they should be in this
condition. They probably only need
stimulating, and it seems to us that if the
cowboys are let alone they may be relied
on to supply the necessary stimulus,

We believe that every community ought
to be left to work out its own salvation in
these matters, and that extraneocus inter-
ference can only do barm, by checking that
natural movement toward the reform of
evils which may be trusted to work a cure
if unimpeded. The Arizonans who have
allowed the cowboys so much licenze
hitherto will no doubt soon grow tired of
the prevalent insecurity, and when they
become tired there will be a change. It
is very likely to take the form of a Vigi-
lance Committee, and these are the only
situations in which that form of organiza-
tion possesses a genuine raison d'etre. It
is there a solemn and final appeal from de-
puted authority which has broken down,
to the sovereign power. The people, dis-
carding all intermediate agencies, proceed
to right their own wrongs. Against this
recourse resistance is inevitably futile.
The lawless element is put down once and
for all time, and the very agencies which
call the people together in this modern
form of the Wittenagemotte, usualiy in-
spire them with those desires for continuous
order which prove the best guarantees
for subsequent development. It is bysuch
means that new States secure enfran-
chisement from the ruls of the unfittest,
and the work must be spontaneous to be
permanently effective. We trust that the
President’s recommendation in this case
will not be heeded by Congress, but that
the peace and order of the Territories will
be left, as heretofore, to the civil power,
and to the people.

PARTY PCLITICS AND PUBLIC BUSINESS.

Itis evident that Congress has already
become tired of transacting the business of
the public, and that it is turning its atten.
tion to party politics, as men turn from
ephemeral pursuits to that occupation
which is the real focus of their energies.
The Republicans of course desire so to
arrange the work of the session that it
may assist them in the aulumn elections.
That is the main point ; the usefulness of
what they do is a very secondary matter,
And because much legislation involves
many points of attack, the politicians
desire to pass only a few bills. There is
an important election in California, and so
an anti-Chinese bill is to be pushed
through, the question whether it will

serve the end aimed at being subservient

to the question whether it will satisfy the
sentiment of the State, Then there is the
apportionment bill, over which a contest
is being organized, and the prospects of
which seem dubious, A Tariff Commis-
sion is to be appointed, and this can be
done safely, because it will not report until
December, and all the elections will be
well over by that time. Beyond these
and the apportionment bill it is not
thought that many measures will be
brought forward. Oge reason for this can-
tion probably is that Congress is in uncer-
tainty as to the drift of public opinion.
There are no longer any broad, clearly-
defined issues betwesm the great parties.
Men continue to be Republicans and
Democrats from force of habit more than
from force of conviction. In fact, the
issues have become so uncertain and faint
that it is no longer possible to name one
upon which party lines can be drawn. Free
Trade and Protection are not party issues.
On the contrary they divide both the par.
ties, Whatever currency questions eur-
vive are egually divided. There is no
longer a Southern question. Oa Civil
Service Reform both parties make the same
professions, and with the same insincerity.
What then are the campaign organizers
going to do for topics when the time for
action approaches? The Labor question,
the Anti-Monopoly question, have been
exploited, and save locally are no longer
available, The fact therefore is that both
Democrats and Republicans have a very
difficult future before them, and that men
generally will vote this year with very
little regard for party lines, but principally
as local influences, preferences and preja-
dices move them, The conjuncture is one
of those in which there is really very little
to be done by the national organizations.
Platforms of all kinds are indeed rapidly
falling into just discredit. They have been
abused on both sides until public faith in
them is well nigh dead. The masses will
probably be guided more by facts than by
promises hereafter for some time to come,
and Congress is afraid to move decisively
in any direction, because it cannot perceive
how the popular currents of opinion are
tending, and because it is, therefore, in
peril of making false steps. The situation
is generally a curious illustratiod® of the
way in which public business is subordi-
nated to party politics,

JEANNETTE NEWS,

Lieutenant Dinenhower’s last dispatch
indicates that the general position of De
Long’s party has been ascertained, though
it is evident that its actual condition is
unknown. If, however, it is in a bleak
and gameless region, the presumption is
that it is exposed to serious privations, to
say the least, and the fact that it bas not
worked itself out of this inhospitable
region would seem to indicate partial or
general prostration. In fact every fresh
scrap of news regarding De Long and his
party only serves to confirm the apprehen-
sion which the earliest intelligence created,
and the longer the silence continues the
gloomier will the general feeling about the
leader of theill-fated expedition be. Lieu-
tenant Danenhower has sent a synoptical
account of the doings of the Jeaunette be-
fore she was crushed, which shows that
she was never out of the grip of the ice
from the time she first entered it—a few
weeks after leaving San Francieco—until
it became necessary to abandon her. The
Lieutenant’s brief narrative suggests
several very interesting questions, among
which is the cycloidal motion in the ice, to
which he refers as being very rapid and
long sustained. The temperature expe.
rienced was evideantly considerably lower
than the average, and the minimum must
have been exceedingly cold, especially if
there was wind at the time. The news re-
garding Lieutenant Chipp’s party is full
as depressing as that concerning De Long.
The inevibable deduction from it is that the
smallest boat sank with all on board during
the gale in which the expedition was sep-
arated, and that nothing mere will ever be
heard of them.

COAST NEWS,

Caal has been found near Jolon, Mon-
terey county.

The aged father and mother of Johnny
Bull, recently killed at Denver by another
gambler, lived at Alleghany, Sierra county,
California.

A party of miners are working on the
beach, about two miles above Camp Good-
ell, near Watsonville, and claim to be mak-
ing good wages.

