the case, but had expressly refused to certify
w any amount of value, It was suggested
by a Supervisor that the certification was
made in connection with the bill. Mr, Hart
emphatically denied that. He farther peinted
out to the Board that a paper contain-
ing the facts to which he had certified,
and in addition to them a statement
that the services were worth the amount
claimed by Mr. Allardt, had been pre-
sented to bim for his signature, and
that he refused to eign that atatement.
Thereupon the statement now on file was
drawn, leaving out the certifization as to the
value of the services, and that he signed the
statement, Neither of these statements was
attached to Mr, Allardt’s bill, At the time
he signed the statement now on file he did
not know, he eaid, the amount of Mr.

A LOCAL TEMPERANCE STORY.

Some one, with more postic fervor than
trath, has said that those who truly love
never lay rude hand upon a loved one. An
up-town woman has knocked the poetry out
of that, as well as some of the truth it may
have contained, and has proved that one may
taks sweet revenge on a loved object, and
suffer while laying on every stripe. The
story about to be told is simple truth, and
comes to the reporter’s note-book with evi-
dences of verity that are irrefragible and de-
tails of nunusual accuracy—in short, it is the

story as told by the wife herself, whose
earnestness and truth are ornly equaled by
her surprize and blushes as she reads this
veracious account and puzzles her brains over

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the problem of how on earth the story got so
far from home as to crawl into print. It

{ must be premised that the couple have been

married these sixteen years, and are exceed-
ly fond of one ancther yet. In fact,
there are few married pairs that are at heart
more devotedly attached, and until the ocea-
#lon about to be referred te, mnot only
had po reproaches passed between them or
any words of more harshness than are-
liable to fly about between the most attached
of couples without provoking a breach of
love’s fair fabric, but not even comgplaint had
been made by the wife when she had ampla
cause to frown, while as to blows—the man
who had dared to sugzest that the hushand
might under remote possibilities lift his hand
against his wife, wonld have stood a good
chance of being killed on the spot by the blast
of his righteons indignation; and so, too,
would the wife have withered the veins of
any one even breathing the suspicion that she
might some day touch John with any ruder
than a love tap. But in the last three or four
ears John has shown a growing fondness for
zis grog. 1n fact, about onee a month he
would go *‘off” to the extent of taking
drinks between drinks, and at such times
come home in a condition that was always a
rade shock to his wife, and tried her patience
as never before, The passage of time made
these occasions more frequent, and John,
when in his cups, became rough to his help-
mate, cross (which, sober, he never is), and
one day this week, when she ventured to re-
monstrate with him, he lifted his hand and
gave her a smart tap on the cheek with
his open palm.

There
should be no scowls, and tears, and sighs in
her house, The matter should be made even,
right there and then. John should find that
his partper for life was able and ready
to avenge her own wrongs, and more speedily
on a loved one, because in such a one the
offense was all the greater, and love
must be taught, that however great a tyrant,
he must not be cruel. When John came
bome that night he saw a smiling wifs, but
never dreamed that beneath that placid ex-
terior there burned like a furnace the aveng-
ing fires of insulted affection.

The extent to which public attention has
been drawn to matters relating to county
finances and the administration of county
affairs by the present Board of Supervisors
has guggested the presentation of a compara-

tivestatement of the rate of taxation for ithe
past eight years, and the total amscunt pro-

duced by the rate in each year. The follow-
ing exhibits the facis:

It will be seen from the foregoing that the
rate for 1881 is the highest to which this
people have ever been subjected, by 33 per
cent., while the amounut produced by the rate
43 $58 345 in excess of the largest amount
ever before collected, Notwithstanding this
the treasury is now empty, the county a
bankrupt, while a large deficiency i3 threat-
ened. Ciaims against the county will bear
seven per cent, interest after all the money is
gone. That is for a pericd of ten months
the expenses of the county will have to be
run with certified demards, which draw in’
terest from the date of presentation for pay-
ment until paid. As a epecimen of bad
financiering this record presents the present
county financiers as eminent!y successfal.

