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The Mexico and Guatemala Affalr—Corre-
spondeuce on the Subject,

BosroN, Februery 10th,—The Transcript
to-night contains the correspondence called
for by the Senate in the matter of ths tender
of the good offices of this Government in the
settlement of the question of bound.ry be-
tween Mexico and Guatemala. The official
text of that portion of th's correspondence

ublished by the Mexican Department of
g‘oreign Affairs has been received here., The
latter of Mr. Blaine, as retrauslated from the
Spanish, will differ somewhat in language
from the original, but its tenor remsins un-
changed. It is a8 follows :

To Philip H. Morgan, Esq., ete.—Sir: In my in-
gtructions of the 1st instant and to-day I have so
closely explaincd the friendly epirit which animates
this Government toward that of Mexico, that I am
sure there cannot be any doubt about the sincerity
of our sentiment, Thoinking that such friendship,
and the frankness which has always distinguished
the policy of this country towards its neighbors,
authorize it to give friendly advice when any occa-
sion presents itself, and considering that it is our
provinoe to give such advice, both on account of
our well-known impartia‘ity and the position of the
United States 2s the founders, and, to a certain ex-
tent, the supporters and guardians of republican
principles on the American Continent,itseems proper
to send you now certatn instructions on a subject
in which we are naturally interested. I refer to the
question of boundaries and territorial jurisdiction
now p:nding between Mexico and Guatemala. In
the time of the Empire, Iturbide’s forces overrun a
great portion of the territory that to-day constitutes
Central America, which has just separated itsef
from Spanish domination. Changes of fortune
duing the war exuscl the Mexican troops to abandon
the greater porticn of that region, excep the
impor ant provinces of Boconusco and Chizpas,
which remazined in their power. Since then no
boundaries have ever been established in a satis.
fa-tory manner between the two countries. When
Mexico becamne a Republic, she did not desist from
claims founded on the Imperial policy of conquest
and absorption, while Guatemala resisted tbe
progress of the M xican arms, and dispuating
step by step the ground already conquered, never
has reached a settlement with her more powerful
neighbor in regard to the relative extension of their
junsdictions over the disputed zone between the
Gulf of Tehuantepee and the penivsula of Yucatan
Under these circumstsnces the Governmenut of
Guatemala has formally addressed itself to the Presi-
dent of the United States, askiog his good offices, to
the end that good relations between the two repub-
lics may teestablished. This appeal has been made
in a frank and concili:tory manner, dddressing itself
to the natural protector of the rizits and national
integrity of those countries with a republican forn
of govirament which lic €0 near our shore?, and to
which we are bousd by so many historical traditions
and material interesta. This Government could not
but attend, in a friendly ard considerate man-
ner, to the appeal of Guatemala, as read-
jly as it woud have done if MNe:ico
had appealed to it on account of its interest to have
justice done and harmony restored. The events
which the present generation of Mexicans remem-
ber—events which occurred when the moral and
material aid of the United Btates, notwithstanding
they were then engaged in a desperate civil war, lent
itself generally to avert the danger with which a
foreign Empire threatcned the national existence.
1If such is & satisfactory proof of the good faith and
kind disposition with which i3 regarded everything
which concerns the well-being and existence of the
sister republics of the continent, why is it consid-
ered, on the part of Guatemala, that the diplomatic
efforts which have beea made to reach a settlement
with Mexieo have been fruitless? That there is pre-
liminary and partial work begun to investigate the
true boundaries, and that the Guatemalan exploring
Commissioners, sent to study the ground io order tv
prepare a basis for a final arrange ment, were impris-
oned by the Mexican authorities? That Guatemalan
agents charged with taking the census of the terri-
tory in question have been treated in the same
manner, and finally, that the Mexican Government
has cautiously, but constantly, invaded the border
region, which has, up to this t:me, been in posses-
sion of Guatemala, replacing Jocal authority, and
thus enlargzed the ares of the disputed territory ? Is
it not incumbent on the United States to express an
opinion about the right which Mexico or Gua.
temala may have to that regon? This Government
has not constituted itself an erbitrator of the des-
tiny of either country, or both. In thismatter it is
only an impartial friend of both, ready to give frank

