Although slavery was to cease in Brazil
after 1870, and measures were taken to
suppress that already existing, it will take
more than thirty years to accomplish it,
Of a population of 11,000,000 more than
1,500,000 are slaves, and the relations of
some travelers represent their condition
as by no meaus eunviable, The system of
large holdings prevails, the estates scme-
times measuring not by miles, but by
leagues, and on these vast propertics the
labor of the slavea is severe and continues,
often running far into the night. Severe
punishments follow any misbehavior, and
1t is almost impossible for a slave to es-
cape, his recapture or death by starvation
fullowing in a short period. In
some cases, it 1is said, iron masks
are strapped over the faces of the slaves
to prevent them from killing them-
selves by eating clay. On the other hand
M. Couty, of the Museum at Rio Janeiro,
says that the slaves are very well treated,
kind'y cared for when sick, and supported
when old and decrepit ; that there is no
prejudice against the blacks, and all colors
wingle freely at the table, the theatgr, in
the salcons and public places, and even in
the legislative assemblies, He adds that
any eudden emancipation of elaves, such ss
was practised in France, Eogland and the
Ugited States, is out of the question in
Brazil, on account of her economic position.
In toat country all wealth depends upon
slave labor, and every kind of enterprise,
agricnltural and manufacturing, 1s per-
formed by slaves. Brazil exports about
two-thirds of the coffee consumed by the

world, and this is all prepared Iy
slaves, as are the cotton, cocoa aud
su.ar. In some instances free labor

has been tried, and has eucceeded where
the production is in part epontaneous, as
in cacutchouc and tobsacco ; and some com-
parisons between the results obtained by
iree and slave labor have als ays shown the
superiority of the former, Slave labor is
specially adapted to the cultivation of cof-
fee, but the small coffee plantations worked
by free labor are relatively far more pro-
ductive than the vast coffve fields tended
by slaves, and this resnlt will apply to all
indnstrial operations undertaken by slaves.
A free laborer performs the work of
two or even three slaves. It is doubtless
in part due to the wide employment of
slave labor that the resources of Brazil
are not more rapidly opened and worked,
though ia recent years there has been
a large immigration of free labor, which
may increase as slavery dies ous, The
preduct of elave labor is of an inferior
quality, and this fact may account for the
marked fall in the value of Brazilian cof-
fees in the markets of the world ; and also
for the fact that the coiton of Brazil,
though grown under mora favorabie cir-
cnmstances, is Yegarded as inferior to that
produced n the United States. Thess
conclusions have been reached, not from
geseral theory, but from actual experience,
for in many parts of Braz:l a comparison is
rendered possible by the existence side by
side of piantations, the one worked by
slave and the other by frea labor. But
while thus clearly recoguniziog that slavery
is a great drag on the progress of Brazil,
for the present the gradual substitution of
free for siave labor will produce leszs de-
rangement to the soeial conditions of the
conantry than a sudden and complete eman-
cipation.
