When the mother entered a room
in the rear portionof the house she was hor-
rifiedto find her littledarling hanging ap-

- lifeless, suspended by a clothes
line attached toa nailupon the wall. Tbe
mother caught :the child inher arms, dis-
engaged the cruel, \u25a0 strangling rope from its
neck, and thus saved its life..Itappears
that the littlegirlhad become so imprecse<i
with the idea of hanging, by listening to
the :conversation of her parents, that she
went out and tried it'upon; herself. A
clothes line was attached to a large :nail
upon the :;wall. Climbing upon a trunk,
the littlegirllooped the cord twice around
her neck and threw herself off the trunk.
The rope cut and bruised her neck cruelly,
and had her mother not entered the room
at the time she did this innocent littlegirl
would have died a victim to the prevailing
m^pia. The child is a daughter of a re-
spectable jNorwegian Ifamily, residing on
Park r:avenue,* not fir from SixthIstreet.
