THE IRISH DEBATE IN CONGRESS,

Mr. Robinzon, of New York, did not
succeed in getting the resclution adopted
whereby he proposed to bring the British
Lion to an accounting for the American-
Irish *‘ patriots ” confined in Saxou jails.
But though the House seemed somewhat
ashamed of the situation, there were over
one hundred members sufficiently dema-
gogical to vote for the resolution; with
which not one of them could have had the
least sympathy. For of course they all,
including Robinson of New York, know
perfectly well that even if this inquiry was
made, it would have no other effect than to
embarrass the relations of the country with
Great Britain, and to bring upon Congress
the information that the American citizens
referred to have been imprisoned for the
very suflicient reazon that they have
broken the laws of England. And when
that information had been obtained there
would be nothing for it but to drop the
whole businees, aud 85 the demagogism of
the epizode would be exposed conspicu-
ously. Not but what it is plain enough now,
as the conrse of the minority showed on
the occasion referred to. And if Robeson
called Robimton a “‘demagogue” ke
only stated a truth which all the country
is fully prepared to indorse after listening to
his preposterous epeech on this same ques-
tion a couple of weeks ago. But the ma-
jority, even in Congress, evidently feel that
the subj-ct is one which had better be let
alone, and that there is nothing in it but
a very small guantity of a very worthless
kind of political capital : a sort of “‘fiat”
political capital, in short. They realize
that no serious diplomatic negotiations can
ba proposed on the basis of an impertinence
which the people of the United States
would be the first to resent if England
offered it to them, and even for the sake
of pleasing the Fenians the country cannot
be stultified in that way. When Irish-
Americans choose to leave their adopted
country and go to Esgland or Ireland, and
there violate the laws of the land, they
must expest to be dealt with without any
regard to their American citizenship. That
is how the United States deals with law-
breaking Englishmen, and the methods
which we have made our own we certainly
cannot complain of when employed by our
neighbors,

A GREAT DIFFICUL®Y IN THE REFORHNA-
TION OF CRIMINALS.

Several months ago tae RECORD-UNION,
in discussing the guestion cf criminal re-
formation, pointed cut the existence of an
almost unrecognized obstacle to all Torts
in that direction, in the sivister and
persistent influence of convicts upon one
another after their discharge. A very
startling illustration of this has " just oc.
curred. A man named Frank Armstrong
committed suicide the other day in San
Francisco, in sheer despair of escaping
from the blackmailers who for years had
made his life miserable, and whose hold
upon him consisted in the fact that he
had been a convict. This man was not an
habitual criminal, but some five years ago
he got drunk, and while in that condition
stole an overcoat from a hotel. Quite
probably no thought of theft was in his
mind. He may have imagined that the
coat was his own, But he was arrested,
tried, and sent to the penitentiary for a
year. When he came out he was deter-
mined to live honestly, and go far as ap-
pears he did live honestly. He obtained
work, and behaved himself well. But he
could not keep off the men who had known
him when he was in prisor. They black-
mailed him Wercilessly. Fearful that the
exposure of his past offense would cause
his discharge, he paid his persecutors to
let him alone, It was a fatal mistake, no
doubt, but men in his position are not with-
out serious apprehensions of the influence of
prejudice upon the minds of their em-
ployers, and they often yield to the threats
of their former prison-mates as the least of
two.evile, To yield in euch a case, how-
ever, is to court ruin. The wretched
class to which these jail birds belong has
no sense of honor, no feeling of pity, no
sympathy with one of their own number
who is struggling to lif¢ himself above the
slough of crime. Oa the centrary, they
hate him for wanting to liberate himself
from their society, and they find truly
devilish gratification in pulling him down,
and making him once more as vile and as
hopeless as themselves.

Oa a former occasion we related the par-
ticulars of a case which began very much
like Armstrong’s. A discharged convict
in San Francisco made up his mind to be
honest, and was fortunate enough to find
work at once, He was a man of
exceptional business capacity, and soon
made himself indispensable to his employ-
ers. But his convict associates found him
out, and as usual undertook to blackmail
him. Had he yielded he would kave been
losf, as poor Armstrong was ; but he deter-
mined not to become the thrall of these
villains, and he administered a sound
thrashing to the first who threatened him.
On the second occasion he promptly
knocked down the would-be blackmailer,
and after that he was let alone. No doubt
the convicts might have secured his dis-
charge by informing his employers what
he had been, and it is somewhat surprising
that they did not take that mode of
revenging themselves, However, the man
was not molested, and he succeeded not
only in winning his way to a responsible
position, but in time was received as a
partner in the firm with which he had
worked so long. That man is still living,
a prosperous and upright business man.
But had he yielded to the first natural
suggestion of his fears, he would doubtless
have been hounded by the scoundrels
who knew of his disgrace, until he was
forced back into crime, or took Armstrong’s
method of releasing himself,

