Bishop
Kallowea is said to be encouraging the
movement, whichis unsectarian.

Anorder has been issued in India that in
future all Protestant and Roman Catholic
churche3 which have been builtby the Gov-
ernment, or whichhave been made over to

the Government, shall be repaired and
maintained in proper order at the cost of
the State and be treated as State property.

There were builtls.it year in this coun-
try 141 Lutheran churches. Of the num-
ber, 23 were inOhio, 27 in Penssylvania,
13 ia Illinois, and 10 each in Indiana,
.Michigan and Nebraska. In the past four
year? the Lntherans have built505 churches—

SO9 forGerman, and 102 for English con-
gregations.

which he lived that the utmost difficulty
was experienced inhiring men tocarry his
body to the grave.
