THE VITICULTURAL REPORT,

The first annual report of the Chief Ex-
ecutive Viticultural Officer, Mr, Charles A.
Wetmore, is a very vzlaable document.
Public reports are unfortunately apt to be
perfunctory and uninstructive, but this is
not of that class. Mr. Wetmore under-
stands his sabject very thoroughly, is full
of enthusiasm for it, and has consequently
produced a report which is a really invala
able contribution to viticulture, and which
no vineyardist can afford to be without.
The first part of the report consists of a
zareful and clearly-written examination of
he conditions and bfadrances of vine cult-
ure in California. It is illustrated with
wood cuts wherever necessary, and con-
tains much suggestive and valuable infor-
mation, The second part of the report, or
appendix, is a translation of the Practical
Manual of Viticulture, by Professor Gas-
tave Foex, of the National Coilege of Ag-
riculture, Montpellier, France, This man-
uzl is calculated to be of the greatest ser-
vice to our viticulturists, who cannot do

better than to study it carefully. Mr.
Wetmore has surmounted many ob-
stacles in his work, not the least
being the opposition of those mean-

spirited vineyardists who, having disesses
among their vines, resented any disclosure
of the fact, preferring the destruction of
the property of their neigl‘ors to any
remedial work on their own part. Mr.
Wetmore has been performing a great pub-
lic service, in a very efficient way, and his
disinterestedness ought to have been recog-
nired by all who are engaged in the busi-
ness he has so completely mastered. It is
not often that the place and the man to fiil
it are s0 cempletely accordant as in his
case, and it would be a public misfortune
if he should be driven to abandon the
work to which he has devoted so many
years, This first report made by him may
be regarded as an earnest of what he is
prepared to do, and we trust that the viti-
cultaral interest as well as the people gen.
erally will sustain him in his mission, and
afford him that frank recognition of ser-
vice rendered which is the very least that
can be given by a community to a man
who sacrifices his personal interest to a
subject of public consequence,

THE WHISKY TAX,

The whisky lobby at Washington has
persuaded the House Committee on Ways
and Means to recommend a reduction of
the duty on thatstaple to 50 cents a gallon.
This reduction would involve a loss of
revenue of $25,000,000. The present Con-
gress seems disposed to do something
towards the erection of an navy. The eati-
mates which have been made on this call
for some $15,000,000. If Congress pro-
poses to reduce the taxation on whisky at
this rate, however, there will be no sur-
plus revenue upon which to rely for an
increased naval expenditure, It willthen
become necessary to impose new taxes upon
other artieles, such as iron and steel, silk,
cotton, woollen goods, etc. And this is what
the Protectionists are aiming at. They
wish to cut down the internal revenue
taxes for the purpose of rendering any re-
ductionin the tariff impracticable. Asto the
argument that it would be easier to collect
the whisky tax if it was reduced, that is
not valid. The tax is now collected guite
thoroughly, indeed more closely than ever
before, and it is rot credible that it could
be collected any better if the tax was re-
duced. The country, moreover, does not
need any cheaper whisky, What it does
need is cheaper clothing, and tools, and
furniture, and agricultural and other ma-
chinery, and that is just what the tariff
men are striving to prevent it from obtain-
ing.

Tue Eiirs Case.—In the celebrated
Mary Eilis case in the Uniteq States Cir-
cuit Court, in which Mary claims 160 acres
of land near and at the Mission, now all in
city lots in San Francisco, and worth
$25,000,000, the plainuff has, because of
alleged poverty, been unable to serve all
the 600 defendauts, hence a motion to dis-
mies for want of prosecution.

IHE CHICAG)D TEEATER CONTROVERSY.

A somewhat heated controversy bhas
sprung up in Chicago concerning that
hackneyed subjsct, the moral inflaence of
the theater. Itbegauin a fierce onslaugat
upon the stage by a clergyman, the Rev.}
J. R. Johneon, who roundly asserted that

