New Road.—J. C. Pierjon, I.N. Bib
cock and J. 11. Scott, viewers appointed by
the Board of Supervisors, tosurvey a new road
north of the American river bridge, report as

follows:
"

The road petitioned for b?gi \u25a0oi

the north bank of Arcade creek, at the point
where the present raid crosses said creek,
thence. running north 14° 4', east 18 04 chains ;

thence north 9* 50*, wpst along fence 52 40
•chains; thence north31*. west to Dry creek
bridge, about three niter, to a junction with
the Nevada road. We found this route to be
most practicable between the two point*
named, and requiring but littleoutlay to put
itingood order for travel. Two bridges, of
twenty feet span each, willbe required. The
one over Tom Williams' slough willba neces-
sary to be built before the road can be
opened, and one over Aroya slough, which
can be built later in the seasnn, a3 it is pass-
able at all times, except during high water.
Abridge is also required over Arcvie creek,
on the line of the old road, about 100 feet in
length. We found that there is no objection
from the owner of tho property to opening
this road, and that the lijhlof way will be
donated. la conclusion, we submit that itis
our opinion that tho chango contemplated
willba beneficial to the public, and wo there-
fore recommend that a public highway be
declared on this route." Tl.e report was re-
ceived, approved and ordered oa do. The
route was declared a public highway, and th?
Road Overser of that district ordered to open
the same to the public.

Asti Polygamy Meeting. —An anti-
polygamy mass meeting will be held at the
Westminister Presbyterian Church this even-
ing. The meeting is called inpursuance of
an address issued by a mass meeting held in
Chicago last month, and signed by Thomas
Hovne, John Wentworth, Herrick Johnson,
J. Hale D >w, George S. Willeta anl E. F.
Cra«in. The address opens with these words:"

We sre to-day face to face with polyga-
mous Mormonism, and the question if:Shall
itbe suppressed or shall it conquer? The
situation is critical. Thu winter seems to us
to be, perhaps, cur last opportunity to tup-
press it by peaceable means." O&e
of the paragraphs of the address,
as a reason for speedy action, quotes
from the spsech rf George Q. ConDon, as re-
cently delivered in Salt Lika City: "The
Government of the United States would be
powerless in the future, as ithas been in the
past, to force the anti-polygamy or any
other law detrimental to the interests of
progress of the Kingdom of God on earth.
Nicet3en years ago oa the "id of last July the
Cjogres3 of the United States pissed a law
to prohibit and punish the practice of polyg-
amy in the Territories.
