Rising In Soudan— Fgyptlan Troops De-

\u25a0 feated by Ibe "Mefttilah of Islam."
New York, February 23d. —The Herald's

Cairo special siys :Private dispatches just
received from Khartoum enable me to make
known for the first time the facts concerning
the successful rising in Soudan of the so-
called Etme Mehdi, or the Messiah ofIslam.
A few months ago K!ma Mehdi. or, to call
him by his proper name. Sheik Mohammed
Ahetned, turned uprear Cower, on the White
Nile, and for the seconi time defeated the
Eavptian troops sent against him, and killed
120 of them. The Mehdi then proceeded to
Gibel Zodir, situated about six days' march
from Fa«hoda, a strocg military post on the
White Nile, midway between Kirtoiun and
G. nd.'koro. Itajhid Bey, Governor of Fash-
od», bavir secured the alliance of the Shil-
look tribes, marched out with the regular
troop!, armed with Remingtons, to attack
the Mthdi in front, while about 2,000 Shil-
looks, oramanded by their king in person,
started to cut him off. The Mehda, with his
l'lU-ir.i!Bedoulnp, fair unfxpectededly upon
Kaehid Bey ami utterly defeated him.
Three hundred Egyptians weie killed,
and R'thi.l Bey himself

'
was slain

by-i the Mehci's own hand. The
affair lasted only half an hour. The
Mahal then turf ed upon the ShiUooks, and,
after a paneuinary conflict, routed them and
killed Kiikien.the Shillook King, and his
entire suit«. Fashoda wou'd aim have fallen
had not Z;igler Pa-ha, with 900 Egyptian
troops, arrived by forced marches from Kor-
dopan just in time to strengthen its fortifica-
t'on?, so that the M^hdi prudently declined
to attack the place. With the exception of a
few fortifiedstations tip Mehdi is master of
the whole country, and is backed by all the
Bieara tribes numbering about ten thousand
fighting nen. They are armed with doable-
barreled percussion gun», but their chief
weapon 13 a remarkably long, heavy and ad-
mirably made lance. They are excellent
horsemen. Every will remain at i
standstill in the Soudan until the arrival of
reinforcements from Cairo, which have been
imperatively demanded. The present Egypt-
ian army, however, is by no means anxious
to serve its country in the fie!d, where, when-
ever ithas done so, it has always justified
Colonel Gordon's conclusion that itis utterly
useless for anything, except internal commo-
tion.
