Cold-Blooded Murder—The Assassin Still
at Large,

Brief mention has been made in these col-
umus of the killing of Mrs. Samuel Troia by
John Litene, an Italian,who was her brother-
in-law. It appears that Litene became intox-
icated at Galt on Wednesday afternocon, and
repaired to the house of Samuel Troia, where
he quarreled with the latter about his (Lit-
ene’s) child. This brought on a fight between
him and Troia, in which Litene was worsted.
Litene then went home, procured a musket

and returned to Troia’s house, where he
knoeked for admittance. Mrs. Troia went
to open the door, hut scarcely had she doue
80 than Litene raised the gun and fired at
her, the ball entering her shoulder. After
she was shot Mrs. Troia told her husbaud she
was not burt much, and then walked back
into the house, Troia went out to look for
Litene, who had made his escape, and oa re-
turning found his wife dezd.

Litene after the shooting was done walked
home to his house, and got into bed with Peter
Quierolo. At 3 o'clock in the merning he
woke up Peter and said, * Say, Peter, I want
to tell you something.” Peter said, *‘ Hold
on ; wait until morning. I am sleepy now.”
Litene got up immediately, left the house,
and has not been seen by Peter since. Yes-.
terday morning about 3 o’clock, officer Jack-
gon and citizen Qniggle discovered Litene,
After exchanging five shots, Quiggle having
an unreliable pistol and Jackson being sick,
he escaped to the brush on the creek. Sher-
iff Heilbron left Jackson and others in search
of the murderer, with instructions to * stay
with him.” He will be apt to be brought in
to-day. The following is the report of the
Coroner’s inguest :

Salvatore Troia being sworn said : The de-
censed is my wife. She is a native of Switz-
erland; her asge is 44 years, Yesterday
afterncon at about half-past 4 o’elock Gio
vane Litene came from Galt to my house,
and I went out of the house at the pump, and
he said ** Hallo ! ” to wme, and I answered him
in a like manner., He then made the lines
fast to the brake of the wagon. Hbe then got
out of the wagon, as did his friend P2te. He
(Giovane) came after me. I was sitting on

the gang-plow. He said to me, ** Where is
the baby?” I said the baby was in the
honse., He eaid that I told him the baby
was sick, I said yes; I told him the baby

was all right now., He said, * You G— d—
impostor.” I said, ‘‘John, you go with God
and come to-morrow, and I will talk to you.”
He said, ** What do you mean by saying go ?”
I said, *‘ You go: if you don’t I will go.” I
got vp from the plow and started to go. He
came to me again and said, ** What do you
mean by saying go?” I said, ‘I want you
to go; I don’t want any trouble with you.”
He struck me with his fist. My wife then
came and called to Pete to hold John from
striking Sam. John struck me several times
on the head with a stick. Pete finally got

John from me, after tearing my coat. My
wife called me to go in the house, I came in

the house and he got in the wagon and went
away. Pete said to me, ‘I want you to do
me a favor,” Iasked him what it was. He
gaid for me not to sue him in the morning. I
said no, I would not sue him. Giovans, or
John as he was called, left here about 5
o'c'ock in the evening of February 224, and
a little before 6 o’clock Giovane Litene came
back to my house, and my wife started to go
out to get some water, and as she got in front
of the door with the water jar she said in a
loud tone of voice, ** Sam, John has come
with a gun,” as she tried to open the door ;
to get in this room from the kitchen. I just
got up and had taken one step when I heard
the report of the gun. I went to my wife and
asked her if she was hurt, avd she said not
much. I then went out to catch him. By
the time I went two or three steps out of the
door the baby cried very hard. I went back,
thinking that he would shoot the baby.
My wife then went to the. door and asked
Giovane why he had shot and killed her, and
then fell @down dead. I saw Giovane, after
firing the shot, running away. I then went
and asked the neighbors to come and assist
me. I then went and called on Mr. White,
and told him that Giovane had killed my
wife. Mr, White, a lady and myself put my

