Frazier and Shion will en-
deavor to establish an alibi, which will
throw a cloud on Mason’s testimony, if they
succeed.

Railroad Bullding.
San Lurs OBisro, February 25th.—The
rails for the extension of the raiiroad to Cen-
tral City have arrived, and the road will be
pushed through to that point at once.

Antediluvian Remains,
Repwoobp City, February 25th.—Fossil re-
mains of animals and fish have been found by
a hunting party on the ranch of Mrs, Emily
Knot, about ten miles from Redwood City,
on & hill-top, nearly 1 500 feet above the sea
level. A numer of the vertebiz and pieces
of the ribs are to be seen in a drug store in
Redwood City, In takirg the remains out
of the rocks a number were broken, being
very brittle,

Fall of a Warehouse.
VarrLrjo, February 26th.—The underpin-
ning of the Land Improvement Company’s
warehouse at North Vallejo, occupied by
Robert Sheeby, gave way to-day. About
300 feet is reported down. The damage can-
not be ascertained to-night.

Shooting Scrape at Woedland.
WoobLAND, February 26th,—A¢t 11:30 last
night a shooting scrape cccurred here, Char-
ley Eentley, commonly called Grays=on, was
shot in the hand by W. H. Smith—both
negroes—on account, it is supposed, of Bent-
ley’s familiarity with Smith’s wife. No se-
rious damags resulted.

Fire at Nevada—Incendiarism Charged.
NEevapa, February 26th.—About 1 ¢’clock
this morning a fire was discovered in the dry
goods store known as the Important, owned
by D. Auerbach & Co. The fire was discov-
ered in time to prevent much destruction
from the flames, but considerable damage w:s
done by the water of the fire company. The
stock of goods contained in the store was in-
sured, and it iz genmerally believed that the
firs was set for the purpose of obtaining the
insurance money. The indications certainly
strengthen this belief, and great iudignation
is universally expressad by our citizens.

Incendiary at San Jose—A Church Brorned.
SaN Josg, February 26th.—The Baptist
Tabernacle, corner of Secoud and San Anto-
nio streets, was totally destroyed by fire at
10 o’clock Saturday night. It was one of the
largest and finest structures in the city, and
cost upward of $17,000. The fire was started
by an incerdiary in the besement in the rear,
and when the firemen got to work had ob-
tained such headway that its destruction was
inevitable., It was insured for $10,000. For
some time the adjacent buildings were in
danger, and had not the wind gone down ths
whole blcck would have been destroyed.
Within the last month two other attempts
hae been made to burn this church, and a
week ago an effort was made to burn the M.
E. Chaurch.

He ssys that the other Indisn prisoners are
complaining of the long confinement without
trial, and assert that they surrendered wader
the pledge of a speedy aud fair trial, and of
beiog furnished good counsel. Tiffany earn-
estly recommends that the President post-
pone the execution of these scouts until the
case against the other Iudian prisoners, ar-
rested for complicity in the treachery for
which these scouts were condemned, is de-
cided. He evidently apprehends trouble if
the execation is carried out, and says the in-
habitants in the vicinity all fear trouble with
the Indians unless the executicn is postponed.
As the War Department has control of these
condemned seouts and the other prizoners
arrested with them, Tiffany’s dispatch was
eent to the Secretary of War, by whom it
will be submitted to the President.

