Mr. Wells states that American woollen
manufacturers actually go over to Eng-

land, buy up discarded machinery
which has been flang aside as obsc-

lete, and bring it over to this country and
work it at 2 prefis, Of course in all such
cazes they are charging their American
customers an excaptionally high price for
an inferior article, and in fact are swindlin
by the help of the tariff,

Protection protects so little that even
iron ore has come to be a regular article of

the growth of the tariffi Thus in 1860
we imported but 17,000 tons of foreign
pig iron; in 1880, with a much higher tariff,
we imported 784,000 tons.

THE TRIAL OF THE NIgILISTS,

The trial of the Nihilists appears to be
carried on in a free-and-easy way, the Gov-
ernment doing just as it pleases, and the
prisoness being denied all meansof making
a proper and effective defense. In such
cases the foregone conclusion is of course
pthe conviction of the accused, but in the
present instance it seems that even the

allousness of the Government prosecutors
and judges has been for the moment shaken
by some of the accounts given by the
prisoners of the circumstances which in
duced them to join the party of terrorism.
They laid bare the hideous multitude of
petty despotisms which underlie Russian
autocracy, and they showed how desperate
is the state of any man who thinks to raise
himself above the lower ranks without
possessing any other means than suaperior
intelligence. Some day the historian will
have need for these statements, as tending
to illuminate and explain the beginnings of
that great convulsion in Russia whose
earliest symptoms are even now appearing.

DIET FOR NIGHT WORKERS,

For night workers the best dietic plan
includes a hearty breakfast when they rise,
which is generally from 12 to 3 o’clock,
some out-door exercise amd relaxation
should preceed a good dinner, partaken of
between 6 and 9 o’clock at night, before
beginning work, If the work is to con-
tinue until 4 or 5 in the morning, a light
but nutritious repast should be eaten
shortly after midnight, in order to fortify
the system for labor during the hours im-
mediately following, when the vital powers
are most enfeebled. When the work is
done, and before retiring, a very simple
lunch should be taken in the form of a cup
of good hot broth or beef tea, or a glass
of light wine and a couple of crackers,
This will generally insure sleep by with-
drawing the blood from the brain, where
it has been concentrated by mental effort.
In ordinary cases of sleepnessness, not$ con-
firmed by long-continued habit, a light
mezl of this kind will generally prove a
remedy. The substitution of phosphatic
or so-called brain and nerve foods for a
well-chozen regular diet is much to be re-
probated ; however excellent these prep.
arations may be as adjuncts, a man might
as well expect to work indefinitely upon
the stimulation of alcohol as to live upon
them without the necessary supplement of
ordinary nutritious diet. By attention to
these details, and by securing sufficient
sleep, night-workers can preserve their
health under ordinary -circumstances,—
