‘Lhat if such proof could be made
sati-iactory, it would appesr the Commis-
sirners would be bound by rule of law, as ia
a Court of justice, to disregard the entire
test'mony of the witness Lasky ; that if they
did so disregard it, that then they would have
to deal only with the cpen and honest
declaration of the defendant himself, and that
it would app2ar under the circumstances they
could scarcely believe that there wag any
anity of action and intent in the commizsion
of such an offenss 23 would justify the Com-
inissioners in extreme measures toward the de-
fendant. That it would appear that a sus-
persion from cfiice or the imposition of a
fine would subserve all the purposes of jus-
tice, The offense for which this cfficer bas
been tried and found guilty of is an every day
occurrence ameng the cflicers of the police
force of this city. They do not regard the
taking of money from private individuals as
an infraction cf the law, and Valentine is nol
the only one who has done so.

Mrs, Lawrie bas been
ecgaged in sericulture during the past year,
and has probably the best arrarged and most
commeodions rooms for rearing and breeding
silk-worms in the State. The varieties of

worms which have been the subjzcts of Mrs.
Lawrie’s care are of the Frenca type, the
grain having 'been obtained from Philadel-
phia, and the results, as exemplified by the
egas at present in Mrs, Lawrie’s possessiog,
are very encouraging, Farmers and others
desirous of engaging in the resring of
silk-worms wounld do wgll to obtain some
of Mrs. Lawrie’s grain, which are healthy
aud a hardy species. The roems where the
rearing and breeding is conducted has a num-
ber of stands, with rows of trays, about six
feet hizh., Great care was taken to afford
light and a uniform temperatare, which are
items conducive to the health of the worms.
There is no doubt of the adaptability of the
climate of the Santa Clara valley for silk-
worm culfure, and as Mrs, Liwrie has & large
quantity of mulberry trees planted she there-
by secures the necessary food for her worme.
The lady deserves great praise for her at-
tempts to place this new intustry cn a pay-
ing baeis, and it is to be hoped she will suc-
ceed.—[San Jose Mercary.

METROPOLITAN THEATER,—Haverly's com-

the legitimnte drama has so conspicnonsly
failed to **drs w? in these days, it is fair to
presume, according to ** the rule of con-
traries,” that this sensational piece will, as if
did lest night, bring out good houses. The
scenery was mostly new—brovght here for
the purpose—and, compared to the worn and
familiar sets of the venerable Metropolitan,
the age of which should, perhaps, command
respect, it was good. Its freshness was pleas-
ing, in that view of the cace.

spires us to check this evil, and stop this curse of
slavery. This request is made by a large ard in-
fluential class of merchants, and by both the great
political parties ; and influenced by the same motives,
partaking of a kindred spirit with them, and seeing
the t'me has come for the exercise of one great, har-
monious and simultaneous effort to rid the State of
this evil, 1, George C. Perkins, Governor of the
State, do by the authority invested in me, proclaim
Saturday, March 4, 1882, a legal holiday, and ask
that in the several cities and localities of the State
auch demonstration be had 2s will show the feeling
of our people on this question.
