Orphans Made Happt.— Tho Record-

Union about a week sgo called attention to
the * fact that an organ was needed at the
Protestant Orphan Asylum, so that the chil-
dren could have the benefit of a musical edu-
cation. The call was responded to by the Capi-
tal Gymnasium Club, of which Albert Hart
was President and H.D. Gamble Secretary.
Although the club is no more, ithas left a
substantial monument toits memory. Hav-
ing acquired all the muscle requisite for im-
mediate purposes, together with a surplus of
coin, they determined to disband. _At a
meeting held last Tuesday evening this end
was accomplished. The amount remaining
in the club treasury was $50, which was do-
nated toward the purcha«eof an onran forthe
Protestant Orphan Asylum. This sum
was, of course, . insufficient to compass
the object in view, and accordingly a com-
mittee of ex-members of the club— the Presi-
dent and Secretary, Henry Miller, J. E. T.
Pike, H. T. Seymour and Harry Gamble-
canvassed for subscriptions among our citi-
zens, and ina very short time gathered $51 75.
The committee of the last Republican barbe-
cue here came to the rescue wilh a surplus of
$101 25, which they contributed, swelling
the sum to $215. The organ was purchased
from L.K.Hammer for $200, and the re-
maining $15 donated to the funds of the
asylum. The instrument was presented by
Albert Hart in a ceat speech, and an appro-
priate response was made by Rev. T.H. B.
Anderson, oa behalf of the orphans and
trustees of the institution.

A LIVELY ELECTION.

How the republicans Sallied to their j

Standard Saturday.
;The Republican primary election, to deter-
mine the choice of the party for nominees for
a portion of the city offices, was held Satur-
day. -,

Inmany respects it was the most remark-
able election ever held in this city—or, for

the matter of
'
that, ?in any other. Itillus- j

trates in the most brilliant manner the elas- j
ticity of party politics, and how easily the
managers of an election can adapt themselves
to almost any conceivable situation. While the

general result of the vote is satisfactory to

the Republicans of the city, the method by

which it was obtained is suggestive and
amusing. It wss one of the worst hotly-
contested primaries of which political history
makes record. The activity of the friends
of the respective candidates was phenomenal.
While no breach of the peace of any moment
occurred, the war of words and works re*

cal'ed the traditional prattle and confusion
succeeding the curse that fell up. the am-
bitious builders ofBabel's tower. .

Early in the contest the lines were very
clearly drawn. Itwas a fight between two
groups of veteran manipulators, having their
headquarters in the Fir6 and Second Wards,
and tne bulk of the K*publicae. voters of the
city. Bothgroups were obnexious to the voters

of the Third and Fourth Wards ; the two

"combinationo" "went back" upon each other,
to use a vulgarism, and the result was that both
hid their necks broken. W. R. Jones, candi-
date for Third Trustee, was agnized as the
ring candidate of the Second Ward battalion,
and to his standard the two were to rally.
But for some reason, not openly announced,
the First- Warders changed front,and left the
Second- Warders to their own resources. This
desertion they discovered too late to flank,
and the result was a victory for E. E. Ames,
the chief opponent cf Mr. Jones. The
First- Warders accomplished this by a
stragetic movement, sb brilliant as it
wa3 bold, demonstrating in the m -st
tjronouueed manner the truth of the
well-worn adage,

"
that he wins who

counts out the most votes." The Repuii-
cans of the First Ward availed themselves of
the first maxim of war, "Live upon the
enemy," ami thus, while at the Presidential
election of ISSO Garfield. Hancock and Weaver
combined polled- but 709 votes in the First
Ward, and Garfield alone but 477, on Satur-
day, in the sime classic region, the Republi-
cans rallied 810 voters for Trustees, and 095
each for Chief of Police and City Attorney.
This recuperative power in a party is only
one oi the examples of the vigor of American
politics. Inthe other wards the showing ex-
hibits less energy and lees skillia counting
noses, as these figures show :

Second Ward— Trustees 473, Chief 473,
Attorney 456. Republican vote in1880, 548 ;
whole vote in ISSO, 707.

Third Ward—Trustees 093. Chief 681, At-
torney 070. Republican vote in1880, 837 ;
nho'e vote in 1880, 1,373.

Fourth Ward— Trustees 659, Chief 069,
Attorney 018. Republican vote in 1880, 751 ;
whole vote in1880, 1,301.

In the choice of Central Commiit c men,
the result of the election shows that the old
combinations had their becks badly broken.
The combination candidates generally were
defeated, and the committee, as now com-
posed, comprises the best material that has
ever served the Republican party in that
capacity.

Whatever dissatisfaction may exist in the
minds of the defeated candidate? ;whatever
of dissent or discord may ensue, growing
out of charges and countercharges as to
frauds perpetrated in the election of Satur-
day, toe present constitution of the City
Central Committee is a substantial gain, both
to the party and to* good municipal govern-
ment, and affords a KoatlbtM against the re-
currence cf frauds inprimaries and the Tin-
fair manipulation of politicalcommittees by
machine politicians. Tte new committee
consists of Frank Miller, at large ;A. J.
Rhoades, K. F. Wiemeyer, (Ist ward) ;
Mathew Cooke, John McNeill,(2d ward); P.
Siebenthaler. F. A. Smith, (3d ward); Nel-
son Wilcox, N. J. Toll (4th ward).

W. A. Anderson is the present City Attor-
ney, and his competency for the office he
holds has been thoroughly tested. He is one
of ths promising lawyers of this city. He is
tbe first City Attorney who has so attended
to the city's civillitigation that the Trustees |
have not felt it necessary, as heretofore, to !
employ at great expense special counsel, and
he has thus saved the municipality much
money. ff.-f'-f

Matt K-.rcher is the present incumbent of
the offi of Chief of Police. His ability to
conduct the airs of that office is unquea-
tioned, and the long service he has had init
peculiarly fits him for its propjr administra-
tion. fyf

Mesers. Griffitts and Jack'Oii are both
well-known citizens, cxierienced merchants
and business men, and thoroughly competent
to administer the affairs of the Fire Depart-
ment.

The State taxes the franchise
or business of corporations, the most im-
portant of which are upon Manhattan
Island, and it is claimed that this source
of revenue willultimately be sufficient to
pay all the expenses of the State Govern-
ment. The appropriation for the City
Government for ISS2, including the State
tax, is nearly $30,000,000. There is room
for economy and retrenchment inthat city.
