Arguments of Judge I. S, Belcher arnd
Judge W. T. Wallace Before
Judge Temple.

At 9:30 A. m yesterday the arguments in
the debris case were resumed before Judge
Temple.

Br, Belcher said that after 2 week devoted
to arguments from six to eight hours in
length each day, it seemed to him like an in-
fliction upon the Court to make any extended
remarks now. He felt a great hesitancy
about enlargiog at all upon any points, It
is conceded that the case is to be a test cace,
and 50 a wide latitude had been allowed.
Treating it as such,and as proven that the val-
ley has been damaged by mining, the ques-
tion is, Have the miners the right to do this
damage, and bring the mountains down upon
the villeys ? The defendant says it has the
right, and the people affected must bear it,
however great the burden. Mr. Wilson says
tha people of the valley are acqniescing be-
cause they do not

THRONG THIS COURT ROOM

Ard follow this argument, to the neglect of
their daily duties. We have been told the
valley was a great lake, and that it has been
filled graduzlly by the act of nature, and
the mivers are but aiciag Ler still in that
work. Bat, we ask, what has it to do with
the case that the processes of nature have
formed this va'ley, and that the low places
are biing filled up? Does it follow that
miners have hence the right to fill vp the val-
ley artificially ? What have all the references
to the Po and (Ganges and Hoangho to do
with the case? We know there is on all
rivers a cartain amouunt of wash ; we know
rivers build in their deltas ; we know the face
of the szrth in ages has changed; but how
does all that affect the right « f the miners
TO BURY UP THE VALLEY ?

Because Pliny tells how they mined 2 060
years ago, sball therefore the Sacramento val-
iey be ruined ? They forget to tell us that
Piusy says the Sepate by decree protected
ltaly from the search for metals; that mia-
ing was prohibited there 2,000 years ago, and
ever since her cities and towns and lands
have been protected. As Italy was saved by
the decree of the Senate of old, 0 must Cali-
furnia be saved, and the future historian re-
cord, as Pliny did of Italy, California was
rich in minerals, but by decree of the people
wining was prohibited and the soil protected
from impending ruin. They say only 43 00
acres of farming land has been destroyed, and
that the dawage is but about two or three
willions, Bat the Court knows great bodies
of rarely fertile land have been destroyed by
mining deposits along the American, the
Bear and the Yuba. By vast cutiays farm-
ers here and there have built works to keep
off the ruir. This very seasop, in Sutter
county, the people have spent 6 per cent.
alone to keep the sard from flowicg over
them, and have gone into debt for 6 per cent
more, aud yet could build but part of the
distauce required, No fact i3 clearer than
thiz, that a terrible calamity is impehding
aud will culminats uuless hydraulic mining
cease. He, Judge Belcher, was here because
his people sre threatened aud their homes in
danger. He was not here as against the Gld
Run mine. There are whole couaties thickly
populated that will be ruined acd the people
driven away unlets there be relief. For
1ews

THIS QUESTION HAS BEEN AGITATED,
Anud the people have been rorely taxed, and
they have struggled and fought for a foot-
hald, until patieocs has ceased to be a virtue,
Can there be any doubt that if relief doesnot
come, sppaliing disaster must fall upon this
people? He told a touching story of a farmer,
well-to do, who lost his farm on the Yuba,
and was driven out and died, and now his
daughter, poor and needy, is begging that
some pistance be paid her for the homestead
now far beneath the banks of mising debris.
The miners admit the rivers have been filled.
At Marysvills the Yuba is filled over twenty
feet, and to its very top. Thaey tell us natu-
ral wash has done it.’ How is it these effects
are not found on streams where there is no
mining? Counsel saw the beginning of hy-
draulic mining ia 1854, and has watched it
down to the present day. He kaew early
mining had done much to icjure the streams,
He was sskiog now not for relief from all
the injury of the past, but that those now
engaged shall cease to continue to add to the
ivjury already inflicted. Counsel deseribed
the tremsendous force of the hydraulic moni-
tora. A thouzand fold more of gravel is to
be worked than has been, they tell us, with
vew machinery and more and more powerful
water-heads.

To mine now they hava a right for one hun-
dred years to come, and to work cus ail the

By the Debris Act they said we can stop this
flow of ruin; they proved it in Court and
Legislature, and now that the Drainage Act
is declared unconstitutional, thus ask this
Court to les them go on as before.

