Sax Fraxcieco, March 10th,—In the Su-
prame Court to-day the Sanday law was sus-
tained. The case on trial was that of Will-
jam Koser, who was convicted, sentenced
and imprisoned in Santa Clara county for
keeping his saloon open on Sunday. Koser
sued out a writ of habeas corpus to be re-
leased from such imprisonment. Justice
Thornton delivered the opinicn, and Chief
Justice Morrison concurred. Justices Myrick
and McKee read special concurrences. Jus-
tices McKinstry, Ross and Sharpstein filed
separately dissenting papers.

THORNTON'S OPINION.

Justice Thornton, in rendering the decis-
ion, said that it was claimed that the statute
covering the case was a special law, and in
viclation ef the section prohibiting the Legis-
lature from passing special laws for the pun-
ishment of crimes and misdemeanors, ard it
was also urged that it violates the clause of the
Constitation which says, * Nor shall any citi-
zen be granted privileges or immunities which
on the same terms shall not be granted to all
citizens,” and it is said farther to be a vio'a-
tion of the articles prescribing that all laws
of like nature shall have a uriform operation.
The offenses defined in the esections of the
Code quoted are of the class melum prohibi-
tum. Independent of the statules it is nct
an offeese, and the Legislature, in making
the sections, was merely adding to a class of
public offenses which it deemed expedient
should be prchibited by statute, In making
the exception in Section 301, it merely de-
clared that in its judgment there was some-
thing in the nature of the calling which ren-
dered it improper to include them in the Act.
1t is very easy to sea that in the character of
the calling referred to, and in their relation
to the community, there is something which
renders such exclusion preper, and one upon
which the Legislature might wisely exercise
its judgment in leaving them unaffected by
penal enactment., It is consistent with this
view to conclude, and to hold, that such law
is a general one, uniform in its operation, and
that by it no privilege or immunity is granted,
go as to bring it imn corflict with the
Constitntion, To hold such enacztments
unconstitutional and void would, in my
judgment, impose an unwarrantable re-
striction on the legislative power.
Such power is exercised in Section 304 of the
Penal Code, where the Act of erecting or
keeping & booth, or stall, for the purpose of
selling or disposing of wine or spirituous or
intoxicating liguors within one mile of any
eamp or field meeting wherein religious wor-
ship is being held, is mades punishable by a
Why confine the operation of such an
enactment to one mile? Why not extend it
one mile and a quarter? The Legislature iz
allowed to exercize its judgment asto aistance,
and properly so. In my opinion, the Act is
constitutional, and the petitioner should be
remanded to the custody of the officer,

MYRICK'S CONCURRING OPINION,

In his comcurring opinion Justice Myrick
said : The people of this State, through their
Legislature, have declared in favor of the
wisdom and policy of the law in queetion.
If there is a chauge of public sentiment, there
is a plain and speedy remedy by repealicg or
modifying the law. The Courts should not
daclare the law unconstitutional urless it is
clearly so.

DISSENTING VIEWS,

Justice McKinetry, in his dissenting opin-
ion, objected on the ground that the law is a
violation of the inherent rights of citizens,
and that no Legizlature has pewer to declare
any business to be unlawful on the Sabbath
which is moral on all other days.

Justice Ross dissented on the same grounds,

Justice Sharpstein read a lengthy dissent-
ing opinion. He could not, ha said, give his
assent to any measure 80 palpably interfering
with the right of every man to worship God
on any day that he choose.

of Captain Blanding for his seat, and to be
admitted to participate in the delibera.
tions of the Board., A demand was made,
and Captain Blanding thereupon asked
‘ Mr. Knight if he had filed his bond and
| taken the oath of office, as required by
{ law. Mr. Knight replied in the affirma.
tive. He was then asked to produce hia
certificate from the Secretary of State to
that effect. He admitted that he had no
such certificate, whereupon Captain Bland-
ing declined to eurrender his seat to Mr.
Knight. Mr. Clunie then said that Mr.
Knight must remain and offer to vote and
participate in the proceedings of the Board,
the same as if he had such certificate,

It 18 said Captain Blanding's contest will
be based as follows : First, that the Senate
which confirmed Mr. Knight’s appoint-
ment last year had no right to do go before
Captain Bianding’s term of office had ex-
pired ; and second, that Mr. Kaight failed to
file his official bond within fifteen days after
his appointment. It is claimed on the
other hand that the Senate, being the last
one prior to the expiration of Captain
Blanding's term of office, had the right to
confirm, and that Mr. Knight filed his
bond within fifteen days after he was offi-
cially notified of his appointment by the
receipt of his commission. It is probable
