AT THE CHURCEES,

In the first Congregational Church yester-
| day morning Rev. J. (¥ Hall preached from
| Jer. ix, 23, 24, “Thus saita the Lord, let
! not the wise man glory in his wisdom, neither
[ 12t the mighty man glory in his might; let
not the rich man glory in his riches * but let
him that glorieth glory in this, that he uader-
standeth and krnoweth me, that I am the
Lord which exsrcize loving kindness, judg-
ment and rightsousness in the earth; for in
these things I delight, saith the Lord.” The
preacher remarked that persons differ widely
in their jndgment of what was most deeira-
ble, and in the estimate they placed on theic
own attainments and capabilities. One per-
gon prides himself on his etrength, g.npt.ber
on his beauty, and still another on his intel-
Jectual ability., The text brings to view
several common yet improper subjecis of
glorying or taking special credit to oue’s eelf,
and also an adequate cauze for g!orymg., in
the sense of rejsicing and self-congratulation.

1. “ Wisdom is batter than strevgth.” By
the pursait of knowledge wonderful discover-
ies have been made, revolutionizing old
methods of business and givieg an entirely
new phase to the activities of commerce and
inter communication, The Biblelis so far
from condemning this iantellectual activity
which has produced and is producirg all these
wonderful results, that it is precisely in Bible
lands, and there only, that this intellectual
activity is found. The Christian is the truest
free-thinker, in the better =ense of the term.
The charge that religion would keep men in
ignorance and superstition, must come either
from one who is himself the slave of ignor-
ance or prejudice, or from a depraved heart,
caring neither to know nor to speak the truth.

WATER WORES' REVENUE,

Eps. Recorp-UnioN: As there seems to
ba a doubt among some of cur citizens as to
whether the revenus from the Water Works
is bzing properly applied, you will oblige me
by publishing the following: In 1858, under
an Act of the L-zgislature, the city of Sacra-
mento called in, funded and refunded her out-
standing indebtedness, That Act specially
set forth that 55 per cent. of the reverua de-
rived from and within the city limits for
municipal purposes, viz., *‘ Taxes, licenses,
harbor dues, water rents, and fines collected
in the Mayor’s Court or otherwize,” should be
appliasd to the payment of the interest on
said bonds and the final redemption of the
same, There was surrendered at thet time
$1,471,755 77, and bonds to that amount is-
sued in lien thereof, Said indebtedress sur-
rendered consisted of the following items :

Comparing the itemized amounts to the
whole, it will be seen that the Water Works
owed about one-fifth of it, and was not only le-
gally but also honorably liable for that propor-.
tion of the debt, the interest of which, in round
numbers, amounts to $90,000 per year. Now
the water interest having created one-fifth of
the debt, ought, by all honorable reasoning,
pay that preportion of the $90,000 each year.
Last year it did so, and how anyone can say
the water interest should not pay its just pro-
portion is more than I can comprehend. It
i3 a plain proposition that the Water Works
created one-fifth of the present debt, and, by
adiding improvements, failed to pay its part
of the interest for a number of years, and
only commenced again to appropriate its pro-
portion withing the last eighteen months—55
per cent, on about an average of $32,000 per
year received into the Treasury, net, from
that sonrce, which is about $18,000, or one-
fitth of the interest annually accrning on the
debt.

Tae WEATHER.—Sergeant Barwick fur-
nishes the following : The barcmeter at the
noon report yesterday was falling rapidly
from Olympia to Red Bluff. At the 8 p. M.
report last night the barometer was still fall-
ing very rapidly from Olympia to Sacra-
mento, and in sixteen hours it had fallen .40
of an inch at Olympia, .37 of an inch at
Portland, .35 of an inch at Roseburg, .26 of
an inch at Red Bluff, .20 of an inch at Sacra-
mento, and .07 of an inch at San Francisco
and Visalia. The barometer at Sacramento
at last night’s report was .36 of an inch be-
low the mean average for March. At the
same report it was rainiog heavy at San Fran-
cisco, with the telegraph line down south of
Visalia, consequently we get no reports from
Los Angelzs or San Diego, The lowest
barometer is at Szcramento, Red Bluff and
Roseburg, with the wind calm at Red Bluff,
northeast at Roseburg, and southwest at Sac-
rarzento. From the barometerical condition
of the atmosphere last night there is evi-
dently a very low pressure approaching this
coast, which may be accompanied by heavy
raios, for such rapid and sudden changes in
the barometer, especially downward, is a very
bad sign, as all searfaring men and those
familiar with the barometer well know.
TLirteen hundredths of an inch of rain had
fa]lﬁn in San Francisco up to 8 p. M. last
night.

After June
30th of the present year the insane per-
sons will be removed to their beautiful new
home, and the money paid for their sup-
port retained in the State,

We bave bad a splendid opportunity
within the past two days to obfain fairand
accurate reports of the crop prospects in
Yolo ceunty, the Superior Court having
brought to the city representatives from all
the agricultural districts. However, the
whole may be summed up in the simple
statement that the prospects are flattering
generally. Owing to the prolonged spell
of cold weather, 2as might be supposed, the
winter-sown bhas made slow progress, but
under the influence of the present warm
sunshine it is now doing as well as could be
expected. In some places it was for a time
feared that much of the seed had rotted,
and that it would be necessary toresow the
land. Baut even this apprehension, we are
told, has not been realized, and the grain
is now growing finely, The summer-fal-
low, though perhaps refarded by the cold
weather, is now much further advanced in
many localities than it usually is a$ a cor-
responding period of the season. We find
but very few farmers who do not feel con-
fident of an abundant harves$, and taken
altogether, the reports are most flattering.
Summer-fallowing is now being pushed
vigorously, and the weather is very favor-
able for prosecuting the work.—[Yolo
Democrat.
