There was not a line in
the billwhich required an appropriation from
the public treasury, or attached any liability
to tha Government for the payment of the*e
Commissioners. Itmerely proposed to locate
an election system in Utah, and the Terri-,
torial laws provided that every election <*tticir
should be alloweda fair compensation. There
Commissioners, therefore, wouldbe paid out
of the Territorial fund. They would not be
Federal officers in any tense.

Springer asked Haskell who was to pay
these Commissioners.
