THE REAL ISSUES,

Some Thoughts About To-day’s Election
and Its Possible Results.

A city election occurs to-day. A fair and
candid consideration of the real issues that
underlie the contest ehould engage attention,
Itis a equare and undisguised struggle for
ascendancy between the Rspublican and
Democratic partics, as they are represented
in this city, All disaffection in the ranks,
therefore, should disappear when political
enemies are face to face on the battlefield.

The political significance of to-day’s elec-
tion is far greater than a casual glance will
disclose. The head of the Board of City
Trustees is a Democrat. Associated with
him officially are two Rzapublicans. One of
thess is retired by to-day’s vote. To-day’s
election, therefore, will determine whether
the msjority of the Board shall becomea Dem-
ocratic or remain R publican. If Mr. Guttn-
berger is elected, he and the Mayor will con-
stitute s Democratic majority. Whils Mayor
Brown is as fair-minded 2 man as could be
selected from his party, yet if the Board be-
comes Democratic he will occupy a new rela-
tion, and there will be brought to bear upon
him a pressure from his own party that few
men could resist, Whatever party patron-
age can do, therefore, for the advancement of
the ends of the party will, it is perfectly fair
to assume, be dons by the majority for its
own party.

The State is approaching eleetions of vital
importance to it, when State and county offi-
cers will be chosen, as well as representatives
of the people in the Congress of the nation.
Ia Sacrzmento, and to-day, the first engage-
ment of the impending battle is to take place;
and it is a part of it, as wuch so a3 any other
part of it can be, as it is to test the question
whether the Republican party will retain
control of the municipal governmeat, or, in
this first brush of the political battle, yield it
to its enemy.

The Democrats have already one Trustee,
who is at the hesad of the city government.
He balongs to a well-known, skillful and
influential political family. Itis well known,
too, and it is therefore lsgitimate to refer to
it here, that W, B. C. Brown, the brother of
the Mayor, is a prominent Democratic can-
didate for Governor. Under such circum-
stances noun-partisan action on the part of
the Mayor it is not fair to expect. With a
Democratic Chief of Police, and a Democratic
Board of Trustess, and a Democratic Police
Judge, it is certain that whatever advantags
resides in that situation is to bs availed of to
further their party ascendancy. But Mayor
Brown, as & minority member of the Board
of Trustees, is a very different person from
Mayor Brown of the majority, because of the
new relation, and the pressure that willi be
brought to bear on him in the first instance.

To the candid and thoughtful voter to-day
it will occur that the Police Department of
Sacramento is now coatrolled by a Board of
Police Commissioners, consisting of the
Mayor, Chief of Police and the Pulice Judge.
The Mayor and Police Judge are now Demo-
crats. The election of a Democratic Chisf of
Police places the police department wholly
under Democratic contro!, and carries with
it a1l that is thereby imoplied—its influence
and patronage for the furtherance of the
party ambition, and thus touches direcily and
immeadiately the State and Congreesional
elections now approaching.

Whatever of policy the people may find
fault with in the conduct of the police de-
partment toward any special vice, as gam-
bling, houses of prostitution, etc., it should
be remembered that the department iz uuder
the lezislative and administrative control of
the Commissioners, who direct the same, and
not the Chief of Police, Whenever the moral
gentiment of the community demands that
the power of that department shall be di-
rected against any special evil, it i3 certain
that the executive head of the department,
who to-day bids for re election, will be found
as efficient and prompt an cfficer as any Dem-
ocrat who can be named.

As to the irritation within the lines of the

epublican party, consequent upon the late
abnormal situation in one voting precicet ata
yrimazry, it is well to remember that Mess:s,
i(archer, Auderson, G:iffitts and Jackson ri~
ceived the majority support of their party
independent of the vote of the First Ward,
ana the only change that the vote of that
ward could maka in the resul:, was as to the
pominee for Third Trustes. So the great
hody of the Rapublican party expressed its
preference for the ticket as now made. Itis
appsrent, then, that as to the great body of
the ticket, no reasonable dissatisfaction can
exist. So far as the Republican nominees for
Chief of Police and City Attorney are con-
carned, they are experienced and tried men,
The public know what they will do. As to
the other gentlemen on the ticket, they are
well known business men of established repu
tation, and the public has a right {o expect
that they can and will discharge the duties of
the offices to which thay aspire with fidelity
and to the greatest advantage to the city,
§Local municipal issues generally relate to
the levee system and the treatment of the
public revenune. On these to-day there exists
no special issue for settlement justifyicg par-
tisans in abandoniog their party. There are,
in fact, no local municipal issues underlying
to-day’s election—it iz a simple struggle for
political advantage, for on all other questions
all the candidates would pledgz, and have
pledged themeelves to the same ;enaial line
of policy—in fact are a unit in opinion on
those matters, :

On the whole, then, there is no good reason
why all the Republican candidates should not
receive the support of all the adherents of the
party, and all who deeire to see its ascend-
ancy in State and national politics main-
tained,
