Sax Fraxosco, March 16th.—Henry G.
Hanks. State Mineraiogist, was recently re.
quested to gend on to London analyses of iron
ore found in this State, and ke has just re-
ceivced a letter from his Loadorn correspond-
ents in answer to that in which he gave the
analysis of Clipper Gap iron ore. The
letter states that certain English capitalists
propose, if possible, to establish comewhere in
the vicinity of San Francisco extensive iton
works, with a capacity of 4,000 tons of rolled
steel per month, 7The Clipper Gap ore is,
jndged from the analysis of Mr. Harks, to
be particularly good, but, owing to its situa-
tion and necessary dependence upon the rail-
road to get it to the proposed works, it is not
thought available, Inquiry is made if there
are vot other ore deposits situated more con-
vepient to San Francisco Bay, and if there
are such, analyses thereof are requested.

Ratlroad Land Slide.

SaN Fraxcisco, March 16th.—A small
land slide cccurred on the line of the Scuth
Pacific Coast Railroad nsar Alvarado, st 1
o’clock this morning. No trains wers de-
layed, as the track was soon cleared and re-
paired by repairing trains which are sent over
the line every morning, from both end sta-
tione, before the time for ths regular trains,
Other small slides bave ccenrred at different
points along the road, but none serions encugh
to interfere with travel. General Surerin-
tendent A. H. Fracker states that during the
last summer and present winter way trains
with workmen have been at work atall points
on the road where last year there were slides,
or where there were any possible danger of
such at prezent, and they have cut the st-ep
cuts in the mountains down to a gradual
slope. This year they fear no serious slides,
nevertheless a constant watch is kept for them
all along the line.

Mortality Report—Society for the Ire-
vention of Cruelty to Animals.

SAN Francisco, March 16th.—Seventeen
deaths were reported to-day at the Health
Office.

The monthly meeting was held this evening
of the Directors of the Society for the Pre-
vention of Cruelty to Auimals, During the
month 52 cases were reported, and there were
12 prosecutions.

An Abandoned Vessel,

San Francisco, March 16th,—News has
just been received at the Merchants’ Ex-
change that the hull of an iron vessel had run
upon the outer reef of Rarvia Island, one of
the Society group, during the wight of Oc-
tober 15¢h, Th:= veszel was visited tke fol-
lowing day by the natives, who brought away
a small bill, upon which was ergraved ‘' Oxzi-
flamme, 1865.” The hull was completely
burned out, and toon after sunk ia deep
water.,

BRIEP SAN FRANCISCO NEWS ITENMS.

The bark T.J. Scuthard, from New York
to San Francisco, reported ashore at Cape
St. Roque, is full of water and her cargo is
being landed.

The remaining tax-resisting suits of the
railrosd companies against the Tax-
Collectors of the varions counties in the
State, except those already transferrcd to
the respective counties, have, on the mo-
tion of the railroad companies, been trans-
ferred to the United States Circuit Court.

John C. Moody, the druggist, filed a
petition in insolvency yesterday, alleging
that in consequence of depreciation in the
value of real estate, falling-off of business
and losses in stocks he is unable to meet
his liabilities. The liabilities aggregate
$16,135 70, of which amount $12 260 70
‘i3 due to E. E. Eyre. The petitioner rep-
resents that he is possessed of property
valued at $17,835 70.

There was a large falling off in the num-
ber of deaths reported at the Health Office
Wednesday. Up to 4 o'clock 17 deaths
were recorded, being half the number for
the preceding day. But one death oc-
curred from pneumonia and two from bron-
chitis. Health OJicer Meares believes that
next week will show a large decrease in the
number of deaths, as the sewers are now
nearly all opened and flushed by the rain-
storm.

A wager has been made by which a Mr.
MecInness engages for $3 a day to carry a
brick between the gas company’s office, at
the corner of First and Natoma strests, to
the corner of First and Howard streets,
his task to commence at § A. 31. and to con-
clude at 6 p. M., with an interval of one
hour for dinmer. By the terms of the
agreement work is to commence this morn-
ing and continue for a week, failure to exe-
cute the conditions to result in a forfeiture
of pay.

The order of Chief Crowley in relation
to the Sunday law has created a great deal
of excitement among the various dealers
who are in the habit of keeping open on
Sunday. The dealers are determined to
keep open, and are willing to stand trial.
The Prosecuting Attorneys are very doubt-
ful as to whether the Police Courts can do
anything but try Sunday-lawcases, Enough
arresta can be made in one day to till up
the calendars for weeks to come, and in
every case a jary wiil be demanded.

Demolition is the bugbear of the present
day. Paris is growing, and wishes to
loosen the girdle of fortifications which
hems her in. Daring the siege the city
forts were found to be of no great service
when compared to those on the surrounding
hights, and their site is now wanted for
building purposes. This recalls the fact
that the central boulevards were built on
the seventeenth century fortifications, and
that what was a verdant suburb of the city
in the time of Louis XIV. is now its core.

CHINA,

The Chihli copper mines in China have
been abandoned as a failure.

A telegraph line is to be built between
Chickiang and Nanking. An extension of
the line to Hankow is also projected.

The robbers of the imperial palace at
Peking have been arrested.

Uneasiness is caused by the attitude of
the Mauchuria chiefs, who are disaffected
to the Chinese Government. Manchuria
is believed to sympathize with Russia.

The rising in Hunan, West China, has
been suppressed by the prompt execution
of the leaders, The leader of a revolu-
tionary movement in another district has
been arrcsted.

JAPAN,

The latest project for the intlation of
currency is the scheme of the Kairio Kwa-
isna to establish a bank, to be named
Chiken Ginko, for the purpose of issuing
bank notes agaiust title deeds of land.

The Chinese Government has applied to
the Osaka Mint to coin for it 4,000,000
gold yen.

A Western Admiralty establishment
will be formed at Mihara, Bizen province,
Japan, within this year, at an expense cf
30,000 yen. Three men-.of-war will be
stationed there, and thenceforth two ves-
sels of war will be stalioned at different
ports of Hokkaido during spring, summer
and autumn.

COREA.

The Conservative party desires to over-
throw the Goverzment for admitting for-
eigners to trading privileges. This has
special reference to the Japanese. The
Government is strong eunough to put down
the insurgents, and several have been exe-
cuted. A Japanese man of-warisstationed
at Ninsen, the treaty port, to be ready for
contingencies. Over 1 500 men attempted
to seize the King, but failed. The Corean
Embassador to Japan, while in the capital,
subuitted two demands to the Foreign
Department——the revision of the treaty be-
tween Corea and Japan, and the postpote-
ment of the opening of Ninsen harbor.
