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SUNDAY LAW,

Court—What Chief Karcher Intends to Do.

The Sunday law having been declared con-
stitutional by the Supreme Court, it is now
an established misdemeznor to conduct any
business prohibited in Section 299, Chapter
VIL of the Penal Code of California.
There is likely to be frequent contests
of this character in the Courts, and the di-
versity of opinion regarding the righteousness
of the law will not, in all probability, be
much abated by the fict that it has been de-
clared constitutional by the highest legal
tribunal in the State, The following is the
full text of the law:

Section 209. Every person who, on the Christian
Sahbath, gets up, exhibits, opens or maintains, or
aids in getting up, exhibiting, opening, or main-
taining auny bull, bear, cock or prize-fight, horse
race, circ'x:, gambling house, or galoon, or any bar-
barous and noisy amusement, or who keeps, con-
ducts, or exhibits any theater, melodeon, dance-
cellar, or other place *of music:l, theatrical or ope-
ratic performance, spectacie or representation where
any wines, liquors or wtoxicating drinks are bought,
sold, used, drank, or given away, or who purchases
any "ticket of admussi m, or directly or mdi{;clly
pays any admisziou f-e to or for the purpose of wit-
ing or attending any such place of amusement,
spectacle, performance or representation, 18 guiity
of a misdemeanor.

Sec. 300. Every person who kecps open on Sun-
i v store, workshop, bar, saloon, bauking-
her place of bt g, for th - purpose of

1siness therein, yunishable by a fine
h £5 or more than $50 i
)1. The provisions of the preceding section
do not apply to § s who, on Sunday, keep open
r yarber-sho s, baths, mar-

livery stables, or retail
mate busiress of each,
or such mavufacturing establishments as are
usually kept in continued operation.

by an entertainment at night at the Pavilion,
given for the benefit of St. Rose Church, by
the Ancient Order of Hibervians.

In the main hall a large company assem-
bled at 8 o'clock. At 8:30 John Diviny
called to order, after an overture by the
Artillery band, and introduced Rev. Father
Grace as Chairman of the evening, He, in
turn, introduced as the speaker of the
occasion Assemblyman John H. Gilmore, of
San Francisco, who spoke about fifteen
minutes. He begun his address by referring
to the natural love for their native land that all
true men feel.

He out-
lined that era when Ireland was one
of the leading nations of Europs is
literature, the arts, and the sciences, How-
ever attached to his adopted country, no true
Irish-American forgets his native land. or
cease to sympathize with it. At this time
Ireland demands and deserves the sympathy
of her sons, Referring to the present Irish
troubles, he said the Land Act was overrated
s to its value to the people, becauss of the
power of the rich under it to litigata in the
higher Courts, and the ivability of the peas-
ant to do 0. He pointed cut the many men
distinguished in American history who were
Irishinen or of Irish descent. He urged that
now all jealousies be laid aside, and that the
Irich in America, irrespective of sect or party,
would work together to aid Ireland. In San
Francisco, in the procession yesterday, he
saw Catholic and Protestant arm and arm to-
gether in the procession; the Orangeman and
his ancient enemy side by side ia the line,
each contributing to the success of a celebra-
tion that was to give aid and succor to Iiigh-
men in Ireland. He besought his country-
men to show ag unselfish a spirit here.
