CANNON ON POLYGAMY.

The Mormon Delegate Cannop has been
expatiating upon the beauties of polygamy,
but he has not brought forward any new
arguments. We have sometimes wondered
why the Mormons did not furnish them-
selves with weapons from the armory of

the ecclesiastical author of the strange
treatise entitled Polygamia Triumph
which was published in the sixteenth
century, much to the scandal of the Church
at the time. Mr. Cannon, however, con-
tents himself withthe hackneyed argument
drawn from the alleged absence of prostitu-
tion in polygamous societies. The inevit-
able answer to this, of course, 13 that the
reason why there is no prostitution per se
in polygamous eocieties, is that polygamy
itself is neither more nor lea.-, thin a

legalization of prostitution. Precisely in
the same wayitmight be said that there
were no thieves among the Lacedemonians;
the fact being that larceny was taught
.tod encouraged under the Spartan laws.
Cannon's argument on this head has no

force, and his statements about the de-
lights aud beauties of his favorite system,
as illustrated by the peculiar vigor, and
health of the children, are open to serious
\u25a0doubt. They, in fact, belong in the poU

hoc. ergo propter hoe line of arguments.
The children, he says, are healthy and
vigorous ; therefore polygamy has made
them so. This is a vim sequitur. The
climate, simplicity of diet, many other
agencies, may be posited as the
causes of the phenomena he describes.
Or the truth of his statement may be im-
peached. As to hispretense that polygamy
produces a superior order of domestic rela-
tions, it iiso palpably and notoriously un-
true that refutation is hardly require.'.
That polygamy destroys the family is
undeniable. It tends to produce a kind of
communistic relation which is also of

necessity fatal to all delicacy and refine-
ment among the women, and to all those
borne influences which have ever been the

most potent factors in civilization. The
children who have mothers but no fathers
arc virtuallyhalf-orphans from their birth,

just as tie women are much less than half,

\u25a0wives. The whole arrangement is pro-
ductive of consequences so mischievous
that itnever could have been maintained
all these years had not the Mormon Church
initiated a system of literal terrorism,
whereby the authority of the husband wai

increased to that of the master over his
slaves. The women were cowed and
brutalized at the same time, and the men

were brutalized themselves in the process.
Only the coarser feminine organ'r. itions
could stand the torture. The finer oues
succumbed under it, and lie to-day in the
Utah graveyard*, whither they c»-»ied
broken hearts. Polygamy is a system of
female slavery and degradation so cruel
aid abominable in its effect", that to those
who have penetrated behind tho veil it
must seem justifiable to root it cut by any j
means, however fccvere and stem, rather j
than permit- the continuance of the un-
speakable misery and wrong which it on-
tula upon its helpless victims.

THE QUESTION OF RAILROAD TAXATION.

We published yesterday an article from
the San Francisco Spirit of the Times
which presented the whole case of the rail-
road taxation in this State compactly
.and clearly. It was there made perfectly
apparent that the resistance offeree by the
Central Pacific and Southern Pacific Rail-
road Companies to the assessments made
by the State Board of Equalization has
been rendered unavoidable by the injustice
and inequality of the said assessments.
The new Constitution was largely framed,

by men who were not open to reason when
the relations between the State and the
railroads were concerned. They set in
with an avowed purpose to "cinch" the
railroads, and in the matter of taxation
they undertook to do this by giving to the
State Board of Equalization the power of

-.king inapella'ule assessments upon the
railroads, without affording the latter any

opportunity to be heard in defense of their
property, and without giving the .assessed
corporations any notice. Inthis way the
Constitution has discriminated against the
railroads in the most open and direct man-
ner, and as a result of this inequitable
machinery we find that the corporations
have in fact been assessed in the most
i.ekhss and extortionate way. Our San
Francisco contemporary gives one illustra-
tion of this, inthe fact that actually desert
land in San Diego county has been assessed
at the rate of *100 an acre, though it could
not be sold for $1 an acre. Inthis county
the railroad has been assessed at §25.000 a
mile, notwithstanding the notorious fact
that a large proportion of it could be
replaced for less than §10,000 a mile.
These illustrations could be multiplied al-
most indefinitely, for the same flagrant in-
justice marks the action of the State
Board of Equalization inevery part of the
State.

