An nnusual spectacls vresented itself to
such ear)y risers as happened to be in the
neighborhaod of the Postoffize yesterday
morning. Usualiy the every-day appearance
of our letter carriers attracts no mors than a
passicg notics, Yesterday, however, they
could be seen emerging from the portals of
our notle Postoffice laden liks an army of
mules with banners. To say that each of
them carried & ton of mail matter is not ex.
aggerating.

‘The amezed citizens whose good fortune it
was to witness this novel sight pondered
much over the meaniog of it, Many were
the questions that were asked on all sides,
bat none present possessed the much-songht-
for informeation, Our ** Courier ous” report-
er, who, of course, was present, was stariled
by bearing a gruff voice exclaim, °‘They are
moving the Postoflice.,” This at once started
a series of questions amomg the bystanders.
The mail-carriers seemed $00 busy to answer,
and our reporter made it a point to seek the
ear of one of those individuals with whom he
is on friendly terms, It wasuseless, the hurry
on the part of the Government official was
too great, The scribe followed him on his
route, Lowever, and- seeing an opening after
some time, he carefully approached Uncle
Sam’s servant and interrogated him thus:

*“ What's np this morning at headquarters ?
Uncle Sammy about to move ¥’

The overburdened L. C,, vainly endeavo:-
ing to extricate himself from the chousands
of packages in which he himself was envel-
oped, and produciog a large bandacna hand-
kerchief, replied with an oath :

“What'sup? The d—-1is to play ; that
is what’s up. Our Postoffice is blockaded,
our letter-carriers turned to pack-mules, and
our distributing department presents an ap-
pearance somewhat similar to Vicksburg after
the siege. Why, sir, there is enough matter
in the offiee to keep our carriers at hard work
for a week. But I cannot talk to you any
more, for if I donot hurry, I cannot finish my
ronte by 12 o’clock to-night,”

With these words on his lips, he darted
into the first dwelling, and rang the bell with
such emphaeis as to bring ** Bridget” to the
door in the twinkling of an eye., There was
uo letter fer this house, but the L. C. de-
posited in the hands of the smiling domestic
a curious-shaped envelope bearing the address
of her master. With a bound he jumped
aver the iron railing of the adjoining house,
and here he delivered two psckages, thus
killing two birds with one stone. And so he
moved from house to house, oftentimes to the
sad disappcintment of those who are always
watching for the mail carrier, to whom, how-
ever, he brought oniy the same mysterious
packages, and this to the astonishinent of
many who had never received a missive in
their whole lives, At last the 1., C, reached
cur reporter’s boardinz houss, where various
windows were occupied by sweet faces—and
others, we must confess, by f2ces not so swee$
—but all were awaiting -the arrival of the
worring mail,

The L. C. drew a sigh of relief as he ce-
posited a large bundle, which greatly light-
ened his burden and almost fi'lled the dcorway.
Every boarder was the fortunate recipient of
one of the mystericus packages which came
aneapectedly. Of course our reporter also
recelvea bis package, and for once in his life
was surprised,
1f it had been St, Valentine’s day he mig't
have laid the flattering unction to his soul
that some fair dameel whom, by his beguiling
pen or winning ways, he had gmitten, sought
to gain a place in his affectiors through a
mail-bag, But he knew that yet two moons
would wax and wane ere St. Valentire sought
each simpering swain. He soon learned,
however, that it was a ‘‘saintly message.”
But such a messtge! One that would not
permit him to let any day in the year pass by
unnoticed. In fact the neatly-addressed and
business-like package contained St. Jacobs
Almabac for the year 1882,

It is unnecessary to state here who St
Jacob is ; he is already well and favorably
wwn, and as to the mission of the book,
suffice it to say that our reporter en cpening
it and delving into its contents soon lost con-
gciousness of his duties, Ugcder the saintly
spell cast over him by the crigp, pointed and
entranciog contents of this higrly-prized and
saintly missive mioutes took wings, Defore
he was aware the brazen topgue of the City
Hoall clock announced the hour of twelve.
