E.K. Alsipcalled to order and nominated
John McNeill as Chairman, and he was
elected.

J. F.Sheelnn nominated E. K. Alsip as
!Secretary, and ha was elected,

The Chair said the general purposes of the
meeting were well understood. It might
have special purposes. If so, he was una-
ware of them. Ha called on some signer of
the callto explain.

John H.Carroll said ha was a signer. The
object of the callers was to secure a per-
manent organization of taxpayers to
gather reliable information regarding the
state of city financial matters, as a
basis for intelligent judgment and
action by the people. Meetings hell on

j the eubject heretofore, for want of system, had
been ineffective. The people were not well
informed OS to the true state of the financial
condition of the city. He thought there
should be a permanent organization, with a
President, Vice-President, Secretary and
Treasurer, and an Executive Committee of
fifteen or twenty, to gather facts and so place
them that any citizen can have positive and
undisputed information, and not be kept in
hot water by statements and counter state-
ments by the papers and the partisans of this
or that policy.

Mr. AUp said he understood the ol act to
be as stated by the lust speaker.

Mr.Carroll slid the object was not only to
investigate, but by permanent organization
unite taxpayers on some system, to have rec-
ords kapr, to do all that good judgment shall
determine for the interest of the city. He
moved to go into an election of officers as the
first stop, and he hoped the organization thus
begun wouldresult in a large membership.
The motion prevailed.

John McNeill was elected President ;
John H. Carroll, Vice-President ; A. K.
Alsip, Secretary, and C. H. Cummings,
Treasurer.

Mr.Carroll moved that the Executive Com-
mittee consist of the elected officers and
twelve members, and that three persons be
named to nominate the twelve.

Mr.Luce thought there thouldbe thirtean
—

an odd number.
Mr.Carroll amended his motion to make it

thirteen. Carried.,The Chair named Jas. McClatchy, Frank
Miller and L.L.Lewis as a nominating com-
mittee. That committee retired, and return-
ing, reported these names, saying that as to
three names the committee was divided, as to
all others unanimous, but a majority decided
as to the three last : Fred. Cox, Jos. Stif-
fens, A. Heilbron, W. P. Coleman, P. Hers
zig, T.M.Lindle G. L. Simmons, L. Will-
iams, S. Lavenson, A. Gallatin, Frank
Miller,Jap. McClatchy, L. L. Lewis. The
report was adopted.

Frank Millerasked what were the duties
tbe committee.

The Chair said they were yet to be defined.
Mr. Miller said the Secretary had some

rules ready prepared. He'd like to hear them
read.

Mr.Carroll thought it would be satisfac-
tory to have the Executive Committee get up
a code of rules as to membership, by-laws,
etc., and have them left at a public place for
signature. He strongly urged that system
be the rule, and that all things be done in
business-like order.-

Mr. Weisel wanted to knowif the member-
ship was to be limited ?

Mr.Carroll said ha had not suggested any
.limitation, only the adoption of some system.

Mr. Weisal said soma had come in late and
didn't understand the objects of the meeting.

The Chair asked Mr.Carroll to repeat his
remarks.

Mr.Carroll didso, adding that he doubted
ifany three men present understood the true
state of the city financial question.

James McGuire—No, and not threa men

J. F. Sheehan thought membership was
the first thing necessary to proceed with or-
ganization. He hoped the list for signers
wouldbe at once opened, and the matter de-
cided whether the membership should be
general or limited to taxpayers.

Carroll

Sheehan— There are those here willing to
sign perhaps who may not be able to attend
again.

Alsip Lat the committee report by-laws
first and then secure signatures.

S. To discourage all practices which may teal to
lower the standard of California wheat inthe mar-
kets of the world, aud to endeavor to enhance the
value of our wheat and to increase the productive-
ness i.i our land. .

4. To provide a method to enaVle the grain-grow-
ers of the State toact withpromptness amiefficiency
in any emergency when their interests are threat-
ened.

Such an Association has been formed and legally
incorporated under the laws of this State. Being an
Association merely for the mutual protection oi its
members, ithas no capital stock, and its principal
object willbe to aid its members to receive for their
preset a price more nearly approximating its value
in tW great markets of the world than has been the
price heretofore fixed by the combinations cf specu-
lators and shippers who have so long controlled the
wheat market of California.

Inorder to make the Association a complete suc-

cess it is desirable to have the co-operation ofall the
leading grain growers of the State, and consequently
at a meeting of the Association held in San Fran-
cisco, Holiday, October 10, 1881, it was decided to
appoint a committee in each of the wheat-producing
counties of the State tosolicit persons in the busi-
ness of grain growing to become members of the
Association.
