The Peruvian Scandal—Shipherd on the
Stand.

WasHINGTON, March 21st.—J. R. Ship-
herd, bsfore the House Foreign Committee
to-day, asserted that his sickness was bona
fide, and asserted that he was a truthful man.
Tre Chairmaa assured him that the commit-
tee believed that he had not been trifling.
Dsing asked for the missing letters of May
21st, 25th and the 313t, and June 4th, he
lookead through the files and anncu:ced that
there must be somne fatality, He could not
find the letter of May 21st, but the others
were found. 1t was decided to let him obtain
the missine ¢opy st scme future time.

Shipherd stated that the letter of May
21st was addressed to the President, and, as
he had been informed by lctter from his
Secretary, J. Stanley Brown, was referred to
the State Department.

The letter of May 25th was then read. It
was as follows :

. May 25, 1881.

Sir: On the 21st instant I transmitted to the
President duplicates of the present inclosures, which
I presume have b:en, or will be, referred to your
Department. I iiclose those for Minister Hurlbut,
to bé handed him in your discretion and st the
proper time. The copies to the President were ac-
companied with a letter explaining I shall be glad
to be summoned to Washington in due course be-
fore Genera: Hurlbut's and General Kilpatrick’s in-
structions are prepared. Very respecifully,

J. R SHIPHERD.

To Hon. JAs. G. BLAINE, Secrctary of State.

Shigherd was here asked ia regard to the
incicsuie alluded to in the letter, and stated
that-be bad not made copies of thzinclesures,
as the originzls were in the State D:partment.
He believed the majority, if tot all of them,
were in print. The principal inclosure spoken
of was the prospecius of the Peruvian Com-
pany.

The other inclosures were then identified
by Shipherd as they appeared in the printed
volume of correspondence.

The lotter of May 315t was then read, Ii
was od iressed to the President, and alluded
to the inclosures, which were also found in
the printed correspondence, and were identi-
fisad by Stipherd.

The letter ¢f June 4th was addressed to
the President and simply called his attention
to the inclosure, which was the four‘eenth
page of the letter to Minister Hurlbut before
he left for Peru.

Shipherd’s letter to Hurlbut, in which he
acked zn interview, wzs then read, and Ship-
Lerd stated that on the morniog of May 28:h
he reczived a telegram from Hurlbur, the
tenor of which was: “I will be at the Fifth
Avecus Hotel Sueday aud Monday. State
where an interview with you can be had. S.
A. HurLBuT.”

Shiphera’s letter to Hurlbut, arrangirg for
an interview Mondzay, May 30th, was read.

Shipherd then stated that he met Hurlbut
abous 9 o’clock, as arranged, and after some
interchange of courtesies, Hurlbut began the
comversation with the abropt remark, ** But,
Mr. Shipherd, your figures are enormcus.”
“I replied,” said Shipherd, ** General, I'm
not responsibie for the figures or facts.”
Hulbut then stated to me that he had been
sent to me to tell me tha* the Pr :ident re-
garded my case as strong in law and
equity as it could poesibly be, but that
it was unfortunate that Peru should be
in such a deplorable condition, He
added that the prime conditicn on which
the President would consent to act woald be
that the claim should be put in such a shape
that it would not cause hardship upon Peru,
but should be amended, aud should epable
Peru to pay her indemnity and get out of her
trouble with Chile. If that could be done,
the Government would heartily indorse the
scheme. He further gaid, ** This claim must
not be pressed upon Peru in the Shylock
fashion.” 1 (Shipherd) replied, *‘ We expect
the United States to assist usin the affair,
which would commaud the approval of every
fair minded man.” 1 asked him if the
Secretary of State had given him
the papers he had alluded to, He
replied, ‘I know nothing of your scheme,
I am only tellig you what I have been in-
structed to do.” In speaking, he never used
the term Secretary of State, but always uscd
the somewhet vague term, ‘‘the Govern-

ment,” *““the President,” or
3 3,” Ha desired as full an account in

Shipherd then made 8 statement that he
erd) never imagiced that it wou!d b2
necessary to buy aby man, and never in
tended to do so.

Postmast:rs, Marshals, Dis-
trict Attorneys of the United States, Clerks of
Courts inferior to the Supreme Court, and all such
other civil offi.ers of the United States exercising
executive or ministerial powers within the several
States or Territories and Districts, composed of the
whole or part of any State or Territory as Congress
may designate, shali ba elected by the people of the
several districts, and the electors of each district
shall have the gualifications of the electors of the
mest numerous branch of the Legislature of the
State and Territory in which such district is estab-
lished.

