It was stated that
he had goue on a trip to Elko and other
places in the State of Nevada on business for
the firra, 1t was expected that he would re-
turn in about two weeks, At the end of that
period, however, ke did not appear, and no
commurications were in the meantime re-
ceived from him byeither the bu:iness house or
his family. Itwas then that there appeared to
be any mystery cocnected with his absence,
Anxiety gave place to alarm as the weeks
went hy, and still no word was received from
the missing merchant.
