New Yok, March 23d.—Postmaster-Gen-
eral Howe was interviewed this morning re-
garding the proposed redaction of time in
sending mails to and from New York and
San Francizco snd other western points, “‘I
have a hope,” said Howe, ‘‘if Congress
makes the appropriations proposed by the
Sanate for special facilities for the transporta-
tion of mails on the trunk lines, that we may
arrange a schedule which will send the mail
from New York to the West or San Fran-
cizco and get a return in three days lees than
it takes now. It takes thirteen days at pre:-
ent to do this. Now the mails are carried on
all the railway trains, and go when the pas-
sengers go, This subjects the mails to slow
time and frequent delays. The mail for the
West now lies in Chicago about four hours,
and in Omaha and Kansas City three hours
more. The railroad companies themselves
will have te be consulted as to the method f
overcoming these delays. Whether it shall
be done by chartering one fast train between
New York and Denver, overtaking the Union
Pacific train twenty-four hours ahead of the
present time, or whether it shall be done by
expediting all trains between here and the
Pucifie coast, are questions to be answered by
the railroad companies themselves. The
public ought to have the service, and the De-
partment wants to supply it.”

United States Senate.

WasnINGTON, March 231.—In the Senate
the President pro tem. submitted a petition
of the Good Templars of Iilinois for an
amendment to the Corstituticn, to prohibit
the manufacture and sale of alecholic bever-
ages throuzhcut the national domain,

A bill was introduced for the formation and
admission into the Union of the Sta‘e of
Washington,

Morgan called up his concurrent resoln-
tion declaring for a reciprocity treaty with
Mexico,

Sherman said there was opposition on both
sides of the chamber to all reciprocity treat-
ies, and moved a reference of the resolu-
tion to the Commiitee on Foreign Relations,
Adopted.

The Anti-Chinese Triumph-—-The Question
of a Veto.

WasHINGTON, March 231 —The long and
difticult struggle for the attairment of ef-
fective legislation to restrict Chinese immi-
gration was brought to a triumphant conclu-
gion this afternoon, for in view of the over-
whelming mrjority by which the bill was
passed by the House of Representatives,
superadded to the practically two-thirda vote
by which it passed the Senate, there is no
longer any talk about a veto, and even if the
President were capable of ontertaining such
ac idea, the bill would unquestionably be
passed over his veto.

Anti-Polygamy Bill Appreved by the
President.

WasHINGTON, March 231.—The President
has approved tte anti-polygamy bil.

The Peruvian Company Ianvestigation—
Shipherd 81111 on the Stand.

WasgINGTON, March 23d.—The examina-
tion of Shipherd was resuwed this morning.
He stated that he would waive the techuical
objection he hed raised, acd would state that
the Senator to whom he alluded was Blair of
Naw Hampshire. He further stated that
with one exception there was no other Sena-
tor or member of Congress who had been in
any way iaterested as counsel or been ap-
proached with views of securing his services.
‘I'his gentleman, Shipherd said, was asked to
act as counsel, and declined on the ground
that he might be called upon, as a member of
Congress, to psss upon the claims of the
Peruvian Compavy, With this exception
and that of the Senator named, there was no
uther instance of any efforts to secure the
gervices of a member of either house of Con-
gress.

Blcunt inguired, ““ What were your reasons
for employing Senator Blair as couns=1? Was
it on account of his relations with the Sacre-
tary of State, or simply in his capacity as an
at'orney ?’

Witness replied that he would like to re-
gerve hi« answer until the ¢ mmittee should
have decided whether this matter should be
gone into at the present time,

Blouut then asked what was the induce-
me:t which impalled him to seek the services
of the mem! er of Congress who had declined ;
whether it was on sccount of his supposed
ivfluer ce wi'h the Executive, or for the pur.

The witness declined to give the second
Congressman’s name a$ present, ond also de-
murred to stating the details of any purely
personal transactions,

Some discussion on ths part of the commit-
tee ensued as to whether they should purzus
this branch of inquiry at present.

