As the rescuers were rais-
ing Parrott from the mouth of
the shaft, Charles Currelly stepped upon
a timber on the edge of the ehatt to assist,
when the ground again caved, and Currelly
was shot down the hole from which Parrott
bad just been taken. The rescuers again de-
scended, and found Currelly dead, with his
head badly mashed and both ankles broken.
Young Parrott is seriously bruised, but has
a good chance of recoveiy. His escape is
based on the fact that a large bedy of earth
caved under him, snd d sending in advance
broke his fall. Currelly's bidy has been
tak"n in charge by the Odd _ellows, to be
buried to-morrow. He was a native of
Canada West, and President of the Miners'
Union of this plac?, which office he was fill-
ing for a second term at the time of his tak-
ingoff. His death ciuse3 a sad gloom over
the entire community,
