Following is a
condensed account from this evening's Epi-
taph of a desperate fight whichtook place
this morning eight miles from this city, in
which one man was instantly killedand two
mortally wounded :Last evening word was re-
ceived that two notorious characters, for
whom warrants were lyinginthe Sheriff's of-
fice, named Billy Grounds, alias "Billy,the
Kid," and Bewing Hunt, woolJ be within
eight or ten miles of town during the night.
Upon receipt of this information Deputy
Sheriff Breckenridge organized a posse to
.-'art at 2 o'clock, so as to be en the ground at
an early hour in tha morning in order to
make the arrests. By 9 o'clock Breckenridge
had a posse, consisting of Jack Yeung, K.H.
Allenand John A.Gillespie,

. ' READY FOR ACTION,

And at the appointed hour started on their
mission. About 3:30 A.m. a messenger ar-

rived in town, and reported to Chief of Police
Nagle that a fight had taken place at Chan-
dler's ranch, and that one man was dead and
several wounded. About 7 o'clock another
messenger arrived witha note, which read as
follows:* . , _. f

Send Coroner out toJack Chandler's ranch.
One of our men dead. BillyGrounds is dy-
ing, and Hunt also. Jack Young is shot
through the thi_h. Igot creased in the neck.

\u0084 Immediately the news spread through town
that Deputy Sheriff Brsckenridge had been
killed by cowboys whom he was cent out to
arrest. There was great excitement, which
was naturally intensified by the absence of
definite news of the encounter. There had
been warrants out forHunt for nearly a year,
but he had never been captured. The last
Grand Jury brought three cr four indict-
ments sgai-st him for cattle-stealing.

*'
The

Kid,"or Grounds, is also under indictment
forcattle-stealing, having been engaged in the
same thefts with Hunt. About half-past 11
the Chi. of Police returned to town, bring-
ing inYoung, whose wound admitted of his
being brought in without serious incon-
venience ;also bringing in the first

AUTHENTIC DETAILS OK THE AFFAIR.
Nsgle arrived at the ranch about 8 o'clock,

found Gillespie dead on the ground, Hunt
shot through the Lead, the wound being
supposed to be mortal, by a charge of buck-
shot received fullin the face and upper part
of the head. Life was slowly but surely
ebbing away. Young was wounded through
the front of the thigh. A'len had a slight
flesh wound on the right side of the neck.
Breckenridge escaped withno serious damage.

The Sheriffs party arrived at Chandler's
milk ranch just at daybreak. Itwas the in-
tention of the party to get as near the house
as possible without raising any alarm, then
wait untilbroad daylight before making an
attempt t.i arrest the parlies. They were
frustrated in this by the barking of dogs.
Therefore, after their approach was thus
heralded, they determined to proceed to busi-
ness at once ;so they rode boldly up to the
rear of the house, where they dismounted.
One] of the party rapped at the door,
and when the summons was answered,
asked who was in the house. The
answer came, "Those who belong
here." They asked the man to get up and
get them some breakfast, when they were
told to go tothe other house a small build-
ing about 100 yards below. Thinking that
possibly the parties they wanted might be at
the other house, Young and another started
down. When part of the way there, upon
1lolling around, they found that the entire
party were on the way. Itwas decided that
the upper house ought to ha watched, so
Breckenridge and Gillespie returned. About
this time the door was opened, and a man
named Lewis, a teamster, who was stopping
overnight there, walked out:, and was imme-
diately followed by Hunt, who commenced
firing. Young is of the opinion that as many
as two or three shots were fired before Gilles-
pie was killed, but this is not certain, for as
soon as the battle opened the entire attention
of all concerned was too closely turned to
self-defense to note consecutively howmatters
didhappen. Of one thing they are certain,
however, that itwas Hunt who shot Gillespie
through the left temple, when he

TELL DEAD IS HIS TRACK,

He fired at Allen, the ball passing through
his coat on the top of the right shoulder,
causing a slight crease on the side of his
neck. Allen then blazed away and shot
Hunt through (he breast, the ball coming out
of his back. Hunt must have fired several
shots at Breckenridge, who had to take
refuge behind a large oak tree almost direct-
ly opposite the door. Several bullet-holes
were found in the tree after the battle was
over. In the meantime, and a few seconds
after Hunt opened the battle. Grounds came
out, and 8.-eckemidge bh_3d away at him
with his shotjud,and put a full charge of
buckshot into his head, which laid him out.
When Young returned from going toward
the lower house, he started to go around the
house, thinking there might be a door or
window through which the cowboys might
escape when the firing commenced. One of
the shots, it is supposed from Allen's gun,
passed through the house, going through two
board partitions and side of the bouse, strik-
ing him as above described. John Gillespie,
who was acting as special deputy, was a
miner, and is highly spoken of by all who
knew him, and his taking off in this manner
is a deplorable event. That the whole posse
did their duty, unflinchingly and bravely, is
evidenced by the narrative of the events that
occurred, and they are deserving the com-
mendation of all law-abiding citizens.

