The Chinrse BIill-The Arctie Search—

{SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD UNION.]

WasnrINeToN, March 380th, — Secretary
Hunt has received a cable message from
Lieutenant Harber at Irkutsk, stating that
the owner of the steamer Lena wants a large
price for the vessel from June 27:h to Sep-
tember 17th, with a guarantes against loss,
Harber is negotiating tor another steamer,
and says: ‘‘If I do not take the steamer, I
will start an expedition to search the coast
from the mouth of the Jasa to the Lena
delta, and from Oleuk to the delta. When
the delta is closed, officers will search thor-
oughly with boats, bavieg a provision depot
near Stolberg Rock. Nonews from Melville.
Will take provisions for his party, and con-
tinue search. A stesmer is important for
thorough work.”

Seeretary Hunt sent a message to Harber
at Irkutek to charter another steamer on the
best terms he could make.

WasHINGTON, March 30th.—The following
cable dispatch from Lieutenant Danenhower,
dated Kraslajorsk, March 29th, has been re-
ceived here by his brother: ‘‘ Eyes better.
Will travel slowly.” .

The President and the Chinese Bill,

‘WaSHINGTON, March 30th,—The positive
statement made by a member of the Califor-
nia delegation yesterday and telegraphed in
last night’s dispatches, to the effect that the
Chinese bill was ce to receive Presiden-
tial approval, was based upon rome remarks
made te him by the President several days
ago, and not upon an interview yesterday
morning, as was understood to have been the
case, The rumors of an impending veto be-
came so prevalent and positive to-day that
Page and Senator Jones, ¢f Nevada, con-
cluded that they would see the President
on the subject again, and they accordingly
went to the White House this afternoon and
had a long talk with him, in the course of
which they urged upon his consideraticon all
the arguments in favor of his signing the bill
that could possibly be presented from every
point of view. Tbhey found, as they
expected, that an enormous pressure to have
a veto has been brought to bear upon him by
prominent Senators and Representatives and
several Cabivet officers opposed to the bill,
and by a multiplicity of outside influences,
coming from railroad and steamship compa-
nies, from Eastern commercial interests and
from religious and so called bumanitarian or-
ganizations all over the country. The Presi-
dent did not eay what he would do in the
matter, and it was evident that he had not
yet fully and finally made up his mind
whether he could approve of the twenty
years’ suspension. Page and Joner, while
dizsappoioted to find that the adverse argn.
ments had produced so powerful an impres-
sion upon him, came away, nevertheless, very
hopeful that he will sign the bill. They then
called on Secretaries Frelinghuysen and Lin-
coln, both of whom were non committal ; but
the conversation of thesa Cabinet officers
gave them no additional cause for apprehen-
siop, and on the whole they lock forward with
much confidence to the result of the final
Cabinet conference on the subjact to-morrow,
Senator Miller had a conversation with the
President yesterday, and tubsequently wrote
him a strong letter in regard to the propriety
and urgent advisability of approving the bill,
He also is confideut that it will be signed.
Arthur Showiug Strength ef Backbene.

WasHINGTON, March 30th,—To a Con-
gressman who persistently urged the appoint-
ment of a Poztmaster, the President to-day
said : *‘ Whatever may be your feelings in
this matter, and although the subjzct is of
great personal interest to you, you must re-
member thst I bhave the appoiatment in the
end to make, and the responsibility is with
me. I cannot conceds to members of Con-
gress the absolute right to dictate appoint.
ments in their districts, It is apparentiy the
ambition of every member of Corgress to be
Depaty Preeident in his region. I do not in-
tend to be dictated to in the future, I am
wi'ling to take the 1epresentations of members
of Congress as I would those of any other
reputable leading citizen, but 1 do not intend
to be guided arbitrarily by the demand of
members of Congress in making appoint-
ments,” The President also indicated that
hs was about to change his policy in
making appointments, and rely mors
upon his own judgment and that of
those in whom he had the greatest confi-
dence, regardless of general recommenda-
tiors. To other members of Congress who
have called within the last two or three
days to ask for appeintments in Depart-
ments the President has said: “I will not
consider any such applications, You must
go to the members of the Cabinet for this
sort of thing. You will fied the heads of
the Departments ready to listen to you. I
do not intend to interfere any more in any
of the lower appointments of the Govern-
ment.” The President is evidently intending
to rid himself of the enormous pressure of
office-seekers. Hia giving up the entire pa-
tronage of the Departments absolutely to the
Secretaries will relieve him in a great
measure,

The Burned Steamer.

