THE RAcE Track —The sporting depart-
ment of the San Francisco Call of yesterday
thus speaks of the track at Agricultural
Park in this city: “The only public

courses whsre many race-horses are re
ceiving their preparatory gallops are
those &t Sacramente and  Oakland.

The former has been put in better order
than it has bezn for the past threce years,
and the trainers are all delightcd with the
chance it gives them; and now that the
weather has been propitiouz, and with a good
promise of remaining favorable, the Agri-
cultural Park demiciles cannot grumble at
the sitnation. Before the last rains the track
at Sacramento was plowed to a uniform depth
of ten inches, the furrow slice only six inches
to insure every portion beicg turned over. It
was left in this shape so that the soil would
become thoroughly aerated, and thus the heavy
showers ‘settled’ it into the proper con-
sistenca. After that the harrow mellowed the
surface, and it is pronounced ‘level, springy,
and with a geod bottom, emooth as a billiard-
table and as fast as chain-lightning.” It is
very little trouble to keep that track in order
after such a thorough preparation, and the
Agricultural Society having retaived the con-
trol of it, the Secretary will ba sure to see
that there will be no can-e for the complaints
which had a good basis last yaar. This has
always been a favorite place with the trainers,
and, with ths assurance of the ground being
kept in order, it is not likely to loas its old-
time reputation. There are now Fred Col-
lier, sister to Lottery, Minnie Norriz, Sam
Boring, and a number of youngsters which
have to win their credentials, and thus com-
pel a christeniog, for the rules maka it im-
perative that a race won must bs followed by

A CONFESSION,

The Story of a Yousg Man Under Arrest
and in Serious Trouble,

Readers of the Recorn-Un1oN will remem-
bsr an’ account of the arrest at Elmiralast
week by J. H. Mahoney, postal detective, and
officer Brissell, of this city, of two men
charged with robbing the United States
mail, Both men were taken on the arrival at
Elmira of the train that is run on the Vaca
Valley and Clear Lske Railroad, One was
the conductor, A. H. Winsley, the other L.
E. W. Parker, Lis brakeman. For some
months the postal authorities have been
aware that piifering from the mail bags on
that line has beem going on. All eorts of

decoys were set, but it seemed lxzzp'r)s-
gible to fix guilt where suspicion
pointed. The two officers named

were at last put upon tha track, Mr. Brissell
being called in to reuder the postal official ths
aid he needed. Markel coius were sent
through the mails in registered letters by Qr.
Fifield, the Postmaster at Madison, and the
mail pouches were overhauled at Elmira to
find if the bait had been taken. Several of
the decoy letters failed, but finally one was
sent by the doctor which read as follows :
Mapisos, Cal., March 27, 1882.

H. M. Green & Co.: Inclosed please find $3, due
you for the books, which were received r:H ri.{,‘ht.
Yours, respectfully, M. L. FIRES.

This was addressed to Green & Co., 405
Montgomery street, San Frauncisco, and post-
marked ** Madison, March 27th.” Itboreone
1 cent and one 2 cents Uuited States postage
stamps. Ioelosed was a $O gold piece and
three silver dollars, Xach of these was
marked so as to ba identified, bus etill
so as not to attract attention. Oa
March 27th, on the arrival of the train from
Madison at Elmira, the bags on being re-
ceived, were found locked as usual, but on
being opened the decoy package was missing,
Inspector Mahoney then boarded the train,
and abruptly asked Parker, the brakeman,
who robbed the mails on that line. Parker
was surprised, confused, and replied, ** No-
body that he knew of.” Mahoney then ar-
rested and searched him, and found in bis
pockets the registered lester package brok_eu
open and the marked coin. In the meanwhile
Brissell went for the condactor, Winsley, who
had left the train and gone to his house, near
the depot. He arrested him, but the prisoner
showed very little emotion or surprise. Both
men were brought immediately to Sacra-
mento, but were kept ssparate. Parker was
deeply moved, and admitted that he had re-
ceived the package from Winsley, and that
he knew the latter had been tampering with
the mail bags. It was the intention to have
the prisoners examined before United States
Commissioner Cadwalader, of this city, but
the United States District Attorney directed
that they be brought to San Francisco, where
they were taken by Mahoney and a deputy
United States Marshal, The Postal Io-
gpector was prompt in the matter, and
proved himself efficient, and officer Brissell
is credited with rendering him iavaluable
aidc—indeed, the assistance of the latter
was indispensable. Prior to the prisoners
being taken below a RECORD-UNION repre-
sentative sought an interview with Parker,
Winsley, it beiog stated, making a flat denial
of guilt and refusing to make any statement
as to the matter, Parker was brought out ot
the City Prison and made a statement, which
the RECORD-UNION reprerentative took down
in writing, and Parker then signed it after it
had bee: read over to him. During the tell-
ing of his story the two officers named were
presant, and also Dr. Fifield, Parker iz a
very young maa, He is of medium hight,
dark eyes, hair and complexion, a rather
thin face, and expression of kiundliress and
gentleness, and in his conversation is frank
and apparently unreserved. His hands show
that he has been a hard worker., He in
no wise fills the ideal of a robber.
His statement was very long, and during
its delivery he was frequently quastioned and
cross-examined by the officers and reporter
on points where there was any doubt as to
clearness. He was frequently reminded that
he need not make a statement unless he
wished to do so. The examination cf the
prisoners has been set for Wednesday, and
while the statement of the brakeman has
been to thiz date withheld from publication
in the interests of justice, now that the pre-
liminary hearing has heem fixed, and the
Rrcorn UnioN representative who tock the
words down summoned to identify the same,
there appears to be no lobger 2ny reason for
withholding the statement. Lesving out the
unuvecessary details of his story, which he
told with evident deep feeling, but with re-
markable frankn®ss, his narrative was as fol-
lows:

