THS STORM.

> The following regarding ths storm is fur-
nished by Sergeant Berwick, of the Signal

Service : The preßiat storm made its ap-
pearance several days ago at San Diego and
Los Angeles, by the state of the weather at
those points, itbeing cloudy, with occasional
sprinkles of rain, while the weather north of
Loa Angeles and Visali- was parfectly "clear.
And the continued north winds which we

have had for some time past showed that
there must have been a severe atmospheric
disturbance somewhere to the south and west
of us, probably far out at sea, but near
enough to make its storm-producing influence
felt at San Die 0 and Los Angeles ;and as if
approached the coast its southeast quadrant

must have bsan mere severely felt on a line
.running in a northeasterly direction fromLos
Angeles, ia the heaviest rainfall was at Los
Angeles, Visa—— and Sacramento, At L:s
Angeles there was a total for the storm of
1.11 inch;--, measured, which must have fallen
inless thai, twelve hours. At Visalia .37 of
an inch, and .CO of an inch at Sacramento.
Atother points the total for the storm was
extremely light. F- r instance, at San Fran- I
cisco itwas only 03 of an inch, Red Bluff j
only .04 of an inch, north of which point '

. there was none, whileat San Diego there was

of an inch during the storm. Now this

storm came from the Baste point as the one a
few weeks ago, that blockaded the railroad on
the mountaiae, the cause of which was un-
doubtedly the tdew rate at whidi that ttorm
traveled across the State; and also by;an-

» other storm coming in from the north/and !
traveling moral rapidly, it made a connection !
with that storm in the mountains, causing the |
heavy amount of snowfall, the melting of
which a few day Iago blockaded the railroad
on the east sida of the Nevada mountains.
This storm will probably pas 3without being

met or intercepted by a storm from the north-
west, and if so, no bad effect or damage will
occur, and its ratid eastward movement will
carry itout of tho reach of the influence of
a storm that -tight come in from the north-

SUNDAY LAW IN COURT.
Case of ths Proprietors or the Capital

Hotel—Verdict of Not Guilty.

Early yesterday morning the Police Court-
room was filledwithspectators. The case ci
Blessicg

_
Guthrie, proprietors of the Capi-

tal Hotel, was called at 10:30. ;At2 o'ekek
F. M. the following-named jurors were sworn
in to try the case : James Parsons, C. P.
Wingate, H. S. Beak, C. W. Bapp, R. F.
Kidman, T. J. Scott, C. A. Sawtelle, Sam.
Nathan, Robert Devlin, J. B. Johnson,
Charles Zeitler, S. H.Davie.

After the jury was accepted and sworn in.
Judge McFarland asked that the next case
be continued until Wednesday, April sth.
His request was granted, and the jurymen
not impaneled in the case of Blessing

_
Guthrie were dismissed with instructions to
appear again inCourt Wednesday, Apiilsth,
at 10 o'clock A. M. ,*-"J. ; ':""

City Attorney Anderson addressed the
jury and the Court, briefly outlined the case
and stated that the complaint set forth that
Mesjr.'. Blessing &Guthria did keep open a
bar and saloon on Sunday, the 19.h day of
March, and conducted a business therein,
contrary to the statute.

R. S. Frazee savorn—lam a police officer
of this city. Iknow the defendants, Messrs.
Blessing and Guthrie. They keep a hotel,
known as the Capital, on the southwest cor-
ner ofSeventh and X street. On Sunday,
the day of March, Isaw a party come
into the saloon call for cigars, receive and
paid for them. Mr.Guthrie told the party
calling for the cigars that it was a violation
of the Sunday law, and that ho would be
called up in to testify against the hotel in
Court. [TheIffioer described the location of
the bar-room and the entrance thereto ] The
folding-doors between the fine and bar-room
were open. Icame to this city in 1871. I
have known the hotel and proprietors for the
last four years. The Capital is a three-story
brick building, and has the reputation of be-
ingone of the first-class hotels of the city. It
has an office, parlor, reading- etc. The
saloon can he entered from the office or from
the sidewalk. On the Sunday inquestion, I
entered the saioou from the office and leftin
the same manner. Mr. Fred. Cox was the

Ipaity that made the cigar pur.hi.se while I
was there. There is a barber-shop and a

Icig°» stand in the same building.

jin this case very well. Oa Sunday, the 19;h
Iday of March, as Iwas going -me 1stepped
into the Capital Hotel and purchased fifty
cents worth of cigars. Ientered through the
office, Ihave known the hotel ever since it
was erected. It is well known thr.u bout
the Sate as being a first-class house. Ial-
wayspa' ron'ze this hotel from the fact that
more people from the country stop there than

|at any other hotel in the city. Inever saw
|the doors between the saloon and office closed
and could not state whether there are doers
there or not. The outer doors to tha saloon
on that day were closed. Itis the usual cus
Lorn throughout the state to have a bar at-
tached to a hotel. -'\u25a0'•• ;

Idon't know whether it

was tho 19tb or not—l was in tha saloon of
the Capital Hotel, and Mr.Jones and Iwent
to the bar and bought and paid for soma
cigars.

