Washington', April 4th —The President's
veto of the Chinese bill was received by the
Senate at 1:20 r.m. and read immediately.

The President said that after careful con-

sideration he returned the bill with his ob-
jections. He held that itconfliited with the
treaty obligations, violated the faith of the
nation, and hoped Congress would endeavor
to find another that would meet the expecta-
tions of the people of the United States, and
not conflict with the rights of Chinese. The

President maintains that neither the repre-
sentatives of the United States nor China, in
making the treaty of 1830, contemplated any
such prohibition of Chinrsa immigration as
that proposed in the bill. He opposed the

pa* nt system proposed in the billas un-

democratic, and said he thought itunwise to
introduce such a system in this country. The
passport system, he said, is falling into disuse
inEurope, and besides he maintains that ex-
perience has shown that passports are easily
borrowed, or even forged.

In discussing the meaning of the word"
laborers," as used in (he treaty, the Presi-

dent concedes that it included artisans or
.killedlaborer?. .;

In regard to the terms of suspension he
says :

"
The examination which Ihave made

of the treaty, and of the declarations which
its negotiations have left on record of the
meaning of its language, leaves no doubt in
my mind that neither contracting party, in
concluding the treaty of 1880, contemplated
the passage of an Actprohibiting immigration
for twenty years, which is nearly a genera-
tion, or thought that such a p:riod wouldbe a
reasonable suspension orlimitation, or intend-
ed t >change the provisions of tbe Purdngame \u25a0

treaty to t!at -Sec*. Iregard this provision
of the Act as a breach cf our national faith,
and being unable to bring myself ia harmony I
with the ai:ws of Congress on this vital
point, the honor of the country constrains
me to return the Act withthis objection to
its passage, believing that good policy as well
as good faith require a modification of the
twenty years suspension. Our treaty with
China is cot yet forty years old.
It is only since we acquired Califor-
nia and established a great seat
cf commerce on the Pacific that we
may be said to have broken dcwn the barriers
which fenced in that ancient monarchy. Un-
der the spirit which inspired the Burlingame
treaty, many thousands of Chinese laborers
came here. These have been instrumental in
building railroads, and the country has pros-
pered by their industry. There may be other
sections of the country where this species of
labor may be advantageously employed with-
out interfering with the laborers of our own
race.

The message speaks of the openirg cf China
to the world's commerce as having enormously
benefited the Pacific elope, and deprecates a
policy which would drive Oriental trade*a_T

'

commerce from the United States. Itcon-
cludes as follows:"That while the protec-
tionof our labor from Asiatic competition may
justify this policy, it is wiser, now to make a
shorter experiment, with a view tomaintain-
ing permanently only such features as time
and experience commend."

Revlen of Ihe FfTTttUT
Washington, April4th.— President's

veto message is a long document, elaborately
reviewing the negotiation between the Chinese
and American Commissioners, and analyzing
tho treaty provisions. lie reaches the con-
clusion that a suspension of immigration for
so long a period a* twenty years was not con-
templated, and is in violation of the treaty
stipulation that the suspension thillbe rea-
sonable. He says he withholds his signature
on this ground, bat he improves the oppor-
tunity to criticise some other provisions, such
as the registration and passport system,
which he considers hostile to the spirit of our
institutions. He also speaks of tho advan-
tages to the Pacific coi-it of Chinese immi-

Igration in former years, and intimates that
|the tendency of the passage of any su_h bill

may be to injure our commercial interests,
and that therefore the suspension should be j
for some shorter period as an experiment.

THE JESSE JAMES KILLING

Further Particulars of tbe
Affair.

THE VEEDIOT OF THE JURY.

Ford Charged withMurder inthe
First Degree.

St. Joseph (Mo.), April
—

-A great

sensation was created here by the announce-

ment that Jet so James had been shot ami
killedhere in St. Joseph. The news spread
with great rapidity, but almost all the people
received the story with doubts until investi-
gation established the fact beyond question.
The excitement became more and ore in-
tense, and crowds of people lushed to the
quarter wheie the shouting took place, anx.
ious to view the body of the dsad outlaw and
learn the particulars. In a small frame
shanty in the south part of the city, on a hill
not far from the World's Hotel, Jesse James
has lived with his wife since some time in
November last. Robert and Charles Ford,
two of his gang, have made their headquar-
ters at his house, and Charles, it is said, has
lived withhim in that shanty ever since No-
vember. Robert arrived about ten days ago,
and the three have been making preparations
for a raiding expedition, on which they were
to start last night. James and the two Fords
being in the front room together, the former
took off his belt and laid his pistols ou the
bed preparatoiy to washing himself, when
Robert Ford sprang up behind him and sent
a ballet through his brain. The ballenteral
the back of his head at the base of the ti^ht
lobe of the brain, coming out over the eye.
The Ford brothers at once made kuowa
what they had done, and gave themselves up.
They are now under guard at the Court-
house. The body of Jesse James was
conveyed to an undertaker's, where it
was - prepared for burial, .and where a
photograph was taken. James' wife tele-
graphed his mother the news of the death.
Anumber of men have identified the body
and there is no question about itbeing James.

