GENERAL HURLBUT.

It is certainly very uafortunate for the
reputation of General Hurlbut that he
ehonld have died at the moment when it
had become necessary for him to defend
himself against the most serious charges.
As it is, the exact truth in regard to his

connection with ths Blame diplomacy in

Chile and Pern may never be known.
There is indeed some evidence that he was

not prepared to go as far as Mr. Blame in
certain respects ; bat there is other evi-
dence which serves to show his readiness to
go even farther than Mr. Blame in still
more questionable matters. He i? re-
ported as saying that Shepherd was part
fool and part knave. Shipherd, on his
part, has gone on record a3 expressing the
opinion that Hurlbut was corrupt, and as

admitting that he took prompt steps to
purchase his friendship for the Peru-

vian Company. As a charge of cor-

ruption was several years since not
only preferred against, but fastened
upon, General Hurlbut, itmust be allowed
that Shipherd's suspicion of him was not
without grounds. Hurlbut, moreover, cer-
tainly did things inPern which itis unde-
niable that no upright minister should do,
and though he tried to brazen some of
these transactions out, by talking largely
about his patriotism, even Mr. Blame,
who is by no means too scrupulous intuch
matters, felt compelled to rebuke him
sharply, and to order him to undo what he
had done. Indeed, though of course it
wouldhave been pleasing to everyone had
General Hurlbut remained alive long
enough to vindicate himself, there seems to
be enough condemnatory evidence at hand
to warrant the conclusion that he would
have found this an exceed ugly difficultun-

dertaking, and that therefore he may not
have lost bo muoh-as would appear at li.-at
tight, by having died thus suddenly.

THE PEOPLE WHO KNOW IT ALL.

Itmust be admitted that the people who
know everything in advance have had a

very hard time since Arthur became Presi-
dent. Unable to subdue their propensity
to secure the latest and fullest informa-
tion, these unfortunates have repeatedly
given cut the intentions of the President
on important matters in advance, only tobe
profoundly humiliated by the actual out-
come. Cabinet predictions have been
awfully fatal traps for these people. They
knew positively that Sargent was going to
be nominated for the Interior. They were
equally certain that ('.inkling, and Chand-
ler, and Beale, and a dozen others, would
be nominated. Latterly they have been
staking what was left of their reputations
upon Teller. But the Chinese bill has
been a regular Sedan for them. So many
of them knew that the President would
sign the bill. They had been with him
"forhours," and they came away perfectly
certain of his intentions. .Senator Jones
even describes himself as having spent
the whole night with the President, and
when he came away in th. early dawn he
was free from alldoubt on the subject
Mr. Jones, indeed, has made mote mis-
taken predictions than allthe rest put to-
gether, because he is supposed to be on
peculiarly intimate relations with the
President. But neither he nor any other
man had the faintest teal knowledge of the
situation, as the facts now prove. The
President had determined to veto the bill
all the time these persons were assuring
the public that he would sign it. Evi-
dently there is need for an entirely new
set of Presidential intimates, for the old
on.3 are quite used up.

THE PRESIDENT VETO.

The news that President Arthur had
'

vetoed th. anti-Chinese billwas not wholly
unexpected, but itwas none the less a dis-
appointment to the people of California.
The Congressional debates upon the bill
revealed the existence of a much stronger
sentiment against this kind of legislation
than had been anticipated, and though the
public opinion of the Eistern States was
not expressed very strongly in the earlier
stages of the discussion, there can be no
doubt that a very powerful pressure was
brought to bear upon the President to pre-
vent him from signing the bill. Ju.ging
from the rapid growth of a sentiment
hostile to all restrictive measures itmay be
concluded that if the President had based
his veto upon the antagonism of the bill
to the fundamental principles of American
polity,he would have been sustained by
the people of the Atlantic States, and it
wouldin that case have been impossible to

obtain any alleviation of the evils from
which the Pacific coast is suffering. But
the President has not taken this ground,
and though his objections to the billwill
probably prevent its enactment inits pres-
ent form, the removal of the provisions
whi.h he declares obnoxious can be effected
without materially diminishing the •effect
of the statute. His main objection is to

the twenty-year provision, whichhe con-
siders equivalent to absolute prohibition,

and therefore in conflict with the spirit, if
not the letter, of the treaty with China.
He further objects to the provisions for
registration aud passports, which he asserts
to be undemocratic and opposed to the

spirit of American institutions. He objects
to the omission of all provision for the

temporary residence of Chinese who may
desire to regain their own country by
passing through tbe United States. He
thinks that the Chinese already in the
country should be free to travel and
change their residence, sines although they
may no longer be wanted on the Pacific
coast, other parts of the country may de-
sire their services.

