Fenry Wadsworth Locgfellow,
DIED MARCH 14, 1682.

lle*.*_t Wadswobth Lokgfeilow was
bom at l'..rtl_ur!(Vie.), on the 27th of Feb-
ruary, 1807. Hi- father was an attorney-at-
l_w. la 1.21. he entered Bavdoin College,
and was ier„duuetl thereiifour years later.
He then reid law a. few months inhis father's
a.ffi*;e, a pursuit which, happily, he did not
conticup, friend, who knew his genius, by
acquaintance with his college life,providing
him the opportunity of an occupation more
congenial. i'ha-y offered tim lb. pititionof
Professor of Mooern uajeis at Bowdol—,
oae entirely proper to his bent. To qualify
himself the bett.r for its duti ?, Mr.Long-
fellow spent the three years and a half im-
mediately succeeding his acceptance ifthe
offer, in Europe, visiting Franc, Spair,
Italy, (rtirminy, Holland and E-.^-laTid for
this purpose. Ha came home in 18.9, and
began his pr'fe*sirhip at J_owio'_, which
continued until 1535,when the death of Mr.
George Ticknor, who held the corresponding
position in Harvard University, resulted in
hi? acceptai of the vacant professorship in
that eminent seat of learning. Before actually
entering upon hi- duties, he again went to
Europe, this time visiting the Scandinavian
