LOGAL INTELLIGENGE.

The followicg opiuion was filed with the
Board of Sapervisors yesterday by the Dis-
trict Attorncy of Sacramento county :

To the Hon. Board of Supervisors—Gentlemen :
in obedience t» & resclution passed some months
since by jour honorsble body, instructing the Lis-
trict Attorney to take the necessary legal steps with
the end in view that the American river bridge
might become a free public highway, I respectfully
submit the following report:

The Legislature, by an Act approved May 6, 1861,
sranted R. A Puaris, L. B. Harris aud others a
sharter and franchise to construct across the Amer-
ican river the toll bridge in question, with the right
to incorporate and use said bridge for a period of 25
years. At the time this crarter was granted as
above, the American river av the place crossed by
said toll bridge was, by legislative enactment, a
navigable etream.

TEE SUNDAY LAW,

The Third Case Tried and a Verdict of
Acquittal

Yesterday morning the case of Hubert
Cantwell, for a viclation of the Sunday law,
was called in the Police Court. Judge T. B,
McFarland appesared for the defense, and
Msjor W, A. Anderson for the prosecution.

Judge McFarland adcressed the Court and
said that two representative cases had been
tried, and that a verdict cf acquittal had
been rendered in each case ; that it was evi-
dent that no convietion could be had, and
that the City Attorney conld ouly hope by
cetting some rpecial juror in a case to have a
hung jury. He claimed that the public sen-
timent did not demand avy further sacrifice
of tims on the part of the jury, and therefore
acked that the other cases be dismissed.

W. A. Anderson, City Attorney, .rephed
that he could not consent to dismiss the
other cages unless he was eatisfied by the ex-
pression of public opision by the people, or
through the press, that it was not his duty to
preeaed further ; that with the cases on the
calendar it was simply a plain duty of his to
follow the law in these prosecutions, there-
fore he refused to allow the cases to be dis-
missed at this time.

A leading member of a femperance organ-
ization of this city, one of the jurors, ad-
dressed the City Attorney, and stated that
public opinicn anﬁemperance peopls gen-
erally were oppos:@%to any further prosecu-
tions. Business men, he said, were com-
merncing to grumble at the City f\ttoryey fqr
insisting on their serviog on jaries, where it
was already understood that a conviclion was
impossible, It was taking their time from
their business, and that he was satisfied that
a majority of the law-abiding citizens of this
city were in favor of a discontinuance of
these prosecutious, as they become alike a
parsecution to the jarors as well as the de-
fendants.

The City Attorney replied that he had a
plain du'y to perform, and if they desired a
discontinuancs that there should be some out-
ward expression by the people or through the

re g,

2 The gentleman who addressed the City At-
torney went away quite angry, claiming that
the farther prosecution of these cases was an
outrage on this community.

The css2 was proceeded with. Thirty-five
jurors were called, and the following twelve
were sworn in to try the cause: Jasper
Drake, N. Dingley, Clarence Nelsor, George
Schroth, O. N, Morse, R. A. Fisk, J. M.
Smith, S. Lavenrson, G. B. Blue, C. C. Tafr,
Addison Sage, E. M. Skaggs.

The proofs and arguments were about the
same a8 in tha two former cases reported in
these columns, The defendant was charged
with keeping a cigar stand and scllicg Lis
goods on Sunday.

Julge McFarland’s argument was no$ so
long as in the former cases, but he quoted
many more authorities to prove that the law
was no law, was a epecial law, and therefore
unconstitutional,

T i torney raised the point and
i ies to prove that the jury could
not consider the law at all ; that the Legis-
lature ix the sole judge of the policy of the
When 2:tion arises as to the inter-
ion of the law as to -its constitution-
that is a matter for the Courts to de-
cide, not the jary. Juries have no right
whatever to interpret tke law or the policy of
the law qnoted anthorities, Tf the law
iz obaoxious, then appeal to the Lzgislature
for relief,

When the argument wa3 closed the Court
gave the sama 1ostructions to the jary as in
the former cases, and they retired. After
they had been absent about forty micutes
they returned with a verdict of not guilty.

Judge McFarland then s*tated that he had
now tried three representativa cases and had
secured a verdict of acquittal in esch case—a
saloor, a hotel and a tobaceo store—and that!
Le thouzht this ought to be sufficient.

The jurors were notified to be in attend-
anee next Tuesday mornirg at 10 o’clock,
when the case of Joseph Goddard, the Sec-
retary of the Licensed Daalers’ Protective
Association, will be tried.

BOOEED FOR FOLSOM.

