The Indians . mid their Untlons- L-lter

from General Pope.

Washington, April 5.h.

General Pope
writes from Fort Leavenworth : "The In-
dians cannot liveon the reduced beef rations.
There are 103,000 cattle grazing near Fort
Reno. Bather than starve, they will do as
we do

—
take by force what cattle are needed

to keep them from starving. Thi< will pro-
voke hostilities, and lead God knows where.
Toe military can only make them starve
passably— a most inhuman act. Some de-
partment of the Government should spend a
few thousands for beef to prevent an out-
break. There is no game here. Is it really
the intention of the Government, for
such a paltry sum, to plunge the
frontier into a war with the Indians, or as-
semble a strong military force to force these
unhappy creatures to starve in peace ? These
be fearful responsibilities ifthis matter is not
settled now, when itcan be doze inone hour.
Should Ifind nothing dena when Ireach
Reno, I.hail probably assume ths responsi-
bilitymyself. Ihad rather suffer anything
myself than see an Indian outbreak, si inex-
cusable, unjust, and fraught withsuch dread-
fulconsequences. There is no reason in it.
Show this to the Secretary of War."

The Governor has not yet decided what
willbe dose with Ford, the slayer of James,
nor lias he determined to whom the $10000
reward for the body of Jesse James, dead or
alive, willbe given.

The inquest was. held at St. Joe, and the
verdict «_; that Jei-se James cam. to his
death at the bands of Robert Ford.

Mrs. Samuels, the mother <f Jesse, identi-
fied the remains as those of her m>h. She met
Di.ek Little, the member of the gang who
gave information to the officers as to the
whereabouts of the lsader, and callejd him a
traitor and cDward.

St. Joseph (Mo.), April sth.—Prosecuting
Attorney Waiie^e and Dick Little arrived
this niorniag and identified the remains of
Jesse James.

Captain Ford, brother of Charles and Bob,,
says he knows where Frank James is. He is
in the East. He will avenge Jesses death,
and somebody willdoubtless be killed. This
matter is not yet ended.

Bafaire his promotion from the same rank,
he carried to Wasbiugton dispatches an-
nouncing tbe corrjae.t ifCalifornia. C':n •
modore Stockton hijiilycomplimented him
upon tle.it. occasion, in the letter appointing
him to ti.e honor, wherein occurs the follow-
ingpassage :'*
Ihave selectee! you to be the bearer of

the Moomp-nyisg dispatches to the Navy
Department, in confequence of your heroic
conduct in volunteering to leave General
Kearny's camp (then surrounded by the
enemy) togo to the garrison of San Diego for
assistance, and because of tbe perils and
hard-hips you underwent during that danger-
ous journey to procure aid for your suffering
fellow soldiers."

Before the close cf the war Mr.Baale was
appointed Snperintertlent of Indian Affairs
for New Mexico and California. Biter ia life
he acted as United States Miii,ter tc Vienna.
His fate-— in V/^a-hicKton is situate on
Bifayette L-'ii'iire, the house being built in
1819 by Commodore Stephen Dfceitur. Itis
an elegant and historic residence, one of the
ornaments of the capital.
