Since the President vetoed the Chinese

bill the Democrats in Congress have dis.

played much less interest in the enactment

of any restrictive legislation, The intro-

duction by Senator Farley of a sixteen-

year bill, and Springer’s cpen opposition

to putting the new bills where they could

be called up promptly, justify the sus-

picion that some at least of the Democratic

Congressmen would rather prevent all

legislation on the subject than lose what

they regard as political capital. They of

course realize that if a ten-year bill is

passed and the President signs it, their
party on this coast will be deprived of the

one issue upon which they think it possible
to carry the Pacific States. The situation
therefore affords a crucial test of their
sincerity, and as they act now their future
standing with the people of this coast will
be determined. We do not look forward
with any feeling of hopeful expectation to
the possibility that they may put partisan
considerations above the interests of this
section. We sincerely trust that they will
have sense enough to perceive that they
cannot employ obstructive tactics at this
juncture without entirely loeing whatever |
advantage the President’s veto has given
them. It would be a fatal blunder for
them to imagine that they could fix the
responsibility for the failure of all legisla-
tion upon their opponents, under the cir-

camstances, The people of the Pacific
Coast are not blind. They are quite capa-

ble of piercing through ali such subterfuges
as some of the Democrats are disposed to
employ. If the enactment of a ten year
bill is made impossible through Democratic
filibustering or other parliamentary trick-

ery, the blame for the result will assuredly
ba placed where it belongs, and it will at
the same time be recognized that the ob-
structionists believed in the willingness of
the President to sign the ten-year bill.

For if they held that he was certain to

veto any bill that might be passed, it is
obvious that their best policy, from a par-
tisan standpoint, would be to push through
the ten-year bill as quickly as possible,
and let it go to him. If his vetoes help
them, the more vetoes he issues the better
must their prospects be, But if they are
afraid he will eign the ten-year bill, anl
for that reason try to prevent its passage,
they will make it evident that they do not
really wish to stop Chinese immigration,
but that all they are seeking is political
capital. Nor will it serve them to fall back
upon their record in such a case. They
cannot atone for obstructive tactics by
showing that there was a time when they
were willing to help this coast. We have
no use for friends who are only friendly
when their assistance can do us no good,
and who turn round and betray us the mo-
ment it seems to them more politic to do
so than to continue in their former course.
Moreover, their resort to obstructive tac-
tics now would cast doubt upon the sincer-
ity of their previous action. It would
naturally be suspected that they only voted
for the twenty-year bill because they had
reasen to believe that it would be vetoed.
We do no% care who helps us, so long
as we ere helped, but we shall not owe
any gratitude to those who under any
pretext whatever desert us in time of
need. The Democrats no doubt may lose
something by assisting our representatives
to pass a tem.year bill, but they will
lose very much more by defeating such a
Judging from their traditional
tendency to commit blunders at the most
critical juncture, however, we fear that
the present indications cannot be con-
strued favorably., The Democratic mana.
gers are just superficial and narrow encugh
to conclude that it is their best policy to
keep things in statu quo, They are likely
to think that by so doing they will keep
the feeling against the President at fever
heat all through the coming campaign,
and that consequently the Pacific States
will defeat the Republican party. Bat the
Pacific States in that case would have no
motive for preferring the Democratic
party. They wonld consider that they had
been ill-used and betrayed by both parties,
and neither having any advantage over the
other in'respect to the principal issue,
the choice of the voters would be made
upon other grounds,
The Democracy cannot afford to make a
contest in tkis way, Eliminate the Chi-
nese question, and the two parties are not
on an exact equality. Under such condi-
tions the Republican party would have
‘the preference, and sinee the more the
people reflect upon the relative ability of
the national organizations to help them, the
more they must perceive the superior
power of the Republican party, such an
arrangement would probably involve the
collapse of the political edifiece which the
Democrats think they have erected rg
skillfully.

