months. The New York. _Str>» of March
27th says :"If the comet that was discov-
ered by a young tistronomer inAlbany a
week ago fulfillshalf of the promises made
for it, we may expect to behold, inMay or
June, a celestial speotaele stich as has not
been equaled since 18fid or 1811. This
comet, talibough somo 200,000 UK) miles
from its perihelion, which itwillnot reach
for three months, ajov.b a bright tail and a
star-like nucleus. The inference is fair
that the comet is a very large one, and that
when it gets into onr neighborhood it will
present a magnificent appearance. .More-
over, Professor Chandler's figures show that
the comet is plunging almost straight at
the sun, which it willIprobably apprcaoh
within100,000 miles. Allthe present in-
dications are that it willpay it:respects to
the ruler < f the tolar system with royal
splendor, presenting perhaps such a scene
as was witnessed when tlte great comet of
1264, which failed to return, as expected,
in 1830, spanned the heavens with its tail.
In the meantime there is no reason to be
alarmed, but good reason fcr everybody to
rejoice that we are likelyto witness oue of
th«» grandest phenomena of the skies. ._
