WEATHER.

THE

The following weather items are fur-
nished the Recorp-UxroN by Sergeant
Barwick, of the United States Signal
Office, which show that there has been ro
rainfall in the past eight hours ending at 8
P. M. last night (10th), at any of the signal
stations except Sacramento, The wind is
mostly from some westerly point along the
entire Pacific coast, and the baromseter is
rising slowly, a very good indication of clear-
ing weather, The total rainfall at Sacra-
mento for this storm is .82 of an inch, The
total rainfall for the season to dateis 1567
inches. The total raiufall for the season of
1877-8 to corresponding date is 23 62 inches,
an excess of 7 95 inches over the present sea-
gon. The total rainfall for the season of
1878-9 is 15 23 inches, which is .44 of aninch
less than the present season. The total rain-
fall for the reason of 1879-80 is 14 25 inches,
which is 1.42 inches less than the present sea-
son, The total rainfa!l for the season of
1880-81 is 256 29 iaches, an excess of 9.62
inches ever the present season. The average
;ainhll for the past five seascn is 18 81
inches, making the present’seazons about 3 14
inches less than the average rainfall for the
past five years,

| A MURDZROUS TARTAR RUNS AMUCK IN

A TERRIBLE TRAGEDY.

THE STRZET,

Two Citizens fhot Down Yestsrday with-
out Cause or Provocation—One Is
Mortally Wounded.,

About 4:30 r, u. yesterday the lower busi-
ness pertion of the city was thrown into a
state of extraordinary excitement by a tragic
occurrence happening uposn the public street,
ThLe excitement arose from the statement

hat James Lansing, a promicent and re-
spected citizen, Fad been ghot down upon the
street and killed, The streets in the vicinity
of Third, Fourth, K and L were im-
mediately thronged with excited citizens, and
it was with great difficulty that the officers
of the law secured tha would-be murderer,
forced him into a hack and conveyed him
to the city prison,

- THE FACTS,

Simon Raten is a native of West Siberia, is
an employe at the railroad shops, hus been in
this State six months, He has been drinking
congiderably of late, On Suuday he became
involved in an altercation with a man by the
name of Andrew Errickson. He followed
Errickson around the greater part of the day
tryiog to provoke a fight, Fiually Errickson
was forced to fizht and gave Raten a very
s-uaddrubbing, Yesterday morning,fired with
liqguor and smarting under the humiliation
of the sound flogging he had evidently justly
received from Errickson, he procured a pistol
and went out huntirg for the latter, deter-
mined on revenge. At half-past four, Raten,
while walking down street, met the objzct cf
his search coming up along the south side of
K street, between Third and Fourth str:ets.
Raten immediately drew a pistol and fired.
Errickson, seeing the assassin approach,
dodged as the pistol was fired and escaped
the intended bullet. A young wman
named John J. Livingston, who was walk-
ing behind Errickson, received the shot
in his right haod. The shot attracted imme-
diate attention. The assassin turned at once
back toward Fourth street from just in front
of the cffice door of the International Hotel,
and began to run. As he came to the cor-
ner of the street Richard Leslie attempted to
intercept him, but he pointed the pistcl at
hin: ard tarned down Fourth street toward
L. By this time a crowd was in pursnit of
him. As he came to thealley between K and
L he turned into it and ran toward Third
street.

JAMES LANSING,
Who was in the back yard of his prem-
ises (the International Hotel), which open
upon the alley, hearing the noise made
by the people pursuing the assassin, and
the cries of the officers, opened his gate and
stipped into the alley just as Raten passed
the gate. Lansing ran after the man a few
feet, when the latter turned with his pistol in
his hand. Lansing stopped short and threw
up his hands, and some say he cried out,

““Don’t shoct,” Raten was then about
four feet from Lansing. He paid no
heed to Lansing’s protest, and fired.

Lavsing staggered back and re-euntered his
yard, ard had strength safficient to walk to
the hotel, when he was assisted to his room.
Raten stood a few seconds with his pistol
pointed toward kis pursuers, and then ¢ irned
and ran on to Third street. Heturned down
Third toward L, and near L. ceased running,
and walked. Charles Heiarich, a grocer,
met him there ard asked him what was the
matter. Raten replied, **I doa’t kno v what
they want of me.” He then turnel up L
street and began to run, A few seconds
later his pursuers were on him, and midway
of the block he was overtaken, thrown, and
made a prisorer,
A BOY'S STATEMENT,

