TheNorthwest Storm— Remarkable Freaks

of tbe Wind.
Junction City (Ks), April llih.—The

wreck made by Friday night's storm at Fort
Riley, and the freaks of the wind, without
ocular proof, are simply beyond belief. That
there was no loos of life is nothing less than
miraculous. The wind pursued a spiral
course, destroying one building in i's course
and skipping the next. The Commisary and
Quartermaster's storehouse) were unroofed
and a portion of the side of one of them
ripped oS as though it had been (awed in
two. The stores in these builoiogs were thus
exposed, and are now covered with canvas.
Tbe roofs of several if the soldiers' quarters
in some instances are wholly gone, and in
others partially so. Of the officers' quarters
tte greatest wreck is the one occupied by
Major Dswees and Dr. Dilton. How
these gentlemen and their wives escaped
death is the most astonibhicg story of the
storm. Where their beds were are several
stones weiehiog from 50 to 100 pound* each,
and the roofs fellin, the ends near their beds
lodging while the opposite ends fell to the
flior; but the occupants escaped without a
scratch. Tne kitchen portion of the qu-.rters
occupied by Lieutenant Dimmick's family
was destroyed, the wreck showing a fearful
mixture of stones and broken c;>i_kit'g ware,

lo one <f the soldiers' quai ters great rocks
fell among the banks occupied by the mer,
but only three soldiers were hurt so as to bo
sent to the hospital. Hut the great curiosity
is the stable, which suffered the greatest dim-
age. There were probably sev<n'y-fiva
horses in the stalls on the side mostly dam-
aged. They broke their h.lters and moved
back as the fall cam", the stalls being filledto
adipth of five or six feet with recks, rafters
and other debris. Only four hor»:cn were
caught by the fallieg wreck. Sections cf the
roof were carried several hundred yard?, and
the great ttoces from the walls scattered all
about. Aportion of the command now live
in tents. The trickr.f the storm half a mile
orso south of Junction City is as distinct as
the furrow of a plow.

He his con-
siderable property, and is spending ie just as
last as lie Knows how, and itis my desire to
s-ve it for him while he iiiv jdl, so that it
may be jalicioijsly expended on the new trial.
Wuen 1left Washington Ihinted something
of my intention to Guiteau, but he did not
seem to relish it. However, Idetermined to
carry it out, but my husband has, on one
pretext or another, prevented my filing Euch
a bill. He believes that my brother willget
a new trial, but does not place much depend-
ence en it." This closed the interview.

THE DUTY OF THE PRESIDENT CON-
CERNING IMPRISONED CITIZENS.

The followingextract from the Act cf Con-
gress passed July 27, 1853, confers the power
upon the President to institute the inquiry
asked for in the case of the Irish-American
citizens now imprisoned inIreland :

Whenever itis.made known to t!:ePresi-
dent that any citizen of the United States
has been unjustly deprived of his liberty by
or under the authority of any foreign Govern-
ment, itshall be ths duty of the President
forthwith to demand of that Government the
reasons of such imprisonment ;and, if itap-
pear to be wrongful and in violation of the
rights of American citizenship, the President
shall forthwith demand the release of such
citizen, and if the release so demanded is un-
reasonably delayed or refused, the President
shall use such means, not amounting to acta
of war, as he may think necessary and proper
to obtain or effectuate the release ; and all
the facts and proceedings relative thereto
shall, as soon as praotieible, be communi-
cated by the President to Congress.
