 LOCAL INTELLIGENGE.

NEw InpusTey—Matthew Cooke & Son
have opened a new and what promises to be
an important industry in this city. For
many years they have conducted what is
known as the Pionecr Box Factory, on the
corner of Front and M streets, They have
been manufacturing all kinds of boxes arnd
fruit packages, excepting berry baskets, The
manufacturing of this class of free packages
requires an entirely different class of machin-
ery and labor from that nsed in the making
of the ordinary fruit boxes and crates.
About fifty feet east of the box factory, in a
large and commodious room, Cooke & Son, at
an expense of several thousand dollars,
have placed all the machinery necessary
for the carrying on ef this important indus-
try. The power to run the machinery is
transmitted from the box factory by a large
endless wire cable. In the new building is a
complete saw mill. This has been built for
the purpose of converting logs of sycamore,
cottonwood and other trees that grow in our
immediate peighborhood into basket-making
material. - Here we find & band saw, slicer
and molding machines of various kinds, All
of this machicery, which works admirably,
it may be said to the credit of California, was
constructed in this city. Around the room
are nieely mad: work tables with all the im-
plements and tocls used in the construction
of the berry basketz, In front of these
tables, all ssated on comfortable stools, are
fi'ty workmen, all busily engaged and turn-
ing ont thousands of those neat little baskets
per day. These workmen sre not Chinese.
No Chbinaman need apply hers. They are
white boye and girls, varying in age from 12
to 20 years. DMaesers. Cooke & Son have
started in to solve the Chicese problem, and
if other manufacturieg enterprises would fJl-
low their example its solution would be a
matter of a very short time. The cottonwood
trees that grow so plentifully throughcut our
vallay is the material used for making those
baskets,

Sunpay LAw Acary.—Yesterday morn-
ing the case of Joseph Goddard, for the vio-
lation of the Sunday law, came up in the
Police Court. Judgze McFarland addressed
the Covrt at considerable lenguh, and asked
the dismissal of that and all similar cases
that were to follow. He said ten years ago

this thing was tried, three cases were prose-
cuted, the juries failed to agree, and the
matter dropped. In Woodland and many
other towns on ihe coast, one -and two cases
have been tried, the paople have been con-
vineed that a conviction cannot be procured,
and the matter has been dropped. In this
city we hava tried three representative cases,
and a verdict of acqnittal has been returned
in each case by jaries composed of good men,
and it looks as though it were foolish to pros-
ecute this matter further. City Attorrney
Anderson stated that he did not feel justified
at this time to dismiss the cases. However,
he agreed with the editorial in ths REcORD-
Usr1ox yesterday mornicrg. He would like to
have the case postponed for a few days for
further consideration. After consultation
between the Court and attorneys the casze was
postponed until the first Monday in May.
This is virtually an abandonment of the
prosecation of the casss. The case when
called up for hearing at the time appointed
will in all likelinood be dismissed.

Porice Coukr —In the Police Court the
following was transacted yesterday: Ah Lip,
charged with au assault to do great bodily
harm, had his hearing and was discharged.

Lewis Cush, charged with vagrancy, was
found guilty and sentenced to serve 30 days

DEATH OF JAMES LANSING—INTERVIEW
WITH HI3 MURDERER.

Excitement of the People—The Wilitary
Called Out—The Prison Be-
sieged Last Night.

)
James Lansing, who was shot by Simon

{ Raten Monday afternoon, died yesterday at
| 5P M.

Ha lived about twenty-four hou:s
after receiving the deadly wound. Mr. Lan-
sing having been a member ¢f the Exempt
Firemen’s Association, the b:lls of the Fire
Department were tolled as soon as his death
was Enown, The signal caured a deplorably
sad feeling throughout the city, combined
with deepest indignation, It having been
stated by the attending physician yesterday
that he could live but a few hours, the people
throughout the city were dreadirg all day to
hear the sound of the doleful bell that an-
nounced to them **James Lansing is dead.”
As soon as the Lell began tolling people com-
menced assembling in front of the Interna-
tional Hotel. In ashorttime many hundreds
were assembled, representing the best citizens
of the community,

SCORES (F MEN

Tock each other by the hand, talked low and
earnestly, aud asked what was best to be
done, They acted and spoke like determived
men—men who thought and openly declared
that the time had come when a little whole-
some hanging would be the proper and only
thing to do. Chief of Police Karcher became
alarmed and sought the aid of the militia.
About 9 p. M. some 1,200 men and boys had
gathered at the city prison, and in a short
time the number was swelled to 2,000. There
seemed to be no leader among them, and be-
fore any demonstration was made by the
angry assemblage, the local wmilitary compa-
nies marched in and took their position be-
tween the crowd and the entrance to the jail.
Colouel T. W, Sheehan, of the First Artillery
Regiment, was applied to by Chief Karcher
for aid in guarding the prison. He notified
the Chief that orders must come from the
Commander-in-Chief, Governor Perkins,
Early in the eveuning the Chief called on Ad-
jutant-General Backus, who communicated
with the Governor, who was at Elk Grove,
and the necessary order was soon received and
issued, Fortunately there was a regular bat-
talion drill in progress at the Pavilior. At 9
P. M. Chief Karcher drove to the building
IS HOT HASTE

