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MRS. SCOVILLE AND GUITEAU,

The attempt made by Mrs, Scoville to
open up the question of her brother’s
sanity appears to have broken down at the
cutset, the Court to which the application
was made having held that it had no juris-
diction, since Guitean could not be consid-
ered a resident of the county in whieh the
application was filed. But even if the
Court had possessed jurisdiction we do not
s2e how it conld have undertaken toreopen
this The question of Guiteau’s
ganity has been already determined by a
jury in a criminal trial. The verdict which
that jury rendered must, under the doc-
trine which has been established in our
Courts, be regarded as affirming the pris-
oner’s sanity., The idea of taking a man
under gentence of death for murder from
the custody of the jailer, and trying the
question of his mental condition in a civil

issue,

suit, is no doubt a strange one, and may
appear at first sight to raise a new issue,
But there is really no ground for the pro-
ceedings which Mrs, Scoville has under-
taken, and no processby which the prisoner
can be taken from the hands of the Gov-
If, however, the doctrine of our
Courts had not been vitiated by false views
upon the relations between crime and in-
sanity, it is clear that such a movement
could not have created any apprehen-
sion in the public mind. For, putting aside
for the sake of argument all question of
the practicability of Mrs, Scoville’s pro-
ceedings, it is apparent that no decision
as to Guiteau’s sanity would affect his
statusif once it was recognized that proof
of insanity did not free criminals from full
legal responsibility. There has in fact
never been a more mischievous doctrine
admitted to the Courts than that which
has obtained in this country of late years
in this connection. The most experiencad
and ablest alienists have long since been
convinced that insane criminals are per-
fectly capable of self-restraint, and that in
nine cases out of ten they are fully aware
of the consequences of their acts, and con-
scious of the fact that they are doing
wrong when they commit crime.

There is therefore no basis for the theor
that proof of insanity involves immunit

deprives the patient of volition, and sub-
jects him to morbid influences over which
he has no contrel. Bat experience proves
that though this idea is constantly availed
of to shield murderers, it is not acted upon
by society., Take the case of Dr. Lamsen
as an illustration. Desperate efforts are
now being made to show that he has been
insane for years, Yet the people who now
declars their belief in his madness never
thought of restraining him, or of question-
ing his responsibility, until he had com.

trusted, even with heavy responsibilities,

From their
personal experience they know that men
may be more or less insane, and yet be so
completely responsible as to be trusted
with heavy charges, But when it becomes
necessary to shield a murderer the doctrine
of utter irresponeibility is urged in the
most reckless The Guiteau case
afforded a good opportunity for overthrow-
ing the fallacy which has done so much to
hinder justice, but unfortunately the prose-

cution committed the mistake of admitting
that proof of insanity would entitle the
prisoner to an acquittal on the capital
charge, and so they made the whole case
turn upon that question. =~ We have long
been convinced of Guiteau’s insanity, but
we hold that there are thousands of
criminals equally mad, for whom the regu-
lar penalties of the law are the best possible
treatment., It is impossible, in fact, for
the law to attempt to draw nice distinc-
tions between criminals who are sane and
those who are not, All that it should be
necessary to prove is that the defendant is
capable of distinguishing right from wrong,
and that he knows the consequences of his
acts. These points settled in the affirm-
ation, the law should take its course, and
all such murderers should be cured of
their madness by the gallows.

It is in order to point out that if (iuitean
had been treated as he should have been,
since his sentence, Mrs, Scoville never
could have made the pretense she has.
She bases her application on the fact that
he is making money and spending it lav-
But a murderer under sentence of

strong, and almost universal. But though
this disposition existed, the people of Sac-
ramento were, to their credit be it said,
incapable of acting upon the inspiration of
the moment. They had been educated to
respect and abide by the law. They knew
that in this county no failure of justice was
to be feared. They could not but feel con-
fident that the murderer would receive the
full penalty of his crime with as little de-
lay as possible. And therefore, though
they assembled at one time in sufficient
force to have overwhelmed the small body
of police guarding the City Jail, they ab-
stained from any overt act of violence.
It has been said that this was only be-
cause they lacked leaders. But there
were hundreds of determined men
present who could have led them, and who
would have been willing to do so but for
that habit of reliance upon law which,
after all, constitutes the main distinction
between civilized and semi.civilized com-
munities, Had the murderer been
wrested from the custedy of the police,
and hanged, perhaps there would have
been no regret for his end, but Sacra-
mento would have very soon realized that
she had discredited herrecord as a peaceful
and law-abiding city, and that she had
committed a terrible mistake. The con-
duct of the police and the militia at what
seemed the critical juncture was all that
could be desired. The occasion was sucha
strain upon the public mind as very sel-
dom occurs, but it is matter for general
congratulation that the sober second
thought prevailed, and that we have not
causelesely impeached our own institutions
by allowing it to be believed abroad that
we were obliged to seek justice through
illegitimate methods.

