
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
BOARD OP SUPERVISORS.

The Board of Supervisors of Sacramento
county met yesterday morning according to
law. Allthe members present. Minutes of
the last meeting read and approved.

Supervisor Wilson offered the following
resolutions and moved their adoption :

Whereas, The issue now must prominent before,
aud ini]vrtant to, the |«op!e of the Sacramento
valley, is the protection of their property and homes
from the ruin which threatens them by reason of the
tailings of the hydraulic mines being poured into
the public streams ;and whereas, there is strength
in unity and, without association nothing good of a
public nature can be accomplished, thereforeliMolved, That the Supervisors of Sacramento
county do hereby most respectfully and earnestly
iuvite the Supervisors of t:ie counties of Sutter,
Yuba, Yolo, Coluga, Tehaina, Solano, Butte and San

Joaquin to meet with them in convention, in S.icra-
inento, at noon or Mar 3, 1882, to consider how best
out own and our people's homes can be defended
from this invasion. And we also most cordially iu-
vite to meet with us upon that occasion, for con-
sultation and advioe, the residents and property
owners of each of the counties named. For in a
multitude of counsel there is wisdom.

Raolvtd, That the Clerk of the Board be and he
is hereby instructed to send a copy of the above
resolution to the Chairman of the Hoard of Super-
visors ofeach of the counties named, signed byhim-
self, aud sealed with our seal.

After the reading of the resolutions Mr.
Wilson moved their adoption, and on call of
the roll the motion prevailed by the follow-

Important Legal Ruling in Criminal
Practice.— Wm. Wilson, who is under
charge of petit larceny, second offense, by his
attorney, Frank I>. llyan, waa brought yester-
day before Judge Clark in the Superior Court
en a writof habeas corpus, claiming his dis-
'iart^e on the ground that the Superior
'llf had no jurisdiction of the (,ifenae
cVSPrged. Deputy Attorney-General White,
City Attorney Anderson and District Attor-
ney Buckley appeared for the people. The
points made by the counsel for the people
were based upon the decision of the Supreme
Court, ia the case of ex parte Wallingford,
and that it would be putting the defendant
twice in jeopardy for the same offense. That
the trial could only be for petit larceny. The
legal minds on the other side combatted these
propositions by authorities showing the two
charges contained va the information consti-
tute a felony under Section 667 of the Penal
Code, and that the twice jeopardy proposi-
tion had already been settled by the Supreme
Court of this State, reported in47 Cal. The
Court, after hearing the able arguments of
counsel, stated that it was a doubtful case,
and that some doubtful questions of law were
involved in it;however, he felt constrained
to dismiss the writ and remand the prisoner
to the custody of the Sheriff.

He now returns to Sacramento
and will make it hi* home. The new firm
title is Kirk,Geary &Co. The copartners
succeed to the business of H. C. Kirk &Co.,
a firmknown throughout all central Califor-
nia, and one of the oldest in the interier.
The new firm announces that it willcontinue
the business at 4Ui J street. Its attention
willbe given mostly t) wholesaling, with a
view of possibly doing no other than a job
biog l.u.»iriCKi>. It is believed Sacramento
presents espec:al advantage) for jobbing in
drags and medicines, and the new firmpro
poses to give th \u25a0 buiineas a fullteat, with the
hope that itmay demand the entire attention
of the house.

BOARD OF CITY TRUSTEES.

The Board of City Trustees met in regular

Beesion at 10 o'clock yesterday morning; all
the members present. The minuses of tha
previous meeting were read and approved.

Mark Foster, Chief Eogineer of the Water
Works, reported that during the past week

the works had been running IGS hours, and
the total number of gallons pumped was

8,914,000, all except 313,000 gallons being

pumped with the Holly.
On motion it was ordered that the use of

the plaza, in the block between Iand J.
Ninth and Tentb streets be granted the com-

mittee having in charge the giving cf concerts
twice a week during the coming summer.

Trustee Guttenberger, to whom the matter
was referred at a former meeting, reported
that a new feed pump for the water works
could be procured for about 5190. He was

directed to order one. He also reported that
a suction pipe would cost 88 25 per foot, but
further action in reference to its purchase was
postponed for one week.

Oa motioD, the City Attorney was in-

structed to prepare an ordinance iv accord-
ance with the Constitution, under which the
Board of Trustees can improve the etreetf..

