DESCKirTIOK iltMIXING FIELD.

The surif roua drift deposits extend from
the Merocd river to Cbico crtek along the
western flcpc cf tha Sierra, a distance of 150
mi! . and are «lso found acro?3 the cocst
range <"\u25a0!; the Klamath and Trinity r ve>s. j
They extend in elevation from the plains to
1,000 or 5 00'J fe :t ?.b~,ve sea level.

by tho mountain Btreamß. The^e modern
streams aro soae times from 1,000 to 2,590
feet below the ancient channels, and :> thi.-
fact is ilua t\.e possibility of working the
mines to advantage hy hydraulic process.

The material found iv tuehe ancie river
beds is generally heavy at the !ttom—con-
si»;ind of bowidi ,Urge gravel and Band,
firmlycemented together and requiring thj

disintegrating action of powder —getticg
finer and finer with increasing higbt, and
with frequ'nt t~ciß of cViy-pir« and tand ia
the upper depn-its. The depth of material
is often- from 150 to 200 feet. The accepted
theory cow in that these iivcr3 were rilled
withdetritus brought down by their own cur-
rents.

HYDRAULIC UININO IKDtJSTBT.

In » certain tense ell mining is hydraulic,
as water is iniiispeaeable for the se[>aratioa
of the gold in all tlie processes of mining.
What in lowknown technically as hydraulic
mining is the. use <f water inlarge quantities
under pressure ag.i&st the gravel backs,
which, with tho aid of powder and labor, do(
the excavating and :\u25a0'\u25a0*> transnorts tha ma-
terial wathed to the dump". The compara-
tively moderate aruount <\u25a0! man labor re-
quired :-> tha secret of tha cheapness of this
kind of mining.

The excavating power of the large streams
of waternow otteni \.- \u25a0 is generally largely
inexcesi : th transporting capacity of '.lie
sluice, 'iih^cce the grade of the sluice i.
the ni(.Bt important factor, bo far as the
amount 'Imater 1 removed is concerned.

The duty if a miner's inch (jtie miner's
inch for twenty- four bcura equals bout 2 250
cubic feet of water) varies according to dif-
ferences in hluice-Kridts and c'narac^r of ma-
teriai, beici- much greater in li^ht surface
gravel than in the bottom heavy rnttterial.

The miners on Ba»r river were enjoin«d by j
.fudge Keyeer in the case of Keyes vs. Little
Yorket al., fr.-.m fouling or corrupting the
waters of the. stream. Among the defendants
in this suit were several driftminers. This
"decision was overruled by the Supreme Court
on a technical point.

The distinctions between different kinds of
mining, so far ai they relate to the beds of
water-courses as places of deposit^ are dis-
tinctions of degree, and not of principle. As \u25a0

This elevation of ths river bed is i')-, ac-
companied by an equal increase in the bight
oi the inks, and hence the abandonment of
Existin? channels is a canseqaenoe to be ap-
prehendsd. On the Yuba and Ue^r rivers,
the beds are now higher than the aujlining
couEiry.

A careful comparison of offi ial ciurts
shows thai from 1855 to 1873 San Francisco
bar had buffered no injaiy; that the ship
channel in San Pablo liay from 1855 to 1878
nad narrowed about one-fifth, tha ruling
de[ cf water unchanged iv1878 ;
that a deposit of 2.000,000 yards had be=u
rr.n.d>in tlis lower three and one-half miles
of the Sacramento, and 500.000 yards intha
San Jotqain from 1807 to 1878; that tb
shoali in fiuisua Eay have increased sines
1867, and that deposits have ia recent years
been made inCarquinez Strait.

IJF.rOSITS OK DBTKITDB IN TCiiA,ETC.

Near the mines, main Bear river has beau
filled sozce 150 feet in depth. Steep Hollow
250 feet, and Greenhorn creek 200 feet. In

On the lower Yuba, with a grade of ten
feet pr n:i!c, sands erea:l} predominate;
withgra Jes of twenty to thirty lee r. per mile,
the great deposits of gravel are found ; on
grades of over forty feet to the mile, the
canyons are generally clear of u.ateiial, ex-
cept that of considerable tiZ3.

