Blame came into the committee-rcom at
half-past 10. - accompanied by one of his
young eons, who stood behind his father's
chair throughout the session, and having in
his hand four enormous-sized envelopes and a

Mr.. Blame, after being sworn, said :"
Whileof course Idesire to submit myself

to such dictation as the committee may indi-
cate, stillitwouldprobably be the mast sim-
ple mode of proceeding for me to make a
general statement, and then submit myself to
any questions which the committee may pro-
pose to pat to me afterwards."

PRELIMINARY QUESTIONS.

You were
Secretary of State under President Garfield's
administration, end for a time under the
administration of President Arthur. Do you
know Jacob R.Shipherd, who has testified
in this investigation ?

Blame—l was going to take it up in that
order. To begin with,Mr.Chairman, Inever
saw the alleged papers ofMr.Shipherd inthe
State Department inmy life;neither before
this inquiry was started nor since. They were
papers of a character which would not
naturally be brought to the attention of the
Secretary of State. Inever knew there were
any such papers in the Department, nor ad-
dressed to it,until after Shipherd was intro-
duced to me by Senator Blair in the latter
part of July. He then referred to the fact
that he had addressed some papers to the
President which had probably been referred
to the State Department. Inever inquired
about them— (lshall spsak about that more
directly afterward) —and Inever saw them.
Iknew nothing up to that time of their being
there, aud prior to the introduction by Sena-
tor Blair of Shipherd to me
IHAD NEVER HEARD THE MAN'S NAME,

When Senator Blair came to me on
Monday, July 25th, and said .he desired
an interview for a gentleman named
Shipherd, Irover had heard of the name, and
Ieail to him, "You must metn Shepherd,
for Inever heard of the name Shipherd."
"No."he said, "Imean Shipherd." Ire-
col'ect that incident as fixingthe fact inmy
mind that Inever had even so much as beard
of the man before the 25th of July. In fur-
ther explanation, Iwill state that corre-
spondence which comes to the State Depart-
ment is first sent to the office of the ChiefClerk, who assorts it. Consular corre-
spondence goes to the office of the Third
Assistant Secretary. Diplomatic correspond-
ence goes tothe effice of the Second Assistant
Secretary, or of the First Assistant Secietary,
or to the Diplomatic Bureau directly. The
Secretary of State wouldonly have his atten-
tion called to important dispatches to dis-
patches relating to questions of policy, not to
matters indetail. li, would be utterly im-
possible, and gentlemen of intelligence will
see how absurd it would Jbe, to suppose that
the head of any of the great departments of
the Government should have personal cogni-
zance or oversight of every individual paper
that comes into the Department, much
less matter of such entire trashiness as that
sent by Shipherd ; and so far as the investi-
gation (Isay itwithout any disrespect to the
committee) into what became of this matter
is concerned, itwas '-pi.

SCARCELY FITTED FOB THE WASTE BASKET.
The Chief Clerk would have been act-
ing in strange contrast to hii ordinary
prudence had he attempted to interrupt the
attention of the Secretary by laying such mat-
ter on his table. _ Idid not know Shipherd's
handwriting until in autumn, when Hurlbut
turned over his correspondence, and Assist-
ant Secretary Hitt brought it to my hoate
one morning, and said,

Here is a pretty

THOSE INTERVIEWS.
Nowinregard tomy frequent interviewswith

Shipherd. He was introduced to me July
25th by Blair, in tho evening, when Ihad a
very brief interview with him. Instead
of its extending up to 11 o'clock in
the evening, as he stated, Ishould
say the whole interview was not longer than
ten or fifteen minutes. Iexcused myself on
account of having very important engage-
ments, and postnoned the interview until the
next morning. From then until the middle of
October Inever saw Shipherd, and never
heard of him. iInever was one moment with
him at any time that Blair was not present
except for » smile moment which Iwill
afterwards explain. 'But from July 25th to
the 13th of October Inever heard of Ship-
perd, or saw him. Then Isaw bim a brief
time onNovember 3d. Ithink be has given
the dates ccrrectly in his statements, so far as
Ihave observed ;but he has erred ft great
deal mto the length of tha interviews. As
to what was said by Shipherd of my course
as fixing the policy of the Government, the
committee willpardon me forsaying that that
never appeared to|me to be extraordinarily
pertinent testimony, and after Mr.Shipherd
stated his views as to wbat the policy of the
Government should be touching Peru, itoc-
curred to me that it might be refreshing |to
the committee to turn to the State Depart-
ment and Minister of Peru.

