TAKINGTHE BULL BY THE HORNS.

The beneficiaries of Protection have suc-

ceeded inmaintaining that system hitherto

by deluding the masses of the American

people into the belief that itwas in the in.

terest of Labor. That this fallacy cannot

be relied upon much longer was shown the
other day at a meeting of the New York
free Trade Club, when resolutions were

adopted and speeches made attacking this
position directly, and when Professor Sum-
ner, who is undoubtedly one of the highest
authorities in this country upon all such
questions, specifically asserted, and what
is mere proved, that the effect of the tariff
is to lower wages. As an illustration of
the spirit with which the new campaign
against Protection has been commenced,
and as showing the kind of arguments the
tariffnaeu willhave to meet, we give one
of the resolutions passed at this meeting :

"tohave." Then there is the employer'i
view. He says he must have protec-
tion because wages are so high in the
United States that unless he is protected
he cannot compete. In this way, accord,

ing toProfessor Sumner, "
As soon as you

"try to take hold of the subject you are"
met with a series of dissolving views,"
and when you try to get hold of one ol
met with a series of dissolving views,
and when you try to get hold of one ol"
these views you are presented with
another." The Protectionists inshort arc

continually arguing in a vicious circle.
They defend protection on the plea that il
makes wages higb, and they at the same
time demand it because wages are high,
Thus itis it the same time a Lane and i
blessing, according tothem. And withthe
same inconsistency they expect us to be-
lievethat employers who are complaining
of high wages, go to Washington to lobhj
for the maintenance of the system whicl
keeps them high.

Professor Sumner puts the caae plainly
enough when he says,

"somebody else." Or, as a workingman
whom he quotedput the case inan idiomatic
way : "Iknow when two bosses are"running after one man wages are high ;
"when there are two men running afterhen there are two men running after
"one boss wages are low." That is the
truth in a nutshell, yet it is very hard to
get people to realize that all restrictions of

trade by artificialmethods must result in

lowering the wages of labor, precisely as
putting fetters on a man prevents him from
utilizingthe power of his muscles. But it
is much easier to prove from the actual
situation that the tariff does not benefit
Labor, than it is to establish the same truth
by any process of abstract reasoning. As
Tennyson says, "Things^seen are mightier"

thau things heard ;" and when it is
demonstrated that in spite of the tariffthe
rate of wages has not kept pace with the
increase of living, the facts must com-

end themselves to all who are capable of
lection. Protection is a method of
aking-bo'ieve in industry, at the expense

of those who cannot derive any profit from
it Itia au attempt to force the growth of

,ings which willnot grow naturally, and
when it is not that, it is a systematic plun-
der of the many for the benefit of a few.

The workingmen of America have by
their votes done a great deal to maintain
this mischievous and immoral system, but
when they are made to comprehend tbe
fallacy of the representations upon which
they have proceeded, they will refuselen

longer to injure themselves for the benefit
of others. A3 regards the protected in-
dustries, ono of two propositions must be
true :cither they are incapable of support-
ing themselves

—in which case they ought
to be permitted to perish ; or they are ca-
pable of supporting themselves

—

case every cent of protection in their favor
iia fraud upon the people who have to pay
it. As a matter of fact, however, many

iota. As an illustration, take the steel rail
manufacture. Ithas been pretended that
the tariff of 100 per cent, upon steel rails
was demanded in the interest of working-
men. Now in ISSO the actual profit of
the ateel rail men was $20,000,000,
and less than $5,000,000 was spent
upon labor during the same period.

Thus it appears that less than 10 per
cent, of the price of the steel rails went to
the workingmen, yet we are asked to be-
lieve that a tax of 100 per cent is neces-
sary inthis industry. Who pays that tax

of 100 per cent? It ia the farmers, the
merchants, the customers of the railroads,
who have no share whatever

pays that tax
100 per cent.7 It is the farmers, the
rchants, the customers of the railroads,
iohave no share whatever in the profits

of the steel manufacture. And while thus
a few manufacturers are amassing colossal
f tunes, at the expense of the people, who

are robbed year after year for the benefit
of this minority, the cost of livingis out-
stripping the advance in wages to such an
extent that the condition of tho American
workingman becomes worse instead of bet-
ter, all the time. How long will the ma-

jorityallow themselves to be thus fleeced,
seeing that they have the remedy always
intheir own hands ?.