Pietro Maldini, 2 woodchopper, at work
at the lime kilns near Felton, was killed on
Friday by the falling of a tree, and another
man narrowly escaped death,

About one hundred men are now em-
ployed at the factory at Truckee on three-
quarter time. An average of eight car-
loads of boxes are shipped every week,

Grounds have been secured and arrange-
ments about completed for the erection of
a first-class establishment for the canning
of fruit and vegetables in Walla Walla,

Last week Christopher Arrow’s heuse, at
the mouth of Empire creck, Siskiyou coun-
ty, caught fire. There were ten men asleep
in the house at the time. They barely
escaped with their lives.

We understand that certain parties are
negotiating for the purchase of the old
smelting works, about a mile below town,
with a view of putting up a large furniture
factory.—[Truckee Republican.

In Carson, on Monday, the residence of
Dan Mitchell, situated a little below the
Orphans’ Home, was totally destroyed by
fire, together with its contents. The house
and furniture were insured for $500.

The Prescott Democrat states that the
bill relative to the Whipple Barracks res-
ervation has no reference to the abandon-
ment of Whipple Barracks as a military
post, but is in regard to a timber reserve
connected with the old Government mill on
Groom creek.

A prominent miner of Butte ecreck
brought $1,500 in gold dust to town yes-
terday and deposited it in the Bank of
Butte County, and it was sent to San
Francisco this morning. The gold is of a
very pure quality, and is the result of only
a few days’ clean-up. Fifteen hundred
dollars 1s about the average amount taken
from the Butte creck mines every two
weeks. The gold brought down is always
well guarded, three men generally commng
along with Winchester riflcs; and highway-
men attempting to stop these men wonld
find tougzh customers to deal with, as they
are plucky men and wsuld fizht as long as
they could handle a shooting-iron. It is
expected that much larger amounts will be
taken from these claims as soon as the
light spring rains set in.—[Ch'co Rszcord,
Feb. 8th.

The Weather,

FRresxo, February 9:h.—The weather still

The Suaday Law in Fresno.

Fresxo, February 9th.—In the Superior
Court to-day William Blade was conviected
for violating the Sunday law. This was the
third trial of the case, Oa the previous two
trials the jury failed to agree. The main
witness was the District Attorney, who
swore that he went into defendant’s place of
business and bought liquors. The offense was
committed over eight months ago. Blade
swore that the official in question was not in
his place of business on the Sunday men-
tioned, but as he had a very bad character,
his evidence was not respected. Blade has
since been arrested for perjury.  There are a
large number of other case: to try for viola-
tion of the Sundsy law.

Exciting Chase After Stage Robbers.

MEeRCED, February 9:h.—There is consider-
able excitement in town about the chase aftor
the stage robbers in the hills about here.
Last night news reached here from Under
Sheriff McQuade, of Tuolumne county, noti-
fying Sheriff Meaney of his being in pursuit,
and calling for assistance. McQuade had
trailed the robbers like a sleuth-hound from
the place of the robbery on the Chinese
Camp and Copperopolis road until after they
had crossed the Merced river at Merced Falis,
when they bore higher up into the hills, ana
he lost the trail, but struck it again, and fol-
lowed them to near the Chowchilla river, in
Mariposa countv, where they had taken refuge
in the brush. The last seexr: of them was yes-
terday morning at Blied Hugzh’s cabin, as a
man reported here this morning, when they
were armed each with a repeating rifle and
one or two revolvers, They are well known
along the route they are pursuing, one of
them being the boy who killed his step-father
near Fresno Flats, ia Fresno county, two or
three years ago, They are considered des-
perate characters, and fears are entertained
for the safety of those in pursuit, Sheriff
Meany and Deputy French started ocut
promptly last night to join in the pursnit,
expecting to learn the whereabouts of Me-
Qaade and the party in pursuit on reaching
Bennett’s ranch or Busherman Hollow,

Successful Burglary—Held to Answer,

* NEvapa, February 9ih,—Barglars entered
the dwelling-house of Mrs. Gorrell, in this
city, last night, and stole from a trunk in the
bedroom where she was sleeping a bag con
taining §500 in coin. A box in which there
was $100 and some jewelry was also taken,
but was afterwards fourd in the yard, where
it had been probably dropped by the thieves
in their hurry to get away. Entrance to the
housa was obtained through the front door,
which had heen left unlccked. There is no
clue to the burglars.

Chinaman Hanged for Marder.

WisNeEMucca, Februsry  9th. — Charley
Hing was ex-cuted hers to-day for the mur-
der of Ah Lick on the 8:h of May last, He
was an intelligent Chinaman, 26 years of aze,
who had lived here for six yesrs. His victim
was a member of the company to which be
helonged, and on that account he was shunned
hy his countrymen, none of whom would
have anythiog to say to him while he was in
jail, He was dressed in a silken suit fur-
nished by his woman, now in Salt Laks City.
The scaffuld was erected in the jail yard, and
a large crowd assambled at the Court-house
eager to get a look at the culprit on
bis way to the gallows, and if pos-
sible to gain admittance to the inclosure
where the execution took place. The doomed
man was accompaunied to thescaffold by Rev.
C. McKelvey, who endeavored to get him to
comprehend the Christian idea of salvation.
He sp k3 a few words on the scaffs!ld, admit-
ting that he killed Ah Lick in sclf-defense,
and asserting that $630 had been used to
bribe witnesses to swear falsely. He said he
had been treated kindly by the cfiicers. At
the close of his remarks he was led upon the
trap by Sheriff Burns and Deputy Fellhws,
and he stood unsupported while his arms and
legs were pinioned. At 11:40 the rope was
put around his neck, the black cap drawu
over his face, the trap sprung, and with a
scream which waa cut short by the dislocation
of the neck he fell six feet. Der. Hanscn
said his pu'se ceased to beat in eix minntes,
and twelve minutes after he dropped the hody
was cut down, placed ia a rough coffin and
inmediately buried