THE WEATHER.—Ths following was handed
us last evening by Sergeant Barwick of the
Signal service : Rainfall during the storm of
yesterday amounted to .55 of an inch; for
the season, 9.44 inches. Deficiancy over sea-
son of 1880 up to corresponding date, 1128
inches; excess over season of 1879, 141
inches; excess over season of 1878, 215
inches ; deficiency over season of 1877, 4.64
inches. Rainfall for season of 1881 up to
date, 9 44 inches; season of 1880 to corre-
sponding date, 20 72 inches; season of 1879,
8 03 ; seasonof 1878, K29 ; eeason of 1877, 14.08
Average for five ssasons past, up to corre-
sponding date, 11 89 inches; deficiency of
present season over average for past five years,
2.45 inches. It will be noticed by the above
that our present season, 8o far, hss given us
more rain than the seasons of 1878 or 1879;
that is, ouf of the seasons of 1877, 1878, 1879
and 1880, our present season gives ns an ex-
cess over two seasons and a deficiency over
two seasons. I see noreason for being fright-
ened or uneasy abeut the prospects of not
having rain enough for crops, It’s time
enough to grumble when the last of March is
reached. This winter’s siorms—that is, the
center lof them, so far—appear to have
crossed this coast farther to the north than
usual, thereby causiog this vicinity to be so
near the outer rim of the southern side of the
storm center that the rainfall has been less
than last year and year of 1877, and some-
what less than the average.

THE PROGRESS OF ELECTRICITY.

The construction of the electric railway
between Weisbaden and Neroberg has been
begun.

Anq interesting trial will shortly be made
on the river Spree of a method of em-
ploying electricity for tugging sailing
vessels,

The American Electric Railway and
Power Company filed articles of associa-
tion on October 24th—capital, $10,000.000,
The principal office will be in New York.

It is said that Congress is to be asked to
vote $50,000 to introduce electric light into
several lighthouses on the American coast
which are at present without it.

The Municipal Council of Paris are so
pleased with the electric railway that they
are thinking of trying the experiment of
an elevated railway in some parts of the
city, the motive power for which shall be
supplied by electricity.

The question of electric lighting for Ber-
lin is at present in abeyance, pending the
report of a municipal commission, who
have been appointed to visit London and
Paris and make observation on tihe methods
in vogue in these two cities.

It is reported that the Gramme patents
for the transmission of motive power by
electricity have become the property of a
company constituted with a capital of
£408,000, under the auspices of the Society
Internationale des Telephones.

Siemens Bros. & Co, (liniited) intend ap-
plying to Parliament for power to break
the streets, ete.,, to set up apparatus for
lighting public and private places and
buildings by electricity.

The Clyde mnavigation trustees are at
present experimen'ieg with the light on
their docks, and it is their intention to

adopt it permanently, at least for the grav-

ing docks, so that operations may be car-
ried on during the night.

THE DEBRIS BILLS,

Concerning the Congressional Bills for
° Stcrage of Mining Debris,

Eps. Reccrp Uxiox: The late bills intro-
duced into Congress, proposing appropriations
for dams upon the Sacramento and its tribu-
taries, to itopound the hydraulic mining de-
bris, are exceedingly objsctionabls to the
people of the valley most intimately con-
cerned. The gronnds of ol j2ction are easily
presented. Primarily, the bills if passed
would operate to defer the adequate sefile-
ment of the debris problem, ard so defer
protection to the districts now daily suffering
irreparable irjary., While seemingly pro-
viding for the present restoration of the Sac-
ramento and Feather rivers, and their preser-
vation from farther ivjury, they would in
reality preleng the process of injury to those
rivers, and would render their condition
worse. Secondly, the bills tend to prevent
nalional appropriations in the future for the
restoration of the rivers of this State. The
dazms provided for by the bills are plaicly