i 8i . upon whatever may disturb the
t i ghbora. 1t anxiously
to do every act tending to
E 1 union of the republics of this
continent, in opposition to the tendencies of other
distant countries, with different forms of govern.
ment, t» influence the internal sffairs of Spanish
America. 1t desires especially, while observing this
lofty policy, to see the Central American republics
united more firmly than in the past, eo that they
may be able to protact their common interest,which,
80 f:r as their foreign relations are c¢ n-
cerned, are identical in principle with these
affecting Mexico awd the United States.
This Government thinks that whatever
may diminish the good-will and harmony, so desir-
able among the republics of the Isthmus, must
finally disastrously affect their mutual well-being.
The responsib.lity for the conservation of this atti-
tude, common to all, to form a ueion that may
streugthen them, belongs to all,in the opirion of
the President, to the powerful States no less than to
the weaker ones Without consequently prejudicing
in any way the question between Mexico and
Gua emala, aad acting a8 the disinterested adviser
of both, the President deems it to be his duty to ex-
press to the Government of Mexlco his conviction of
the dangers which the principles so signally and
successfully defended by Mexico would incur
if it should look with contempt
upon the bonndaries which separate it from their
weaker neighbors, or if they should appeal to
force to make good their rights upon the territyy
in digpute, without due justification of legtimate
title to it, and the President would especially con-
sider it as an set of unfriendliness to the praise
worthy plan of eounsolidating republican govern-
ment. in America, if Mexico, who ought to distin-
guish itself in the case by its power, as well as by

enerosity, should look for, or allow, any discord
with Guatemala, when the peaceful putting an end
to the difficnlties i3 €0 simple and of such
imperious national necessity. You are authorized
%0 have an interview with Mr. Mariscal, with
a view to commumeiting to him the tenor
of this note. In doing it your sound judg
ment and dictum will have a large field to
dispel any misunderstanding on his part concern-
ing the friendiy spitit which has dictated this pro-
ceeding. 1f Mr. Mariscal ehows himself disposed to
know more intimately the President's opinion after
vour verbal explanation, you are authorized to read
this d'gpateh to him, and ii he desires, to give him
acopy.

To th's letter the Mexican Minister of
Foreign Relations replied at length, The
following ara extracts from the publizhed
memerandum, urder date of July 25, 1881:
Hs would cenfina himself to showicg that
neither force mer congnest had at any
been the foundation cf the rizht which Mex-
ico claimad to that portion of her territory
which Guatema:a disputed, as hasbeen proved
on another occasion. The compiaints
of the Guatemalan Minister are not
sincere, and General Barrios krew how dif-
ferent the facts were from those presentad to
th® Government at Washington, The fact
that Mexieo has tried repeatedly to accurate-
ly determice the boundary by mears of
engineers appointed from both countries, will
show twe things to Mr. Morgan—first, that
the M:xican Government desires to bring
abut a just end pacific settlement of th2
boundary question; escond, that it is not
possible even to say ai present wh.»t.her_that
question, or any part of it, can be eubmitted
to arbitration. Mexico has repeatedly pro-
tested that its right to the S{Ate of Chiapas,
with the department or district of Soconusco,
which has been in its posssssion for so many
years, eannot with propriety x_xdmit of that
quession, Among the pretensions of Guate-
mala, the only questions which it could dis-
cuss was regardiog the boundaries of Chia-
ps and Secopusco from the direction of
Guatemala, and it is because of this that the
frontier has been explored and mapped out.
Mexico will never forget the generous_moral
support of the United States when it was
being invaded by a foreizn army. In the
note of Mr. Blaine, it is saiC that when the
forces under Emperor In_lrbide occupied &
great part of Central America, chapges in the
fortuneof war cansed them to abandon all that
territory excepting Soconusco‘and thpas,
and that when Mexico constituted itself a
Republic it did not desist from the claims
founded in the Imperial policy of absorption
and conquest. There are some historical er-
rors in this, and one especially, arising, as
before stated, from impassioned statements,
or because unfortunately the hlstorz of g\iex-
jeo is not known even during the Empire of
Tturbide. It wasnot conguest, but the free
will of the paople of Soconusco and Chiapas,
which determined their ancexation to Mex-
ico, and this alzo determined the annexation
of all the nrovince of Central America, ex-
cepting S.17ador, The latter, taking ad-
vantige «f that same liberty, sep-
arated from Mexico and formed a
public with Guitemals. This did not
incuw’'e Chiapse ard Soconusco, which,
when Mexico becsmy & republic, 1=
iterated their purpese of remaining incorpo-
rated with this last nation, All efforts to fix
the boundaries by means of diplomaey have
emansted from Mexico, The omissions and
errois of General Barrios, in lis information