Those who censure the convict from the
frigid standpoint of a virtue that has
never been tempted ; those who ascribe
his frequent lapses to an imherent apti-
tude for vice; those who think that
human nature is somehow different in the
criminal classes ; would mitigate the
severity of their judgments could they
realize the extent of the obstacles with
which the path of the discharged prisoner
bristles ; could they see the hight and
ruggedness of the steeps he has to climb
before he can gain a footing on the table
land of Respectability. Watched by the
police, dogged by his old associates, his
nerves are kept in a frightful tension con.
tinually. Do what he may he never knows
bat that the next man he meets may
recognize and expose him; and sad expe-
rience has taught him how little present in-
dustry, sobriety, honesty and -capacity
usually weigh with an employer against
the statement °‘‘That ‘'man has been a
convict !” In such cases the heart of the
employer contracts. He becomes the piti-
less agent of the injustice of Society. His
selfishness exaggerates all the possibilities
of what he has heard, and turning a deaf
ear to intreaties, he orders away the poor
wretch indignantly, feeling all the time
that the latter has done him aninjury in
trying to become honest through his
means, And because the discharged
convict knows what he has to expect if
his dismal secret is exposed, he too often
allows himself to be made the easy prey of
blackmailers,

His earnings then are absorbed by
these vampirer, and after a time the hope-
lessness of his situation becomes so clear
to him that he must be a very resolute man
if he does not reach the conclusion that
enfranchisement is impossible ; if he does
not, so concluding, throw up his hands and
sink into the depths. Armstreng was so
far resolute that he would not turn crimi-
nal, but his life was robbed of all pleasure
and hope, and at last death seemed to
him the ouly solution of the dreadful prob.
lem thrust upon him by Society. There is
nothing in that tremendous work of Victor
Hugo's, Les Miserables, more awful than
the glimpse of the undercurrents of the
criminal life revealed to us in this sad case.
Society rolls heedlessly on, crushing and
mangling countless victims in its ponderous
progress. Above, philosophers and sages
moralize, priests preach, and cynics sneer.
Below, the tragedies of life are being
wrought out in obscurity, and the dim
outlines of them are misconceived and
misinterpreted by the careless spectators.
Yet it is necessary for the development of
any successful reformatory system that the
natare and extent of the dangers and
difficulties which surround and press upon
the discharged prisoner should be compre-
hended, for assuredly unless this is done
all the Prizon Conventions in the world
will not hinder ths wreck of the convict
at the outset of his voyage, nor save his
soul from the unspeakable agonies which
drove Frank Armstrong to seck refuge
from the implacable cruelty of his fellow-
mep, in the sheltering darkness of the

grave,
TIE RIGHIS OF

ACCUSED PERSONS

A woman was arrested on her arrival
from Portland, Or., in San Francisco, the
other day, on a charge of mu der, The

details so far as known have been laid be-
fore our readers, and thereore it is not
necessary to recapitulat: thew, Our pur-
pose in alluding to the case is to call atten-
tion to the impropriety of tha tone of
many of the San Francisco journals inm |
describing an interview with her at the

prison. In these interviews the aim of the
reporters seems to have been to create the
impression that the woman was guilty of
the charge preferred against her. Her ap-
p:arance and manner are minutely de-
scribed, and at short intervals it is inti-
mated that she ‘‘appears nervous,” that
she has a * furtive” and * downcast” look,
that she *“ works her fingers almost con-
* yulsively,” that she ‘‘ betrays emotion,”
and many other like expressions, all going
to promote and intensify the belief that
the accuszed person is undoubtedly a mur-
derese. It does not appear to have oc-
curred to these reporters, or to the pub.
lishers of the journals for which they
write, that the woman they have been *‘ writ-
“ing up” in this sensational and strongly-
prejudiced way is under arrest on a capital
charge ; that no matter what may be al-
leged against her, she is innocent in the eye
of the law until proof of her guilt has sat-
isfied twelve jorymen; that pending her
trial, and upon it, she is entitled to the
benefit of whatever doubt may exist ; and
that, consequently, whoever writes of her
as of a convicted criminal, not only is
guilty of extreme impropriety, but is
chargeable with an endeavor to interfere
with the course of justice, and to prevent
her from obtaining an impartial trial. We
are well aware that the reporters are very
strodgly tempted to make their accountsin
such cases as sensational as possible, and
since a confessedly guilty wretch is sup-
posed to be more interesting to the average
reader than a prisoner about whose guilt
grave doubts may be entertained, there is
a powerful tendency towards assumption of
the most exciting view, Nevertheless it
seems necessary to observe that accused per-
sons have certain rights, and that one
of the most obvious and incontestible
of these iz the right to be protect-
ed against misrepresentation pending the
formal trial of the charge. And it is
also apparent upen reflection that it is not
among the proper functions of journaliem
to undertake the informal trial of accused
perscns. When a journal does this kird
of thing it does wrong, and its wrong is
not the less reprehensible because the
sufferer may be unable to defend himself
or herself. And if the press has not suffi-
cient sense of its restraints and obligations
to refrain from so scandalous an abuse of
its privileges, it seems to us that the law
should make provision against such misde-
meanors, and should confine the too
exuberant reporter of the period to a
siniple and colorless statement of facts in
all cases of the kind., For the present
practice is so at variance with every con-
sideration of fair play that if it is to be
permitted malignant persons may at
almost any time make it impossible for
those against whom their maliceis directed
to secure a dispassionate investigation of
any charges.