_1 the theaters of Caicago produced nothing

but evil, aud that all their representations
were more or less morally “filthy.” It is
a very common experience that in cases of
this kind the denunciation is made by a
person who has never seen the things he
abuses. It would appear that it iz not al-
ways true, as Tennyson says, that ‘‘ things
““geen are mightier than things heard,” for
the average clerical anathemas upon the
stage are certainly very much stronger than
would be indorsed by those who were fa-
miliar with the facts. Taoe Rev. Mnr.
Johneon might have derived a useful hint
from one of Gilbert’s ‘ Bab Ballads,”
wherein an English Bishop advises a carate
who had been pommeling the theaters to
go and see a play. The curate goes, and
comes away from the performance with the
melancholy conviction that the stage is
even drearier and less exciting than his
own efforts in the pulpit. Had Mr. John-
son acquainted himself with his subjest
he might Imve found it necessary to dimin-
ish his invective, but at the same time he
would have perceived many vulnerable
points in the modern theater. For while
it is certainly absurdly untrue that the
stage is a ““sick of iniquity,” or a “ pool
“of filth,” or any of the dreadful things
which ignorant censors assert it to be, it
must be admitted even by the most liberal
critics that it has for some time been de-
generating in certain respects, and that it
is becoming more frivolous continually.

There are, of course, diverse ways of
accounting for this degeneration. Mana-
gers affirm that they only want to cater to
the popular taste, and that this taste de-
mandas sengational plays, flashy spectacles,
and that kind of.medley known as the
“‘yariety ” performance. The public, cn
the other hand, as far as their ideas can be
got at, profess to desire a more intellectual
kind of entertainment; though they do not
always patronize the Jatter when it is fur-
nished for them. But it isundeniable that
there exists a practical explanation of the
increase of meretricious amusements, which
tends to show that the change which good
friends of the theater deplore has its origin
behind and not in front of the green cur-
tain., We refer to the so-called *‘starring
system,” which has done more than any-
thing else to abolish what are called
‘“ stock companies,” and which, in abolish-
ing the stock companies, has made it al-
most impossible to produce the higher
class of drama with any approach to per-
fection, Under the ‘““star” system, what-
ever play i3 presented is sacrificed to the
personality of the leading actor. These
leading actors travel all over the world,
sometimes taking one or more ‘‘supports”
with them, but oftener being alcne,
Whenever they play it is necessary to col-
lect companies to play with them, and it
too oiten happens that the companies are
lamentably wanting in preparation, har-
wnony, and talent.

The result is that people see plays
marred and misrepresented. Shakespeare’s
noblest creations are produced in the most
unsatisfactory way, with a ‘‘star” in the
leadicg part and all the other chara:ters
represented by ‘‘sticks.” Itis the same
with other plays. There is no longer the
harmony and completeness which can only
be derived from the coanscientious and
artistic performance of every part. The
title role i3 elevated into unnatural pro-
portions, and everything else is dwarfed,
The consequence is the destruction of the
beauties of the drama. People go to see
Sheridan, or Sullivan, or Barrett, or Booth ;
they no longer go to see the plays in
which these actors appear. And nothing
can be more injurious to the true interests
of the stage than this system. It has de-
graded the modern theater far more than
a low condition of public taste. Indeed
it may be seriously yuestioned whether the
popular fondness for spectacles and variety
performances is not the inevitable conse-
quence of the natural disgust caused by
mutilation and misrepresentation of the
legitimate drama. And if this is the case
it is the actors, and not the public, who
have degraded the modern theater. No
doubt their temptations have been great,
but that does not alter the fact. The
‘“‘star” system is mainly responsible for
the decline of interest in the legitimate
drama, a3 anyone can convince himself
who will reflect upon the past a littie.

Fifteen years ago there was a stock com-
pany at Maguire’s Opera House in San
Francisco, which succeeded in retaining
public favor for a very long period. In
that company there were very few persons
who were not good actors. Harry Edward 23,
Sophie Edwin, Mrs. Judah, Mrs. Saunders,
Harry Jackson, Mrs, Jackson, Charles
Thorne, were all playing there at one time.
They wereable topresent meritoriousplaysin
an artistic form. They worked together har-
moniously. They looked to the details with
some care. There were no ‘‘stars” among
them, but they were all genuire actors, and
the result was that they pieased the public,
and kept honest plays on the stage. There
are not many such companies in the United
States now. The ¢ star” business has
scattered them to the four winds of
heaven. The theatrical company has
ceased to be an artistic combination, held
together by a sort of family tie. Every
actor wants to be a star, No star cares
much fer anything beyond his own epecial-
ties. Thisis why the legitimate- drama
has been going out of favor, and why man-
agers have been compelled to rely upon
the ‘“ leg drama,” the ** Black Crook * and
spectacular pieces, and the variety per-
formances which substitute a rapid succes-
sion of specialties for the continuous play.
We believe that any manager who had the
courage and perseverance necessary could
revive the former interest in the legitimate
drama by getting and holding together a
good stock company, however. The public
are not so frivolous as might be inferred
from the current theatrical performances.
They have not ceazed to appreciate ster-
ling theatrical performances. The trouble
is that the theaters have ceased to give
such performances, But so lonz as the
““gtar ” system continues we cannot expect
much improvement, and if it is to hold its
own the theaters will all be degraded,
sooner or later, into variety and minstrel
shows. i

THE END OF THE MABILLE.