SANTANELLI'S ENTERTAINMENT,

Phe young man who wears the romantic
name that begins the heading of this notice
gave the first of his three entertainments
here last evening at the theater. The next is
to take place as a matinee this afternoon, and
the last this evening. The pérformer isa
tall, youthtul person, with a strong voice and
a good deal of natural wikk He is decidedly
the voungest performer that has ever ap

peared here. The attendance was very good
and the andierce a highly intelligent one that
have probably seen the best of the workers in
modern magic. The chief attraction was an-
nounced to be an expose of spiritualistic
frauds, but the young man stated that to
lecture in detail on snch frauds would be
tedions ; to show how the mediums perform
their tricks would take but a short time, and
therefore, to make up a good entertsinment
he would introduce some of the best
of the tricks of the modern magisians.
This he did, doing the fish bowl, bird cage,
rings, obedient cards, hat omelette, changing
of articles, wonderful distillation, etc. These
tricks were performed very neatly, some of
them better tham was dose by Hermann,
Taylor, McAllister and other much lauded
performers—indeed, Santanelli’s performance
of magic is neat, rapid, and though in some
cases there was evideunt lack of trained con-
federates, and some little evidence of nerv-
ouspess, and an oocasicnal bluuder, his
““modern magic ” was, as a whole, quite en-
tertaining. It was not a complete entertaiv-
ment in modern necromancy, but a very fair
intrcduction. The second part was opened
with an explanation of the ‘ dark seauce,”
which consisted of placing a sitter either side
of him, with their hands touching bis. By
adroit movements he disengaged one hand,
leaving them graspiog the other. and he thus
had one free to handle the musical instru-
ments. Later he disengaged the other hand,
and left thesitters grasping each others’ fingers,
and then he was fres to make “manifestations.”
“* Materialization” he described as done with
masks, wigs, rubber apparatus, and a work-
ing up of the faucy to & high pitch. Table-
tipping was done by small rods hid in the
cuffs, so as to catch beneath the table top.
An auditor asked how tables arose with two
wen sitting on them, and he was asked if he
had seen it? ‘“No.” ¢ Then,” replied the
magician, **T won’c explain ; bring me proof
of it ever being done, and I'll tell how it
was done.” Piano-lifting and the liftiog of
people on chaire, he =aid, had only been done
by Houdin on the stage, and he employed
giass rods from beneath the stage, and on
which the piano or chair legs rested. In the
dim light these could net be seen. Raps are
produced by a small rubber cushion in the
palm, or by slipping the thumb on a well-
seasoned table-top. Slate-writing is done by
a bit of pencil uader the nail, or by Slade by
the wuse of a bit of pencil and
slate in his pocket, by which he
produces a grinding noise, and on the tahle
at the same time lies a folding elate and a
pencil between, the auditor believing that
the one on the table makes the grinding noise.
The writicg was, he said, always prepared
beforehand. Coats are removed under an il-
lusion of the person holding the operator,
and floating music is produced by belis and
instruments caught up on a rod that shuts up
as a telescope, and is hid in the bhand or
sleeve, Rope-tying was then experimented
with, He was tied very poorly at first by a
committee, and soon shook himself locse,
Next a new committes tied him g0 as to oc-
casion him more serious labor. He offered to
permit any one who pleased to tie him, but
no others accepted. His explanations were
simple, and by that reason appeared almost
triflisg. He did not exsmplify, as was ex-
pected, and while he gave one line of expla-
nations, they were not satisfactory. Most of
the people went away feeling, and justly,
that nothing especially new had been shown
them, and that if ome was a believer
in Spiritualism the explanations would not
weaken his faith ; while if one was impartial,
and desired clear and undoubted proofs of
fraud on the part of medinms, the explana-
tions of Satanelli would be insufficient. The
Royal Illusionists, when here, performed
more rapidly and better the **medimuaistic
tricks ” than those given by Satsmelli, and
gave clear and lucid exemplifications, But
they were only ‘‘show people,” and though
they did more difficult tricks than most me-
diums, they were poorly patronized. It is
not in the power of Satanelli to make a suc-
cess at explaining mediumistic fraunds, and
the public verdict will not sustain him in the
effort,