A Cyprress’ RecuPERATIVE Power.—In
a communication to the West Chester
(Penn.) Record, Mr. Isaac W. Van Leer,
of Chester county, says: ‘‘In the South-
ern swamps the deciduouns cypress sends up
knobs from its roots, like straw bee-hives,
apparently to air them by keeping part
above water, We have a tree of that vari-
ety on our lawn (asandy loam where water
never comes except when it rains) that con-
tinues to push up its round knobs as if
it was growing in the Dismal Swamp in
Virginia. Perhaps another peculiarity of
the cypress may be new to some of your
readers. After transplanting, it grew up
a beautiful cone, until it reached about 40
feet in hight, when a storm of sleet and
wind broke offabout one-third of its length,
leaving the five remaining limbs of
equal length—6 by 9 feet—standing round
at an angle of 45°, Its beauty being de-
stroyed, I only waited for a convenient
opportunity to remove it ; but I soon ob-
served that one of the . five long limbs
was turning up and taking the place of the
missing top. After its erect position was
assumed it grew three feet to its fellow’s
one, and the tree is now as straight and
symmetrical a cone as before its accident,
without erook, bend, or enlargement at the
place of fracture. I have noticed two
sprigs of one year’s growth on evergreens
turn up in this way, but did not suppose a
limb seven or eight feet long, with many
side limbe, and five or six years old would
act in the same way. When the leaves are
down you can see where the break was
made, by the upper limb being more slen-
der and the bark smooth.”

A Remarkable Editorial.
New Yorg, February 25th.—The Tribune
has the following remarkable editorial:
Guiteau has made a Supreme Judge as well
as a Presidert, and he is nothing yet. There
is not a huaman being in the country so ignor-
ant as to believe that Roscee Conkling would
have been awarded the highest judicial office
in the gift of the President if a cold -blooded
assassin bad not first murdered the President
whom the people elected. For that horrible
murder no man liviog is thougkt by the peo-
ple of the United States more responsible
than Conkling himself. The President

gave him five-sixths of the important
patronage of this State, but he de-
manded it all. Oa the nomination

of single man whem he disliked, he declared
war upon the Administration, fought it in
the Senate till he found the struggle hope-
less, then betrayed his party and threw the
Senate into the hands of the oppesition by
resigning, and then besought the State of
New York to return him with letters of
marque as a licensed privateer to wage war
upon bis own people. Conkling was beaten
in his own State ia the contest be invited—
overwhelmingly, hopelessly, disgracefully
heaten, A Logislature of his own creat-
ures dared not re-elect him. The pec-
ple of the State were as a hundred to
one against him. When he returned defeated
from Albany be could not have been elected
Road Supervisor or Justice of the Peace in
the strongest Republican county of the State.
Then Guiteau stole up behind Gaifield and
fired his shot, and now the man whom Gui-
tean made President makes Roscoe Conkling
Judge of the Supreme Court of the United
States. These are simple historie facts, known
to everybody, undisputed by nobedy. We
recall them now merely to set this appoint-
ment in the light of attendant facts, I1f the
nomination were otherwise a fit one, some-
thing would be pardoned to the per-
sonal friendship avd personal gratitude of the
late Vice-President ; but the nomination is,
on other grounds, notoriously uafit. Conk.
ling has no standieg at the Bar to entitle him
to be wven thought of in counection with the
Supreme Bench. Ile has had ro considerable
prac ice sicce his youth : he has beew retained
in no cases save those which cowe in the way
of pay for political influenes ; the appearances
he has made in Court have been tuch as to
proveke contempt and ridiculs of real law-
yera. Oa this point, in spite of the high po-
sitiopr and great iuflunence he had, there has
scarcely been a divided opinion.

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SAvED FroM THE SeA.—The survivors
of the burned coal ship Milton have ar-
rived. They are Captain McArthur, his
wife, two children and one sailor. They
were a long time at sea in an open boat,
and suffered terribly from thirst and hun-
ger. Tne story they tell is a horrible one—
heartrending. Words cannot picture the
sufferings they endured in the forty.six
days in an open boat; days when the
tropical sun was slowly parching the life
out of all ; when the mother saw:one babe
waste away to death for the lack of even
such scanty nourishment as had to be dealt
out toall; days when the clear-headed
Captain bad to tie to the thwarts two of
the crazed sailors to prevent them from
feasting in fact upon the weaker ones, upon
whom their delirium-lighted eyes flashed
hungrily, longingly ; days when distant
sails would loom up, wildly revive sinking
hope, disappear, and drive hope into a
greater, blacker distance ; days when the
sufferings of all were nearly ended by
drowning, when the crazed men’s wild
plunging nearly capsized the boat. Itisa
horrible picture, and one which the im-
agination alone can attempt feebly to paint.