THE QUESTION OF CONTRIBUTION

Toward a nuisance, ete., all in the live of
argument already made and in support there-
of. Mr. Belcher then reviewed some of the
cases cited by defesdant, and chowed that
in several of them the Courts hold,
as pleictiff c¢laims hers, that for a
public nuisance there can be no prescription ;
and alzo that one in doing lawful labor car-
not throw earth and store oo his neighbor’s
lands. Hoe cited cases in Maiue where saw-
mills cast material into a navigable river,
and the Courts held it to be a public nuis-
ance, and that it must be stopped. In Cali-
fornia in two cases the Supreme Court holds
there can be no prescription or limitation as
to a nuisance as agairst tbe United States
or oue claiming thereunder, Counsel made
a fervent appezal to the Court to interpose
and save the valley and its paople as the Sen

ate intervened to save Italy fromn the effects
of mining, as Pliny records.

Aflternoon Session.

Jugza W. T. Waliace, at the afternoon
session, opened the closing argument for the
defence. He said in 1850 California
erected herself into a State prior to admis-
sion to the Union, and hencs lawye:s at the
East can’t understand how the statut s «f
1851 have any binding effect. The discovery
of gold then drew here a great population
for one purpose, the search for gold. They
were not egriculturists, and the capacity of

the soil was unkoown. What system was
to be expected from such a population that
nsver dreamed of agriculture herc? It gave
the law to the State, was the source of ali
power. They controlled all conventious, and
¢ave no countenance to those from the cow
¢ unties. The State Government was organ-
ized by
SUCH A POPULATIORN,
It did not want to pass through the terri-
torial gate, but sprang over the wall into the
Ubpion. The people claimed to owr: Califor-
nia, and demanded admission, or else to be
let alone in independence, It was an abso-
lute exhibition of squatter sovereignty, and of
the doctrine of appropriation. They made
their own rules and regulations. They pro-
posed to exclude foreign mivers, snd in the
old journals of legislation they told the Fed.
eral Government, *‘* Why these are not even
agriculturists.” Such was the feeling ; and
it is spoken of here historically only, and not
as baing right. They borrowed $1,300,000,
levizd taxes, paid $1,000 for a design for the
great seal of the State, that refers almost
wholly to mining, and passed a law to regu-
late mines and foreign minrs’ license, and
pauizhed foreigners for miving without a
license ; then they passzd an Ac: to prevent
obstructions to navigable streams, and declar-
ing certain eireams navigable, but vo cne
ever thought of considering then mining s8
an ohstruction to the streamas, for the laws
were contemporaneous. Sacramento was the
child and favorite of the miners for the
cipital of the new government. Yet we are
told Sacramento is now arrayed agsainst the
mining interest, but we know it to be untrue.
The miners
WERE WITHOUT A RIVAL
[a the Government, and none could stand
against them, All power was in their hande,
and they put the men on the bench who
shaped the policy of the State as the miners
had begun it. Then, after all this, the State
was admitted, and then came the Act per-
mitting miners to make regulatiozs, etc.,
they thus receiving back a part of the legis-
l1:tive power of the State. Was anythiog of
that kind dorne for agriculturists? In 1855
came the Act permitting miners to go any-
where and mioe on agricultural lands, with a
1 mitation, however, that a bond should be
given for damsage. That was done with a
g2nge of justice—a self-imposed restriction on
what they Leld to be inherent power, Next
came the law to exempt miners from taxa-
tion ; then the Act to permit miners to con-
Jdemn property for their purposes, and lastly,
the Drainage Act. There were
MANIFESTATIONS OF POWER,
And the policy of it, and that the iast two
ware h 1d unconstitutional does not wea ten
tie illastration. ‘The system of protecticn
f ir life and property was complete and wel'-
nigh perfect under the unanthorizad goveru-
m>pt that preceded admission to the Ugior,
By statyte (February, 1850) the common law
was brought into the system. It.wasa gc-
ciety with laws of custom ; everything was
“goana so” in California, if you asked wh ¢
the 1aw was, Under Mexicen rule goverre
ments were continnally changing, and cne
fashion ecarcely got on till a new one put it
off. The Ama.lcan people found chaos kere,
and brooght out of it order, and set up tke
c¢)mmon law as that best understood by thew,
Bat why did not some one guggest then thit
the common law weuld interfere with some
mining rights ? Becauce it was the boast of
the c)mmon law that it adapted iteelf to the
existicg condition of things, So the laws
and the exscutive fostered the great lead-
iog interest, mining. As late as Gov-
eraor Irwin’s adminisiration this was
ilustrated, where, by message, he set out
the conflict between inining and agriculture,
and deplored injury to either, and pointed
cut the calamity to follow the enforcement
of the common law against the miners. The
present Executive has followed in the same
vein. The jadicial department, too, kept
pace with the legislative and executive. An
early casa in 1853, 3 Cal, shows the Court
considered claimed rights in direct opposi-
tion to the common law. In the ssme vol-
ume a cass was considered, where a miner
turned the whole American river to work the
bottom, and the doctrine of riparian rights
was not considered which guarantees that