The railroad has been persistently
abused and misrepresented in this connec-
tion.**Ithas at no time desired to avoid
the payment of its just share of taxation.
Ithas always paid fair taxes promptly and
in full. But because it is a corporation it
does not follow that it should submit
tamely to a process of confiscation, and
we do not hesitate to assert our conviction
that no fair-minded man, however strongly
liemay have been prejudiced against the
c'jinpany in the past, could listen to a
fullrecital of the wrongs attempted to lie

enforced upon itinthis connection without
reaching the conclusion that it ought to
resist the oppression to the utmost, and
that it is completely justified in its present
position. The truth is that the State
Board of Equalization undertook to exer-
cise its arbitrary power in the most tyran-
nical and iniquitous way, and that if an
individual had been the subject of such a

raid the whole press and people would
have stood up and denounced the proceed-
ing as an unmitigated outrage. Because
the railroad was concerned, however, it j
seems to have been taken for granted that
itwas entirely proper to fleece it, and its
natural aud just exertions to protect itself
have been scandalously misrepresented as
attempts on the part of the corporation to
defy the laws of the State and to evade its
\u25a0.hare of the general burdens.

The action of the Merced County Super-
visors has in the same way been most un-
justly censured. The troth is that when
the facts were presented to that Board
they could, not continue to doubt that the
company had been enormously over as-

sessed, and as the amount offered in pay-
ment of the taxes by the company was in
excess of a perfectly fair valuation, the
Supervisors did right to accept it. The
same remarks apply to other counties.
Wherever the Supervisors and the District
Attorneys have been brought face to face
with the actual condition of things they
have been compelled to acknowledge that
they had been mistaken previously, and
that the railroad's case was impregnable.
The history of the proceedings, moreover,
shows conclusively that the company has
always been willing to pay a fair valua-
tion, and that it has at no time and in no
place made an unwarrantable resistance to
its assessments. But even corporations
possess some rights, and it is a question
which the appellate Courts will have to
determine whether a State has the author-
ity,under the Federal Constitution, to dis-
criminate against them in the matter of
taxation, aa the present Constitution of
California does, and to deny them that
right of appeal from unjust assessments
which every citizen claims and exercises.

Nor can it be ignored that if the com-
pany had yielded to this wrong it would
have at once established a most disastrous
precedent, and encouraged its enemies to
stillmore intolerable exactions. Its sub-
mission would have been construed as an
admission of the equity of the assessments,
andexcoses woulddoubtlesshave been found
for giving the screws another turn the next

time. Inmatters of this kind every man
owes itto himself and to the community to

resist oppression steadfastly and persist-
ency, and ifhe is to do itat alikemustbegin
by opposing the first attempt atusurpation.
Nor can individuals separate themselves
oat from corporations, and hag themselves
inthe delusion that an injustice may safely
be inflictedupon the latter so long as it
docs not teem to touch themselves. Cor-
porations are merely conventional aggrega-
tions of individuals, and ina country where
men are constantly changing their occu-
pations and extending their undertaking",
noone can say that he willnever be a mem-

ber of such a body. Moreover when
usurpations are permitted in the particular
case they are liable to extend to the gen-
eral case, and ifwrongs may be done legally
tocorporations, they willpresently be done
to firms, and then to individuals. Like
freedom and likeprotection for all, are the

only certain safeguards against injustice

whichmay at any time comprehend all.
The railroads in these tax cases are not

fighting against the State. They are not
fighting to avoid the payment of this tax.
They are fighting solely for their rights.
They claim the common right of equality
in taxation. Under the new Constitution
and the Board of Equalization they have

been denied this right. No man is entitled
p to say that they ought to be refused it.
No man is entitled tosay that they ought to

be exposed to the confiscation of their
property by an irresponsible tribunal, be-
fore which they are not allowed to plead.
The troth is that their cause is that of the

1 American people, who cannot afford to de-
!nounce them for demanding the protection
! which the Federal Constitution guarantees
1 to allcitizens, and who can stillless afford
to censure them for resisting so flagrant
and notorious an abuse as the assessments'
against which they are now protesting.