Sec. 2. Congress shall have power to provide for
the establishment of districts in the several States
or Territories in which such elections shall be held,
for the suspension or removal of such officers, for
filling temporarily all vacancies which may happen,
for filling the offices until an election can be held,
and to enforce this article by apprepriate legislation.

Sec. 3. The time, places and manner of holding
such elections under thisarticle shall be prescrihed
in each State by the Legislature thereof, but Con-
gress may at any time, by law, alter such regulation.

They are all safe upon the gin-
house ; but there’s lots of poor people abeve
that will starve to death ucless help gets to
them.” Itis a matter of pride with the large
planters to get along independently, and at
the same time to take cars of their peopls, as
they term the negro tenauts. Some of them
have to ask for a little help, but only t> tide
them over until they can get supplies from
Vizksburg. Another planter, George W.
Starr refused to take anything in the way of
supplies, but begged for a newspaper, saying
gs would r‘ler have a papar than a barrel of

Bat Guano Caves in Texas.

New York, March 21st,—M. Frewer, of
this city, gave a reporter to-day some in-
formation ahout immense cave deposits of bat
gano in Uvalde county, Texas, just made
accessible by recant railroad extensions.
Thera are several caves, inhabited by bats of
different species. The entrance of the
smaller of two large caves is aboat fifty feet
ia hight and twenty-five feet wide, on the
sids of a low hill. The bats begia coming
out of this entrance every afternoon about
4:30, and pour forth liks a thick black cloud
until after 10 o’clock at night. They go to
the vast marshes, where they obtain food and
return to the caves in the morning. An
analysiz made shows thac tha deposits cantain
over 11 per cenf. of ammonia, and beside
bear phosphates of value in considerable
quantities, The analysis compares very
favorably with avy Peruvian guano now in
the market., Unul recently a man named
Ney owned the Jargest cave, and wanted £12,-
000 for the property. He said that the quan-
tity of guano in that one cave was so enor-
mous that he would lease it to a company to
work, withoun$ limiting the quantity of guano
to ba removed annually, for $3 000 a year.
He was sati-fied that the deposits could not
ba worked out in a hundred years, The work
of getting out the guano has only just begua,
The first shipment was made from Cibolo
csve a few days ago. On the analysis made,
this bat gnano will be worth from $50 ¢0 $60
per ton, The Uvalde caves have not yet been
touched. Large gangs of men will be at

| work in them very soon,

The Trial of Crow Dog.

There had been ill feeling between Crow Dog
and deceased for some time, and when Spotted
Tail approached, the expression on his face
and his hostile] manner generally convinced
Orow Doz that the trouble was sought, The

Frightful Rallroad Accident,

Bismarck (D. T.), March 21st.—News
reached here at 11 ¢’clock to-night of a ter-
rible wreck at Sweetbriar, about forty miles
west of bere, on the Northern Pacific. - An
engine came here from Mandan for physicians
and a-sistancs to attend the suiferers in the
wreck, The wires are down between Bis-
marck atd Mandan, but it was stated by the
epgineer from Mandan that Black Jack’s
work-train, bound west, went through a
bridge, and a passenger train, but little be-
hind, followed. Thirty persons are reported
killed, and many more injured. All the
phyesiciaus to be found in this city have junat
started on a special engine for the wreck.
Full particulars at this writing are impossible.

WasHINGTON, March 21st.—Senator Frye
to-day introduced a bill to build a railroad
between New York and Washingteon, the
work to begin soon, which shall carry mails
between the cities in 6} hours ; rates of fare
not to exceed $5 ; the road to be first-class in
every respect.

Cutting of Passepger Rates.

Kaxssas City (Mo.), March 21st.—Passen-
ger rates from Missouri points were demoral-
ized yesterday. Tickets are selling to New
York for 816 to $18 —a direct cut of $10 to
812. The fare to Chicago went as low as $2,
and 85 was the general rate, except at the
Chicago and Union office, which, under or-
ders, maintained the rate at $7. The Wabash
and Rock Island roads led the cutting. The
existence of 200 of the Wabash cheap-fare
unlimited tickets in the hands of a scalper is
the cause of the difficulty.