The Chairman stated that Shipherd desired
to be excused from further examination this
morning on account of his health, ard per-
haps it wonld be better to pass on this request
before proceeding with further examination.
The question was, therefore, waived for the
present,

Witness produced a copy of his (witness’)
letter to the President of May 21st, and ex-
pleined that it had been sent to him by his
son, who had been requested to make a copy
from his ietter-book, and that he (Shipherd)
after critical examirnation, was prepared to
say that it was a correct copy. The letter
was read by the clerk. It was quite long,
and rehearsed in detail the claims and plans
of the Pernvian Company. The letter re-
ferred to inclosures naming the prospectus of
the corrpany, the draft of the agreement with
Peru, and the claim of title of the Peruviaa
Company, and stated that it was deemed best
to lay the whole matter before the President,
and to avail themselves of such suggestions
as he (the President) may deem proper fo
be made in @ premi-cs It stated that
no difficnlty was anticipated in the rettie-
ment of dfferences without asking further
Government 2id than that already indicated.
It spoke ¢f the magnitude of the interests
involved and the estimated value of the guano
at a thousand million dollars, and it indicated
thet it was expected General Grant would
be President of the company, and that its
Board of Directors would include gentlemen
equally well known and prominent capitalists.

At the conclusion of this reading Shipherd
said he bad been engaged in a lively flirtation
with neuralgia, which had deprived him of
rest and unfitted bim for fatigune, Ha would
therefore crave the indulgence of ths com-
mittee, and asked to be excused for the day.

Blaine and the Chile-Peruvian Quéestion.

WasHINGTON, March 23].—The Post will
print to-morrow morping an interview with
ex-Secretary Blaine on the latezt phase of the
Chile-Peruvian question, in which he re-
iterates his former published views, and says
the general result is precisely what he pre-
dicted when Treecott’s instructiors were re-
voked., Upon being asked what be meant by
‘‘general result,” he answered, ‘' I mean, as
I said in January, that Peru is to be deso-
lated and destroyed, and that the profits of
the spcilation will be divided between Chile
and the Inglish bondholders and speculators
who furnished her money and guns aed the
ironclads that destroyed Peru. It is stated
in a Chilean pewspaper that the Treasury
Department of Chile has issued a decree ask-
ing for bids for 1,€00,000 tons of gnane, to bs
extracted from the guano beds of Peiu now
in possession of Chile, Ivery cargo must be
paid for, so the advertisement runs, in good
sterling exchange— Eaglish money, mark yeu
—at vinety days after sight.  Ouze-half goes
to Chile and one-balf to the English bond-
holders, and Chile binds herself to deposit 50
per cent, of the proceeds of the gnano in the
Bank of England.”

The Axctic Explorers— Plan of Search for
the Missing Men.

WasHINGTON, March 234 —Secretary Hunt

his afteraoon received the followisg :
YARUTSK, January 10, 1882,

Hon. Secretary of the Navy, Washinzton, D. C.—
Sir: I have the houor to submnt the following plan
for the search for the missing peonle of both boats ;
also a schedule of provisions, lists of outfits and
other articles necessary for eix months, if congelled
to remain at the Lena delta for the river to freeze
over before being able to return to Yakutsk, the
supplies being duplicated bv the Russian authorities
at Yakutsk. It may be well to state at this time
that all the supplies used at Belun or the Lena delta
are carried on pick-horses or deer sledges for a dis-
tance of 200 versts, and this mode of travel from
Belun to Yakutsk is the only practical one m the
winter time. Therefore it may be possible that we
may be obliged to remain at or near Belun until
November, 1882, The search will be carried on by
three parties, as follows : 1 propose to establish a
depot at Belun for all supplies, with my center of
operations at Two Crosses, near Moant Jsi. One
party is to go as far north as Sisteranke
and bazk to Two Croseses ; one
party to wsrk south hslf way to Bulcour,
one party to work from Balcour north to Two
Crosses. These three parties should be able to
search the whole of the country between Sisteranke
and Bulcour, and twenty days after le.ving the
depr t, this being completed, the depot will be woved
to Catheonelie, between Sisteranke and Qvina. One
party is to follow the southern and western branches
of the Lrua as far ag the river Alauck, the second
party to follow the northwestern branch of the Lena
and work up towards Upper Belun, the third party
to work from Upper Be un, on the northwest coast,
southwest to meet the second party. This will com-
plete the search for Lieutenants DeLong and Chipp
as far west as Inner Alanck. This being com-
pleted, 1 will establish a depot at Perovinana—
No. 6. Two parties are to start from Perovinana,