THE CITRUS FAIR.
,Correspondence of the Rki-crd-I J

San Diego, March 22, ISS2.
The second annual citrus fair, under the

auspices ofNational Grange. P. of H., was
held at Natienal City, on the loth and
lfithinsts., and notwithstanding the late
storm, which prevented many of the distant
i>uit-growers from getting there, the
dismay was said to be better than that
of a year ago, and finer than the most
sanguine expected ;for, likeallother parts
of the Sta_ 1. this section has experienced a
very cold »inter, which directly affects
this class of pioducts. For more than

A lir_;"KFl> YEARS

Citrus fruits have been grown in San
Diego county, but it has not been until
within the past dczsn yea..* that they have
been reallycultivated. Within that short
period, however, it has been /Successfully
demonstrated that there is scarce.'v a limit
to their production, either in quauwty or
quality, and the vast "back country,"
which was supposed to be fitted only /or
the growth of sagebrush and the cactus, has
developed into the finest of fruitlands, the
product of whichrivals that of any country.

Ths recent fair brought these products,
grown, as they were, inall kinds of loca-
tions, from close to the seashore back to
the sheltered nooks of the foothills, prom-
inently into notice, and the Eastern visit-
ors were astonished at the possibilities of
the near future in this direction. The
building used for the display was email,
but well arranged, and all the space util-
ized. There were six tables across thehall, wide enough to set six large plates,
and about twenty feet long, leaving space
between and at either end for the visitors.
These tables were all filled, the fruitbeing
builtup inpyramids as high as they could
be made to stand, while over each table
and all around the hall were suspended
clusters of oranges and lemons, containing
from half a dozen to twenty-five or thirty___,

AMONG THE EXHIBITORS
Probably twelve or fifteen had from si.*, to
fifteen varieties of oranges, while perhaps
three times as many exhibited from one to
six varieties, and in nearly every instance
ea:h variety was represented by a number
of exhibits. There were also a few exhibits
from Riverside. Prfraiums were offered
for the best Navel, Mediterranean Sweet,
Malta Blood and St. Michaels, and these
were well represented, together with the
following-named varieties: Burgamot,,Mandarin, Ashen's Best, Wolfskill's Best,
Swan's Late, Phipp's Early, Pnipu'a Non-
pareil, Pacific Rural, Cincinnati, Wilson's
Best, Texas Pacific, Cleveland, Konah,
Nelson's Queen and Louisiana, while there
were twenty or more different vaiieties of
seedlings. The finest display was made by
J. S. Harvey, who, although he had but
seven kinds, had them represented by all
large and choice fruit. His exhibit con-
sisted of a pyramid of fifty-six large Navel
oranges, surrounded by thirty fourplates of
other varieties. His orchard was planted
only about six years ago, and is nearly all
budded, choice kinds.

THK DISPLAY OK LEMONS

Was not nearly so large as that of oranges,
and mostly of the common variety. There
were, however, two notable exceptions

—
Swau's

"Olivia," which was exhibited at
the State Fair two years ago, and Higgins'"_____ Brae," either of which are equal
to the best imported Sicily. They are
both chance productions, the former being
about the size of an ordinary Sicily, while
the latter is much larger, with a skin al-
most as thinas paper. When first discov-
ered itwas budded intoorange stock, which
has greatly improved its quality. When-
ever these two varieties shall have been
sufficiently propagated to supply the de-
mand the importation of lemons must
cease, for while they are in all respects
equal, they can be grown at a profit for
two-thirds the cost of imported lemons.
The display of limes was very meager, and
the quality nothing extra. There was a
fair display of apples, but the season was
so late that most of them had become
"mealy." They made a tine appearance,
however. There was a fine display of
canned fruits, consisting of peaches, pears,
apiicots, quinces, figs, grapes, plums, ol-
ives, piokled peaches, pickled limes, guava
and other varieties of jellies. Allcf these
fruits were large and attractive, the apri-
cots in particular, for two of them filled a
five-inch jar.

THK DISPLAY OF RAISINS

Must not be forgotten, as it is claimed by
some that grape-growing is to be the lead-
ingindustry. So .anguine of this was one
gentleman that he took out orange trees

which cost him 87,000 and put grapes in

their place. One thing is certain, no
better raisins Lave ever been exhibited
than those at this fair. Besides the above
specified fruits there were bearing olive
and citron trees, loquats, guavas, bananas,
almonds, Zinte currants and figs dried,
vegetables, (and very fine, too), wine and
vinegar, all products of this county.
Premiums, ranging from :two dollars to
fifteen dollars, and aggregating over a
hundred dollars, were paid. The premium
for the best budded orange was awarded
to the Washington Navel, exhibited by F.
W. Cover, of Riverside. This was grown
from cuttings furnished by ex Commis-
sioner General La Due, who was present
at this fair, and took much pride in the
fact of having contributed, even indirectly,
something towards the display. Among
the decorations of the hall was a large
basket made of raw cotton which was
raised and prepared by Mrs. Kimball, of
National City. Altogether the display was
a credit to the energy and pers everance of
the few whoinaugurated it,and willprove
a benefit to the whole county .