CINCINNATI, March 30th,—The owners,
officers and crew of the Golden City reside
here., The owners are Captain J, D. Hegler,
Sterling C. McIntyre and M. F, MclIntyre.
She was valuzd at §46,000, and was insured
for $30,000 in Cincinnati companies, She
was built in 1876, and was one of the best
equipped steamers plying between Cicciu-
naci and New Orleans. The Government In-
spector says she was extraordinarily well
supplied with every modern appliauce calcu-
lated to avert the calamity which has befallen
her. She was 176} feet long, 40 feet beam,
and 6 feet 4 iuches depth of hold. She
measured 671 tons, but had a carrying ca-
pacity of 1,300 tons. The steamer left hers
March 12th, and reached New Orleans March
24th, Captain Hegler, upon hearing of the
disaster, immediately telegraphed to Captain
MclIntyre to spare no exp=nse to aid those in
distress or to recover the bodies of the lost,

TERRIBLE DISASTER.

Destruction of a Misslssippl River
Steamer by Fire—Rapid Spread of the
Flames-Yhirty-five Lives Lost—MHerolsan
ef an Engincer— Partial Gist of the Lot
and Saved—Statemenis of Survivors.

{SPSCIAL BY TELPGRAPH TO THE RECORD-UNION.}

MeMPHIS, March 30th,—The steamer Golden
City, of the Southern Transpertation Com-
pary, when approaching the wharf this more-
ing at half-pest 4 o'clock, was discovered to
be on fire by the secord engineer, Robert
Kelly, who immediately notified Captain
Parcell, the pilot on watch. The boat
was headed for thore, and four wminuies
afterwards she touched the wharf at the
foot of Beale street, where a coal flset
is mocred. A line was hastily thrown and
made fast to cne of the cosl barges, but the
current being swift, it soon parted, and the
burning steamer floated on down the river, »
mass of tlames, with many of the ngers
and crew aboard who weie unable to reach
the shore, and were lost.

The Golden City left New Orleans Satur
day, en route to Cincinnati. She carried a
crew of about 60, had about 40 cabin passen-
gers, 15 of whom were ladies and children,
The csrgo consisted of 300 tons, among whick
was o lot of jate, in whieh it is supposed the
fire originated.

THE LOST AND SAVED,

Among those known to have been lost are
Dr. Monahan and wife, Jackson, O.; Mus,
Crary, Cincinaati; Luella Crary,
Cincinnati; W, H, Sterne, wife aad
two  children ; Oliver Wood aad
wife, Henderson, Ky ; Mrs. Aona Smith,
Miseisgippi ; Miss Campbell; Mrs. Helen
Percival ; Mrs. L. E. Kounizo and three
children. The books being lost, it is impoesi-
ble to gather s ecomplete list. All of the
crew are safe except Second Engineer Kelly.
He gave the alarm and remained ot his post
until cut off by the flames, which spread like
lightning—eaerificing his life to save others.

Nearly all the cabin and deck erew of the
steamer eaved themselves,

Stowe’s circus was taken aboard at Vedalia,
L., and eix cages of animals and birds, to-
gether with the ticket and band wagons, tents
and horses, were lcet,

Marion Purcell was in the clerk’s office
when the alarm was first sounded, and
he rushed throngh the eabin, burstivg open
the staterocm doors and awakening the
passengers.  So rapidly did the flumes spread
that within five minutes after discovering the
tire, which broke out amidships, the afier
part of the steamer was ull ablaze, and those
that were saved had to flce in their night
clothes,

When the burning steamer touched the
wharf the fire commurnicated to the coal flost
and tug Oriole, which was also burned.

MEempHI8, March 30th,—As near as can be
ascertained, there were twenty-three ladies
aboard the steamer, but Lwo of whom, so far
as krown, #re saved.