My name is Louis E. W. Parker. I live in
Madison. For the last five or tix months I
have been brakeman on the Vaca Valley and
Clear Laks Railroad. I make this statement
voluntarily and of my cwn free will. There
hxs been made to me neither promise nor
threat in regard to the making of it, I think
it was in September or October last that I
caught A. H. Winslay, the conductor of the
road, with an open mail sack. 1t was in the
baggage compartment of the coach en the
train. It was train No. 2, going north. I
cams from the head to the rear end of the
train to tell the conductor that some lumber
or posts were threatening to fall off. It was
pear to 12 noon, I came down off the box
car to the door of the baggage compartment.
Itis a glass door. It was locked; through
the glass door I saw Winsley with an open
mail bag in his hand. The United States
mails are carried on the trains of the road.
Winslev claimed to have charge of them.
The Deputy Postmaster at Elmira generally
threw the mail bags into the car of the Vaca-
ville line, and slso received them on the ar-
rival of the train. When Winsley saw meat
the door he dropped the sack and unlocked
the door. It was a leather pouch, a large
one. I eaw it open and the straps pulled out
of the loops, and the iron lock lay on the
other bag. Isaw no key at all. I went in,
Winsley did not relock the door. I says,
“ How long since you got to he mail agent ?”’
or words to that effect., He said, ** They
keep sticking thiogs on to me, till after a
while T'll have so much to do I can’t
do it.” At that moment, nearly, we
were going about over Wolfekill switch,
acd I  etarted to go out, I did
not tell him about the loosa lumber, as we
were s0 nems to Winters station. When I
got on to the platform he called me back, I
went back, and hesaid: “ I don’t want vou
to say anything about my having this sack
open.” I said: **All right, sir,” or words
like it, just as train men would epaak to a
superior. I saw no key, and didu’s ask him
about it, or how he got iuto the sack. I went
out on the train then. Nothing was said
about the bag for some days. Ouae day I
asked him how it was that he opened the
mail one day, and not another? He said he
did as he d—d pleased on the road. Abcut a
week or ten days after the first cccurrence,
Parker went on to say, Winsley sent Parker
out of the bagzage compartmens of the car to
ges about some passengers, and when he re-
turned he saw Winsley with an envelopein
his hand. It was a whit2 one, and he noticed
no stamp on it. Winsley pulled the contents
out—a white paper, and he told Parker there
was 850 in greenbacks. He did uot see him
take the money out, but Winsley took a roll
| of bills from his pocket and gave Parker two
[ 810 bills. He, Parker, said he didn’t think
| he wanted them, but he took them. Wins-
ley did not say where he got the letter.
{ Parker thought it *‘awful funny” that he
| should give him money. Wiasley told him
that he, Parker, was not getting biz wages,
and it would help him out. Parker says he
didn’t know how Winsley could s!eal them.
Parker knew nothing of registered packages—
had seen them only when a boy in the East.
It wastwo or three weeksmore beforeanything
more was said about money or mail bags—
maybe longer. The next time was when
Winsley got $50 in gold coin. It was near to
Christmas, He reached his hand into his
pocket and gave Parker, one afternoon on the
train, a $10 and a $5 gold piece, saying, “T'll
make you a Christmas \})reeent." Parker
gavs he did not know Wiansley had got $50
out of a mail bag—only knows what the
| officers say now, that $50 was lost at that
time out of the mails, The next morning,
as Parker swept out the car, he found a bit of
string with the ends etill tied, and a piece of
paper, with a 10 cent and 3 cent stamp, and
some writing on it, He thicks it was Post-
master Fifield's same on the top, and another
oz the bottom. Behind the lantern box
| ha found a vellow envelope with the words
{ printed on it ** Postoffics Business.” This he
laid on Winsley’s dask, the other paper he
swept ont. When Winsley came in he called
his attention to the envelope, and Winsley
tore it up and burned it in thestove, and said
it amounted to gothing. March 27th, in the
afternoon, on the train, between Elmira and
Madison, Winsley sent Parker out at Union
School-house to stop the train and let
| off & passenger. It took from four to five
minutes, When he came back into the
baggage ~ompartment Winsley had a regis-
tered postcffice package in bis haud. [Parker
here identified it.] It was broken open at
| one end, and partly rolled up. Winsley gave
| it to him, and also a §5 gold-piece and three
| silver dollars, He said, ** Here is 88 for you.