J. H. Miller sworn
—

Am acquainted with--
gaud Guthrie. They are the proprie-

tors of the Capital Hotel, on the corner of
Seventh and Xstreets. 1am the bookkeeper
an imanager of thei.* business. They keep a
place t-> entertain guests from different por-
tions of the State, and also keep regular
boarders and lodgers. The bar is in the ho-
tel. Itis connected with the office by folding
doors. Ihere are doors opening from the sa-
loon into the street. On the 19th of March
the doors leading from the saloon into the
street were locked and kept closed during the
entire day. The saloon is used for hotel pur-
poses. The meats, fish, butter and ica used
in the hotel rim kept in the saloon. The bar-
ber shop and ci?ar store in the building isnot
under our control. Parties were provided
withliquor and cigars over this bar on the
Sunday mentioned ia ths complaint.

No further testimony was offered by oither
side.

Mr. Anderson then addressed the jnry,
sating that the evidence ia this casa plainly
shows that liquors and cigars were sold to
strangers on that day. It is also el'arly
proven that there is a War and a saloon. That
itwas kept open ; that they did sell liquor
and cigars, for which they received a monsy
consideration. The argument on the other
tide willbe that this is a hotel and tavern,
and therefore does not come under the pro-
visions of this law. The counsel for the de-
fense willendeavor to prove that this law is
tmcons'itnti inal. The Supreme Court has
decide 1 otherwise. The Legislature provides
that hotels can be kept open. Tha saloon in
question is no part of the hotel. It is not
a nec?Fsity, and the law cannot be evaded it
this way. Ithas been e'early proven that the
law has b?en violated, and 1ask for a convic-
tion at your hands.

Judge McFarland— Gentlemen of the jury:
Ishall be brief inmy remarks to you today.
After secur n_' an acquittal in the case on
Friday last, this d-r-s not appear to ba a case
at all. The. law, ifit is a law, excepts my

clients in, this case. The words hotels and
taverns" ara in this statute, and are excepted.
Ithas been clearly proven that the Capital
Hotel is a hotel. A tavern, a hotel and an
inn are one and the same thing._ Webster
says that hotel is the name applied to any
inn. A guest at a tavern is supposed to get

whatever he calls for in the eating or drink-
ing line. What kind of a hotel would ore
be where drinks and cigars could not be ob-
tained!Under the terms of _ this
law you cannot convict my clients.
There is a general impression b^re
that there is a certain law called th;
Sunday law. Thera is no such a law as this
Sunday law. Itis no law at aIL (Mr. Mc-
Fjihnl road decisions showing that the
statute inquestion was unconstitutional and
not a law.) A law passed in violationof the
Constitution is not a law. The decision of
the Supreme Court, inone instance, said this
was a constitutional law. That decision does
not decide any other case. A law passed for
the puro se of enforcing religionyou allknow
is unconstitutional. That decision is not
binding at all. In criminal cases the jury
are th? sole judges of the law in that partic-
lar case. They are bound by no decision of
law or instructions of the Court. Th9jury
must pass upon the question of law as well
as of fact. Isay that this law which says
that a certain clan of our citizens cannot
pursue their business on Sunday is uncon-
stitutional ;and Isay to you, gentlemen of
the jury,you are the sola jidges of this law.
K»ery man and every juror has a right to
decide this law himself. There is nothing ia
thi-" Ci=e. Mv c ints have violated no law,
and Ishall expect an acquittal at your hands
(Judge McFarland cited authorities to prove
that the Sunday law was unconstitutional,
was no law ; that the decisions of the Su-
preme C 'tirt were conflict— and settled
nothing ;that the jurors in a criminal cisc

were necessarily the jilr/s of both th? law
and tha facta, and that their consciences
could nit ba controlled by any iie:i- .or
instruction )

Mr. Anderson, for the prosecution, ad-
dressed trie jury as follows: Gentlemen
of the jury: There is much more im-
port to this case than at fir.-.t si bt
appears. Itis urged by onus -1 for defend- j
aat that a hotel c it—as within the exception