A Herald reporter viewed the b>dy at the
undertaker's when itwas being photographed.
He was a fi-ie looking man, apparently 40
years old, with a broad forehead and
his physiognomy was that of an in-

:gent as- well as a resolute and daring
man.

The house where James livid,and in which
he was killed, has the appearance of an ar-
mory. A duxbar of guns and pistols, in-
cluding a repeating rifl», needle gun, navy
revolvers, with a good store of ammunition,
were found there. Jc-ss was in the habit of
wearing two bolts, with

brace cf very tine

revolvers and twenty extra cartridges. In a
small stable near were discovered several fine
horses, the property of James. •

Career ofthe Outlaw.
Kansas City, April 4th.

Jesse James

was born in Clay county, Missouri, in 1845.
He was the son of Rev. Dr.James. He had
little education. When under 10 years of
age he joined Qetantrell's band of guerrillas,
and participated in the butchery at Centralia
and the sicking and burui.g of Lawrence,
Kansas. He was also connected withother
events of the war of a like nature. In 186G
he made his first robbery, whichwas the Bank
of Liberty. In1567 he robbed the Russell vilie
(Ky.)Bank, and in 18G3 the Huntington
(Va.) Bank. During 18-b* and 1868 he was j
connected with two stage robberies in Texas.
Frank James and Jesse, in 1669, robbed the I
Gallatin (M )Bank end killed the Cashier. I
Iv1372 he robbed the Kansas City Fair office !
in broad daylight of §10,000. In1873 the j
St. Gineviev. ink w;— robbed, and i
in 1874 tbe Mnncie (Kit—as) Bank.
I.i the latter year he io- bed a stage j
at Hot Springs, and also participated
in his first train robbery on the Iron!

Further Hi(oil. of the Killingof JeMel
James— The Coroner* Inquest.

St. Joseph, April4 th.—When Jesse James
came into the room where he received hia
dea.h-wound, he laid his pistols on the bed
with his cv,at and vest-, He then picked up a
dusting-brush, "*iththe intention of dusting
some pictures which hung on the wall. Til
do this he got upon a c^air, Hi.back was
now turned to the brothers, who silently I
stepped between Jesse and his revolvers, and |
at a motion from Charley, both drew their
pistols. Robert was the quicker of the two.
Ina moment he had his weapon to a level,
with tbe muzzle no mere than four feet fromI
the back of the outlaw's head. . Evs-h in that j
motion, quick as thought, there was some-
thing that did not escape the acute ears •f i
the hunted man. He made a mction as if to {
turn his head to ascertain the cause of that |
suspicious sound, but too late. A nervous i
pressure on the trigger, a quick flash, a illup
report, and the well-directed ball crushed
through the outlaw's skull. There was no
outcry, just a swaying of the body, and it
fell heavily back upon the carpet. The
shot had been fatal, and all the bul-
lets in the cba _ber of Charley's revolver
stilldirected at Jesses head, cjuldnot more j
effectually decide the fate of the bandit. The
ball entered the ba-e of the skull, and made !
its way out through the forehead over the |
left eye. Ithad been fired out of a Colt's!
45 improved pattern, silver-mounted and i
pearl-handled pistol, presented by the dead i
man to his slayer only a few days ago.

Mrs. James was iv the kitchen when the I
shooting was done, divided from the room in !
which the bloody tragedy occurred by the
dining room. She heard the shot, and !
dropping her household duties ran into the I
front room. She saw her husband lying on
his back, and his slayers, each holding his re-
volver in his hand, miking for the fence in
th. rear of the house. Robert had reached j
the incisure, and was in the act of sea ing \u25a0

it, when she stepped to the door and railing to \him, "Robert, you have done this. Come i

back." Robert answered, "Iswear to GodI
did not." They then returned where she I
sto-nl. Mrs. James run to the side of her !
husband-and liftedup his head. Life was not
extinct, and when asked ifhe was hurt, it
seemed to her that he wanted to say some- |
thing, but c midnot. She tiied to wash away
the blood that was coursing over his face |
from the hole in his forehead, but it seemed
to her that the blood would come faster than
she could wash it away, and in her hands i
Jesse James died.