He points to the fact that these people
have been extremely useful in the past,
though he is not prepared to maintain that
their unrestricted immigration inthe future
is calculated to be an unmixed good. But
he holds that whatever restrictive measure
may be enacted at present should be in the

nature of an experimental law, and that
to pass the present bill would be to break
faith with the Chinese Government, and (o

ignore the tenor of the negotiations whi.h
led to the making of the treaty which the
billis supposed to follow. It willbe ob-
served that none of these objections go to

the principle of the bill. What the Presi-
dent really says is, that he willsign a bill
suspending Chinese immigration for five or

ten years, provided it is amended so as to
include the points in regard to which he
objects to the present one. As to the pass-
port and registration plan, we presume
that can be abandoned without any dan-
ger. Itmust be admitted that the method
savored far more of Continental than
American ideas, and that if the same end
can be obtained without it,it'willbe bet-
ter to avoid so strange a violation of demo-
cratic doctrine.. Of course it remains to

be ascertained whether the billcan be

passed over the President's veto, but from
past and present indications we are satis-
fied that this is impracticable, and the

more certainly so because the President
has in effect intimated his willingness to
sign a billwhich reduces the period of sus-
pension.

There are in both Houses of Congress
many men who voted for the present bill
with reluctance, and who cannot be in-

duced to vote in favor of passing it over
the veto. It is barely possible that this
might be done ia the House, but it would
certainly fail in the Senate. If, however,
the Pacific Coast members introduce anew

bill embodying the changes proposed by
the President, without delay, and push it
vigorously, we see no reason why itshould
not be passed withinthe next thirty days,
unless, indeed, the Democrats should think
it their best policy to maintain the statu
quo, and by preventing all further legis-
lation force upon their opponents the re-
sponsibility of defeating the measure.
They ceuld not do this, however, without
exposing their purpose, nor could they
take ground against a new billunder any
pretext without putting themselves in the
very position in which they naturally de-
sire to place their opponents. As the case
stands, therefore, no irremediable harm
has been done. The veto does not at all
necessarily deprive this coast of the pro-
tection it seeks. It only postpones legis-
lationsomewhat. As regards the diminu-
tion of the suspension we do not think it
of much consequence. A bill suspending
Chinese immigration for ten, or even five
years, willafford all the present relief that
a twenty-year's suspension could give. In
live or ten years the principle of the bill
willhave been fully tested, and if the re-
sults which are expected have flowed
from the law, there will be no difficulty
in getting Congress to renew the prohibi-
tion.

We have been convinced from the first
that neither the treaty nor the bill were
sufficiently comprehensive and pertinent
to bring about the changes demanded, and
therefore we cannot feel that even the

complete failure of the latter would be an

irreparable injury to this coast. But
since it is in the school of experience alone
that most men obtain their education, we

recognize the necessity of letting the peo-
pie test this measure fully for themselves.
Such modifications as the President pro-
poses inhis veto message willnot prevent
this frombeing done, and it can bo accom-
plished quite as effectually in five years as
in twenty. Vox the rest, we hold it to be
the part of wisdom at this time for the
people of tho Pacific coast to continue
patient, temperate and resolute. Nothing
can be gained by denouncing the President
or his advisers. Whatever is to be gained
must be won by steady persistence in the
demand for remedial legislation through
the proper and constitutional methods.
There is no ground for believing that a

Chinese bill cannot be passed at this
session. The President has on the con-
trary pointed cut very clearly what kind
of a Chinese billhe is prepared tosign. It
remains, therefore, for our Senators and
Representatives to prepare such a bill
promptly, and it mast, we think, be re-
garded as certain that it willpass both
houses by even larger majorities than the
original obtained.

THE KILLINGOF JESSE JAMES.

The notorious Jesse James, outlaw,

murderer and robber, has, after a long
career of defiant and successful crime,
been assassinated by a ycung man who
had insinuated himself into the confidence
of the redoubted bandit w i'.h this end in
view. Thectieerof th James brothers
has been a remarkable one, and its most
startling development consists in the proof
it affords of the „\u25a0 prevalence, upon the
border, of a spirit of lawlessness which
does not yield to time, and which seems to J

be almost the normal condition cf the pop-
ulation of that region. For though the
James brothers and their associates have
committed some of the most daring crimes
of the century, it is perfectly clear that
they could not have escaped the pursuit
iTOch has been hot and ceaseless after
them for years, had they not been enabled
to retreat to regions where the community
sympathized so strongly with them a3 to

make every settler their friend and the
enemy of the officers of justice. In fact
this was the secret of their immunity. It
was found impossible to get near them,