Dick Fellows, the California Clande Duval,
who was convicted in Santa Barbara of the
robbery of a etage on the 7.h of last Janunary
and sentenced last Thursday to imprison-
mens for life in the Fol:om S:ate Prizon, will
arrive in this city to-day en routs to the Pen-
itentiary, He was visited in San Fraxccisco
yesterday by a Post reporter, The reporter
says of him as follows: Ha was fourd very
commnuricative ard very affable for a mem-
ber of Lis profession. In appearance Fellows
is about eix feet hich, compactly built, with
dark brown bhair, fall beard, that sweeps
around to either side of the face, and calm,
hazel eyes, Io manners he seems qaiet, cool
and reserved. The bandit’s untasted break-
fast wae before him, and when the reporter
suggested that he should demolish it, he re-
plied that he was not feeling well—had been
seasick on the voyage, and did not care to
eat. In referring to his career, he ivcident-
ally said that he came tn Cu:lifornia from
Kentucky, his home, in 1867, Soon after hs
was arrested for stage robbery, at the instiga-
tion of Wells, Fargo & Co. He was acquitted
of this and then sned the express company for
damages to his reputation, which he said
had previously been good, Failing to recover
jndgment, the highwayman took to dissipa-
tion, and, filled with animosity and liguor,
ectered upon stage robbery as a fireart. He
always did his work single-handed. His plan
was to secrete himself by the wayside, and
then, covering the stage-driver with his shot-
gupn, order him to ““heave oun that box, and
drive on!” which command was seldom dis-
obeyed. “‘I have been in State Prison three
times,” said he, ‘‘and, by the way, what
kiud of men are the authorities at Folsom?
I have been in prison three times, and wounld
like to know something about them.” Ha
was assured that General McComb, the
Warden, was a gentleman, and that bis offi-
cers, it is supposed, would treat him kindly.
“*No, I never shot anybody,” was Fellows’
response in apswer to an inquiry. ‘“‘Iam
not criminally inclined, and =mever asso-
ciated with that class. Why, in Santa
Barbara, Sunday morning, when I es-
caped from jail there, I was armed with
Sheriff Sherman’s pistol, and had him csv-
ered, and by killing him could probably have
escaped, but I did not want to shed blood.”
*“The horse bucked and threw you off ?”
queried the reporter, referring to the Santa
Barbara affair. ** Yes, d—n him,” responded
the robber with vehemence, ‘I had an sp-
pointment in Mexico about that time, and if
that bronco had not bucked you ean jast bet
your city agaiost the President’s veto that I
would have kept it.” **Do you expect to
serve your term ?” “ Hardly. I think that
{ I will get & pardon sooner or later. You see,
I am a yousz man yet, only 37, and the pros-
pect is not as bright as it might be.” Fellows
i3 unmarried, has no relatives ia tha State,
and but few friends herfe. Oa the trip h
wore an *‘ Oregon boot,” which was takea off
in the tank, He will leave to-merrow morn-
ing for Folsom, and wiil be looked after with
the greatest solicitnde. ;

JHON, W. B, C. BROWN,

The anncuncemen’ that Hon. W. B. C.
Brown would lecture on the subject of * Im-
| mortality ” at the Scventh-street M. E.
Church drew a good bhouse. The speaker
{ was receivad with applause. He said he
Iwould not devise any argument from the
| Bible, or revealed religicn, nor from the
subtle arguments of scientists, The conclus-
ions of scienge as to the origin of life, the
forces of matter, etc, were as unreliable as
Mother Shipton’s prophesies, He would
reason from what every hearer sezs arcuni
him in the natural world, To teach that
this lifs is the end of existence is to de-
grade mankind morally, The first great
argument in favor of immortality was to
be found in the desire for such after ex-
istence. Nothing is made in vaiu ; matter is
indestructible ; physical powers may make
complete development, but when we invada
the realm of the soul we find undeveloped
powers ; altributes which will require time
beyoud this life for their nofoldment. Noth-
ing is made in vain, and these germs of power
within the mind must find development
somewhere, Their existenca gives vnus-
takable evidenca of a Iifs beyond this, in
which to find fall fruition ¢f power. God
and eternity ars themes which will enchain
the attentinn of childhood, and inter=st in
them proceeds from the original promptings
of the human soul. The belief in immortal-
ity is the only incentive to honesty tie
human mind may know. Divest the world of
this and the strong would prey upon the
weak., The speaker dwelt upon the hopeless-
ness of materialism, and the grand vistas a
belief in immortality opens bevond the toxwb.
He pictured the consolations cf faith in a life
to come in the hour c¢f bereavement. The
lecture, while being persuasive rather than
logical, was well delivered and entertaining.