THE WcGARRAHAN CLAIM,

Congressman Pacheco deserves great
credit for the bold stand he has taken
in opposition to that stupendous fraud
known as the McGarrahan claim. By
what means McGarrahan succeeded in con-
vincing the majority of the House Com-
mittee on Private Claims that all the
Coarts of the country for twenty years
past have been mistaken in regarding as
fraudulent that impudent imposture, is
as yet only conjeciurable, That this per-
suasion was effected solely by argument no
sane person can believe, however, for it
is notorious that there are not and gever
have been any valid arguments in support
of the job. What renders the present re-
vival of the case more scandalous than any
preceding effort of the kind, is tho unex-
ampled magnitade of the robbery. In its
new form the Committee proposes to give
the claimant some 10,000,000 acres of
public land, as compensation for a loss
which all the Courts unanimously declare
he never could have sustained, even if

his claim had not been fraudalent from the
baginning. For this bogas claim he is
said to have paid $1,100, and now he de-
mands, and the committee want to
give him, property worth at the very
lowest estimate £30,000000. It is really
all bub incredible that a Congressional
Committee should be found capable
of bolstering up this gigantic swin-
dle. Had any novelist introduced
such an episode into a work of fictiom it
would have been a$ once condemned as out
of nature. Bat here we have the sober
fact that a number of the people’s repre-
sentatives have deliberately recommended
what can only be characterized as the
theft of $50,000,0C0 from the country, as a
reward for the longest and most shameless
and corrupt lobbying on record. This
recommendation, too, is made in the teeth
of 2 Jong line of judicial decisions and Con-
gressional inquiries,.all of which agree in
the fundamental facts of the dishonesty
and invalidity of the claim. So utterly in-
iguitcus is the job, that if Congress should
grant McGarrahan his outrageous demand,
the affirmative vote on the proposition
must destroy the reputation of every mem-
ber so voting, and put his corruptness be-
yond all further question. How, under
the circumstances, even the least scrupu-
lous members can think it possible to sell
oat without damning themselves beyond
redemption, is indeed the most perplexing
and extraordinary feature of this mos$ dis-
graceful and scandalous case.

HURLBUI'S LETTERS,

The letters written by the late General
Hurlbut, and which have been produced
by Shipherd before the Congressional Com-
mittee, do not seem at all to justify the
view which Shipherd has apparently based
upcen them. Unless it is to be supposed
that he construes them as menaces which
were put forward to force the Peruvian
Company to pay him for not obstructing
their claim, it is difficult to understand
how they can help the witness’ representa-
tion. Hurlbut, as shown in this corre-
epondence, appears to have seen through
the Peruvian Company’s game at once, and
all his remarks are directed to show that
the Cochet claim has no possible justifica-
tion or standing. In fact he riddles that
claim completely, demonstrating that it

assumptions made by the Peruvian Com-
pany regarding it, is false and fallacions.
It would scarcely be possible to dissect a
bogus claim more thoroughly than it has
been done in these letters, and if there is
not some further correspondence to show
that notwithstanding his opposition Hurl-
but was willing to advocate the claim if paid
enough for doing g0, Shipherd will certainly
fail to substantiate his charge of corruption
against the dead Minister. But even
though Hurlbut shonld be exculpated on
this head, there will remain very formid-
able articles of impeachment against him ;
and it is also apparent that the more he is
exonerated in this case, the plainer does it
ecome that Mr. Blaine must have been
Shipherd’s main dependence. At first it
appeared that Blaine and Hurlbut had
been operating in concert. As the case is
gore into more fully, however, it looks as
though Hurlbut was rather an impediment
than an aid to the Secretary’s programme ;
and that but for him the pregramme would
probably have been carried much further
than it was, Whether the committee will
feel called upon to follow up the inquiry
to the end, remains to be seen. Thus far
some disposition to avoid the thin ice has
been manifested. Should the whole story
come out it is probable that there will be
an opportunity for another complaint of
‘ persecution,” and that the *‘ Stalwarts”
will be charged with malevolence, and
disrespect to the memory of Garfield.

The simple-truth
is and always has been that almost every-
body in California employs Chinese labor,
and that everybody does so whenever any-
thing can be made or saved by so doing.
The farmer, the viticulturist, the manu-
facturer, the merchant, the professional
man, the workingman, all employ Chinese
labor to the full extent of their needs or
convenience. It is therefore the most
naked demagogism to pretend that the
railroad company is amenable to adverse
criticism for doing precisely what all the
rest of the community has always done.

FROM THE ORIENT.

By the arrival at San Francisco of the
steamer Belgic we have advices from Hong-
kong to March 11th, and Yokohama to
March 18th :

Th2 Japan Gazette says that the *‘bal-
ance of trade” cry—that imports far ex-

ceed exports—Las died away, owing to the
changed position disclosed by the customs
returns. Formerly, when the mean an-

nual excess of imports was $5,000,000, busi-
ness was active and the people fairly pros-
perous, when the limited extent of-the
trade is considered. During the last eigh-
teen months exports have approached im-

ports in value, the difference being a mere |

trifle. The effect is that trade of all kinds
is greatly depressed ; mopey-—-that- -is
specie—has almost disappzared from circu-
lation, and the appearances of brisk pros-
perity have vaniched. The Japanese have
their desire—a balance of exports in excess
of imports ; and yet the drain of specie is
as great now as when imports far exceeded
exports.