Jacob Goldstein, aged 15, a rewsboy, says
he was in the alley when Raten entered if.
He saw Mr. Liansing open his gate, acd saw
him put up his hands, as if to stop the man,
Lansing, seeing the man with a pistol, cried
out, *‘Don’t shoot,” bat theman thrust the
pistol close to Laneing’s body and fired.
Lansing reeled and staggered and *‘acted
wildly,” as the boy puts it, and cried out ‘I
am shot.” Raten then threw his pistol over

that he regretted the manner of his
deatb, He knew 2ll men must die,
but be had tried to live the life

cf agood citizen, and to be shot down thus
was & source of sorrow moere than the death
before him was. He then made this state-
ment: My rameis James Lansing. I am
56 years of age. I know I am gciog to cie,
and make this statement under the impend-
ing crisis of the immediate presence of my
demise, I do not know the man who shot
me. I may have seen him, butif I did I do
not koow it. I had po difficulty with him,
I was out in the back yard of my hotel hetp-
ing fix up a car load of coal. About4r. M,
I saw a msn runring down the allsy and
heard people halloo after him. I then
started in pursuit, I followed about
100 feet. I did not run fast, neither
did the man. I only wanted to
see what the matter was. He turned on me,
and I saw he had a pistol in his hauod, and 1
attempted to turn, but before I could turn he
fired, when about fifteen feet {from me. I
keew that I was hit, but did not feel at first
any sensation. I then ran all the way back,
and just as I arrived at the hotel I began
to feel the effects, and came into room 9,
where I now am, and I now feel that I must
die and make this statement with that feel-
ing, (Signed),

INTERVIEW WITH THE ASSASSIN.

Raten was visited io his cell last evening
by a REcCORD-UNION rapresentative. He was
found sitting upon the cot, holding in kis
hand a cup of water. Hs demanded to know
what was wanted of him. He apparentiy
was in a very great state of excitemeut, and
began to relate that Errickron had
pounded him almost to dsath the day befure.
He denisd having shot any one and said peo-
ple had been trying to kill him. While he
was conversing in a ramblicg way wiih the
reporter he fell heavily npon the stone floor
of his cell, and lay as if dead for a short time,
It is impossible to say if the fit was a bit cf
acting. It seemed real, but the police he-
lieve it was feigned. Some time after this
Reten commenced to converse again,
and said  his dizziness was caused
from the injuries received from the pummel-
ing he had from the hands of Errickson, It
was difficult to have any intelligent conversa-
tion with him. Raten is a man a little above
the ordinary hight and weight ; is of a rather
repulsive appearauce, and has a Malay east
of counterarnce. He speaks English with but
little accent. He states that he was born on
the Amoor river, in Siberia, and came to
California about six months ago, and has
bsen employed in the railroad shops in this
city, and waz at work in the copper depart-
ment. He claims to be a skilled mechaniz,
and that he was receiving thirty-four cents
an hour for his services, Raten for several
days pest seems to have been having consider-
able trouble. He has been in the Police Court
once or twice, and has been harassing
the Juldge of the Court, the City Attorney,
and the police officars geanerally, asking that
warrapts should be issued for the arrest of
certain individuals. Yesterday morning he
became very insolent, and had to be ordered
away from the station-house. He called on
Judge Henry at his private residence on
Sunday, complained of having been fined
five dollars by the Judge, and asked that
warrants ehould be given him for the arrest
of certain parties, He was

VERY INSOLENT,
Aud the Judge had to open ths door and
drive him out. Al:hough he was under the in-
fluence of lignor yesterday morning, to en
extent that was plainly observable, st the
time he done the shooting he was apparently
sober,

Chief of Police Karcher says that when he
had Raten down in the hack, ke was clesely
over him, ard could dstect no smell of
liquor on his breath. While in the hack hs
indecently and brutally assanited the Chief,

boy fcllowed with the crowd in pursuit of
Raten, who was overtaken on 1, street, near |
the middle of the roadway, and abont half- |
way batween Third and ¥ourth. The hny!
says Thomas Stevens and William Dolan |
were the first to seize the man, who resisted |
and had to be thrown to the grousd. P.
Jrannigan, cificer Campbell, and other offi-
cers were almost simultaneously on the apot,
and o them the prisoner was turned over.
RATEN RESISTED

Violently, and fought the officers all the way
along the street until the vicinity of the
Recorp-UN10N office was reached, when
Chief Karcher called a hack, and the prizouer,
by main force, was thrust in and held down,
and thus driven to the Siation-house. An
immense crowd filled Third street by this
time, and cries of ** Hang him !” ** Kill him !”
were loud and frequent. Tae peopls were
greatly excited, and a single move by a de-
termined leader would probably have re-
sulted in an attempt to take the prisoner
from tha officers. But a larga number ot
police were present and drove the crowd
back and cleared the walk wayaz,

LIVINGSTON'S STATEMENT.