And delivered the order to Colonel Sheehan,
who immediately marched Companies A and
G and a platoon ot Company B to the prison,
Subsequently one of the Gatling guns was
brought upon the ground. By this time the
crowd mauifested a disposition to proceed to
violence and hang Raten to the nearest latnp-
post. Many were present, however, through
mere curiosity. and even a numbsar ¢f women
were seen on ths outskirts of the crowd, The
assemblage was not noisy, but it evidantly
only lacked a daring leader. The crowd
had ample time to have stormed the prison
before the arrival of the troops had it desired.
In and about the prison the entire force of
regular and special officars, well armed, were
on duty, and kept the people back from the
vard in front of the building. As Colonel
Sheehan maiched his troops through the
crowd the people began to jeer the men, but
they psid no attention to the cries, The
companies were drawn up in line in front of
the prison, when

MAYOR JOHN Q. BROWN

Mounted an improvised rostrum and ad-
dressed the people. He urged them as good,
law-abiding citizens to disperse and go to
their homes, He stated that the prisoner was
in the hands of the authoritics, and that they
were amply able te protect him, and they
would do go. He promised that the mur-
derer should be spzedily tsied. He asked
that all should follow his example, and he
would lead off by going home, At the close
of the Mayor’s remarks he started up the
street, and quite a large proportion of the
assemblage followed him. The crewd com-
menced dispersing about half-past 9, and at
11 p. M, with the exczption of the militia and
the police force, there were but few persors
in the vicinity of the jail. A% 12 o’clock the
soldiers were all withdrawn with the excep-
tion of a equad of twelve men, who were l-ft
in charge of a Gatling gun. The gun was
placed just insids of the outer entrance to the
prison, All kinds of rumors were afloat dur-
ing the evening, to the effect that Vigilantes
were formiag in different portiors of the city.
'bat euch was the case could not be posi-
tively ascertained, The feeling, however,

THE DEAD.

James Lansicg was born in Lansingbureh,
Lansing county, N. Y., and was 56 years of
age. He came to California during the early
gold excitement. He belooged to the Ass.-
ciation of Picneers of this city. Daring his
life he was one of Sacramento’s most honored
and respected citizens, At one time he was
Marshal of this city, He served one term as
Sheriff and four years as Assessor of Saicra-
1:ento county. At the time of his death he
was the proprietor of the Iaternational Hotel
in this city., He was a man of great deter-
mination of character, positive in his opin-
ions, of great personal courags, warm in his
social relations; a man who drew to him
hosts of friends, and whose positive traits of
character made him some enemies. He was
an upright citizen, and devoted to the inter-
ests of the commusnity where he lived, He
leaves a wifz and five children—Ella, aged
18, Celia 11, Charles 9, Exma 6, Mamie 4.
Mr. Lansing was a member of the Order of
0dd Fellows, tha Exempt Firemen’s Asso-
ciation, the O.dar of Chosen Friends, the
Sacrawmento Society of California Pioneers
and the Krights of Pythias, His funeral
will take place Thursday from the Interna-
tional Hotel. An inguest will bs held on his
body this evening by Coroner Vermilya,

MORE ABOUT THE ASSASSIN,

He charges Erickson with the deed he com-
mitted, though it is positive that at the time
of the shooting Erickson was in hiding or
r<fuge in the ** Baby Racket” and shooting
gallery, on Fourth street, batween J and K.
A boy saw Raten throw the pistol over a
fence on the alley between K and L, Third and
Fourth streets, and it was tbere fuund. Last
evening this cuoning assasein said to a
REecorp UNION representative, *‘If T had a
pistol, why dida’t they findit on me ?” When
told that he had been seen o cest the weapon
away he replied, * That can’c be true, as
there was no place for me to throw it.” In
course of the conversation he gave his birth-
place as on the Lena river, near Ickutsk, Si-
teria, and gave scme details of his life in
that country, showing that he has perfect
command of his memory.