THE HON. W, B. C. BROWN,

The sudden death yesterday of the hon-
ored citizen whose name heads this article
will be heard of with equal surprise and
sorrow all over the State, In this commu-
nity, where he had long lived, his eminent
probity and genial kindliness of nature
had made him very popular., He was in
the prime of life, and had behind him a
useful and honorable career, while before
him seemed to loom greater distinction
than he had yet attained. He had served
in Sacramento as County Clerk, and in the
State Administration as State Controller,
In both these offices he won golden opin.
ions from all sorts of people. As State
Controller he exhibited the most scrupu-
lous integrity, combined with a high order
of ability. It is not too much to say that
he was the mest prominent Democrat in
California, and that the hopes of the party
depended largely upon him. At the time
of his death he was a candidate for the
Governorship, and his past services and his
higa standing in the party made it almost
certain that he would have secured the
had he lived.

His Democracy was not a
narrow and illiberal doctrine, Though an
active politician, and a vigorous antagonist
in a campaign, his temper was go mild and
his instincts so gentlemanly, that none of
his opponents were ever made to feel the
smart of personal vituperation. He was,
indeed, a thoroughly manly man, honorable
and upright in all his dealings, faithful to
all his engagements, a true friend and a
formidable enemy, full of enthusiasm for
his party, but empty of all mean hatreds
for those who held opposite convictions.
It is but a few days since he delivered a
lecture in this city, on *‘Immortality.”
He sought to demonstrate, from the familiar
facts of existence, the strong probability
that the grave does not end all. Even
then the shadow of the grave was im-
pending over his own head, but he could
not know that in less than a week he
would be called upon to solve the awful
problem for himself, We remember him
as an honorable foe in politics ; as a warm-
hearted friend in private life.

Chinese Immigration.

SaN Francisco, April 12th,—The agita-
tion of the Chinese question is having the
effect of producing the heaviest Chinese im-
migration in California in six yeara. The ar-
rivals last month were 3,891, This is the
largest number for any month since May,
1876, when 3,932 arrived. It is very rare
that so large a number comes to hardin a
single month, Therse has not probably been
half a dozen months in twenty-five years that
the arrivals from China and Japsan have ex-
ceeded 3 000. In Jure, 1874, the nwmber
was 3,758, These are the ouly three in-
stances of an excess of 3,000 in a single
month in eight years. The largest arrivals
for any mouth of which we have record were
June, 1873, when the total was 5,046, For
the xionth immediately preceding the number
was 3,909, and the month preceding that one
2,506, makiog a total for that quarter of 11,-
511. This number has never been equaled,
'The total arrivals from Chiza and Japan in
1873 were 17,978, That was the largest num-
ber up to thai time, and, with two excep-
tions, the largest number ever landed here
during a singls year. Those two exceptions
ars 1875, when the total was 18,366, and 1881,
when the total was 19,221,

The Anti-Chinese Movement,

Sax Franoisco, April 12th,—A meeting of
the Anti-Chinese Commiitee of Twelve wis
held this evening, After considerable discus-
sion upon the proposition to interview the
insurance compacies, to induca them to re-
fuse ricks in Chinatown, the committee ad-
journed until tc-morrow evening, when the
b-committee appointed to wait upon the
diciary Comumitiee of the Board of Super-
vicors, to urge irmamediate action, will Le
ready to report.

The Judiciary Committee cf the Super-
visors will meet at 10 A. 3. Saturday, to con-
sider the question of the removal of the
Chinese frem within the city limits, and an
address by a committee of workingmen upon
that subject. Supervisor Torrence, of the
Sixth Ward, where the Chinese are princi-
pally located, expreszes the view that the
Chinese shculd be removed to the Govern-
ment reservation, or failing in this, he sug-
geets that the city set apart lands in the
reizhborhood of the City Cemetery, on which
the heathens may erect their tents. This
gection, he thinks, should be guarded by
police, to prevent the youth of the city from
visiting it, and becoming contaminated by
the baneful practices of the Chinese.