On the recommendation of the Street Com-
missioner, the application of L.L Lewis &
Co. to use four feet of the sidewalk, on the
outside vi their premises, was denied.

On motion, it was ordered that no recon-
sideration be had of the bill of Diy & Joy,
for printing the supplemental register.

The following was submitted by William
Guttenberger, Superintendent of tha Water
Works :

Mr President :Manyof the citizens of Sacramento
using water supplied by the City Water Work', and
paying the pre9ent rales, claim that it is unjust to
compel them to pay for the city water any amount
in excess of the actual expenses of the water
Works Department, namely :Salaries, fuel, exten-
sion of pipes cmaiiis), repairs, etc. A3 per annual
report of the Board of Trustees for the yearending
April3,18S2, the amount of water rates collected
was 8C5.421 50. The actual expenses of the depart-
ment, including repairs on the old Water Works
building, was less than «33,003. The surplus moneys
collected (#:3,000) and transferred to the Interest,
Sinking and General Funds is the amount water
takers are compelled to pay in excess of municipal
taxes toward the support of the citygovernment,
and from which all other property holders are ex-
empt. Believing in the justice of their claim, and
to prevent unequal taxation as much as possible in
the future, Isubmit for the consideration of the
Board the following amendments t > Ordinance Xo.
141, which, if adopted hy the Board, willproduce an
annual revenue of $45,000 :

The Board of Trustees of the city of Sacramento
ordain as follows:

Section 1. After the Ist day of May, ISS2, the
followingrates per month shall be charged for the
use of the city water for familypurposes :
One person ina bouse or room 3 35
Two persons in a house or room : 50
Four persona in a house or room 70

business is conducted shall only pay half rates when
their business is charged a separate fee.

churches are herein exempted from the above rai.es.

Sec. 2. For water required for purpeses not speci-
fied in this ordinance, the rates shall be fixed by the
Superintendent of the Water Works, subject to re-
vision by the Board of Trustees.

Sec. 3. The rates herein established s'jillbe pay-
able monthly in advance, on the firstuay of each
month, forall permits exceeding fivedollars ;aud
quarterly, in advance, forall permits of fivedollars
or less per month. If the amount due for water
rent is not paid on or before the fifteenth day of
each month or quarter, as the case may be, the Su-
perintendent or Clerk of the Water Works shall
cause the water to he shut off from the premises,
and the water shall not be restored to said premises
except upon the payment of all arrearages and the
additional sum of from one to ten dollars for shut-
tingoff and lettingon the water ; provided, in case
of poverty itmay be turned on without charge.

Sec. 5. Nostreet* or alleys shall be opened, or any
distributing pipe tap|>ed, without the permission of
the Superiniende t or Clerk, which permission
need not be issued until after the plumber who is
tolay the sirvice-pirc has made application to the
Clerk of the Water Works, giving the size of the
taD to be used and where he wants it inserted ;nor
shall any permission be given until payment to the
Clerk ha* been made for the tap as follows, viz.:
For ono-half inch tap, S3 50 ;for five-eighths inch
tap, 41 25; for three-fourths inch tap, $5.75; for
one-inch tap, ?7. And when a larger tap than one
inch is Hecessary, such price as the Superintendent
may dirtct. Nor shall any permission be i- u<-il ex-;
cept to a plumber who has obtained from the
Superintendent a license annually to do work upon
city water service-pipe. v

THE TEMPERANCE REVIVAL.

fhere was a large and very fine audience at
;;he Sixth-street M.E. Church last evening in
attendance upon ths second of the temperance

revival meetings. Geo. B. Katzecstein pre-
sided, and Rev. J. Q. A.Henry offered prayer.
Colonel Long, of Kentucky, was then intro-
duced, and spoke for an hour, lieis an elo-
quent speaker, has a ready command of lan-
guage, is graceful in his style, forcible in
argument, witty and persuasive