As to the American river Mr.Manson re-
ports to rce that theNorth Fork now contains
from twenty to twenty I million cubic
yards from ab ye its junction with the Mi
die Irork, with -.maximum djpthof s»y 100
feel ;'h» grade in which this material finds
lodgment is f irty-siz feet per nil-' a. the
upper end, aol twenty-three fc^tper mile at
tn • lower jar!;after the two Forks join, th
volume of ii.-. .water inso :'•\u25a0 at £8 to prevent
large deposits. The debris washed from the
mm onthe Son-.h Fork forms anexcellent
soil, as i<shown by inten'iona! deposits of it
tor agricultural purposes ;from the mouth of
thn canyon to the Sacramento liver some
6,000 acres of land have been covered, and
tba rivpr bed raised from fiveto thirty feet.

The Siite Engineer estimated i:i1880 that
15,220 acre* of land on the Yuba had been
seriously injured by these deposits.

The question of damage to lands, however,
do- hnot come uudtr the scope of this inveati-
gati

Generally, when the detritus consi-ts i-,
part ofhaavy cobblea or larger ttnnfp, itis
sapposed to he moved slowly ;is tbtw forms
a barrier which nerves to iajpouud atnive it a
mass of gravel which otherwise -11 have
traveled furtler i! iwn the Ftream.

Nor could a

breach cause an unu.-ual flow to any great
Idistance of detritus in a given tbo!. In the'

reaoin already established, that H mds are
1 now fullyloaded with all the material they
:are able to carry. The :result of a breach,
however serious could therefore be only to
restore conditions now existing. Moreover,
itUimpossible to conceive sadden and whole-
sale disaster overtakine one of these structures.
They may settle, and their usefulness may be
impaired, but being simply a mass of large
rabble stone without bond, disaster cannot
take great proportiin, or be an element of'
sudden danger to persons or property.

As the beds inthese mountain streams are

widened by the deposits of rebris held back
by the dam?, the depth of water, aid hence
the current in the river, willbi c Jer.-ibly
diminished, thus allowing lighter and finer
sediment to be deposited.
Itcannot be claimed for this method, how-

ever, that itwill fully retain the finer parti-
cles of sand and clay carried in suspension,
and which would retrain) settling basins to
insure their deposit.
Itis also proposed the first yaar to fully;

restore the bru«h dams built by the Stata on
tb.9 B?ar an.i Yub1*rivers,' an"! the next s«or !
to protect these structures by stone, it being
thought nece-sary to do this for the protec-
tion i f Mirysviiiennd the neighboring lauds
from the large amount of sand and gravel al-
ready ivplace, and which now threatens Ma-
rysviileand the navigable streams. :

General Rosecrans is an "Ohio man "by
Mrth, having bean t-orn a. Kinirstoc, in that
State, September 6, 1819 Be was edu-
cated at the West Point Military Academy,
where he graduate lin1812.and aft ;,rvi:eas

lieutenant in the IvuiueerOorpa, he returned
in 1814 sh assistant Profess for three years.
For the next five years he had charee of the
fortifications at Newport, and in1853here-
aignt-d from 'he army. When th? war orok-
out he joined the Union am.v, being commis-
sioned colonel in June, 1861, and promoted
to Brigadier-General in the regular army be-
fore the close pf the -ear for hi' gallant ser-
vices i.i West Vir. •>.' ias second ii command
toMcClellan. lit- was soon marie command-
er of the Department of Ohio. In 1862 he
succeeded Pope as commander of the Army
of the Mississippi, was commissioned as Ma-
jor-General of volunteers, anil won the ba'tle
of Ink*. InOctober he was ma le c immi nl-
er of the Department of the Cumberland,
won the battle of Scone River, and met the
crisis of his railiary enreer at Chi'.-kamaujui
ia September, ISG3 after which ho was re-
lieved of his command, aad hs!d n ivery re-
sponsible position dnrin,r the reaiaiuder of
the war, In1867, General Rosecrand resigned
his Brigadier-Gtjieral'a commission and re-
moved to California. In 1830, he sousht a
nomination for CoD^ress, succeeded, and was
elected.