Everything
that ever passed between Hurlbut and myself
curing his mission ;at Lima is included in
these two envelopes. Iwrote a note to the
State Department, and got these papers in
reply. They are merely as to such trifling
matters as letting Hnrlbnt know that he mar
hive his stationery in a certain way, or that
he may go on the Alaska from Panama. .

FIRST KSOWLHDGE OF THI:CSCHET CLAIM.

Shipherd came a
_
dstated to me that he was

the representative of a very important elviin
against Peru, lownas the Cochel claim(of
wnich at that time Inever had heard). I
did not know its name, a^dIasked him how
Co Act w.s spel'ed. Ihad never heard the
word bafore in my life. He went on to stite
that itwis a vary important matter. He did
not state it as belonging to the Peruvian
Company. He said he was its chief agent ;
that Senator Blair was one of his active coun-
sel;that Senator Boutwell, whose opinion be
hud in his pocket, and which he offered to
show me, was one of his active counsel ;that
ex-Senator Eaton, of Connecticut, and ex-
Senator Conkling, of New York, were of his
counsel ; that Scott Lord was one of his
c_ii_.__._el ; and Ialso tbink he mentioned tbe
name of Mr.Robertson as one of hia counsel.
He certainly did menti m the name of ex-
Senator Cragin rfNew Hampshire. . '5. .

Mr.Kasaoa— Was that at the first inter-
view? . "..-li'.'i.

.shipherd's backing.

Blame—The first. Ithought itwas a Very
formidable array cf counsel. He stated that
the men who stood behind tho claim as the
owners were the strongest finincbl men in
New York, and he specified several of them
by name. He specified E. D.Morgan, Se'.ig-
man k Co., and, Ithink, August Belmont.
He mentioned a dozen names, and made a
great display ofstrength, both as to counsel
for the claim and as to the ownership, of it.
Imention this en passant. Ih.-.ve been
somewhat criticised fir uot sending Shipherd
out of my house on the first occasion he came
there, but IKillsay to the committee that a
gentleman who comes to me introduced by a
United Stales Senator, haying thrso United
States ex Senators for counsel, an ex-
Secretary of the Treasury for counsel,
and August Belmont, E. D. Morgan and
Seligraan for copartners, is not a man whom
you would generally kick cut of yourhouse
at the very first sight of him. [Laughter.]
And soIbeg to be excused for not peiform-
ing a duty which, three or four months after-
wards,Ipractically did on further informa-
tion. He went on and told me of this claim,
lieBpokeof its vastaess, its value, its strength
and itsintegrity. Isaid to him,

herd, in all your disclose of the claim, ot
whichIknow nothing, you make out no case
for the intervention of this Government."
We argued on this point for some time.
Isaid :

PROPERTY OR A CLAIM.

ItoldhimIdidnot. He sail,
"

One of them
he read and one of them he quoted. Evart's
opinion being as follows : "If Cochet was
the discoverer of guano, his discovery rested
in him a title to cne-third of all the guano in
Pern, and he may at his option claim one
third of each heap, or any other equitable
one-third of the total. If Chile at-
tempts to resist Cachet's demand for
his own, sho does but •\u25a0 make hori-elf

eliately anl directly liable for tbe
whole debt as for tortuous detention."
He quoted still moro strongly an opinion
which he afterwards brought to light in a
letter fromCammeho to Atigola, but instead
of that letter being translated from Spanish
intoEnglish, Iventure to make an assertion
that itwas Shipherd's original composition,
and tbat it was translated into Spanish by
Camancho, Isaid, "Ifthis be your case,
that you have actual ownership of property
inPeru, of course that would present a dif-
ferent case ;butIdo not credit it. This seems
to me to be a claim." He said, "Ask for
a report upon it. Do that for me."
Isaid,

"
Aclaim that has such respectable

counsel as you have, and so strong an array
of ownership as you have, Icertainly will
inquire into. Ihave no objection to do that.
That involves nothing, and commits the
Government to nothing." That was on the
20th of July. A day or two afterward I
called the attention of Trescott (tho was
then assisting in some matters of the Depart-
m nt, especially as to South America) to it.
We had been before thit talki about the
Lindreau claim, with which I,had been
familiar from . its having been before
Congress, andIrequested Tie3cott to prepara
a dispatch to Htt'lbut, and to include in the
inquiry t_i him for a report on the status of
the claim called the Cochet claim.