The possibility
that consumption may be cured, however,
is a thought which contains greater hope
and comfort for hundreds of thousands of
human beings than perhaps any other an-
nouncement that could be made. For no
disease haa made such awful ravages, or
has resisted the efforts of science so suc-
cessfully, nor is there any part of the world
in which the victims of consumption do
not constitute a very large percentage in
the regular bills of mortality. , The man
who has conferred such a boon upon the
human race willbe remembered even be-

fore Jenner, and if,as Professor Tyndail
claims, this great discovery haa been made
possible only through vivisection, the
opponents of that practice are likelyto be
overwhelmed by the tremendous argument

Ithus suddenly brought against them.

TAKING THE PEOPLE'S NAME IN VAIN.

Itis a triteobservation that whenever a
demagogue wants to secure a hearing for
some mischievous proposition, or when-
ever a clique or coterie of demagogues de-
sire to foist some fraud upon the public,
the first thing to do is to usurp the style
and title of "the People." Ever since
the Three Tailors of Tooley Street wrote a

petition beginning, "We the People of"England," thi3 kind of humbug has been
familiar, and no doubt long before it. It
is, however, so stale and vulgar a device
that it ought not now to be worth much,
though the demagogues continue to resort
to itas ifit possessed the most sovereign
virtue. Bat when ahundred or so of men,
out of a city with a population of nearly

twenty-five thousand, assemble and make
propositions [on their own motion, it is
taxing the public complaisance too far to

expect that the emanations of such a

gathering willbe accepted as the willof"
the people." The hundred or so citizens

may be worthy persons, but they are a

hundred or so, and they are not twenty
thousand. Nor have they any warrant or
commission whatever to speak for or to
represent the great majority of the com-
munity. No doubt they have a perfect
right to make propositions to their fellows,
but the latter are entitled toobject strongly
to all attempts at begging the question as
to what the popular will really is, by
whollyunauthorized pretenses that a meet-
ing of the kind referred to stands for the
public opinion of the community. Ifthe
recent movement has more supporters than
have appeared at the meetings, the fact has
yet to be ascertained, and its friends need

jnot imagine that they willbe allowed to
; take snap- judgment upon that question.

TELLER AND THE INDIANS.

We are pleased to observe that since
Mr. Teller became Secretary of the Inte-
riorhe has grown more conservative on the
Indian question, and that he is not so dis-
posed as fcrmeily to overthrow all the
efforts of his predecessors at the solution
of that problem. Thus the advent of

officialresponsibility has the salutary effect
of sobering even the most radical, and
makes them feel that though it was well
enough to talk in a revolutionary way
when they were out of effice, it is no
longer possible to hold theee extreme
views of things. Mr. Teller as Secretary
is a very different man from Mr. Telleras
Senator, in fact. He has already begun
to discuss Indian affairs in a conservative
and cautious way. He approves of the
plan of giving Indian tribes lands insev-
eralty, though a few weeks ago he was
reported as being in favor of taking the
last acre from them, and denying
to any of them more territory than
they were willing and able to culti-
vate. Perhaps a due examination of the
resources of the United States Government
has convinced him that there are not troops
enough available to put down a general
Indian war, and that therefore it is inad-
visable to bring one about. It is to be
hoped, however, that his conversion to
rational ideas is based upon much sounder
considerations, and that he recognizes the
necessity of showing the Indians that the
faith of tho United States is not a mere
fiction of the law, to be employed only in
writing treaties, but never to be acted
upon when once the treaties have been
ratified. If he gives to this subject the
attention which itnimportance demands he
must, we venture to assert, reach conclu-
sions very similar to those which Mr.
Schurz was led to, and if he undertakes to
administer the Indian government from
that standpoint he can hardly go very far
wrong. '.

RESIGNATION WITHDRAWN.

We are glad to learn that Mr. Wetmore
has withdrawn his resignation as Chief
Executive ViticulturalOfficer, and that an
amicable understanding has been reached
between him and his fellow-workers. To
those who have been observing events from
without ithas for some time been appa-
rent that whatever the Viticultural
Association was doing was mainly Mr.
Wetmore's work. In fact it is not an

exaggeration to say that he has been and
is the very mainspring of the organization,
and that through it he has already done
more to benefit the State than most politi-
cians succeed in accomplishing in a life-
time. Itis equally apparent that he has
done this in the most public-spirited and
unselfish way, aud that in fact he has lit-
erally sacrificed his personal interests to

those of the State. Such services must not

be slighted, for they are too rare to be
treated with indifference.' .- v