TO DAM THE DEBRIS

For the bydraulic companier, Should either
bill pass, it would be hailed as indicatizg the
intention of the National Goverement to
assume to itself the burden of building stone
dams in the river canyons, ard of thus pre-
serving hydraulic minicg. It would be
loudly and speciously urged as a grouad for
the cessation of legal preceedings, since it
rendered unnecessary those lagal proceedings
so perilous to hydranlic wining, Public
opiunicn, a8 in the case of the late Drainage
Act, would ba rendered in sume degree unfa-
vorable to thoss proceedings, and powerful
influence would be brought to induce the
Courts to avoid action. Meanwhile the
$500,000 would be as futile to effect even a
tolerable protection to the valley communi-
ties now suffering as were the biush dams,
which were &baclutely no protection. Their
exposure would thus have been extended a
year, whils the hyaraulic companies were
benefited by the delay and by their damage.
At ths end of the vear the National Govern-
ment would refuse further appropriations,
for the Liils would have been passed through
extraneous inflnence from this coast and
tirough internal agreements in Congress
iteelf, and the National Government would
vot have entertained for a moment the inten-
ticn of appropriating from six to ten millions
to dam the debris, The estimated cost of
such undertaking is placed by State Eugineer
Hall at §5 990,000, but the public is aware of
the manner in which the cost of public works
double up. A delay only would have been
effeccted. At the same time

THE PROCESS OF THE DESTRUCTION

Of our rivers, which are uow in such a erit-
ical condition, weuld have been advanced by
the year’s delay in their effectuzal protection,
A third recult would be the prevention of
national appropriations for the restoration of
the Sacramento and Feather when that
restoration had become possible through the
cessation of hydrsulic mining, This State
would be left to bear that burden alone, a'-
though it has a valid claim in such particular
for Congressional action. Congress would
think that Califoruia bad reccived sufficient
from the Nativnal Treasury for the present,
and would refuse appropriations, Not many
such appropriations as are proposed by the
bills can be expected in succession.

In the light of these facts the action of
Congressmen DBerry and Page is peculiar.
Mr. Berry especially, representing the dis-
tricts immediately conc.rued, has surprised
and disappci t-d his constituents, whether
political partisaus or opponents, Hisexpres-
sions heretofore Liave led them to expect very
different conduct in Congress, No more un.
mistakable assurances could have been given
them than are coutsined in his public letter
to the Appeal of the 11 h and to the Farmer
of the 16sn.  Yet his declarations there of his
convictions upon this subj ct, in exaet accord
with theirs, he has departed from radically
and glariogly. Ia this letter in which his
constituents confided, he declared that ** there
was no remedy except the comylete c:esation
of bydraunlic wining;” that *‘no remedial
measures will be eff .¢tual to prevent this re-
sult (the conversion of the Sacramento valley
into uninhsabitable territory) if that system is
continued.” He also made it clear that in
his epinion the hydranlic procsss was an ille-
gal procces, saying *‘ that the law when laid
down by the Courts will prohibit hydraulic
mining.” Yetin this bill he treats the msthod
of hydraulic minivg as a legal process, and
indirectly represents to Congress that it is
gach ¢8 is werthy of Congressional fuvor and
succor. Believing thas

THE DEBRIS PROBLEM

Cannot be adjusted without the stoppage of
hydiaalic mining, and that protection to the
valley cannot be secured without such stop-
page, he makes one object of that bill the
rerpetuation of that method of mininz.
Knowing, as he has confessed, that dan.s,
while hydraulic mining continues, are a de-
lusive remedy, he yet holds out to Congress
that they would be an adequate remedy.
Finally, in the let‘er mentioned, speaking of
an “‘intention contemplated by the miners,
by which eminent engineers and interested
parties were to be summoned to Washington,
to enlighten the committee of Congress upon
the subject,” he declared *'that the only
result would be to transfer this ccntest to
Washington, the defeat of all sppropriations
for river improvement, and perhaps the in-
definite postponement of the settlement of
this important question.” Still, while his ex-
perieuce had convinced him of the prejadicial
effect of such a bill upon the settlement of
the debris question, he has introduced the
bill; and while he perceives that the mova-
ment in Coogress is an artifice by the hy-
draunlic comparies, yet he has aided them in
making it successful.