to tle President of the United States, in
referere= to the question of boundaries, ¢n-
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frankness and sincerity ; that from the facts
briefly noted, and from others, we are anthor-
izea to believe that the Government of Gen-
eral Barrios, in addressing itself to the United
Stater, has n»t proposed, as it would have it
appear, to secure arbitration to settle the
question of boundaries. The object in pre-
tending to desire arbitration has been only to
gain time (as on a former oceasion) to continue
its partial ipvasions, and to weaken the action
of the Mexican Government in the simple de-
fense of its national territory,
The Washingten Shooting Afair.

WasSHINGTON, February 10th,—Soteldo,
who was shot last night, is to-day in a dying
condition, but has regained corsciousness
sufficiantly to make an ante mortem state-
ment. It is generally conceded that the ball
which hit him was fired by his brotker, al-
though, of course, aimed at Barton ; but this
cannot be positively determined until the ball
is extracted and compared with the caliber of
the pistols used by Barton and the younger
Soteldo. The primary cause of the afiray was
the publication of an article in the Republi-
can describing an alleged disturbance by
Soteldo in a house of ill-fame. This article,
it is said by Soteldo’s friends, was seat to
Soteldo’s wife, and cansed her to separate
from him. She is with him to-day, however,
and much sympathy is expressed for her and
their two ehildren. There is also eonsider-
able sympathy expressed for Soteldo him-
self, as he possessed many attractive qualities,
and his errors ars mainly attributed to his
inability at times to rasist excessive strong
drink, He was for several years, and until
a few weeks ago, the Washington correspond-
ent of a San Francisco paper. His wife is
the daughter of John Clements, a millionaire
manufacturer of Cincinnati.

[SECOND DISPATCH.]

WasHINGTON, February 10th.—Soteldo has
made an ante-mortem statement and will.
He says he has no further use for life, now
that the Republican has ruined his reputation.
He says he has broken his wife’s heart, and
expresses remorse tor his past life. He main-
tains that Barton shot him, but forgives him.

[THIRD DISPATCH.]

WasHINGTON, February 10th.—Mrs. So-
teldo, wife of the wonnded man, who is here,
says her husband realizes his very dangerous
condition, and that tlere is little ground for
bope. He told her this merning that Barton
fired the first shot. Batcn admits this, but
says that he shot low and missed, and is posi-
tive that Soteldo’s brother shot him. Barton
will soon recover. Thres men state that
they heard Soteldo threaten yesterday to kill
Barton,

[FOURTH DISPATCH.]

WasHixeroN, February 10th.—R. C, So-
teldo was arraigned in the Police Court to-
dav, charged with an assault with intent to
kill his brother, Antonio M. Soteldo, He
was committed to jail to await the result of
his brother’s injuries. Soteldo has regained
his entire consciousness, but is peralyzed
fcom his head down, and his death is oniy a
question of a'short time. He carried & pistol
for several days, mersly for his protection,
as he had been slesping alone in a new house
in a remote part of the city.

THE MATTER IN A NEW LIGHT.