THE PEACE CONGRESS.

A little fresh light has been thrown
upon Mr, Blaine’s proposed international
Peace Congress. It now appears that the
relations existing between the Central
American States and Mexico are such as to
render it in the last degree improbable
that any good could come of trying to
bring them together. The Central Amer-
ican States are in a ccudition of political
chaos. Some of them are contemplating a
confederation. Others are desirous of
annexing their neighbors. And Mexico
has designs upon several of them. Their
condition is such that probably nothing
can prevent the breaking out of war among
them, and one of our envoys to that
region suggests that while they would per-
haps agree to be represented at Mr. Blaine’s
Congress, their delegates would almost cef-
tainly be instructed to defeat the primary
object of the assemblage, We have yet to
hear from all of South America but Vene.
zuela, which has accepted the invitation;
brt whoever knows anything of the races
which inhabit those territories must feel
assured that their representatives at Wash-
ington would be utterly incapable of bind-
ing them to a policy of peace, even while
the Congress was in session. Indeed, it
would be well if the delegates could be
kept from fighting among themselves, and
it would be too much to expect that the
Congress would pass over without any
duele, Taking it altogether, in fact, it
would be very difficult to conceive of a
more thoroughly impracticable scheme than
that which Mr. Blaine seems to have
thought ome of the most brilliant and
felicitous ideas of the century,

ENJOTNED,

An irjunction, pending litigation, has
issued against the Tax Collector of Amador
county, restraining him from selling the
property of the Amador Branch Railroad
for nonpayment of taxes. The complaint
shows that to secure an indebtedness of
over $100,000, a mortgage has been exe-
cuted upon the road, its appurtenanzes and
franchise ; that under the Constitution the
mortgage constitutes for the purpose of
taxation an interest which is not owned by
the plaintiff, but by the holders of the
bonds ; that on the 21 of May, 1881, the
State Board of Equalization made a pre-
tended assessment upon the franchise,
road way, roadbed, rails and rolling stock of
plaintiff’s, which was entered upon their
minutes bat never transmitted to the As
sessor of Amador county, who was only
notified by letter that the apportionment
of the assessment on the road to Amador
county was $1,600, The plaintiff further
avers that the State Board ¢f Equalization
failed to deduct the value of the mortgages
apon the road; that the authority exer-
cised by the State Board violates the pro-
eons of the fourteenth amendment, for the
right and privilege to apply for the cor-
rection of the asscssed value of this prop-
erty to the local Board of Equalization is
denied, and because there is no oppor-
tunity allowed for a hearing, as the amount
of the assessment may be fixed by the
State Board without notice or an oppor-
tunity to be heard ; that the plaintiff and
all cwnere of railrcad property operated in
more than one county, by virtue of the
provisions ef Section 10, Article XII,
which relates to the assessment by the
State Board of Equalization of such prop-
erty, ate denied any protection from the
laws of the State of California, which re-
quire that the property shall be taxed in
proportion to its value, that such propor-
tion be ascertained by a general law, that
before liability is fix:d an opportunity to
be heard must be given, and which provide
for an appeal from the Assessor to Boards
of Equalization, require the assessment to
be made in the county, and prevent its be-
ing made in localities distant from the
sites of the property, and allow deductions
for indebtedness secured by mortgage.
Wherefore plaintiffs prayed foraninjunction
restraining the sale, and that the defendant
be required to receive §1,123 36, the
aw.ouns tendered for taxes. Tre hearing
as to whether the irjunction shail be made
perpetual is set for March 10th before the
Saperior Court of San Francisco,

Wells came to
town with John Price, and the fact was
established that they were working
together when the mischief was done and
knew nothing about it, The informing
Chinaman thea said it was another man.
The general supposition is that the China-
man was killed by Chinese hands, and that
the accusation of white men is to ward sus-
picion from the guilty.

There are a number of bears in the caves
of the mountain below Meamber’s, at Scott
river, in the lower end of Scott valley.
Several have been seen at different times,
and it is supposed that as many as twenty
may be harbored there. Some of the hun-
ters talk of taking a trip to that section
soon, and endeavor to smoke out the ani-
mals fdr a good opportunity to shoot them,
Up on Bogus, the Indians kill them by go-
ing into caves with a torch in one hand
and a pistol in the other.