A dispatch states that the Jardin Ma-
bille has been sold for building purposes.
This is the not infelicitous end of a famous
{or infamou:) place of amusement. The
Jardin Mabille, whose imposing and brill.
iantly lighted archway illuminated the
Avenue Montaigue for so many years, was
the Mecca of young tourists engaged in the
agreeable employment known as sowing
their wild oats. Its performances were
whispered about among these naughty
young people as being delightfully im-

proper, and 50 great was its reputation in

that way that even sober American deacors,
vea, even middle-aged mammas, bave
been known to steal thither, half disgnised]
to taste the forbidden fruit for themselves.
Yet after all the Mabille was a good deal of
a humbug., Few of the Parisians cared to
go there. It never was equal to Cremorne
as regarded thz quality of the entertain-
ment, In fact all that was to be seen there
was some very extravagant dancing, and
even that was done by regularly employed
professionals, who simulated griseftes,
cocottes, and studenuts of the Quartier Latin,
for the delectation of les cockons An-
and for the amusement of
the sinful American traveler. Occasionally
an amatear would be drawn into the can-
can, and add a little excitement to the
scene, but visitors from abroad were gen-
erally unaware that the whole perfermance
was under strict police surveillance, and
that a warning gesture from an agent was
always given when the artificial fun seemed
in danger of becoming too gross. Asit
was, the performance was sufficiently start-
ling to foreigners, who hugged themselvzs
in the delusion that at last they were wit-
nessing the real wickedness of Paris life.
T'he company at the Mabille was always
as undesirable as possible, and any young
man could there make acquaintances who
would put him in the way of swift and
thorough ruin. It was however in exceed-
ingly bad form, from the Parisian stand-
point, and in fact was probably maintained
more a8 a trap for the English and American
pigeons than becz2use Paris was either fond
or proud of it. To the philosopher Mabille
presented a melancholy spectacle. It
was a sort of Exchange for wasted and
ruined scu!s, All the women who went
there were lost, and most of the men were

glaises,

{on the high-road to moral destruction.

With its flaring lights and its blaring mu-
sic, its passionate Strauss waltzes, its
delirious cancan, and its general tawdri-
ness and feverish pretense of merriment, it
was very like what might be supposed to
be an assembly of the damned. No doubt
thouszands of lads have there taken the
first false step which led to shame and
rain. No maiden could probably date her
fall to her first attendance at Mabille, for
no pure girl ever went there krowingly,
unless it might be some audaciounsly inquis-
itive Daisy Miller. The destruction of
the Jardin will probably not lessen the
number of man-traps with which Paris
abounds, but at least the history of this
particular place ia thereby closed, and its
successor will have to begin on a new page,
which it wiil no doub% soon fill quite as
full with evil.

THE MORMONS KICKING,

The Mormon leaders appear to be kick-
ing against the action of Congress, Last
Sunday several violent sermons were
preached in their temples and tabernacles,
and denunciations were launched against
the United States, Government and veople,
The congregations were comforted with the
assurance that if the anti-polygamy bill
was passed, the nation would ‘‘go down in
blood ” as Guiteaun used to say. Of course
this is natural enough under the circum-
stances, The Mormon leaders eannot be
expected to abandon the fight without
striking a blow, and they must ‘desire to
maintain their authority with the poor
fouls who believe in them. Bul their
outcries and threats will not help them if
Congress does its duty. They will have
after all to let their followers realize that
the power of the United States is para-
mount, and that neither Joseph Smith nor
Brigham Young nor Taylor nor any of the
:* Apostles” can veto an Act of Congress.
And the Mormon leaders may go too far
in preachiog resistance to the law, Their
followers are very stupid, and may really
believe that such a policy is a safe one.
Nothing but misfortune can foilow such a
mistake, and in the end the heads of the
church will be held accountable for it, If
they are not altogether given over to self-
conceit, therefore, these people had better
moderate their objurgations, and prepare to
submit to the inevitable.

[SECOND DISPATCH.]