THE FEDERAL GGVEEMNENT,

What has it been doing about mining?
From the first it knew what was going on in
California. ** He who may prohibit while he
may prohibit, commands the thing to be
dore,” is the maxim. It first withdrew the
mineral lands from entry, and so it accepted
the policy and government of the State ovar
them by leaving them alone. The Act of
1866 followed as to water rights, and approved
the local customs and regulations in Califor-
pia. It was the true owner, and it came and
gave just what the State had by pre-existing
law and custom exercised power over, and in
those words ‘““acknowledied and cenfirmed
the vasted rights” thereunder., Counsel read
from the debate en the bill in Congrees, and
the speeches of Secator Stewart on the ques-
tion. Counsel then indulged in soms specu-
lations as to what might have been the polit-
ical condition of California now and during
recent years, had not gold been diszcover:ad
ard been during recent years dug out
¢f her mountains. By gold discovery Cali-
fornia escaped tha designs of the British
Cabiuet, the schemes of the Mormone, and
fell inte the arms of the Union. By Act of
Congrese California is given the right, in the
absence of enactments by Congress, to pass
laws regelating and providing easemeats,
draivage and other necessary means for the
d :velogment of the mines,

THE COURTS ARE NOT TO DIPART

From the well settled line of judicial de-
cisions now, because the agriculiural interest
has risen from its low estate and has come
into conflict with what was once the domi-
nant intere-t. The issue is one for the politi-
cal arm of the Government to comsider, not
the Ccurts. Congress bas alteady measures
before it looking to the correction of the evils
complained of hera. What has the Supreme
Court of the United States said mmeanwhile ?
I capnnot have a usufructory right in that
which another has the right to appropriate.
Thbe two things are impossitle togather. The
riparian right is that water shall run where it
ought to run and is accustomed to run. The
law of appropriation, however, comes in
aud impresses its custom cn the syatem
of a conutiy, and both are herce founded on
habit and custom. Now, Judge Rhedessays,
let the quartz mines go on, they will foul the
water some, but the people can stand it. If
the plaintifi’s doctrine is good at all, what
right have the quariz wines to foul the water
at all, In 1874, ic Basey vs. Gallagher, 20
Wall., the question was the legality of the
Act of Congress of 1865, and the Court eaid
it was valid to recogniza the customs that
have grown up as o the iss-of water, acoord-
ing to the necessities 6kthe cagniry, and these
are determived by customarydaw, local regu-
lation and the decisions of the Courts of a
State. That is perfectly elear. In Brodér
vs. Natoma Company, 101 U; S, 204, where
Broder attacked a ditch to abate it, and
c'aimed part of his title to hawe vested before
1866 ; but the Conrt refused @ consider that,
saying it made no difference, and held it to
be an
ESTABLISHED DOCTRINE
Tasat the taking of water for mining aod irri-
gating ditches is a 1ight the Government is
bound to protect in good copscience, and be-
cime 80 bound before 1865, and the act was
a voluntary acknowledgment of a pre-existing
right. Thus the legislative, executive and
judicial branches of both State and Federal
Governments have moved in parallel lines to
protect the vested and pre-existing rights of
ths miners, who had dug in the bowels of the
earth ana faced danger and death to develop
the mineral wealth of the country,
Adjourned to 9:30 A. M. to day.