The real point of attack should rather be
the new Constitution, which, by attempt-
ing to overthrow the most precious safe-
guards of freedom and justice, in order to

'\u25a0 pander to an unreasoning prejudice, has
\u25a0 thus interfered with the fiscal administra-

'\u25a0 tion, promoted a great scandal, and pro-

!duced a state of things calculated to warn
icapital away from the State.

THE CITY DEBT.

A meeting has been called for this after-
noon, to discuss the city debt, and to ar-
range some means of putting an end to the
constant disputes and injurious representa-

tions which are made concerning the sub-
ject. We trust that this meeting of
property- and taxpayers willbegin
by informing itself thoroughly as to the
actual situation; and that itwillnot com-
mit the mistake of attempting to formu-
late a programme upon inaccurate or im-
perfect data. Those who have examined
the question most thoroughly long since
reached the conclusion that the city has no

other course but to pay its debts. Allthe
talk about evading judgment, about the in-
abilityof the bondholders to compel pay-
ment, and so forth, is moonshine. It
has no support in legal decisions or in
common sense. The only possible result
of experimenting in the direction of repu-
diation could be to fasten upon the com-
munity the stigma of dishonesty, without
in any way relieving it of its obligations.
The folly, and worse, of allthese proposi-
tions, has been demonstrated so often that
it is not necessary to go over the consider,

ation? again at this time. Probably the
only effect of a continuance of such dis-
honest and silly propositions would be to
precipitate the danger which it is the in-
terest of every intelligent person in Sacra-
mento to avoid. . So far as the handling of
the debt question is concerned, therefore,
the straightforward, honest way is the only
one available ; but it does not follow
that itis impossible to make better terms
for the cityif the outstanding bonds could
bo redeemed from the present holders, and
carried by those who wouldpossess an in-
terest in lightening the burden of the city
as much as possible. Ifsomething of that
kind can be brought about itwillcertainly
be wellworth whatever trouble is bestowed
upon it,but any attempt to wriggle out of
the existing obligations will bring down
upon our heads a far worse evil than has
ever yet befallen us. Ifthe indebtedness
could be refunded at a low rate of interest
with a long term, or with the shortest
term obtainable, the arrangement would
make such a reduction 13 the tax-rate possi-
ble as would have a most important effect
in building up the city. It is very well
known that a high tax-rate frightens in-
vestors away, and it should be equally well
apprehended that ifinvestors think there is
any danger of judgment and execution for
a heavy debt being entered against a city,
they willbe very careful not to settle
there. The meeting to-day willdo well to
reflect upon these things, and if it begins
by appointing a committee to ascertain and
present the exact condition of the city
finances, it willput itself in a fair way to
find a solution for the whole problem by
upright and businesf-like methods.

QUICKLY ANSWERED.

The Bee asserts that since the consolida-

We answer that it is an unmitigated. and
preposterous lie.

On the
contrary it has been steadily increasing
from year to year, and ia to-day larger
than at any previous time, and far larger
than the joint circulation of the Record
and Union at the timeof the consolidation.
The Bee should not tell such stupid lies.
Itshould be content with the lie which it
keeps standing at the head of itseditorial
columns, about its own local circulation.

Itis
no use appealing to him to gratify public
curiosity on tho subject. lie is too old a

bird to be caught with chaff of that kind.