The Star Route Prosecutions,

WasHINGTON, March 23d.—The cases of
the United States against Thomas J. Bredy,
ex-Senator S. W, Dorzey, H. M, Vail and
others, defandants in the star route cases,
were called in the Criminal Court this morn-
ing. None of the defendants were in Court.
Coutssel for the defense said they were not
prepared to plead. Colonel Bliss said the
Government had waited long enough. He
understood that one of the principal defend-
ants had shown his appreciation of the im-
portance of the charges agaiost him by leav-
ing this city for New Mexico. He stated
that Stephen W. Dorsey had not been placed
under bonds, and asked the Court to compel
his attendance. Colonel Iugersoll said there
was no need of such proceedings, There was
pothing in the charges to cause Dorsey’s flight.
He is no more afraid of them thap is hucger
of mince pie.

MEN OF THE HOUR.

JACOB

PROJECTOR OF “ PERUVIAN

THE NOTORIOUS
COMPANY,”

Jacos R. SuieuERD was born in central New
York, and is now about forty-five years of age. He
found his chief educational advar es at Oberlin
Col'ege, Obio, and being an as us student,
graduated with high honors. His strorz religious
nature inclined him to seleet the Church as his life-
calling, and he took a tho ough course at the
Divinity School connected with the college. He
soon began to preach, and, having a fervid and
popular manner, his progress was s» rapid that he
was called to the pulpit of Piymouth Coagregational
Church in Chicago—an important and leading factor
in the Congregationalism of the West. [Ilere he
remained for some vears, and gave high satisfaction
both as preacher and pastor. In those early days he
devised the plan of paying church debte, since made
so popular, and by his own efforts and earnestness
collected money to relieve more than one struggling
congregatior of its burden. During the war, Rev.
Mr. Shipherd, true to his Oberlin education, felt the
liveliest interest in the condition of the freedmen,
and deeming the Freemen's Aid Society under the
auspices of the Government inadcqusate to the needs
of the newly enf anchised, he took active measures
for the harmonizing of other interests, and was
chosen President of the resulting organization
known as the * Freedmen's Union Aid Commis
sien.” The association was very effective in pro
moting the objects for which it was brought into
being, and when the freedmen were finally thrown
wholly upon their self-reliance, Mr. Shipherd re-
tired with expressions of gratitude and covgratula-
tion on the part of his associat:s. Du.ing these
active years, also, he resolved to establish an organ
of Congregation«<lism in Chicago, and interested a
sufficient numter of people in the project to fuund
the Advance, a paper which is now too well known
to nesd further reference.

In 1869 bhe resigned his pastorate and opened a
real estate and loan office in Chicago, with General
Sweet as partner. General Sweet soon after left the
firm to accept the office of Pension Agent. Mr.
Shipherd’s business throve, good Eastern relations
were secured, and the next year he established a
bank. He was made Trustee of the Riverside Com-
pany, one of the great suburbsn enterprises of Chi-
cago, and he laid out and founded the town of Elm-
hurst. A branch New York house was now estab-
lished, and, meantime, to keep pace with the
prosperity of the bank, other branches, in Boston,
and in Frankfort, Germany. In the fall of 1872 Mr.
Shipherd secured control of the South Side Railroad
of Long lsland, and conceived the scheme (which
others, in succeeding better times, accomplisbed) of
consolidating the Long Island roads under one man-
agement—his own. Suddenly came the great panic
of 1873, and Mr. Shipherd’s numerous projects were
engulfed. He worked for several years to extricate
himself from the entanglement, and at last, it is
8aid, paid the last cent of bis obligatious. In 1877
he entered the Law School of the University of New
York, and ti e next year wae admitted to the bar.
He established his office at No. 10 Spruce street,
where he has remained ever since.

He is now best known as President of the Peru-
vian Company, which is ssid to own the Cochet and
Landreau claims against the bankrupt republic of
Peru, aggregating the stupendous sum of nine hun.
dred millions of doliars.