J. H. Cronk, conneeted with Stowe’s eir-
cus, is missing, and is supposed to be lost.
John De Vouse, his wife and three children,
were saved, and are at the city hospital ; alse
Senor Blak. De Vouse is slightly burned on
the hands.

When the steamer floated off from the
wharf, about twenty pessengers and crew
jomped aboard a barge which floated down
stream, but they were rescued by a harbor
boat.

It is row estimated thas thirty-five lives
were lost,

Billy Hodge, pilot on ths Dean Adams,
saved the cook, who jumped overboard as
the boat floated down strezm,

All the passengers and crew were kindly
cared for.

STATEMENTS Ob SURVIVORS.

MzempHIB, March 30ib.—Pat Haley aad
Mike O'Donnell, the two faemen who were
on watch, say that they saw the negro Cap-
tain of the watch, nsmed Wash, with his
lamp in hand, looking fur some of the deck
hands of the crew. It was from his lamp
that the fire canght. Jute wis stored in the
center of the steamer, and as quick as a Sash
it spread to either side of the steamer and up
to the cabin. Haley ran upstaira to notify
the Head Engineer, but by the time he
reached the hurricane deck the flames had
wounted almest to the pilot head, and he
was driven beck by them, He then rang the
alarm bell, and seeing that the boat was ap-
proachiog shore, ran down the forward stairs
and jumped on board the tug Oricle just as
the Golden City struck her, Seeing that the
tug was sinking, he Bprang abeard the
steamer ggzain and made Lis way to the coal
barge, lyivg alongside.

Mike Malloy and Pat Kinney, firemen,
were saved; alse, M. J, Whelan, Second
Mate. Whelan says that he jamped over-
board from the stern of the steamer as she
floated down the stream. There were about
ten men on the fautail of the boat, who musa$
have been drowned, az when he leaped into
the river he saw three men go overboard and
drown ; the others must have shared the same
fate.

Felix Lehman, who was a passenger, says
there was a merry party aboard, and nearly
all the passengers remaived up till midnight.,
They had one cr two gentlemen aboard who
played the piano, and they eutertained the
paszengers with music snd singing. He was
awakened by haviog his state-room burst in,
and heard the cry “Fire.”” Seciging his
clothes, he ran forward and reachea the
barge just in time, as the next minute the
vessel floated down stream,

G. Glenroy, one of the saved, resides at
Philadelphia, aud has for two years beem
keeper of the azimals of Stowe’s circus, He
states that hLe was aeleep under ome of the
cages of the avimale, cn the forward part of
the lower deck, whken the cry of fire was
given, He leaped forih and looked about,
but saw ro fire, He then looked again, and
saw that the entire center of the boat waz s
mass cf flames. As soon as the boat touched
the coal flzet he jumped ashoro. He saw the
officers of the steamer at work makisg the
hawsers fast aft. He then saw the lines give
way and the steamer swing out and drift
dvwn. He saw the cage containing the lion
sink down in the middle as the flames envel-
oped it. He heard ro ery from a single beast
as the animals burced. The six cages con-
tained a lion, tiger, two leopards, am
Albino decr, monkeys and bkirds, Four
horses, also belonging te the circus, wers
aboard, Three were saved ; one, the cele-
brated trick horse, Selim, was lost,

NOTES OF THE DISASTER.

Three negro deck bands and a white deck
passenger were killed when the tug was struck
as the{ were caught between the end and the
side of the tug Anna Boyd,

The colored chambermaid and her assietant
were both lost.

Will McIatyre, clerk of the boat, says that
the list of cabin passengers, as well as he can
remember, is correct.

Mrz, L. E. Kountz and three children, whe
are loet, was the wife of Captain Kountz, »
well-known steamboat owner.

Those mentioned as beivg in the hospital
are all injured by burns, but pone sericusly.

The passengers lost #1 their clothing.
Those that were saved had to flee for their
%ivz:, without taking timo to save their ef-

A, B. Veateh, formerly reporter on the
Evansville, Ind., T'ribune, was on board, He
remained long enough to dress himself before.
leaving his stateroom.

Stowe’s circus was en route to Cairo, where
the spring season was to be opened, A por-
tion of the show is at Vicksburg.