Destroy that package as soon as you get a
| good chance.” Parker thinks he added,
| “Burn it.” The day before Parker had paid
| Winsley €1 10 that he owed bim, and then
told him that that *‘bursted hiu.” Parker,
between the first and second times of receiv-
ing money of Winsley, saw the latter one day
open a mail eack with a key, shake it up and
look into it, but he tock nothiog out. e re-
locked it, and put the key in his pocket.

]Winaley had once told Parker he was a

sworn postal officer, and had a right to open
sacks, and a8 he had a key Parker believed it.
Whan he looked into the pouch at the time
referred to—when he shook it up—Winsley

remarked, * There isn’t a d—d thing in it,”
or words to that effact. When Parker heard
of the arrest of young Douglass, for mail
robbing, ke told Winslsy of it. The latter
told him not to be ‘‘scared,” as there

was no danger of sny one touching
him, Parker, and added that if ever
any one asked Eim, Parksr, anything

about the matter, to say nothing, and if any
officer came to sarrest him, to tell them
nsthing ; that he (Wirnsley) had money, and
he'd help him (Parker) cut. Parker replied,
“ All right,” but made up his mind tnat if
anything occurred again, it would come ont.
He had i on his mind to go and tell Dr.
Fifield that something was going on wrong
about the mail, and added, * If I'd ouly dove
80 I'd not been in this trouble to-day.”
Parker says he never had any otber conversa-
tion with Wiasley about the mails, On the
27th of March Parker and Winsley were ar-
rested, as stated, and on Parker was found
the §8 (marked as a decoy), and the package
that he identified as sbove. Parker denies
that he ever op2ned a sack, or a letter, and
says he has above related all he ever had
to do with the mail sacks, He never
had charge of them. They were always in
charge of conductor Winsley, Often when
there were long trains Parker says he would
not go into the coach at all, as his place was
ahead, and then Winsley would have full
opportunity to overhaul the mail bags if he
wished. Prior to Parker first finding Wins-
ley tampering with the mail bags, the latter
had been ratherrough in his usage of Parker,
and did not sllow Lhim to be in the coach
much., After that he was very kind and
thoughtful abeut kim, and he conld come into
the coach when he pleased. After that, also,
Wibnsley voluntarily applied to the railrcad
managers and got Parker’s wages raised,
though Parker had himself applied and been
refused,

Both Parker and Winsley are married
men, and both have young children. Winsley
has stoutly maintained his innocence ; Par-
ker, both here and at Woodland, where he
met his wife as the officer was taking him
hence to San Francisco, as stoutly adheres to
his gtory. The scene of parting between the
young man aud his slill younger wife is de-
scribed as go affecting that the bystanders in
the Shenfi’s office were moved to compassion-
ate fears.

AT THE CHURCHES,

At the German ILutheran Church, March
265h, R3v, Dr, Taubner, pastor, on the occa-
sion of the examination preparatory to con-
firmatior, a class of eighteen boys and girls
was presented. 7T'he examipation was made
in regard to what they had learuned after
many months of instruction and was conduct-
ed by the pastor. It extended to their
knowledge of the doctrines cf the church, the
study of the Bible and the history of the

reformation, and without exception they
acquitted themselves with credit. Yesterday
was Palm Sunday, and the pastor adminis-
tered to the class the right of confirmation,
the most solemn of all the rites of the
Lutheran Church. The children made a very
pleasing appearance, the girls all being
attired in simple white, The church was
handsomely decorated with flowers and gar-
lands, Dr. Taubner preached a very im-
pressive sermon  from Galatians, vi, T7:
*“ Whatsover a man soweth, that ehall he
also reap.” He said there were two themes
which the children were to earnestly remem-
ber: the first was, *‘ whalsoever a man sow-
eth,” the second, *‘ that shall he also reap.”
On the first theme the speaker spoke on the
following heads : First, the kind of seed man
sows, where he sows it, when he sows it ;
second, he will surely reap the kind he
gows, in the way he sowed it, and in
like way will also receive his reward.
The sermon evidently made a deep impres-
sion on the parents and the children, and
also all others of the large cougregation, es-
pecially where the speaker advanced the idea
that the Galatians were a Gaelic people, who,
in ccmpany with a Celtic tribe, emigrated
from Thalia, in Aesia, and mingled with the
Grecians, therefore also named Gallo-Gre-
cians. The Germans, he said, have a clese
relation to the Galatians, and for this reason
German children should especislly take to
heart the words of the Apostle Paul, * What-
scever a man goweth, that shall he also reap.”