Charlie Find explained to Mrs James that I"
a pistol had accidentally gone off."

"
Yes," j

said Mrs. James, MIguess it weLt off on
purpose." Meanwhile Charlie had gone back
into the boost and brought two hats, and the
twoboys left the house. They went to the
telegraph iHire and sent messages to Sheriff
Timberlake, , to Governor Crittenden and
other officers, and then started to surrender
themselves to Marshal Craig.

When the boys appeared at the lice sta-
tion they were told by an officer that Marshal
Craig and a posse of officers had gone iv tbe
direction »>f James' residence, and they
started after them and surrendered them-
selves. They accompanied the officers to the
house, and returned incustody of the police to
the Marshal's headquarters, where they were
furnished with a diunei. and about 3 o'clock
were removed to the old Circuit Court-room,
where the inquest was held in the presence of
an immense crowd. Mrs. James also ac-
companied tbe officers to the City Hall. She
was greatly affected by the tragedy, and her
heartrending moans and expressions of grief
were sorrowful evidence of the love she bore
for tbe desperado.-

The Coroner was notified and an under-
taker was instructed to remove the body. A
large crowd accompanied the Coroner to the
Morgue, but only a few, including reporters,
were admitted._ Nothing in the appearance of James' re-
mains indicated |the desperate character of
the man, or the many bloody scenes in which
he had been an actor. An inspection of the
body revealed two large bullet holes on the
right side of the breast withinthree inches of
the nipple, a bullet wound in tbe leg and the
absence of the middle linger of the lefthand.
After viewing the remains, the Coroner re-
paired to the Court-room. • Mrs. James and
the Ford boys were kept in separate apart-
ments until the jury announced .themselves
ready to hear the testimony. The only wit-
nesses examined were Mrs, James, the FoidI

boy* and James .Little. The [inquest willbe
continued to-morrow.
The Outlaw's Wife and Mother—Ver-Ict

of llii- Coroner's Jury.

St. Joseph (Mo.), April 4th.—During the
examination before the Coroner to-day,
James' wifeand mother made quite a scene,
calling curses dawn on Dick Little for con-
spiring to betray his lea ler.

The Conner', jury returned a verdict of
murder inthe first degree against Ford. The j
authorities of Buchanan county refuse to
give him up.

There is a great sensation in western Mis-
souri over the affair, especially among the
farmers. Some denounce Ford as a mercenary
assassin. Others excuse him. The authorities
will protect Ford from the friends of the
dead robber. Some threats are made by the
outlaws already.

Jesses Intention*.
St. Louis, April4 _.— Mollis Collins, wife

of Dick Little,recently showed a letter re-
ceived from Jesse James two weeks ago, say-
ing that be wnuld stay in this country until
he had killedLittle, and then he and Frank
wouldtake their families to Europe.

A Divided Reward.
IKansas uity,April4th.

Itia now known

that the death of Jesse James was arranged
by Governor Ciittenden and Bib Ford, the
latter toreceive one-fou.-th of the reward and
immunity. James was to be taken alive, if
possible. Governor Crittenden himself con-
firmed this to-day. Dick Littlewas in the
plan. The Governor admitted that the ulti-
mate pardon of Little and Ford was likely.
The oSoen are trying to learn which confes-
sion of Littleis the correct one.

The Ford Brothers.
ISt. Louis, April4th.— Ford brothers
reside on a farm near Richmond, in this
State. Their house was the rendezvous for
tbe Jamet boys. The family are very re-
spectable, and have bean detectives.

to English opinion, and the aping of English man-
ners, are tobe viewed as a manifestation ef bastardAmericanism, which is at enmity with democrat c
institutions. Itis entirely foreign 11 the spirit of
our fathers ;it has, to our humiliation be it said,
emasculated the energies of the cflic_llife which In
other days asserted American rights with dignity
and firmness ;and ifit Is not vigorously throttled
by the genius of the Republic, itmay sap its founda-
tions and change the very formof the Government.

Renolrsd, Thatnotwithstanding the profound sym-
pathy which the Americans feel forIreland and her
cause, since that cause is akin to the spirit of 1776,
the issues now involved constitute nut the Irish ques-