because information was so surely con-
veyed to them whenever an at-
tempt of the kind was contem-
plated. The best detectives in the
country were baffled by this state of af-
fairs, and several of them lost their lives
in the vain effort to arrest the robbers._
This constant immunity of course tended
to cast a sort of glamour over the deeds
of the brigands, and it was all ascribed to

their own preternatural acuteness. But
had the James brothers undertaken to

settle in a civilized region, we venture to
say that they could not have escaped cap-
ture a week. Ljhey really owed their free-

dom from arrest to the impenetrable ob-
stacles which the sympathies of their
neighbors defended their hiding places
with. They were originally guerrillas,
belonging to Quantrell's band, and it is
highly probable that some of their border
friends believed to the last that they were
stillcarrying on the war of the rebellion.
Their raids have been most audacious.
They have robbed at least a dozen banks
and several express trains, aud their plun-
der must have aggregated several hundred
thousand dollars during the last ten or

fifteen years. Both the brothers were
cruel and pitiless murderers, and both
have long ago forfeited all right
to

( .':consideration. They were ;~. in

fact literally hostes humani generis, and
deserved death fifty times over for their
many assassinations and butcheries. Yet,

for all this, we cannot envy the feelings of
the man who obtained the opportunity to

killJesse James by winning his confidence,

and who repaid this trust by deliberate
assassination. The presumption, however,
is, that the slayer belongs to the community
which solong sheltered and tolerated the
James brothers, and that his feelings are
by no means sensitive.

"
He has been look-

ing mainly to the rewards off-red for the
capture of Jesse James, dead or alive, and
which it is said aggregate one hundred
thousand dollars. If we divide these
figures by five we shall perhaps be nearer
the truth;but considering the fact that

Frank James and the rest of the gang still
live, we should think even the highest re-
ward that has been mentioned alltoo small

to compensate Ford for the terrible risks he
willhave to encounter before he can put
himself beyond the vengeance of the
formidable band whose chief he has shot
down.

THE SAILOR'S RIGHTS AND WRONGS.

The Sin Francisco Examiner is perform-
ing a public service of importance in dis-
closing the many abuses practiced upon
the sailors in that port. It has already
been instrumental inseveral cases in res-

cuing seamen from the clutches of the
thieves and ruffians who prey upon them,
and itappears to have stirred up Congress-

man lateralis to intrcduce a billof gome

kind locking to their better protection. It
is somewhat singular, however, that, ifour
contemporary's statements are tmstworthy,
the United States Shipping Commissioner
appears to have little or no sympathy for

the men whom he is supposed to watch
over, and that he looks upon them as a

hopelessly stupid class, who are constantly
getting into trouble, and who ought to be
left in it as a punishment for their obtuse-
ness. Such a theory is far too convenient
for the thieves, who live by robbing the
sailors, to sit well upon an official whose
special feature it is to protect them, and

we conclude from the Examiner's state-
ments that the Shipping Commissioner's
office at San Francisco would bear inves-
tigation.

THEHEBBARD INDICTMENT.

The last entry in the criminal record in
the United States District Court at San
Francisco, in the case of Henry A. Heb-
bard, is dated February 24th of this year.
Hebbard was arrested and indicted over a
year ago for the embezzlement of $3,500
while a deputy in the Internal Revenue
office under Collector Higby. Four in-
dictments were presented against him,
covering the crime under the various sec-
tions of the United States laws. At first a
plea of guilty was entered, but subse-
quently, and after considerable delay, the
plea was withdrawn and a demurrer wad

filed to the indictments. Itwas sustained,
but the District Attorney bridged over the
difficultyin the mean while by filingnew
indictments, conforming with the de-
cision on the demurrer. Nothing was
heard of the case again for a long
time, until the announcement was made
that negotiations ere pending with the
authorites at Washington for a full com-
promise of the defalcations, to the end
that a nolle prosequi might be entered.
The information obtained at that time
turns out to be true, and furnishes a ready
explanation for the dilatoriness exhibited
in the case from the very start. The entry
of February 21th testifies to the discharge
and exoneration of Charles R. B.wen, E.
J. Blanding, John "Best, R. H. Haskell
and Mrs. Isabella Best from all liabilityon
the bond of Hebbard. Itnow also trans-
pires that the Commissioner of Internal
Revenue at Washington has notified the
District Attorney's office to dismiss all the
indictments against Hebbard, as he has
made good his defalcations by returning
the money to the Government. The in-
dictments have not been dismissed yet, nor
will they for the present. Inasmuch as
the sureties have been exonerated, the case
is practically ended.