The Miike colliery in Kukuoka Ken is
eaid to prove so largely productive that a
tramway will be laid to the port of Suwa,
where a wharf will also be constructed, in
order that the direct export of the mineral
may be encouraged.

About a month ago a daring burglary at
Peking was attempted on the British Lega-
tion chest. The thieves were, however, not
successful in securing the coveted treasure,

The Boletin de Avisos hears that a Chi.
nese commercial company with a capital of
$500,000 is to be established at Manila for
the purpose of purchasing, manufacturing
and selling tobacco.

The Kaiping mines, directly the canal is
complete, a work of two or at most three
months more, will send to Tientsin 250
tons of fine coal daily.

A Manila paper states that the Governor-
General of the Philippines in January last
directed by decree that Chinamen failing
to pay taxes specially levied on them at
Maaila, shall be deported to China at the
expense of the Chinese community of that
city, and that the amounts due by them
shall be recovered from the latter.

Six of the palace thieves have already
been executed at Peking. Their names are
Yuen Tama, Yuen Li-erh, Wang-wu and
the eunuch Hsu Chih-hsiang. The others
in custody awaiting execution, probably
pot before autamn, are Liu Mao-ern, Ta-ha
and Hoa Shang-hsiang, the brazier who re-
ceived the stolen goods.

[LAST NIGHT'S DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.

Say Francrsco, April 9:h.—Rev. L. Ham-
ilton, pastor of the Independent Church in
Oakland, died very suddenly in his pulrit
while delivering a sermon this forenoon. Hs
was apparently in his usnal health up to the
time ¢f his death, While reading his dis-
courss he was observed to panze and bend his
head down, At first the congregation sup-
posed he wes looking at his manuscript, in
order to read some passage not plainly
writtan, He contisued sinkinz lower until
his head rested on the pulpit desk. Saveral
persens who sal near spraog fcrws.rd
and caught the minister, and prevented him
from falling to the floor. He was laid in a
pew, but expired in a few moments, The
ciuse of his death is supposed to be heart
dizease. Deczased was aged 60 years, and
laaves a wife and two children. About eight
vears ago Mr. Hamilton withdrew from the
Presbyterian Church and established &
church of his own, which was known as *‘In-
dependent,” He was well known on the
coast, bore the reputation of an excellent
Christian gentlemar, and was greatly beloved
by his congregation.

The Sunday Law—The San Francisco Po-
lice Taking a Rest.

San Fraxcisco, April 9th.—There were no
squads of police out to-day taking testimony
against violators of the Sunday law. There
are over 1,000 cases already to be tried in the
Courts of the city, and the authorities have
concluded that further arrests are uselees
until some disposition is made of the cazes on
the docket,

The San Franelsce Sand Lot.

Saw Fraxcisco, April 9:h,—This afternoon
Denis Kearney addressed a small crowd at
the sand lot on the Chinese problem. The
afternoon was cold and raioy, which prevented
mavy from attending the meeting. Dr.
O'Donnel! did not make his uzual speech to-
day. There was no anti-Chinese procession,
and no demonstration of any kind, as was ap-
prehended,

Chaplain Appolinted—Loyal Legion of the
United States—Easter Services.

San Fraxcisco, April 9:h.—Colonel Smed-
burg, commanding the Secord Artillery, has
appointed Rev. Cbarles 1), Barrows to be
Chaplain of that regiment.

The military order of the Loyal Legion of
the United States will entertain General
Sherman and stsff at dinner upon their ar-
rival in San Fraucisco. A number of vet-
eran officers of the late war have lately ap-
plied for membership of the first class, and it
is expected that there will be over twenty
candidates to be elected at the next weeting
of the Commandery of California. Ex-Gov-
ernors Leland Stanford and F. F. Low are
expected to join the Order as companions of
the third class, which class is specially re-
served for gentleman in civil life who, during
the rebailion, weie epacially distingunished for
conspicuous and consistent loyalty to the na-
tional Government, and who have been active
and eminent in maintaining the supremacy of
the same.

Appropriate Easter services were held to-
day in the Cathoiic and Protestant churches
of the city.

The Chinese Question in the Pulpit.