The youngz man, Livingston, was taken
into the International Hotel, and #at bravely
up during the surgical operation of removing
a bullet from his wrist. The bali entered ths
right side of the palm of his right hand,
passed up the hand toward and through the
wrist between the small bones, and lodgad be-
neath the skin on the upper side of the wrist
and just back of the wrist joint. Livicgston
gaid : I work in the railroad shops. I came
here Decamber 12, 1881. Iua company with
two friends I started from in feont of the Ia-
ternational Hotel to go up K strest, We
had walked but a few steps when I saw a
dark-visaged man with a shade over his eyes
coming toward us. Bafore I had fairly ob-
served him he drew a pistol—I can’t say from
where—at least I saw it in his hand. He
fired toward me, and I received the shot in
my wrist jost as I was lifting my haad. I
never saw the man before. As scon as he
shot he turned and ran toward Fourth ctreet,
a3 I thought in pursnit of another man, I
never had ary difliculty with the man, and
dil not know him at all.

ERIRCKSON'S STATEMENT.

My name is Andrew Errickson; I live at
the Helvetia House. Know Raten ; had an
altercation with him Sunday; I whipped
him ; he had been following me up to fight ;
[ was forced into it; have knowa Reten at
he works
in the copper shops. To-day (Monday), at
4;30, I met him in front of the Intersational,

ballet grazad my face; I felv its wind; ths
powder of the cartri I folt on my face; I
ran away up K street, clear to the Helvetia
House, on Fiith street; I thought the maan
was still after me, and I was uvarmad.

P N. Woodson, G. Graves, W, Dolan, T.
S:cvens and many others saw the shooting of
Mr. Lansivg, and all teli the same story,
with but slight wvariation ia detail. Oue
man, however, tells a story that is false in
every particular, Ho2 told it loudly on the
street to the officers, to crowds of citizens,
at the station-house and elsewhere, and
amazad reporters, newspaper men and
officers by the marvelousness of his state-
ments, to such an extent that a collection is
being taken to give him a chromo as the
champion, He says his name is David
Cuarl, aad he lives at Eighieenth and O
streets. He saw Lansiog and the assassin
talking in front of the hotel. Lansing was
duncisg Raten for a board bill. Suddenly
Raten drew a pistol and cried, *‘Fil not
pay you a ¢-——d cent,” and immediately
tired. The assassin then ran and Curl pur-
sned ; the officers were careul to keep behind
him (Curi), snd urged him on to the frent,
He saw Lansing shot in the alley, where he
had come to intercept Raten, Caurl thee fol-
1 wed the man, canght him on L street, threw
him down and choked him with his fingers |
about his throat. Riten threatened to kill |
him, but Curl told him he was too late and
wrenched his pistol from him and gave it to
the laggard offi vers, who just then cama up.

This story wisled the Chief and City At-
When the |
truth was known there was an earnest desire
to find Curl and present him with a preminm,
I'he pistol was found where the boy saysit was
thrown. I:isa nickel plated Ranger pistol,
made by the Allsa Manufasturing Compsny.

I'wo chambers were found empty, but oce
full chambar was between the two empty
ones, showing that an attempt to fire that
one had failed. This, taken in connection
with Livicgston's and Errickson’s statements,
shows that Riten did follow up the latter
from the hotel to Fourth street and probably
tried to fire at him agaio,
MRE.

OUR CITY TRUSTEES,

The Board of City Trustees mst in regular
session at 10 o'clock yesterday morning; all
the members present,
previous meeting were read and approved.

Jotn A. Cunrisgham, ex Chief Engineer
of the Water Works, reported for the week
ending April 21 that the works bad been run-
niog 168 hours, and that the nuwber cf gal-
lons pumped was 8,937,170—all the puwmping
being done with the Holly works, On April
1st and 2d his successor had charge of the
works,

Mark Foster, Chief Engincer of the Water
Works reported that during the week ending
April 9th the works had been runuing 168
houre, snd that the total number of gallons
pumped was 9,568,360—zll but 622,870 gal-
lons being forced tuircugh the Holiy. The
Clipper coal being exhausted for 36 hours,
Sydrey coal was used to the extent of 16 160
gross tons, From the 5th to the 8ih the
mains were being blowa cff, aud there was a
fire alarm en the Tth.

A commugication was received from L. L.
Lewis & Co., asking that they be allowed to
use four feet on the outside of their sidewalk,
instead of the four feet on the inside, as
granted by the ordinance. Referred to the
Street Commissioner.

A communication was received from the
Cli=f Engincer of the Water Works, stating