FURTHER FACTS,

As showing the murderous intention of the
prisoner, some further statements by Erick-
son are given that are of importance. Erick.
son 81ys that he has known Raten only at the
shops, He was there quarre!some aud vin-
dictive, Sunday Raten came to the Helvetia
Hotel, where Erickson boards. Raten was
somewhat under the ivfluenca of lignor. He
asked Erickson to go out and walk with him,
Erickeon declined. Raten insisted, but Erick-
son peremptorily declined, and pointed out
that it wes raining. Raten thereupon applied
an opprobrious epithet to Erickson, who rose
from his chair and promptly knocked him
down, giving him a black eye. Raten was
put out and Erickson prevented from pum-
meling him more. Two hours later Raten re-
turned, saw Erickson in the door, or near it,
and threw up his hands and with an oath ad-
vanced on him. Whereupon the latter let
out with his left and made a j:lly of Raten’s
right cheek, his fist stopping its work on his
well eye and promptly closing it up. The
men were again separated. Monday Erickson
concluded it was wisest for him to remain
away from the shops, as he had no desire to
have serious trouble with Raten. So he re-
mained at the Helvetia. Early in the day
Mr, Byers and other fellow-workmen told
Erickson that Raten was showing a pistol,
was looking for Erickson, and was swearin,
that he would kill him. This confirme
Erickson’s judgment that he had better avoid
the man, which he did, by keeping mostly
indoors, About 4 P. M., however, he went
out and down town, and on his retrrn up K
street met Raten, who had his hand in an
outside pocket. He drew it out, and had in
it a pistol ready cocked, which ke 1nstantly
fired at Erickson. The latter was unarmed,
and so ran past Raten to Fourth street.
Raten followed. Erickson ran ont into K
street at Fourth, thence over to the Postoffize,
and along Fourth to near the alley between
J and K, where he entered a place where a
ball-throwing game is kept, and there he took
refugze, Erickson wants it distinctly under-
stood that he is no coward, but when he has
o weapon, and no desire to go into a shoot-
ing scrape, he will always avoid the man who
is seeking him with a weapon and declaring
he will kill him—at least until forced, in de-
fense of life, to arm egainst his assailaut,

NOTES,

Notwithstanding the apparent guist which
prevails at the hour of going to press, it is to
be stated that without doubt meetings of citi-
zsns were held last night to consider the ex-
pediency of organizing a raid ca the City
Jail, The indications of such action were
unmistakable, Itis also reasonably certain
that meetings of similar import will ke held
this morning, and that appeintments for
such assemblage were made last nizht.

Raten, the assassin, at this writing, has
not been informed of the death of Mr. Lans-
isg, When the crowd assembled last pight
in front of the prizon he stood at his cell
wicket, and remained then wide awake, and
peering ount very earnestly, He evideatly
knew something unusunal was going on, and
that it concerned him, He remained awake
and at his wicket tiil a very late hour.

As to how speedily Raten may be tried,
this statement is authoritative : District At.
torney Buckley proposes to have tha prison-
er’s examination take place to day. Probably
it will be held by the Police Court in the
prisoner’s cell, as a matter of safety. If the
assassin demands time to secure counsel, the
District Attorney will move the Court to ap-
point coursel, and will oppose delay. 0. his
being held, the District Attorney will at once
file before the Superior Court a presentment
for murder against Raten. He will then
move the Court for a speedy trial, Under
the Court rules the trial must be fixed for a
dsy certain on the call of the calendar
on the 1st day of May., DBut this
rule may be repealed by the Court
if it deeins it wize and expedient to do so,
and such instances are on record. In that
event the murderer may be put to trial at
once, and a epecial venire for a jury may
issue. Such a proceedivg i3, ef course, unu-
sual, and no one can say that it will be pur-
sued, nor can any say that it may not be,
The state of the public mind is such that the
announcement of *“‘epeedy trial ” will do more
than all else to allay the disquiet. The p=o-
ple fear that delay will result in pleas of ia-
sanity cooked up for the occasion. This is
the current expreseion.

Nothing whatever in the demeanor of the
prisoner yesterday indicated that his miod is
in the slightest degree uneettled, or that there
is in any respect in him an insane tendency.
Helactﬂ and talks as rationally as any man
could.

Chief of Police Karcher, his regular offi-
cers and the spscials, are deserving of this
record of credit for the discreet and prompt
manper in which they conducted themselves
yesterday and last night, and by which was
averted the disgrace of a lynching in the
capital city of the State.

The members of the National Guard, under
command of Colorel T. W, Skeehan, are en-
titled to public acknowledgment for the
promptness with which they respondad to the
call made upon them last night. The men
were oblivious to the taunts and j2ers of the
lower elements of the crowd that sought to
exasperate them. The militiamen behaved
a8 guardsmen, and did honor to citiz.n
soldiery. Lieutenant-Colonel Guthrie, Ma-
jor McKee and Adjutant Neary ard
most of the other members of the
regimental staff were promptly «mn
hand and reported to Colonel Sheehan. The
latter officer had personal command, and so
disposed his men that had the crowd attacked
the prison, it would have found a small but
brave band of men under a cool leader, that
would bave prcven a living and well nigh
impassable wall, to pass which would have
cost blood and probably life, The militia
men generally expressed themselves a3 re-
solved to do their full duty, however dis-
agreeable,