—
in short,

Colonel Long is quite the ideal temperance

orator. Ho places temperance oratory upon
a considerably higher plane, and invests a
triteBubject with new interest. The central
thought of his lecture last evening concerned
the responsibility of society on the liquor
question. He had no harsh words for the
liquor drinker, nor indeed was his severity

leveled at liquor sellers or makers, bo much
as against society, that encourages, sustains
and upholds a traffic he deems to be inimical
to the best interests of his race. The whole
trouble, he held, resides in our system of so-
ciety, whfch handicaps the great majority cf
social customs with the imbibing of spiritu-
ous liquors. He held that the social drinking
custom of the nation is its great bane. He
claimed that itis the middle man who is re-
sponsible for the evils of intemperance, the
man who claims to know when to stop and
just how far to go, and whose iofluence leads
to ruin the men who can't stop, and who go

too far. However, he concluded that this
middle clasi is mistaken, from tl'e fact that
they do not know how far to go, nor just
when to stop. It is a fatal mistake under
which they labor. No man inall California
could be found who, for any price, would
agree to become a confirmed sot, and that
givr i the lie to the doctrine tbat every man
has his price. He held that the man to blame
of all others is he who can keep his stomach
fullof liquor and yet remain a pet of society,
while poor Tom or Dick, who emulate his
example, failin the attempt, and falling into
the gutter are treated as outcasts. As a sum-
ming up, he heldmoderate drinking to be the
AB C of intemperance.

Mrs. Emily Pitt Steven?, Grand Worthy
Vice-Templar of the Independent Order of
Good Templars, was the second speaker. She
took hold of her subject with both hai ds,
acd held itup to vitw, and gave it a local
and personal application that caused a flutter
in the audience. She claimed that society
sanctioned the making of Raten mad with
liquor on Sunday, that brought all the animal
to the surface on Monday, and sent him cut
to slay James Lansing on that day ;the same
cause tbat led ex-Sheriff Maltby, of Yolo, a
few days before, to go out into the woods and
take his life to end his miseries. She spoke
of the Order of Good Templars which she
represented, and which is 18 000 strong in
California, and said they'd be 20,000 strong

before the close of the year. People sneered
at it as being composed of common people.
One lady had told her that the Order was
doing a good work among the poor, was caring
for the orphan, reclaiming the falleß, and
saving youths from becoming drunkard--, but
she couldn't unite in the work because society
did not favor it; she coulda't afford to labor
withcommon people, as she was one of the
first cut. She wanted to tell all such that if
they ever visit a sawmill they will find
the

"
first cut" is always a slab. She made

a vigorous defense for the Order and its work ;
that it debarred no man or woman, led
none to crime or dishonor, had no knowledge
of politics or religion, nut recognized men
and women as human being?, whom to keep
sober was better than make mad with liquor.
As to the Sunday law, she favored giving
temperance a chance one day in the week,
and if it couldn't have it, it was because of
lack of moral strength in the community.
When the community i3made strong «nough
not to be brow-beaten, itwillenforce alllaws
for the protection of the homes of the people.
That was what the temperance people want-
ed to do, to sive the home from ruin. She
concluded witha touching and pointed anec-
dote, illustrative of the republican spirit, the
Catholic aim, and tho democratic breadth
and depth of the temperance platform. The
next meeting willbe held Wednesday even-
ing, when Colonel Long willgive his idea of
what is the beat remedy for intemperance.

LICENSED DEALERS' MASS MEETING.

A mass meeting of the Licensed Dealers'
Protective Association was held at the Court-
house last eveciug. None but members in
pood standing were allowed admittance. Over
three hundred members were present. The
meeting was called by the Executive Com-
mittee for the purpose of informing the mem-
bership of the condition of the organization
and to come to a thorough understanding :n
to how the coming political campaign ehould
be conducted. The organization, of which
the Sacramento branch iithe head center,
represents three of the Congressional districts
in this State. They have thoroughly organ-
ized in each county in those districts, and
every town within their jurisdiction has
taken seme Bteps in this matter and
have a representation in their mem-
bership. Seyenty-fiva letters from va-
rious localities, reporting progress
and asking for instruction?, were read. It
waa the unanimous expression of the meeting
that they should maintain and increase their
organization, and see to itthat no m»n should
enter the halls of legislation of < '..lif-nT-u
next terra who did not go thtre pledged to
repeal the Sunday law. They claim that
nothiug political shall iLHuencethein inelect-
ing the next legislature ;politics shall be a
second lry consideration, and none thall re-
ceive their support except those pledged tore-
peal the statute which they claim "is wrong,
is not American law, is contrary to the rights
of American citizenship, and is unconstitu-
tional." The organization in the district re-
ferred to has a membership of 3,121. Thirty-
nine new members were added last evening,
making a total membership of 3,100. The
Treasurer's report shows §13,931 cash on
hand.

Resolutions were paßsed expressive of the
sense of the meeting toward all in the com-
munity who have given the Association a fair
and impartial hearing' and the claims ithas
made dispassionate consideration.