DIPLOMATIC DISPATCHES.
"Hurlbut,";Isaid,

"
who knows every-

thing in diplomacy in connection with the3a
South American countries willknow about
the Cochet claim," and Trescott, under my
direction, wrote a dispatch, and Ihave on
this sheet (^ paper with printed extracts
pasted on it) every word that tver pawed be-
tween the State Department and Hurlbut
about the Cachet claim. After the introduc-
tion, saying the matter had been submitted
to the Department here, Isay in this dispatch
cf the 4th of August toHurlbut :• Inreference to the C diet claim, there has beenno information laid before the Department of suf-
ficiently definite character to warrant specific in-
ttruction, and in the absence of requisite data hare
you willbe left to take such steps as may seem ex-
pedient in investigating the origin and character of
the claim. The primal point at issue iswhether any
American citizen, or association of citizens, has ac-
quired interest iv the claim in a m inner entitling
him or them to the good offices of this Govern-
ment inmaking a-iy representation toPeru, as theAmerican holders of tho claim, or their attorneys,
willbe on the ground. __•- * •

[Shipherd had said that' at 'east two of his
counsel would immediately proceed toPeru.]
IYon willno doubt be placed in possession of all
the facts, but you will take no steps committing
your Government to use its good offices without first
reporting in full to the Department for wellcon-
sidered and definite instruction. :•

Oa the 14th of September Hurlbnt re-
plied :

Sir :Iacknowledge the receipt of your dispatch,
No. 7,dsted August 4, ISSI, in relation to certain
alleged claims upon the Government of Peru. As
to the Cochet claim, the Legation has nothing hut
vague and sweeping statements, better adapted to
creating a commercial enterprise than toany judicial
or quasi action. Ihave been favored with two very
extraordinary letters, and some printed matter,
emanating from J. R.Shipherd, to which Ireply by
this mail, asking specific statements as to the ori«i
nal character and extent of the claim, and proofs in

That was every word Hurlbut said in re-
sponse to this letter, which was received at
the Department somewhere about the 17th or
18:h of October. . Isaid in my dispatch of
the 18th of November :

12, in reference to the
Cochet and Landman claims, evinces a prudent and
discreet course on your part. After the instruction
inmv So 7dispatch in regard to this subject had
been mailed, Ibecame convinced that there was no
neod of even the preliminary inquiry which I
suggested in regard to the Cochet claim.

LittleStanislaus Mealas, aged 0 yam, has
just anived here from Stevens' sheep camp,
twenty-five mi.en distant from this place,
with the following blood-curdling story of
Indian massacre upon his biiy lips: Yes-
terday morning, tha 18sh instant, before day-
light, the Indians attacked our camp whilst
wo were all asks;). Myfather r.r.d five other

.men who were there attempted to get their
guns, but too late. TiioIndiana rushed in
from all sides, and overpowered them hef. re
a shot could be fired. The work i.fslaughter
then began, and was frightful whileitlasted.
AnIndian put the muzzle of his gun against
the head of one man and fired, blowing his
brains against tbe floor and walls. 1saw
them killmy mother and two little lirotheis
by beating their brains out withstones. They
killed five. They tied icy father and tor-
tured him most dreadfully. He begged them
to spare him, but they only tortured him the
more. When they were tired of torturing
jbim one of them split bidskull open withan
ax. An Ind:an squaw, wife cf one
of the four friendly Apacho sheep-herders,
who worked with up, saved my life by hold-
ing me behind her, and begging them to
spare me. When all of the Mexicans were
dead except me, the Indians lett, taking with
them our four friendly Apaches us prisoners.
They were soon sorry that they had spared
me, for they sent a party back to the house
tokillme, but the rqnaw begged so hard fir
me that they said they would go back Rnd
tellthe chief that they could not nod me.
They then went awry again, and when they
wire gone far enough the fqmw audi 1 it
tbe ranch aid traveled all day and night
until wo reached Safford.

The face of little Stanislaus is indicative
of great suffering, Honor iiticpiiited upon
ita everj feature, and his eyes rroteude, as if
tho horrors of yesterday were still before
them, whilehe tells his story with a graphic
eloquence that pen cannot depict. The
child's story is complete, and it it does no
other good, the mothers of thoEastern States, .
when tucking tbeir naughty little ones in
bed, may frighten them to sleep by repeating
this sad story of pour littleStanislaus.

The Indian squaw who arrived here with
the boy says there were ninety-threa war-
riors in the attacking party, '['hey called
themselves Chiricahuas, and said they were
going straight to San Carlos Agency to kill
all of ths whites and get more Indians to join
them. They also declared that they would
killall of the inhabitants of this valley, as
the population of tho valley did not value
one-tenth in comparison with their numbers,
and the Indiana at San Carlos would join
them. The hestilea frequently declared that
their wholedesire was to hill ia retaliation
for the three Indians executed recently at
Fort Grant.