Mr. Berry’s letter of December 26th, pub-
lished in the Sutter county Farmer of Janu-
ary 6th, by no means retrieves his position.
He redeclares his belief that the cessation
of hydraulic mining is absolutely necessary to
the efficiency of remedial measures; and he
asserts that in introducing his bill, he intend-
ed only that it should provide for the dam-
ming of the debris at present in the canycne,
and to

THE IMPROVEMENT OF THE RIVERS,

He attempts to avoid the influence of the
lengthy preamble, which clearly confirms the
nature of the object as indizated in the enact-
ing clause, by sayirg that ‘it is not a part
of the bill;” and by direc'ing atten-
tion to the wording of the enacting clauze
and claiming that such wording provides for
the preservation of the navigable waters of
California from ir jury by damming the dabris
now in the canyous only. But despite the
declaration of Mr. Berry, the enacting clause,
as a matter of fact, wounld bear only one con-
struction did it stand alone without the pre-
amble. That clause vrovides, ‘* Beit enacted,
etc, that a sum of $500,000 be * * appro-
priated * * to be exp:nded in preserving the
navigable waters of the State of California
from irja y the deposits of debris from
hydraulic ufhing * * .” There is no restric-
tive word. The irjary to be provided
against is that proceedieg from the deposits
of minirg debris, regardless ¢f the time
when they were or are made, The obvious
meaning is that the deposits referred to are
these row being continnously made. There
is nothing in the enactieg clause, still less in
the prcamble, to show that the opera-
tion of the Dbill is to be confined to
the deprsits now existing There is
ro provision Ceferring the operation until
the cassation of hydraulic mi& t that
provision wonld appesr had such® been ths
boua fide iatention «f the author, becanss it
is known that mining by the bLydraulic pro-
cess might extend an indefinite period, and
without that provision the purpose of the
bill, the final restoration of the rivers, would
be defeated. Had the bill been intended to
dam the debris now in the canyons onmly, it
would have been easy to insert the little word
‘¢ present” before the word deposit, Despite
Mr, Berry’s assertion that the preamble
forms no part of the bill, it does form

A MATERIAL PART,

And in declaring the reasons, outlines the ob-
jact of the Liil. Should it be claimed that
there was any ambisuity in the enacting
clause, and that the intention of the bill was
narrower than the apparent and obvicus
meaning of that clause, the preamble would
be referred to to dissolve that uncertainty,
and it would clearly indicate that the dam-
ming of future debris was the object «f the
bill. So far from contemylating the cessation
of miving by the hydraulic process, i$ co-
vertly but indubitably contemplates that ces-
sation as calamitous and to be av ided by the
bill. It represents that ** there are large
bodies of mineral land worked by the process
called hydraulic mining, in which large sums
of money have been iavested. and permanent
improvements made ; and whereas, the gold
product amounts to many willions annuslly,
and will increase under improvement's of min-
ing applisnces, and consrqnently enhanca the
imporianc2 of the gold.pr ducing interest,
both to California acd to the Unitad States.”
Here it isheld ontindirectly that the cess:tion
uf hydranlic micibz is undesirable, and such
representation can only be supposed to be an
inducement to the enactment of the bill, aad
80 ¢ led for in the recital of the reasons of
the bill as presented ia the preambls, by eup-
posing that the prevention of that ce sation
is the ohject. It is also represented that
**actions sre now pending in the Courts of

THE OBJECT OF THE BILL,

As it is constructed, the bill will bear only
one constructivn—that of providing for the
damming of the debris of the bhydraulic com-
panies.  Had the bill called for $5,000,000 in-
stead of 8500,000, and proposed expressiy and
unambignously to dam the debris, and pre-
servo the hydraulic industry—although net
fully improved because its objsct might be
thouzht impracticable, yet it would not have
beet condemned with distrust as a measura
inimical to the valley. Had it leen passed,
the magmtade of the appropriaticn would
have assuredly indicated the intention of the
National Government to build efficient
dams, while the $5000000 weculd have
been eofficient to build ample dams
to protect the valley until Congress
should confirm such intention by forther ac-
tion. Bat at present, seking so small a enm,
the appropriation would not indicate any in-
tention by Congress to continus future suffi-
cient approprissions; and really providisg
for a different object than that declared by
its author, it can only be apprehended ss a
means of deferring that judicial ection which
will determine the legal rights of valley prop-
erty-owners, and thus enable them to securs
protectien 2t the hands of the Courts, if not
extended them by the political arm of the
Government, and as a means to put ¢ff a resl
settlement of the guestion, J. H. D