WasHINGTON, February 10th.—The shoot-
ing affair at the Republican oftice last night
continnes to be the topic of public intercst
here. It is charged that the articles pub-
lished in the Republican to which Soteldo took
exception, and which he resented, were in-
spired by the star-route ring, in rataliation
for Soteldo’s efforts to exposa them. Hs was
among the first who attacked the Brady ad-
ministration in the Second Assistant Post-
master-General’s office, He published
charges of fraud and corruption in the
newspapers he had reprezented, and was
active in encouraging the investizatior, The
parties accused of complicity in the star
route frauds retaliated by charging Soteldo
with a purpose to levy blackmail upon them,
and the fight became bitter on both sides,
Soteldo’s friends now declare that the article
expoeiog his visit to and fight in a house of
ill repute, and the subsequent article charg-
ing him with an attempt to bribe an em-
ploye of the National Republican, were
the work of the alleged star route conspira-
tors, and were published to punish him for
his crusade against the ring. They point
to the well-known fact that until
a fewdays ago General Brady was the chief
owner of the Republican, and to the fact that
it has been the persistent defender of the
star route men, and has been recognized as
the organ of these men. DBarton, in justifi-
cation of himself, has declared that he
was obeying orders in publishing the articles
which cost Soteldo his life, perhaps; that he
was not, as has been alleged, venting any
personal spleen, but that he was carryiug ont
the instructions of his superiors, which he
dared not disregard. This new phase
of the matter, togather with the publication
of the fact that marked copies of papers eon-
taining the articles against Soteldo were senc
to kis wife, has considerably changed the
tone of public sentiment in Soteldo’s favor.
At Grat he waa generally condemnad, but bis
friends have made it appzar that he was
ruthlessly pursued and goaded, even to at-
tacking him in the affection and esteem ¢f his
wife. He resorted to every meeans to keep the
knowledze of his misconduct from her, and
it was the informing of his wife, through
marked copies of the Republicon, that goaded
Soteldo to desperation. The paper he pre-
sented to Barfon was a written confession
that Barton, wtile in the employ of the Dis-
trict of Columbia Government several years
ago, obtaived money through forgery. So-
teldo claimed that he had proof of this, and
his purpose, so it is stated, was to compel
Barton to acknowledge kis guilt by affixing
his signature to the paper. Then, so itis
said, Soteldo intended to present the papsr
to the proprietors of the Republican, and ds-
mand, in the name of eonsisteccy, as they
had been scoring him for his misdeeds, that
they discharge Barton. Of course Barton re-
fused to sign the paper, whereupon Soteldo
struck him, and they grappled over Barton’s
desk. Barton is known to have said he was
prepared for Soteldo, if he attemptad to vio-
lently resent the article, There was an old
feud between the men. Soteldo has been
sinking all day and to-night.

United States Senate.

WasgINGTON, February 10:h,—The Invalid
Pension Committee recommeaded that sll
bills hereafter reported shall not grant ar-
rears.

Beck said the principle had been am-
nounced that arrears of pensions could be
given to pensioners of all wars, irrespective
of their circumstances, and that if this was
carried out, it would bankrupt the country,

The resolution was laid aside, and Krye
made a speech upon the tariff.

When Frye concluded his remarks there
was an execntive session, and the Senate ad-
journed till Monday.

House of Representatives.

WasHINGTON, February 10th.—The first
bill on the calendar was the one authorizing
the President to appoint 1. D. Kirby to be
Captain in the army, and gave rise to a long
discussion. [Colonel and Brevet General
Kirby was cashiered from the army for
drunkenness and conduet unbecoming an
officer.] The bill passed—ayes 97, nozs 63

Cravens of Arkansas introduced a bill an-
thorizing the Mississippi, Albuquerque and
Interoceanie Railway Company to coovstruct
a road through the Choctaw and Chickasaw
raservation. Referred.

A commuuication from the Secratary of
the Treasury gave the names of offizers and
employes of the Iuternal Revenue Bureau
and Department of Justice, killed or wounded
in the enforcement of the Iaternal Revenue
laws. The number killed was 29 ; wounded,
50. The names of persons were also given,
who were assaulted and wounded for supply-
ing Internal Reverue cfficers with informa-
tion,

Adjourned uatil Monday.

Miscellancous Washington Items.
WasHINGTON, February 10th. — Senator
Lamar was knocked down last evening while
crossing ustrest, by a pair of carelessly-driven
horses.

The President this morning agreed poei-
tively to appoint Bruno Tzschuck, of Ne-
braska, Consul to Vera Cruz. Tz:chuck has
been urged by both the Nebraska Senators,
but was opposed by Representative Valen-
tine, a stalwart, Some Senators think this
indicates that the President does not intend
to favor the stalwarts more than others,

The delegation from southeastern Dakota
this morning urged the President to remove
Governer Ordway. 2

The Senate Committee on Territories to-
cay heard Paul Schulze, of Oregon, Presi-
dent of the Alaska Trading snd Fisking
Company, and M. D. Ball, of Sitka, in ad-
vocacy of favorable action on the bill intre-
duced by Senator Groveraad Representative
George to provide a civil government for
sontheastern Alaska,

The committes then took up Senator Vest's
bill to establish a United States Court in the
Indian Territory, and for other purposes.
Several sections of the bill were discussed up
to the hour of adjournment, and the measure
then went over as unfinished business for the
next meeting.