AsTORIA, Febrnary 21st,—The British bark
Corsica, outward bound, foundered off the
Columbia river bar this morning, The fol-
lowing i3 Captain Veysey's statement : L.oft
Fort Stevens anchorage at 11 A. M. vesterday,
in charge of Lyons, a pilot, the tug Astoria
towing, drawing 19 feet 6 inches. The bar
was apparently smooth, with no break ; wind
light northwest to southeast ; set all square
canvas, and proceeded favorably to the bar
in the north channel; afser reaching the bar
found a heavy swell getting in from the south-
west ; in crossing struck several times ; after
the second time asked the pilot to take the
ship back ; ke said: *If I attempt, to you
will lose your ship ;” sounded the pumps, end
found 23 inches of water ; all hands were then
set to working both pamps ; the sea now got
very rough, the ship pitching bows under ;
asked the tuz to lay by me ; the water was
increasing on the pumps, aud gaining at the
rate of fifteen inchies an hour ; the tug Fear-
Jess now came alongside and laid by me, the
tug Astoria procceding to Astoria ; inquired
if thers was any place to beach the ship, or if
they could tow me inside to save the cargo;
he replied, *“ No;” at 7 P, M. there was seven
feet of water in the hold, with two pumps
going; ordered the two ship's boats out
astern to lay by ; at 9:30 p. M. there was nine
feet six inches of water; at 10:30 was eatis-
fied that we could not keep the ship free,
there being a heavy swell, the seas raking her
decks and the ship laborisg heavily and the
night very dark; after consultation ordered
all hands into tha boats; then followed, and
boaraed the Fearless, which at my request
still lay by the ship; one boit was stove
alongside the tng; the wind by this time had
gone down to almost a calm, the swell abat-
ing ; the skip kept afloat longer than ex-
pected ; at 5 A. M. she foundered off Cape
Disappointment, bearing northeast, absut
twelve miles diztant ; steamed all around, but
saw no vestige of her, and returned to Astoria
with all bands saved ; the value of the cargo
was $46 838.

The cargo had been sold to a French firm,
and was insured for $7,140 in the Commercial
Union, and $3.000 in the London Provincial.
The vessel was build in 1869, was of wood,
and was owned by Jobn S, Hatfield & Co.,
of Glasgow. The Carnegie crossed cut im-
mediately ahead of the Corsica, and the Stir-
lingshire only a short distance behind her,
Captain Jessey, the bar pilot of the steamer
Oregon, who crossed in half an hour before
the Corsica got out, says the bar was remark-
ably smooth.

About half a
mile behind cams the express—a two-horse
cutter—3, Tingby and A, Van Valkenberg &s
occupants, Seeing the fate of tne msil
sleigh, they changed their course and turned
on another route. Mr, Cooney seein: the
danger, went and met Mr. Tingby, and got
into the sleizh with them. After driving &
short distance they broke through, Cooney,
Tingby and the horses struzgling in the water
for dear life. Mr. Cooney was the first out,
and then rendered all help possible to Mr
Tiogby who was heavily clothed avd was ia
the water fifteen minutes. An Indian ran to
their assistance, and lyiag down flat on the
ice, reached out and got hold of Mr. Tingby
by the waist, and managed to keep him efluat,
when with the help of Cooney he was got out,
very much exhausted.

VINE CUTIINGS—TO THE PUBLIC,

I take the liberty to caution ell who intend
to plant new vineyards ikis year not to delay
too long in eecuring the cultiogs they may re-
quire, Owicg to the constantly increasing
demands, and the rapidity with which certain
varieties havs been and are being exhausted,
ana the necessity of app'yirg to many places
for stocks, it is impracticable to present a
catslogue of prices which may remain fixed
for moere than a ehort time,

PHYLLOXERA-RESISTANT VINES,

I have received this sesson from Missouri
a car-load of cuttings, most of which consist
of the wild Riparia vine. There are also
goma Elviras, Taylors, Clintong, Herbements
and Rupestris.

For general adaptability to the greater
variety of roils and climates, the wild Riparia
has, by Earopean experience, been appreved.
It shows the same adaptability in America,
where it grows througheut the Mississippi
valley from Texas to Nebraska, and even to
Canada, :

In fresh, loose soils, the Taylor and Clin-
ton have been found satisfactory ; but in dry
anc-heavy soils they have generally failed.
The adaptability of the Elvira is not go well
known, but it appears to partake of the
pature of the Taylor in this respect.