TBDCKEE, March 20 th.—The great storm is
over, and now a better opportunity iigiven
to see its effects. The town of Truckee is
literally buried in the snow. The smaller
buildings are. out of sight, and a person can
walk from the street directly upjn the rco's
of many of them. The snow is piled up al-
most even withthe balconies of the buildings
along Front street. The whole population is
out shoveling snow, breaking thoroughfares
and opening up communication with neigh-
bors, which has been cut off by the severity j
of the storm. The blockade on the railroad
continues at this writing (3 P. M ), hut the |
prospects are that it willbe lifted by to-
night. The snow- plow which was fust inthe
drifts at Cold Stream has been released.
There ara about 300 men at work at tunnel
13 clearing away the snow whichhad drifted
i". the sheds. As far as can 'be ascertained,
there are no further breaks in the snow-sheds
along the lice. The snow-plow which was
under the management of Conductor Avery
has had a veryeevere fight withthe elements.
They have been snowed in two or three
times, been off the track a number
of times, and a dispatch has just been re-
ceived that they have jumped the track again
between Blue Canyon and tunnel No. 1. This
may delay the opening of the road a few
hours longer. The east-bound passenger train
i3stillheld at Colfax. The west-bound is on
its way from Reno, and willreach this plica
about 4 p.m. It will proceed on its way as
soon as the track it clear. A plow with sev- I
eral engines started east fromhere yesterday
afternoon, bat when itreached Prosser cretk, |
about 'seven miles from this place, it got j
stalled in the enow, aud was not released un-
til this morning. The railroad men all say
that this has been 1 y far the hardest storm
that they ever had to contend with. The
wind blew bo strong that itwould drift the i

now on the track as fastas they could plow it
out. The consequence was that the snow
would hold the snow trains in their grasp and
render them powerless. A plow withsix en-
gines willstart west fromhere and go ahead
of the passenger train coming from the east,
to clear the way for the same. The warm
weather to-day makes the snow settle very
fast, and renders it more difficult to handle,
while itincreases the danger of breaking the
sheds and causing snowalides. Every pre-
caution is being taken by the railroad com-
pany to prevent disaster from these source's.

Forty Snow Slides— Thirty-eight Persons
Hurled— Four Men Hilled.

Bcdie, Match 20th.—John I.Ginn, .T. E.
Kemp and John F. Keating came in from
1/inily on snow-shoes Sunday evening, and
repoited a terrible accident ivLake Canyon,
as a result of the recent storm. On Wednes-
day night a snow-slide occurred which buried
several men, four of whom were killed.
Their names are Itobeit Trumbull, Alexander
McKeon, D.B.Grant and Henry Sen maker,
three being urn rs and the latter a machinist
and engineer, recently arrived from San Fran-
cisco, where be leaves a wife and three chil-
dren. The bodies of ail but Grant were re-
covered on Friday and were left on the
snow. During tha night another enow-slide
occurred, and the bodies were .buried
under forty-five feet, where they now
are. In all upwards of forty enow-
slides occurred inLake and Millcreek can-
yons between Wednesday and Saturdar, and
inall thirty-eight people were buiisd in the
canyon and at Tioga district, where the great
Sierra Mining Company are operating. The i

only serious injury dune to any persons ex- j
cept those heretofore stated was Christian I
Habletzel, who was under eight feet of snow
nineteen hours. He was alive Sunday morn-
ing, but little bona was entertained of his I
recovery. The snowfall inMillcreek canyon |
averaged six feet, and higher upin the Sierras I
it was eight to ten feet.

lounge in the parlor

iof the Jackson House witha pur.rd of eight
men. When the mob made their appearance
the posse made no show of resistance. The
Deputy Sheriff says a blanket was thrown
over his head. The opinion prevails among
many that the posse assisted in the lynching,
though they had promised Langdon and his
wife that he would bo unharmed. The
hanging of Harrison seems to have been a
deliberate murder, as he was in no way con-
nected with Ltugdcn or the killing of
Crooks and Jorrv, but remarked when
he heard of the affair, "Well, it
is a good thing they were killed."
He was sleeping in the Jackson Hcusa when
the mill approached, and having heard the
shooting dressed and went down stairs to the
street. Immediately a liata was thrown
about his neck, the other end fastened to the
pommel of a saddle, and the rider dashed
away to Crooked river bridge, drawing Har-
rison, who was undoubtedly dead before the
biiJge was reached.