here that attempted to charge the full rated™
failed to draw, although there were some
other reasons, also, teuding to that end.
Here, however, is a troupe invitivg criticism,
and that is the first to break the ice of the
old charges. Whelher or not it can resist the
managerial pressure on this coast as to that,
is an interesting question, The houses of
cheap prices in San Francisco have proven
sad thorns in the rides of theatrical proprie-
tors there, and it begins to look as though
their bizh-price days are ended in the interior
also, There has not been a continued suc-
czesful dramatic season in the interior, at
high prices, in a year, while saveral ordinary
troupes, at low rates, have had crowded houses
and financial success. The sequel of the new
era in theatrical prices is evidently soon to be
written.

CONCENTRATED LYE VS. COAL OIL AS
AN INSECTICIDE,

Matthew Cooks, Chief Agricultural Officer,
returned yesterday from San Jose, whera he
attended a meeting of the Santa Clara Hor-
ticultural Society, and also visited various or-
chards whose owners have- been attempting
to exterminate the scale insects which have
caused so much damage in Santa Clara
county. Hereports the work of extermination
to be general in the infested districts, and the
results of the various experiments will prob-

ably be known within the next thirty days.
This much can basaid from present observa-
tion : the scale insects can be exterminatad.
The question to be decided is the selection of
proper treatment, or, in other words, whether
the use of concentrated Iye or coal oil (2
liguid made of coal eil, called *‘tree wash )
is tho best and safest remedy. At present it
is adnritted by all that either the coal cil tree
wash or concentrated lye, one pound to each
gallon of water, will destrey the scales effect-
ually. D. C. Vestal has washed his fruit
trees thoroughly with the coal oil tres wash,
G. W. Rutherford, in the same neighbor-
hood, has washed his fruit trees thoroughly
with concentrated Iye—T7,000 trees, on which
he used five tons. Mr, Rutherford’s trees at
present are in foll bloom; the scale effectuslly
destroyed; has not lost any trees. The
orchard he would have sold November 1st
last for $15,000, which cost him $£32,000 three
years ago, He has expended since Novembesr
$1.200, and at present would not take $453,-
000. His trees are cherry, plums, pears and
apples. Mr, Vestal reported to the Society
on Saturday that he was satisfied by washing
or spraying with the coal oil tree wash, he
had effectually destroyed the scale, and had
also effectually destroyed his peach trees, but
that he considers the apple, pear and plum
trees but little damaged. (Mr. Cocks thinks
some of the peach trces may recover.) How-
ever, the next thirty days will show the
amount of fruit that will set upon the trees
washed by the different solutions, and enough
will be known whether the lye or coal oil
advocates will gain the victory, Mr. Cooke
hus advised not use coal oil in any form,
and says he has every reason to think that
the advice he gave was correct. However,
the work has been so thoroughly done
that positive proof will be gained this
season. The fruit-growers of Saata Clara
county are greatly encouraged, as the pros-
pects ars good for a fair crop of choice clean
fruit, So counfident are they that the orchard
pestscan be exterminated, that over3,000acres
of crchards have been planted thisspring. As
an instance of the diffsrence of opinion of the
fruit-growers in the county named as to the
use of insecticides, ia looking over the files of
letterf in Mr, Cocke’soffice, H. C. Smith, *who
is superintending the work in Mr. Ruther-
ford’s orchard, writes on December 224 last :
‘* Having read your pamphlet I commenced
spraying the trees with lye as you direeted.
Now my neighbors (ihe coal oil advocates),
tell me I have burned the treee. Please ad-
vise me, etc.” (Mr. Cooke adviged him to
continue the work ) Oa March 25th last Mr,
Smith writes: *We have completed the
washing of all the trees, and the result is bz-
ginrisg to show very favorably ; thanks fir
your{encouragement and advice. And as the
orchard is in bloom at the present time,
wonld be pleased to see you here, etc.”

Mr, Cooke says 30 far as the extermination
of the scale insects is concerned, beyond
doubt the problem is solved,