Sax Francisco, April 9:h.—Rav. Dr,
Woodbridge delivered a discourse this even-
ing, daring which he dwelt at some length on
the evils resulting from Chinese immigration,
The reverend gentleman tock decided grounds
against the Chinese coming here in such num-
bers, and maintained that the evil should be
remedied at onee, but not by recourse to vio-
lence. He pictured the terrors of aninunda-
tion by Chinese, and likened them to the
growth of a cancer. He held that an alien
people could not grow together, and as tne
Chinese Government by treaty had given per-
mission to the United States to restrict Mon-
golian immigration, and had left such restric-
tion to the judzment of our représentatives,
be could not see the advisability of President
Arthur’s veto.

Anti-Chinese Convention to be Held.

Sax Fraxcisco, April 9:h,—A regular
meeting was heid this evening of the Trades
Assembly, at which a resolution was adopted
callicg for a general Convention to devise a
plan for ridding the community of the pres-
ence of Chinese. A suitable call has been
prepared by the Executive Committee snd
addrerssed to the Pacitic coast States and Ter-
ritoriee. The time fixed for such Conven-
tion is April 24th, and the place
San Francisco. To this Conventicn is
irvited delegates from Trade and
Labor Unions, local assemblieaof the Knights
of Liabtor, Grgugers and all organizations of a
bona fide labor character, and the basis of
representation for every organization of fifty
or l:ss three delegates, and for organizations
of a larger member:hip in the proportion
of three for every ffty members, and
all branches of ekilled and unskilled
labor at present orgagized will be en-
titled to cne representitive each when
indorsed by at least twelve persons of occu-
pation, The Sacretaries of erganizations
which send delegates will forward their names
to the Secretary of the T'rades Assembly on
or before Saturdey the 22d instan$, It is
intended that the Convention shall be of
a decidedly practical and non-political
character, Denunciatior. of individuals,
violent remarks or soggestions  will
pot be tolerated, henca it is particularly
requested that no organ'zation will send as
delegates any politician, d3magogue, crank or
* hobbyist, as such persons would undoubtedly
create inharmoany and defoat the object earn-
estly sought to be obiained.

The Twelfth Ward Anti-Chinese and
Boycotting Club has organized.

Tue CHINESE QUESTION AND SAN FRAN-
cisco RepuBLIcANs, — The Republican
County Committee of San Francisco has
adopted an address embodied in a preamble
and resolutions. The first recites the tacts
as to the veto, the disappointment of the
people, the necessity of restricting Chinese
immigration, that the Republican party of
the State and city favors such restriction,
and that the Pacitic coast Representatives
in Congress labored earnestly to carry out
the wishes of this people. The resolntions
indorse the efforts of the Pacific coast mem-
bers in Congress in relation to the bill, re-
gret the veto message, and deolare that
the day will come when the wisdom and
justice of the demands of the coast in tke
matter will be recognized all over the land.
That this question demands our united and
constant consideration, and that the Re-
publican party, which is essentially the
party of iree labor, free thought, and loy-
alty to the will of the majority, may be
cemented more firmly through an intelli-
gent, open and temperate discussion of the
question. That we reaffirm our faith and
confidence in the principles which have so
often been enunciated by the Republican
party, and which to day are exemplified in
the freedom and unity of the whole people,
That we believe the same energy and
ability which have thus far developed the
Pacific coast, which carried the Republican
party into power here, if continued, will
insure prosperity in the futn!'e, as in the
past, and lead to a successful issue on the
Chinese guestion.

SarpMENTS To CHINA.—The Pacific Mail
Company’s steamer City of Tokio ssiled
from San Francisco Saturday for China
and Japan with a remarkably large cargo
of merchandise and treasure. The follow-
ing shows the proporiion of shipments
made by Chinese firms: Merchandise to
China, 360,922 ; treasure to Ctina, 892,.
003 ; total, $452,925. Merchandise by
Chinese, $73,210; treasure by Chinese,
$£90,590 ; total, $163,800. Other than Chi-
nese shipments, $289 125. The merchan-
dise shipments to China by the City of
Tokio include 4,140 bales of sheetings and
duck, in transit from the East, and forms
no part of the trade of San Francisco with
China. Deducting $214,470--its value—
there remains $146,452 for all other ship-
ments, The difference between the latter
amount and the Chinese shipments is §73,-
242, showing that the Chinese firms ship-
ped about one-half of the merchandise
value, and nearly all the treasure. The
shipment of sheetings is an unusunally vala-
able one. Out of 12,020 barrels of flour
sent to China, the Chinese firms forwarded
10,051 barrels.