Burrows’ bill definicg ths qualifications of
Territorial delegates by ex:luding polyga-
mists, which passad the Hou:e of Rapresenta-
tives last Mouday, was not taken up by the
committee to day. SRS

The Rapublican Senators, in a brief cau-
cus to-day, determined to resi<t any motion
to brinz uo Harris’ resolution for the app-iat-
ment of Neil Brown as actiag Chief Clerk of
the Senate, and said they believed it inadvis-
abls to disturb the present arrangement. They
also decidad, in the event of Harns’ resolution
being brougns up, that the Repablicans will
support an smendment substituting the name
of Charles W, Johuson, of Minunesota.

The House Committee on Indian Affairs
have unapimously reported in favor of the
passage of the bill introducsd by Represent-
ative Grsorge, to an?hor_i“ze the u:di:'ing of ua-
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D partments for supplies furnished ani ser-
v.c s rendered to the Indian Bureau. Larze
pumbers of these claims are held in Califor-
nia, espacially by San Franrisco merchants,
Recommendations for the enactment of this
bill have also been obtained from both the
Departments named,

Senator Teller to-day introduced a bill
granting to the widow and daughter of the
m4assacred Indian Agent, Mecker, one-quar-
ter section of land each.

Part of the morning hour of the Senate £>-
day was consumed in a debate over a measure
with the uncommonly strong title of *‘ A bili
for the relief of Sampson Goliath.” This
worthy was a high private in a regiment of
Massachusetts colored volunteers, and the ob-
ject of the bill is to relieve him of a sentence
of dismissal on a charge of mutiny, and to give
him back pay. Senator Maxey, of Texas,
called up the bill and advocated it, but pend-
isg debate on the legal question involved, it
weunt over,

Another curiosity in legislation came before
the Senate yesterday in the shape of a bill to
pay to one Lother, of Vermont, $84, as the
proceeds of an unautherized confiscation by
the Custors authorities of two white-faced
steers, This clzim has been before Congress
for ten years, and the Serate yesterday ap-
proved it.

The Becretaryship of the Enterior.

WasHISGTON, February 10th.—Said a Pa-
cific slope Senator to-day: * I hed reazon to
believe that Sargent wonld be appointed Sec-
retary of the Interior about February 1st. I
have learned nothing to the contrary since;
still it was not done, s0o I do rnot know
whether there has been a charnge of pro-
gramme or not.” He did not speak in so con-
fideat a tone, however, as he did two weeks
ago.

g State of the Eastern Trade.

NEew York, February 10th.—The following

is a review of the condition of trade in New
York for the week ending to-day. A stronger
feeling is noted in business circles, and the
markets are recovering from the depression
incident to the panic in London and Paris,
the worst effects of which are known now.
The money market has been easy all through
this week, and in Wall street cill loans are
quoted at 4 to 5 per cent. Time loans for
four months ruled at 6 per cent. There are
no prominent_features in the stock market,
which has had its usual variations, the tend-
ency appeariog to be slightly upward. Wheat
has been the leading feature of the grain
market, and other grains have followed its
coursa, The tendency of the market is
steadily downward, the clique apparently
being unable to uphold prices. At
the close there was some recovery,
which was lost at the news of the
heavy failure of Preston & Co. The provi-
sion market has been very unsatisfactory,
and the tendency downward ; flactuations
were slight, however. In cotton the volume
of business will be very large. There has
beeu a sharp dezlice of one-half to three-
qnarters of a cent per pound during the
week, and the market closes barely steady.
In wool there has been a regular, steady busi-
ness, a fair demand, and no material change
in prices, but a good feeling on the part of
holders as to the future. The petroleum
market has been weak, and moderate business
only doing. Freights are dull and unsatis-
factory. Petroleum freights are in fair de-
mand. The gereral dry goods trade still con-
tinunes res‘ricted, Buyers are here in large
numbers, but their orders ara not as large as
was expected. They seem to be in ne burry
to make up stocks for the spring. Prices
generally are well maintained, In
the leather trade there is a fair
demand for most kinds, and prices rule
firm, and stecks are not large. In boots
and shees the spring trade does not open with
much spirit. The demand for immediate use
continuea fair, and manufacturers ars sup-
plied with orders for a little time ahead. The
hardware trade continues satisfactory ; prices
are firm, with a tendency toadvance. Mannu-
facturars are busy and behind their orders in
wany lines of gocds. Manufactured iron for
building is in large demand. A fair amount
of business is going on in American pig, and
prices are firm. The trade is not 82 active as
it was in January, but still satisfactory.
There is a moderate demand for Scotch pig,
and importations continue large and will be
for sometime to come, Considerable busi-
ness is doiog in steel rails, but iron rails are
n glectrd, Tae cpen weather has maintained
a stcady demand for building lumber, and the
prospects for a still larger demand are good.
Prices are very firm. The market for raw
sugar is stronger, with an upward tendency.
Refiuers’ stocks being light, fair refiniog
sugar is quoted at seven cents. The tea
market is quiet, and prices are very little
chinged. Sales at zuction seem to meet the
present wants of trade. There is more in-
quiry for Brazil grades of coffee, and prices
are firmer, and with better distributing the
demand is fair, Cargoes are neminally
quoted at 9} cents, but no rales. In butter
there i8 good demand for all best grades ar-
riving, Prices gererally are well supperted.
The cheese market is full, and prices are in-
clined ¢o recede on unfavorable advices from
abroad.