The Rupestrisis well snited to dry uplands,
avd comes from Texas. It is quite easily
rooted from cuttings, but not as readily as the
Riparia class, _

The Herbemon$ is of the Alstivalis family,
and is appreciated for its wine products,
which are szid to be resembling Sherries. It
is much more difficuls to roct from cuttings
than the preceding varieties and species,

It has been demonstrated in France that
European vines grafted cn American roots
are more vigorous than upon their own, and
bear earlier and more heavily. Hence there
is a direct advantaze in grafting, besides the
protection sfforded against disease, I shall
wyself graft my new vineyard on Californica
acd Arizonica seediings, which I believe will
preve equally resistant to the phylloxera;
but I kave no more eeedlings this year to offer
to the public. I hava procured, however,
seeds of the wild Riparia, Rupestris, Mu:-
tang, Arizonica and Californica species, in
sufficient quantity to satisfy a large demand
next yeer, if I succeed as well this year in
propagating them as I have done during the

last year.

I cannot too stromgly urge vine-growers, in
all parts of the State, to plavt different vazi-
eties for experiment, {0 determine which may
succeed best in their localitiea and peculisr
soils, so that if they desire hereafter to plant
grafting stocks, in place of diseased vines, or
in enlarging their vineyards, they may know
which to prefer. Wherever it is necessary or
deemed prudent to meoke larger plantations
now, the adaptabilily of different varieties
not haviog been {ested, the wild Riparia
should be at present preferred, as offering the
greater chances of success. Kach succeeding
year we shall have more definite information
on this subject, This is the tavorite now in
¥rancs, having succeeded well in all parts,

EUROPEAN VINES,

I desire specially to call the attention of
growers to the swperior hardiness of the
Chauche Noir (Pinot de Poiteu), Chauche
Gris and Troussean for low grounds, moist
and subject to frost, Taese vines do well in
good soils, deep and sufficiectly moist, and
can ba relied upon against late and early
frcsts, when other varieties suffer. The
Franken Riesling has alzo attracted attention
in this respect, but the opportunity to get
cuttings hes nearly becoms exhausted.

In hot, dry places the Orleans Rie:ling ap-
pears to succeed well,

The Grenache is probably the best adapted
vine we have for dry, gravelly or stony secil ;
it will succeed where many others absolutely
fail, It is generally associated with two other

Yousillon and Spavich varietics—the Mataro
and Carignane, For Southera California
these varieties are especially valuable, al-
though they succeed admirably in all secticns
wherever tried in this State, where the cli-
mate is similar to that of Spaie acd the Med-
iterranean coast of France.

The Trousseau is attracting attention for
its port qualities. It appearsto be the same
variety as the Bastardo, one of the leading
varieties of the Douro, Poriugal. It is valu.
able in Burgundy like blends of dry wines.

Tke Charbono is being scught to improve
the color and character of clarets,

The Cabernet Sauvignon, al:o the Sauvig-
non verte—the most celebrated of Bordeaux
red and white varieties—have not yet been
sufliciently propagated. The Cabarpet is
best suited in loose, fresh, loaiay and gravelly
loamy eoils ; in places where the Zionfandel
produces well.  Tke loose, fresh soila of the
bay counties are best cdapted to it, The Sau-
vignon verts has a wider range of adaptabil-
ity ; it is the leading Sauterne variety.

The Folle Biznche, the leading variety of
the cognac region, is & heavy bearer, and this
vear has been eagerly sought after for brandy
viceyards,

The trne Burzundy varieties are scarce, but
should be propagated in our bay counties
mare,

Where the varieties desired caunot at pres-
ent be obtained, it is well to plant resistant
graftieg stocks. This will afford double ad-
vantage, viz., protection against the phyllox-
era, and time to select or import varieties to
ba grafted upon them.

I do not mention the Zinfandel, Johannis-
berz Riesling, Golden Chasselas, White Mal-
aga, Malvoisie, ete,,which are toa well known
to require epecial notice ; and there are many
valuable varieties which are tooscarce for the
large plantings of this year.,

I shall be glad to fill orders for any of the
select stocks of wine, brandy, table, shipping
and raisin varieties, so far as it is possible,
Prices, however, will vary from time to time,
owing to the scarcily of certain varieties,
which are daily being exhansted by the nu-
merous orders made. Success of the vine-
yards planted this year in five yeara hence
will turn on the question of quality of pro-
ducte. Quality will be attained, if possible
at all, by a judicious selection of varieties.

Permit me to urge all planters to plact
olives as well as vines, and mulberries for
shade or ornamental trees. The products and
uses of the mulberry, vine and oliva in suc-
cession will solve the labor question for us in
future, by providing continuous employment
to workmen.