The Hawaiian Treaty Question.

New Yorg, February 105h.—The Graphic's
Washington correspondent says: An effort
is being made to effect a termination ot the
treaty with the Kingdom of Bawaii. In
spite of the resolutions passed in New York
indorsing the movement there has been de-
veloped no element in Congress, thatis known
so far, which favors such action on the part
of this Government, except from Louisiana.
I'ne question of sugar protection being vital
to the leading industry of that State, Con-
gressmen from that part of the counfiry are
unanimous in its favor, and Gibson has a
measure looking to the accomplishment of its
abrogation. It was expected, it iz claimed
by members from the sugar districts, that the
Fepublican party would support their
measures on the score of the tariff, but lead-
ing Congressmen on this side of the House
have quite generally expressed themselves as
opposed to the proposition in advance. There
has been 2n attemp’ mads to work up a hos-
tila feeling against the treaty, on the ground
that the Pacific Railroad corporali :ns and the
San Francizeo importers have made a com-
bination, the result of which was that traas.
continental freight was put so high that
Sandwich I:land sugar could be sold at as
hizh a rate as any other on the Pacific crast,
if the absence of duty dii not cheapen the
article to consumers. Whether this is so or
not, it does not gsem to have taken hold of
Congress, and apparently will not effect the
action on the subject,

Peath of John Wilson, the Actor,

New Yorg, February 10th.—John Wilsox,
the actor, of the Madison Square Theater,
died this morning at 5:30 o’clock, at his res-
idence in this city. He was for many yesars
connected with the California theaters. His
last engzgement was with the '‘Professor”
company, with which he played last week.

[John Wilson was one of the best known actors of
the Pacific coast. He was one of the old Metropbli
tan “ stock,” and later one of Magnire's Opera House
¢« gtock,” San Francisco. He was a contemporary of,
and plsyed for years, with such men as bave Auder-
son, Wm. Barry, Harry Edwards, Charles Thorne,
Sr., Frank Mayo, and others. He married, many
years ago, Kate Denin, and by her bad two children.
one of whom, a gon of about 14 years, was with him
at the t me of his death ; the other, a charming
daughter, dying in San Francisco some years sgo.
Mr. Wilson and wife, and his stepdaughters and son,
left here a year ago, and they ail became members
of the Madison Square Theater Company. He was
aged about 46, was a genial, upright man, a kind
fatter and husband, and was universally esteemod }

Excitement on 'Change In St. Louls,

Sr. Lovis, February 10th.—The excite-
meant on 'Change at the opening this morning
was the most iatense and demonstrative ever
krown. Most desperate efforts were made
by both sides to control the market, The
longs insisted on higher prices, and the shotts
persistently attempted to hammer them down,
Fioally the excitement ran so high thata
panic became imminent, and several of the
principal shorts agreed to no more trading
except in seitlement. This almost eptirely
stopped trading, and the excitement sub-
sided, greatly to the relief of everybody.
